Sour Milk for Animals.
New England Farmer.

There seems to he a strong prejudice in the
minds of many persons against "sour" milk as
food for man or animals. A Western editor
tells his readers that "souring" milk destroys
nearly half ita value. There can be no doubt
that infants and young animals as a tule should
have their milk as nearly iu the natural erudi-
tion as possible. Some Jersey milk is too rich
for feeding calves or pigs, but then, Jersey milk
is in a measure artificial, as the cow herself bas
been made what she is by a lon course of arti-
ficial feeding and breeding. Because Jersey
skimmed mi iff. may be sater to feed to young
calves than the whole milk does not rffect the
rule that new sweet milk taken iu th natural
way is the best food for young anitaals. But
bow long after it is swallowed before it becomes

sour" in the stomach! The r.isria iuice.
which is an acid, curdles it at the flrt stage in
dieestioc. l--

Many farmers have learned that .':'sour" milk
is an excellent and perfectly ea(a food for ani-
mals, and that one-hal- f is cot lost by the mere
coagulating process. Bat the "aouring" may be
carried too far. The contents of Jan old swill
barrel, into which all the wastVof the kitchen
and diary are thrown to ferment and rot, are
not always the best kind of food even for a hog,
which is supposed to be capable "of thriving ou
anything mat is eatable. There ia a difference
between milk that is simply curdled and that
which has eooe through all tHefirmentivestatres
and possibly some of the putrifnctiTe. The ex-
perience of thousands ofi farmers louz ago
proved that - milk simpler curdled is not
iDjured in the lean as food for hoes, and many

Fresh cut timber in very many cases contains
on an average about 45 to 50 per cent, of its
weight in water, and if seasoned iu the ordi-
nary way this is reduced to about 15 or 20 per
cent., but the fresh timber also contains air, as
may be easily shown by warming one end at the
fire or in hot water and watching the hubbies
drive out; and the seasoned timber contains less
water and more air io proportion, so that many
sources of error are possible in the usual weigh-
ings of timber.

Stumps left in the fiold will cot decay if
shoots ere allowed to grow out. It is cot diff-
icult to destoy the stumns if the shoots are kept
down. If the field of stumps is a large one a
small flock of sheep will greatly assist in pre-
venting any kind of growth on the. stump, as
the sheeo will readily eat the tender shoots as
fast as they appear.
