ARMY OF THE CUMBERLAND

One Hundred and Fifty Members Attend
the Nineteenth Annual Eeunion.

Ex-Gov. Alger, of Michigan, Delivers an Elo-
quent and Impressive Eulogy on the Life
and Services of Gen. Sheridan,

CHicAGO, Sept. 19.—The nineteenth annual
reunion of the Society of the Army of the
Cumbsrland was opened to-day, with about one
bundred and fifty members present. The ad-
dress of welcome was delivered by Maj. A. E.

Stevenson, of Cnicago. General Rosecraus was
mades chairman.

Colonel Stone, ehairman of the memorial
committes, snbmitted the names of the members
who died during the year, as follows: Maj.-Gen.
W. L. Elliott, Surgeon E. A. Higway, Ohio;
Maj. J. Lowree, Donver; Gen. P. H. Sheridan;
Brevet Maj.-Gen. Stoughton, Michigan; Brevet
Maj.-Gen. W. A. Underwood, Boston; Brevet
Msj.-Gen. W. C. Whitaker, Louisville; Brevet
Col. Charles T. Wing, New York; Brevet Brig.-

Gen. Thomas L. Young, Cinclanati; Gen. Graa-
ville Moody, Ohio.

General Fullerton offered a motion that a
committee of nine be appointed to consider the
question of erectiog an equestrian monument at
Washinzton in honor of General Sheridan. An
amendment was made that & member of the so-
ciety from each State be appointed. The matter
was laid over.

A committee was appoioted to coneider the
advisability of procuriog s button to distinguish
the members of the association. Arrangements
will be made with a Philadelphia firm for its
macufasture.

Then followed a discussion of the form in
in which the records of the society should be
published and the appointment of various com-
mittees.

At Contral Musie Hall, this evening, General
Rassell A. Alger, of Michigan, delivered the fol-

lowing sulogy on the late General Philip H.
Sheridan:

“Gentlemen of the Society of the Army of the
Cumberiand—I beg to acknowledge, with mauy
thanks, this honor conferred by you upon me. |
accepted the task for the love rbon to our dear
departed commander, the president of your so-
ciety, and withont sufficient thought of the mag-
nitude of the work, if done as it ought to be,
when | should have declined. Standiog now in
the full light of Sheridan’s giory, what can [ say
of him that bas not been better said, from pul-
pit and piatform all over this land, since his
great soul broke its mortal bands in bis gniet
resting-plasce by the sea and took its fught to
the realms of Him who gave iti"”

After sketchiog Sberidan's early life acd de-
tailing his official record, General Alger said:

*'Lat me sketeh Sheridan to you ashe apoeared
standing in front of his tent on the eventful
May morniog when the letter appointing bhim
colonel in the Second Michigan Cavalry, sent by
Michigan's famous war Goversor, Austin Blair,
was handed to him. In stature aboat five feot
five ioches, weight 135 pounds, with s large
bead, viercing eye, broad shoulders, and taper
iog to his feet, much like an iron wedge, and,
as his commangd afterwards learned, about as
firm. As was always his costom, his uniform
coat was buttonsd to bis chio, and he looked
every inch a soldier, as he was. When he re-
ceived his appointment his surprise and delight
seemed about equal. Soon he was surronnded
by his brother stafl officers, who were profuse in
their congratniations, asnd when one of them
proposed his heaith with the hope that his
colonel’s commission would be ‘enly a step toa
brizadiar's ster,’ Sheridan repliad instantiv:
‘No, thank you; I am vow & colonel of cavairy,
and have all the rask [ wish. His supposed
genith was but his borizon. Thus we see
bow littis men know eveén of themsslves. The
fondest ambition gratified, gratifies notatall All
things we think wili fullysatialy us, once gained,
are found to lJack the pleasurs we anticipats.
We are constantly looking beyond, eager for the
motrow that naver comes, and too apt to forget
the blessings of to-day. Perbaps it is well it 18
thue, else man woald be content with tais life,
giviog little thought to the life bevond. -

“*Aes before stated, the evening of the day Col-
onel Sheridan received his appointment, be ap-
pearsd 1n eamp, aud assumed eommand of his
regiment. He wores his eaptain’'s uriform eoant,
with 1ts one row of butsous and a pair of in-
fantry colonel’s shoulder-siraps; the latter prob-
ably wers all he could procure after his appoine-
ment. He was a resclute man, and bis com-
mand soon learned the fact that unless in eamp
two partivs wera in constant danger
—the enemy and themselves. He was
alwavs genial aod easily approached, except
in battle, when his whols pature sesmed to
change, and woe to the man who ecrossed him
while the fight was on. Speakiug of this fact
not s year sines, when ftold he was alwavs uely
fin bactle, he replied: ‘I guoess that was so, it
was the way I always feit.' I lLave given vou
this early sketch of the General that you may
#v® how he appeared when he started on his
famons career. Thanks to the genmsof our
institations, we have no hereditary titles, and
high bLirth adds in the race of lite neither ad-
vantage nor the converse. Upon the acts of the
individual rests his success or failuore. True,
surroundings and opportunity aid 1o pavioe the
way, but no substantial sucecess foliows acei-
dents. 1 well remember the remarks of a
brusque old gentieman, many years ago, when
it was said of & person that he was ‘lueky.’
‘Lucky?! said he. ‘Don’t talk to ms about
luck; give me the wan’ (] can
be easily imagined bow restive such
a mwan as Sheridan would Le, tied to staff duty,
daoring a vear or more of war, However, when
ouce released, he commenced his work in an
earnest and most systomatic mauner. As col-
onel of bis reziment he at once employed a
scout or guide familiar with the [country, keep-
ing bim at his own expense, and no road, by-
path, stream, bridgs, awamp, or hill existed, if
within ten miles of his headquarters. bat it ap-
peared oo his map, and right there lay one of
the sirong elements that contributed to hias
success, + No matter how great the extent of the
country over which he was to operate, he had
the rare facuity of posseesiog & full knowledge
of it. So, also, concerning the position and
strength of theenamy. He would locate ita
corps, divisions, brigades and outposts, giving
very nearly the strength of each, as well as the
strangth of the positions thev occupiad. In bat-
tle, when he struck tue enemy, he followed
every advantage with such impetoosity as to
leave him no time to recover from the effects
of one blow Dbefore receiving another,
por was he ever permitted to face
about before being driven from the fleld. He
soemed zlways to know where to send in bis
troops to accomplish the most. He aimea to
break through and divide {he enemy, but never
divided his cwn command beyond supporting
distapee. Snch was the eombination—know]-
edge of the topography of tha eountry, position
sud strength of the enemy, guick perception
and decision, beavy and rapid blows, which gave
him the sneceas that erowned him among the
foremost genera's of modern history. Sheridan
never lost & battle He seldom made an attack
tuat was not saccessful, and likes mwighty rock
standing in the sea whosga waves strike it ounly
to be dinided and sbattered, so no snemy's host
was ever hurled upon his command but to be
broken, Those who saw a handful of men de-
feat ten rimes their nuinber at Boonville; thoze
who stood in the esdar brakes at Stone river and
witnessed the repulse of the proudest army sver
sent by.the rebels to the West; those who were
with him in the seven miles of fire at
Missiou Ridge; thosefwho were with
him in that hell of fire at
the Wilderness, or gerved under him in the
great eavalry fights of Yellow Tavern and Tre-
villian Station; those who passed with him
throngh the tarrible battle of Wincheater; those
who helped dewolish Early's victorivus army at
Cedar ereek, for which ha and his army were
thanked by Congress, and those who foilowed
bhim st Five Forks, where he ‘huried our floal
strength aecross the path of Lee,’ all joined in
the acclaim as each wvictoryin torn increased
his bewildering fame, crowniug bim wita the
plandits of the world.

“One of the strong characteristics of Genaral
Sheridan was hig intense devotion to the caure
of the North. Soldiering with him wasnota
mere occupation, a road to gratify personal am-
bition, but he believed intenseiy that rebellion
was a crime, and that it ought to be punished.
He had no patience whatever with the people of
tbe North who either sympathized with the re-
bellion or spoke discouragingly about putting it
down or (disparagingly of the forece used
in ecrushing . It was this intense
sarnestness that made his success. His
sppearance upon the field st any time
during a battle always created the wildest en-
thasiasm. He bandled a regiment as though 1t
was an army, and an army was managed by him
as though it were a regiment We bear much
extraordinary praise of Gen. Sheridan as a cav-
slty commander, and while he was that, he was
more. As Gen. Sherman said in Toledo, a few
days since, ‘Sheridan was all bis ravk implied.
He was a general as capable of commandiog an
army as any brought out by the war.’ In John
Russell Youog's ‘Around the World with Goverai
Grant,’ the General, in eonversation with Prince

Bismarck, is quoted to have said: ‘I regard Sher-

idan as not only one of the greatest soldiers of
our war, but one of the greatest soldiers of the
world: as a man who is Iit for the highest com-
mand,. No better general than Sheridan ever
lived.” This is anthentic, because General Grant
revised the work before publication. Wh(g. then,
should I indulge in panegyric over (ieneral
Sheridan when we have this testimony
from the highest testimony the world ean
produce! A truth once stated gains notbing
l‘ﬂg repetition. What a life and what a lesson!

ithout friends—with nothing but his own
courage and indomitable will—he commanced at
the bottom and climbed the ladder to the top of
fame's highest pionacle, bat never kicking the
rounds from under him as he ascended. Hin
example is a toreh, a beacon light, a lesson to
every boy and man, and while great suceess is
Biven to but few, yet such an example as hia is
of most inestimable value as a guide to every cne
possessed of a laudable ambition. Sheridan's
part iu the war was so promioent that it at-
tracted attention at ones and became the theme
for poets, artists and Listorians dwelil upoo.
Other men have served their eountey well, and
died hoping that future generations would do
them justice. Sheridan was happy inliviogin the
glory of hisown fame, and his fondest {riends
can hope for no more than that the future may
coneur with his own timo in deing him honor.

“People have a longing to look into the bearts
of great men. There is often disappointment
a8 well as pleasure about it The unthoughtful
are apt to belinve that great men are entirely
great. The truth 18 they are much like other
men in their genoral characteristics, and only
marked by soms siogle superior quality. They
are often. as unknown to themselves as they are
‘o others. Their foture lies concealed from
them. Sheridan was one of those who accepted
good fortune as it came, content to fill the place
assigned to bim to the best of his ability, and
with very little of that consuming ambition
which peers into the future, and frow the cabin
at one end of life's journey sees the palace ris-
ing at the other. i

“Nearly s quarter of a ecentury has passed,
and peace reigns thronghout the land, yet many
of the men who served with him are still among
the living. The muster rolls of the Grand Army
of the Republie carry about 400,000 names, of
which nearly 5,000 have been mustered out dor-
iog the past year. It is estimated that about
one-half of the veterans living belong to this or-
ganization, and it is bus reasonable to suppose
that those withont zre falling by the way as
rapidly as those within, Thus ten thousand of
these brave ecomrades have passed away sines
last you met, an average of about ons for avery
time the minute-hand passcs around the dial of
the clock. Their sufferings are ended, their
weary hearts at rest. They are beyond care and
iroutle. No poor-house can ever open or closs
its doors to them. Lel us revere their memory.
The men who served their conntry and saved it;
the meo who made it what it is to-day, the com-
rades of our gallant Sheridan, ovght to be
the Nation's wards, and not the Nation's paupsrs,
A evateful eountry shonld rise up to give them
their just reward and place them beyond the
possibility of suffering during the few years yet
allotted to them., Among the new-wmnade graves
ou the banks of the peaceful 'otomar, overlook-
ing the Capitol of the Nation, surrounded by
thousande of hia comradea who fell by hie gide,
is that containing all that is mortal of this great
man and comrade. He died asa hero dies,
facing the dread destroyer without a murmur,
and as his form was borne away to its last rest-
ing place at Ariington, a loyal people gathered
around his grave and bathed the new-made
mound thas covers bis lifeless form with their
tears. Great soul, loving father, devoted hus-
band, loyal friend, your life, your affection for
your country, vour record as s saldier acd os
A man, are the heritags of a grateful pation. A
country broken you hsiped to rebuild; adivided
sentiment you helped to make oge. Oo the pow
of promise which, spavuing this great land, as-
sures us that peace, unity and eoncord shall
remain forever, are inseribed the names of the
men who placed it thers, and at its spex shives
in letters as bright an the day. that shall never
{ade, the immortal name—Sheridan.”

At the close pf the address the session ended.

THE FIFTIETH CONGRESS.

———

The Benate Votes $100,000 for Relief of
Yellow-Fever Sufferers,

Wasumxgroy, Sept. 19.—Mr. Edmunds re-
ported from the committee on foreign relations
the following order:

Ordered, That the President of the Senate be di-
rected to withhold transmission to the House of Rep-
resentatives of the nset (House bill) to prohibit the
coming of Chiness laborers to the United States until
the furiher direction of the Senate.
£ He asked for its immediate consideration.
Mr. Telier objected to its present consideration,
and the order went over till to-morrow.

Mr. Vest iognired of the presiding officer
what the effeet of wnon-action on the proposed
order would be, but no response was made.

Mr. Edmunds offered a joint resolati on appro-
pristing £100,090, to be expended under the di-
rection of the President of the United States in

the relief of the suffering caunsed by yellow fe-
ver now prevailiog in the State of Ilorida, and
asked for its immedinte couosideration. It was
obvious, he said, from the pubiie reports, about
whieh there could be no doubt, that that most
dangerous and falal plague was rapidly extend-
ing not only in the stricken State of Florida,
but into adjacent States, and that a vast amount
of suflfering was being caused thereby. Theap-
propristion for the restraint and quarantine of
the discase couid not be used iu aid of thesuffer-
ers. He thought, therefore, that while the citi-
zens of the United States were contributing out
of their private mesans as liberally as they
might in aid of the siricken penpie, the whole
peop'e of the United States ought, for the sake
of bumanity and the public good, to contribute
out of the treasury of the United States to aid
not only the sick, but those who bave left their
bhomes, and to Lhelp those communities in their
dreadful distress. He knew of no better use to
make of a part of the public money than te
maka this contribution to be expended under
the direction of the President of the United
States immedistely.

Mr. Brown inquired why the appropristion
should be conlined to Florida while the disease
was spreading in other States.

Mr. Edmunds—It is not confined to the State
of Florida. Isis in aid of all the sufferers,
wherever they may be, whether in Georgia,
North Carclioa, the city of Washiogton, or any
where alse.

After brief remagks by Senators Call and
Pasco, the joint resviution was passed.

Mr. Vebt, from the Jommities on commerde,
reported o bill to suthorize eonstruction of
bridges across the Kentucky river sand its tribuo-
taries by the Louisville Southern Railroad Com-
pany, and i1t was passed.

Mr. Sherman's resolution as to Canadian af-
fairs was, at the request of Mr. Morgan, post-
poned till to-morrow.

Mr. Jones, of Arkansss, procesded to address
the Senate on the motion to refer the Presi-
dent's anuual message, and discussed, from the
Demoeratio stand-point, the que:tion cf the pro-
tective tariff, whicn he declared to be “‘a system
of naked robbery.”

Mr. Stewart pext addressed the Senate, ex-
pressiog views directly ths opoosite of those
put forward by Mr, Jvnnu. but declaring that
the existing stagnation and dJdepression of prices
did pot resuls from the tarifl, but from the de-
monetization of silver.

At the close of Mr. Stewart's speech, the
House bill to anthorize the conatruction of a
bride« across the Missoniri river within one mile
porth or sonth of the mouth of the Kansas
river, was taken up and passed, with amend-
mwenls.

And how concies is his refutation of the
Sounthern theory that frand in an election
wiheh cencerns Congressmea is a merely local
affair:

“We refer to the great war in no spirit of hos-
tility to any section or class of men, but oniy
becanse we balieve it to be good for the whole
country that loyalty and fidelity w0 the flag
should be honored.”

““The glory woven into the flag that we love.”

General Harrison had no special reputstion as
an corator when he was nomioated. He was
known as a logical and ready debatsr, & corract
statistician, but was supposed to be somewhat
cold ino manner sod precise in method; and be-
hold, he bas blossomed into the most genial of
men and the most picturesque of speakers.

TRUTH ABOUT THE MILLS BILL.

———
It Reduces the Average Rate of Duty oo Dati-

abie Goods 23.86 Per Cent,
Bulletin of American Iron and Steal Associstion.

Mr. Mille claime that his tariff bill which
passed the House" of Ilevresentatives rednces
the average rate of duty on # " ‘ble goods from

7.10 per cent in the fiscal 1887 to 42,49
per cent., a reduction, as he of 461 per
cont., and this he says is not , trade. Cor-
tainly it is not; but does M.. Mills tell the
whole truth? Emphatically he does non.  Heore
are the proofs. We challenge the successiul
contradietion by free traders of the {igures we
now present: .

When Mr. Mills says that his bill reduces the
averages rate of duty on dutiable goods only 4.61
per cont. he intends to deceive his hearers,
The truth is that 4 61 is simply the difference
between 47.10 per sent., the averape rate of duiy
eollected on all duotiable eoods in 1837, and
42 49 per cent , which Ar. Mi'ls says is the aver-
age raie of duty in the dutiable .ist of his bill
The total revenus derived from imported duti-
able goods in the fiseal year 1837, on which im-
portations Mr. Mills bases his calculations, was
$212,032,424. 1L, as Mr. Mills says, bis ball re-
duces the average rats of duty on dutiable coods
only 4.61 per cent. the amoant of daty remitted
by his bill wonld be only §9.774.605. As, how-
ever, the ostensible objeet of his billis to re-
duee tho revenus surplus of the country, of
what avail would the reduction of a sum of less
than £10,000,000 be when he e¢laims that the
revenue should be reduced about £50,000.0007
If Mr. Mills's statement cf the precentage of re-
duction in daties were correct his bili would not
be worthy of tbe slightest consideration as a
revenue reduction measure,

But Mr. Mills has also distinet!y stated that
his bill, if passed. would reduce the revenue

from castoms by £50 591,630, basing his uluuin'

tions on the dutiable imports of 1887, namely,
$450,325,322.  Assuming that this result would
follow the passage of his bill, then, as our cus-
toms revenne in 1887 amounted 10 #212.032 424,
it would be reduced under his bill to §16],440,-
788. This would be a reduction of 23 #6 per
gent., instead of 4.61 cent.
To please the few who protest against the

tostive principle of our tariff system, Mr.

scye that bis bill wonld reduce our largs surplus
revecue from eunstoms by over $30,900,000, nud
to boodwink the great body of our people whe'
beliove in adequate protection o home indus-
try, he declares that his bill would reduce duties
on datiable goods an average oniy of 4.6l panr
ceul, ;

Mr. Mills's duplicity may be exposed in an-
other way. He totally suppresses tha faet that, |
having made large additions by his bill from the
present dutiable list to the free lst, the m.’
datiable hist is affected by the articles made [res
of duty as wall as by toe articles oa which ‘
duty s simply reduced. The foreign walue of
the dutiabie articles imported in the dscal yean
1887 was 450,325,322, and the daty collected was
§212,032,424, makiog the sverage ad valorem rata
on dutiable ariicles 47.10 per cent. By reduciog
the rates on sowe of these articles sud making
others wnoliy free of duty, Me. Milia re-
mits duties lmcuntg o tb. gat
as he sintes, to 850,601, Henes,
rate of duty on articles which are now
would be reduced by his bill frem 47.10
to 35,54 per cenl, w red Qoo s
ore-fourth, or of neariy 24 per ceat., 8 we
already demonstrated. What pres
this average1ate afford to our manufactorers
and workingmen agaicst foreign competition
while wages 1o near'y all Ameriean industries
are Irom 50 to 104 per cent higher than the e
ges paid io similar indostries abroad, and whilel
it is well knowa that stout 80 per cent of
valne of all producis is made up of wages ‘
to labori

Mr. Mills, in eommon with many others, in
eriticism of our present tarilf su
fact that, slthough the average rate of daty
dutisble goods was 47.10 per cent. in the
year 1857, tho average rate of doty ou all the
importations of thas year, both :rund-dnw
was only 21 per cent. le entirely ignores the'
imporisnt fact that uoder the present tarill
people of this country now receive a

free of duty maay produets of foreign
which do nos compete with our own

products,
such ae tea and coffea. 1f Mr. Milla's bill should
become a law the average rate of duty on all
tmported guods, both free and dutiable, would
be reduced to less than 24 por cent. on the basie
of last years importations. In making this re-
dueuion, large!y by additiens to the free-list, the
industries of the couniry which reguire pros
tection would severely suffer. Our preseut free
i‘ist. on the contrary, barms no domestis in-

ustry.
