Sarvivors of Saveral Regiments Whose Ranks
Are Rapidly Thinning Meet to Exchange
Sentiment snd 'Grasp Each Oithers Hand.

——

State fair week is always prolifie in soldiery
requions. Many of the survivers of the In-
diana regiments have for years chosem that
week for coming together, because it affords
them reduced railroad rates and an opportunity
to visit tl v fair. The familisr nniforms of the
veterans, and the distingnishing badge on the
coat lapel were visibl#®everywhere yesterday,
but they were not so numerons as in former
years. Those who have watehed the coming of
the old heroes for years have seen a cradual de-
cresse 10 the number that appear. The death-
rate is inereasing rapidly as the date of muster
cut gets further away, and disease contracted
in war, coming ount after so many years, keeps

many away who otherwise ought to be in the
prime of life. Not oply is there a decrease in
the npumber of those who ecome to
the capital eseh succesding year, but
the fruits of exposure acd  hard
service on the battis-fisld make themselves more
plainly visible in the personnel of the survivors.
That military step is rnlmost gone, and in place
of the robust-looking men of & fsw years ago
are those who only feel the burden of advancaing
years. As the veterans grow older and fewer

answer to the anuual regimental roll-eall. their
comiog together for even a single day seems to
to grow more pleasant, acd the tie that holds
them more bindiag.

A balf dogen or more regiments held their re-
unions yesterday. The moss of them met in the
court-house, and were in session but a few
hours. It has always been the aim of the old
scidiers to keep politics out of their meetings,
but the Harrisen sentiment ran o high in every
one yesierday that it could not be con-
trolled. The Ninth Cavalry oceupied
‘he Criminal Court room. This reziment was
sommanded by Colonel Eli Lilly, of this eiry.
It went into the war in 1861, and was muostered
out in 1865, Of the one thousand eight hundred
men who were in it at various times, buttwo
sundred are now living. Perhaps seventy-five
of this pumber were present yesterday. Many
of them were from the Western States. Joha
H. Case, of Marion county, presided, and Jobhn
¢i. Hoit, of Rushville, ofifiated as secretary.
The morning session was devoles to routine
business, such as calliog the roll of surviving
members. ascertaining their postoffice, and
hearing the reports of the various officers. The
session was enlivened by seme stirring voecal
musie by Lot Abrabam and W, H. Wileford, of
Mount Pleasant, Iowa. They conld not keep
away from political songs, and several were
pung that arraigned President Cleveland for bis
mistreatment of the wvetarans. At the after-
noon session. the following officers were elected
for the spsuing year:

At General Streight's Resideanoce.

The reunion of thq Fifty-first Indiana Regi-
ment yesterday, to which was invited the asso-
cintion of the ex-prisoners of war, proved a
hichly enjoyable cecasion. It oceurred at the
homs of Gen. A. D. Streight, jnst east of the
on the pational road. It was certainly a
1 val welcome that the General and wile ex-
teuded to the weterans of the two organiza-
tions. of both of which the Geoeral
bimself is a member, asd the old

#cidiers ware loud in the praise of him when
they returned to the city last night. The traiv
teariug tae soldiers and their wives to the place
ot the renpios left the Union passenger station
snortly after 9 o'cloek, aud soon arrived at Gen-
ernl Steeight’s residencs. There were about 30
of the vetarans, many of whom were accom-
panied Ly their wives and children. A spa-
cous gruve in front of the house was prepared
for ine meeting piace and for the big dinner
which was to follow. Tke survivors of the
}ifre-first Rogiment were called together by its
7iea president, Captain Haley, of Terre Haute,
the president, My, Ramsey, of Crawfordsville,
be'ng absent. Captain Haley waa chosen presi-
dent of the regiment association for the en-
sw.og year, with Cuotain Joboson, of this city,
vice president, and Mr. Cochran secretary.

At 12 o'ciock the entire company sat down to
the big dinner which bad been prepared by Gen.
Sirsight and wife. There was almost an acre of
tahies well filled with edibles and well sur-
rousded with people. Dincer was served by a
lrrge corps of young ladies. At its conclusion
et arred thespeeches, of which there ware many.

Major Anderson, of Washington eity, and
Captain Wallack, of Peru, wore the
first 1o speak, and then Gegeral Streight
followed in an address almost an
hour in Jength but of the greatest
interest. Heo firss alluded to the prisoners of
war, and te the hardehips they bad endored.
FHe declared that the government owsd its exist-
erce to suck men as these, and its exscutive
officars should never forget the faect. The con-
¢luding portion of the address created a wild
scene of enthusinem. ‘‘There is no polities in
this aceasion,” said he, “but [do b you boys
will all vore for Bea Harrison this fallL” The
remuark brotught all to their feet. and the cheer-
ing coutinued for some minutes. What the
speaker eaid was emphasized by
the elaborate acd Dbeantiful decorations
of his residence, the front of which was covered
with flags, and in the center was a large pictars
of General Harrison. At one side of the door,
& >0, etood a little log eabin and barrel of cider
to which all present, who so desired, wers at
liharty to help themseives. In bis concluding
renarks Gveneral Streight gave a hearty invita-
ton to the regiment to hold ita reunior with
bim again next vear, upon which it was moved
and noanimousiy earried, amid cheering, that
the invitation be accepted.

Captain Johnson made an address, in which he
sagzested that every member of the Fifty-first
Regiment write an acecount, in the form of a
diary, of his experiesce in the army, and that
the same be pr?nted in book form. Captain Me-
Kee, of Washington, and othars, made 1nterest-
ing address=a, which consumed the time until
after 3 o'clock., Then, when three cheers had
besn given for Colonel and Mrs. Streight, the
cohi:my took leave sud returned by train to
the city.

The sixth anoual meeting of the Seventb In-
dians Cavalry was held in the George H.
Thomas ball yeaterday. It was called to order
by the president of the association, Lewis
Roeves, of Mentone. After that the Ilndian-

~apolis Glee Clud gave a lively chorus, and
the Southport Band played patriotic tunes.
Io the aftergoon new members were enrvolled
and resolutions were adopted on the death of
six members of the regiment. It was decided
to leid the next meetiog at Winechester on the
first Wednesday in Oetober. The incoming

pecretary received instructions to publish a
hacd book for 1880. Eiection of officers was
the last order of busicess. They were chogen
as follows:

resident Reeves by his comradea. Mr Rsoves
responded briefly, and then ghort addresses wera
made by the newiy-clectad secritary, C. W. Go-
gao, A. L. Jones, of Vaiparaiso, and others. It
was the Sevepnth Cavairy that made the brave
and daring charge st the Osage river,
Missouri, and ecaptured Gen. Marmaduke,
The regiment was them commanded by Col.
John P. C. Shanks. Marmaduke bhad command
of the Missouri rebel forces, and prior to Lis
eapture created consternation among the Unian
citizens of that State Said Mr. Reeves ®yes-
terday: “Oar regiment captured him almost
without a struggle. The incident will nover be
forgotten by me. We made & daring charge on
bim, and had bhim caopinred almost befors he
knew what was going on. The man that
capiored him jerked him off his horse without
muoch ceremony, let me tell you.”

Oue of the most noted and fiercest charges of
the war was that msde byJdhis regiment at
Okalona, Miss., when 115 men of the company
fell pierced with rebel bayonets in fifteen min-
utes. The regiment was mustered into the
gporvice in 1563 with over 1.200 men. It was
mustered out in 1866 with 300 men, althoueh
this does not include tuose who received far-

on account of sickness and wounds.
There are now probably living in all 400 of those
who enlisted. Fully one huoodred were in at-
teadance bere yesterday. The company held a

camp-fire st the hall last night. The evening
was spent in relating reminiscences and listen-
ing to s number of speeches and musical selss-
tions. ‘

They Marched to Kentucky.
‘Between fifty and sixty survivors of the Sec-
ond Cavalry met in Superior Court room No. 3
in the afternoon. Alexander Hess, of Wabash,
presided. The regiment was organized and com-
manded through the war by Col. J. A. Bridg-
land. Unlike any other Indiana regiment, it did
not go from Indianapolis on the cars In sixty

days from the time the first recruit was en-
rolled it marched, 1,200 strong, and each man
mounted, to Kentueky. The officers are en-
gaged in preparing & complete roll of the sur-
vivors, and nearly the entire aftsrooon was con-
sumed 1n correcting and making additions to the
list. At the night session there were a few
brief speeches.  Colonel Bridgiand was preseat
and entertained the audience for a time, All
the present officers were re-elected for another
year, and Indianapelis was chosen as the next
maeeting place, on Wednasday of State fair week.
It was suggested by Colonel Bridgland that
after the rennion next vear a soldiers’ festival
should be held, and with that idea in view a
commitiee on arrapgements was appointed,
composed of Major Hiil, Colonel Bridgland,
George O. Henry. Colonel Bridgland was se-
lected to prepare a histery of the regiment, to
be read at the pext meeting.

ship for church service, and in setting apart its
ministers for evangelistic work, at home or
abroad, was discussed.

n my speech delivered at Kokomo. June 26, 1888,
without having studied the Milis bill encugh to know
its contents. Io that he is mistaken. If my young
friend bad kept up with the Mills bill and its history,
he wonld have known that the sugar sehedule in the
bill, when it was first submitted to the House for con-
siderstion by the ways and meass committes, was
very different from what it is now in the bill as finally
passed. The bill, as it was originslly submitted and
printed for use in the House, began grading sugar for
tariff duties at No. 16 Duteh standard, entirely ignor-
ing the two grades for tariff duties below No. 16
Dutch standard, found in the tariff law of 1883,
By lowering the duty ou No. 16 Datch
standard & mere trifie below the duty om
thng same graue in the law of 1883, and
let in all thunfndes below sixteen at the single
rate of duty fived for that grade, the framers of the
Mills bill really intended to raise the tariT on sugar
sbout 18 per cent. During the discussion of the bill
in committee of the whole the Republican members
of Congrees exposed this little game and made the ex-
posure so hot and pointed that the Dewmocrats withe
drew, and, as far as possible, suppressed that edition
of the Mills bill and issucd a new edition with a new
sugar schedule, whick is the schedule quoted by Mr.
Howland. When I prepared the speech which seems
to have given my young friend Howland so much
trouble, I had before me a copy of the Mills bill as it
then stood, printed in the form in whieh such bills are
printed for use in committee of the whole. My copy
was sont to me by & member of the House of Repre.
sentatives. In it the sugar schedule begins with No.
16 Dutch staudard, as above stated. Henece T was
eorreet in my statement as the Mills bill stood when 1
prepared my Kokomo speeel, while the sugar scheduls
quoted by Mr. Howland is eorrect as the bill now
stands,

In hisattempt to enswer the charge that the Milis
bill is grossly sectional Mr. Howland savs: “Wool is
as much a Southern product asa Northern one.” The
statistics prove that of all the wool produced in the
United States about (ive-sixths is prodneed in the
Northern States. As to vegetables, poultry, fresh
meats, milk and other like farm products put on the
frese list by the DMills  Dbili, it is well
known that, with the exception of melons, the great
bulk of such articles produeed for market are pro-
duced in the Northern States. Mr. Howland says:
“The protection on these articles is purely fetitious,
as not one dollar's worth more of them could be im.
ported under absolute free-trade than we import
now.” How did Mr, Howland find out this astound.
ing fact! He gives no proof or reason in support of
it. It would be quite difficult for Mr. Howland to con-
vines the American farmers along our Canadian bor-
der that his bold assertion is trus., While the Mills
bill was under discussion i the House, Sir Charles
Tu stated on the floor of the Canadian Parlia-
wt that the *‘Mills bill places five acticles of Cana-
dian production on the free list u which last yesr
Canads paid the United States 81 800 000 in tariff
dutiea.”™ Is that protection “purely fictitious!” Not.
withstanding Mr. Howland's sneer at tariff protection
on vegetables, poultry, fresh meats, peas and beans,

that FEngland wants
adopt free trade.

milk, ete., 1 insist that onr farmers and gardeners are
entitled to tariff tion on these articles and that
the protection farnished by the Republican tariff law
of 1583 ig not “purely fctitions.” Canadais astrong
competitor against American farmers and gardeners
as to substantially all of these produets put upon the
free list by the Milis bill. An examination of the sta-
tisties shows that in eddition to Canadian com-
petition, cabhnsgw come to our market from Holland;
potatoes from Seotland and Nova Seotia; peas, beaus
and eggs from Demark and Norway, and onions from
Spain. Just bow Mr. Howland ascertained that “not
one dollar's worsh more of them conld be imported
under absolute free trade than we import now’ will
probably never be found out.

Under the present tariff of $17 per ton 49,510
tous of steel rails were ‘mported and sold in oar mar
ket durfng the year ending Junme 30, 1887. The
Mills bill lowers this tariff to $11 per ton. Canany
reasonable man contend that such a reduction would
not be disastrous to our American steel rail-mills and
to the laborers employed in them! If the English
gf_lu speaks truly, even the remote prospect that the

lills bill might beeome law has already so stimu-
Isted English industry that many long unused iron-
millnare being prepared for use. Mr. Howland, in dis-
cussing the table of wages quoted in wmy letter, says:
*"T'he tables of weekly wages which he gives are abeo-
lutely worthless.” Insnother connection he says:
“"Mer. Butler's table is extremely unfair and dmeitfu'l: ’
If these statements are true I eannot hol{: it. Idid
not make the tables. One was compiled by the of-
ficials of Massachusetts; the other emsnated from
the London Board of Trade. Whonever these tablea
of wages quoted by me are proved to be incorrect I
will fall back upon the second-class evidencé found in
the Democratic platforms of 1884 and 1888, In the
piatform of 1554 the Democratic party said: “The
necessary reduction in taxation con and must be
effectad withont depriving American labor of the
ability to compete snccessfully with foreign labor,
sod without imposing lower rates of duty than
will be ample to cover any increased cost of produe
tion which may exist in consequence of the higher
rate of wages prevailing in this eountry.” This
statement is readopted and wade part of the Demo-
eratic nalional platform of 1888, Both qf these
Demoeratio platforms admit that wages are higher in
the United States than they are in foreign countries,
and they further admit that it is tariff protestion
that makes the “higher rate of wages prevailing in
this country.”

Mr. Howland says: "L should like to have Mr. But.
ler show bow carpenters, servants, farm bands, labor
ers, 'longshoremen, masons, printers, painters, plumb-
ers, plasterers, quarrvmen, railway engineers, railway
firemen, stationary enginesrs and men in the building
trades get any benefit from protection, even on the
protection theory.' Itis amazing that any one could
make such e suggestion. It is equivalent to saying
that no one is or can be benefited by tariff protection
excepting manufacturers and the laborers employed
by them. This is penay nolitiea,

Everybody of ordinary diseretion knows that every
Iaborer in each of the abovenamed callings in the

» United States is vitally interested in the geceral pros
perity. growth and developmeant ul_om‘ country. Inaia
Ing growth and development and in advaucing genera
prosperity, tariif protection benefits every laborer, ne
matter what his calling may be. If by Demoeratic
tariff logislation we were brought again inte the
condition which Presidest Buchanan described
in his message of IDec. 8, 1857, in thess
words: “We fiud our manufactures susperded, our

ublic works retarded, our private emterprises of
giﬁerm: kinds abandonod and thousandsof useful
laborers thrown out of employment and redused to
want,” would not every laborer in the above list of
occupations be pinched and huret! If stagnation and
deesy were again to take the place of prosperity and
growth wonid not every laborer ia the above-named
pursuits fegel it! ;

In sttempting to show that the tariff is now higher
than it Las ever been, Mr. Howland introduces a table
of figurea which he admits contradicts his assertion.
I find no fault with bis table of statistics. On the
contrary, I desire to eall special attention to it. This
table shows that the per cent. of tariff daties on the
agcregate of all imports for the year 18R7 is far less
than it was in any vear given in Mr. Howland's table
after the yesr 136G4. For example the per ceut. of
tariff duties on the aggregate of all imports for the
year 1508 was, sceording to Mr. Howland's table,
44.25 per cert., while for the year 1857 it was ounly
31.37 per cent.

Again, thistable shows another fact of great inter-
est and importance, to-wit: That more than one-
third of our aggregate imports for the year 1587 paid
no tarifl duties at ail, but came into our ports free of
dutv. DBy the table our ag ate imports for 1887
ware valued at 2620.319.763, Of these imports
goods and wsrticles valaed at $234.221,131
were  admitted free of dnty. . Compare
showing with that of the year 1870, as given in Mr,
Howlard's table. In 18370 our aggregate lmports
were valued at £163.354.651, of which goods and
articles valned at only 816 508795 were admitted
free of duty., These figures prove that in 1870 only
sbont one-tenth in valnsof oar ageregate importa
came into our ports free of tariff duties, whilein 18957
over enethird in valus of our aggregaie imports
eame in froe of tariil duties.

Again, this table quoted by Mr. Howland provis
that in 1870 vur toial imror?l. being of the agzre-
gate value of culy $463.354 €51, paid rariff daties
to the amount of $198 878 265, while in 1857 our
total imports, being of the asgregate value of $629..
319765, ouly paid tariff duties to the amount of
$:: l?.'.:"l;_“f.';‘. Thet s 1o SAY, i“u'.‘.il.:Il‘.’ JG'S
worth of imports in 1387 ouly rroduccod 1S 408,
628 more of tarif revenue than §163,354,691 worth
of imports produced in 1870,

These fzures prove incontestibly that the govern.
ment revenue from tariff duties has been very largely
reduced by Republiean legiciation, whica is th-‘\'.r_y
statement Mr. Howland attempted to refute with his
table '

your spacs £9d patience. Mr. Howland says: “As
to the remnarkable prosperity which the eountry en-
joyed between 1830 and 1560 I baveounly a few
words to say in sddition to what I said in my
former letter. I must run the risk of bein
arrogant ooee more by differing with Mr. Fillmore, an
especially with Mr. Buchanas, whom I am surprised
to find Mr. Butler quoting.

strength: when Russia resumed her export of wheat,
and when at home the output of the gold minea sud-
denly decreased, the country was thrown iuto dis-
tress, followed by a panic and long years of de
sion. The protestionists maintain that from 1246 to

1557 the United States would have enjoyed pros. |

perity under any form of tariff, but that the moment
the exceptional conditions in Eurcpe and in America
eame to an end, the country was plunged headlong
into & disaster from which the conservative force of a
protective tariff would, in large part, have saved it."
Does Mr. Blaine contradict President Buchanan?
President Buchanan, in 1857, said: ““We find our
manufseturss suspended, our public works retarded,
our private enterprises of different kinds abandoned,
and thousands of useful laborers thrown cut of em-
loyment, and reduced to want.” Alr. Elaine says:
“T'he country was thrown into disteess, followed by a
panic and long years of depression.” FPresident Bu-
chanan, in 1853, said: ‘"1t may be proper to observe
that the incidental protection afforded by a revenue
tariflf would, at the present moment, to some extent,
increase the confidence of the manufacturing inter-
ests, and give a fresh impulse to business.”

Cutting to the Quick.

Passenger rates in severa! direstions are de-
moralized tosn extent never before known in
this vicinity. Tbe scalpers are well stocked up
with the returning coupons of excursionists to
the Grand Army of the Repubiic gatheriog, and
most of these tickets are good to return until
November I; consequently, there is little pros-
pect of better rates until they are disposed of.
Ticket Sealper Frey says connections of the
Bee-line and the Vandalia baye thrown these

tickets on the market in large numbers, selling
them to suybody who was coming East at
points as far west as San Franeiseco, and they,

the scalpers, in turs, have purchased them
liberally, and, it necessary, ean sell them lower
than the roads which are pow cutting do, and
then make some money. Yesterday tickets to St
Louis were selling at the scalpers’ offices as low
as 81 per ticket, and‘atany of the offices a ticket
could be procared for $1.50. One scalper yes-
terday sold several tickets to Denver at #5, and
two to San Francisco at 25 each. Themlfm
take the position that the Vandalia and L. &
St. L. made the round trip from Indianspolis to
St. Louis and return at 83 to head off the
scalpers with their excursion tickets, and they
now allege that it is a fight between the two
roadz named and the sealpers, and in turn the
other roads must wheel into line to protect thair
businees; consequently the sealpers have all the
Western lines to fight on these low rates. Yes-
terday the scalpers would pay but 50 centa for
one of the excursion tickets to St. Louis, but to
pointa further west would pay reasonable figures.
