Free Trade and Protection as They ITave Been

Tested in the United State?.

It is conceded that our country at this time is
enjoying an unprecedented degree of prosperity;
that it is peculiarly blessed above all other na-

tions of the earth in ail the elements of material
'wealth; that here in the last quarter of a cen-

tury bas been nurtured into being one of the
grandest and most stupendous industrial sys-

tems of any age a system employing over ?4,

000,000,000 of capital, and turning out annually
more than $2,o00,000,000 worth of manufactured
products. That there is a cacae for this phe-

nomenal prosperity, this unprecedented growth
and development, goes without question. What
is that cause! We have two great political par-

ties in this country, each striving for tho mastery.
The Republican party, marching to the conflict
nnder the banner on which is inscribed "Pro-
tection to American Industry," is vehemently
maintaining that this wonderful prosperity
which the country is enjoying has been brought
about wholly through U:e instrumentalities of
the Republican system of protection. The Dem-
ocratic party, on the other hand, is also march-
ing to the conflict uuder their banners, on which
is inscribed, "Free Trade, " and are just as ve-

hemently contending that this prosperity is not
due to the Republican system of protection, tut
that it has been brought about in spite of it.

Mere assertions go for naught unless we can
substantiste them by indubitable evidence;
therefore we will endeavor to brush aside tbe
mist and the fog surrounding this question, and
let in the light of history. The first real tr-teeti- ve

law enacted in this country was in l2i.

Nor ns tbere aty home uisrk5t for tbe stpl
productions of the soLL Both ctton-pl.inur- s and
wool growers aliared in the general prostration: and
even tbe farmer ba i V seil Lis produce at a los. or
lkep it on hand till it ruined. Labor cou'.d with
dirtieulty find etcploymtut, and its wages were hardly
suftifiect to supply th bare neceMities of life. Money
could oiily b procutel at enormous sacrifices. Uis-tr- e

ard bankruptcy perraied every cUs cf tbe
community.

&uch was the terrible condition of the couutry
daring tho seren years previous to the enact-
ment of the tariff of 1S2L Of the benef.cial re-
sults which followed the enactment of the tariff
of 1124, we hate the testimony of the immortal
C!ay himself, l'ijht years after tbe protection
system had been adopted as the policy of tbe
country, and after recalling the gloomy picture
be had presented iu 1824, 21t. Clay said:

lies of the Xorth. in securing the repeal of tho
tariff law of 12. and subatitutme in its stead
the conicromise measure of 1S."3, which pro-
vided for a gradual reduction of the tariff, un-
til fre trade should.'virtually prevail. During the
existence of tbe compromise measure of l$i
we have undoubtedly the fice.n illustration cf
the benefieial effect of the protcetlre syetem. as
well as tbe evil resulting from free-trade- . It is
a well-know- n fact that as the tariff was reduced,
as contemplated in the compromise treasure,
tbe condition of affairs gradually cbxnged. tbe
currency became deranged, labor was unem-
ployed, nr.d things went Irorn bad to worse, un-
til it eliminated in the terrible financial crash of

Our manufacturing interest was over-
whelmed, stagnation an I ruin was oa every
hand. Then followed tho protective tariff of
1842, which continued iu fcrco until it was re-
placed by tbe free-trad- e measure cf 184(1. Mr.
Clay, in speaking of the good effect of tho tariff
of l6'42, says:

It se ins to me that if there were ever a
e.ftet frora any puMic measure fully deinvustrated it
is thit the tari:! of 1812, beyond all controversy,
relieved both government and the people of the United
States from a peculiar embarrassment. Lorderiugon
bankruptcy.

And again, in a public letter written after the
repeal of the tariff measure cf 1842, and tho sub-
stitution of the tariff for revenue only of ISltJ,
Mr. Clay said:

I believe the system of protection, notithstariding
the op portivn which it bas encountered, ba pushed
the Nation forward half a century ia advance of
wbere it would have betn if the dextrine of froj trade
had always prevailed ia our public council.

31 r. Hudson, a Democratic member of tbe
lower branch of Concrens, who had voted for
the repeal of the tariff of 1842. and for the adop-
tion of the free-trad- e measure of 1S4C, in a
speech delivered in Congress cn the fth dav of
February. 183, in speaking or tbo tariff of 1S12,
aid:
Then our finances were In the most pros-ero- u eon.

dition, there being a surplus of ten millions of dol-
lars in our treasury, and cow, under the operation of
tbe free-trad- e measure of 1910, we are on the verge
of bankruptcy.

. Clearly the free-trad- e measure of 1S4C failed
to accomplish tbe object for which it was in-

tended, for we Cud as the years went by that
the condition of the country did not improve,
but that stagnation and distress was tbe pre-
vailing disease. Jlr. Fillmore, in his message
to Congress in December, 1351, say:

Our manufacturing establishments are broken down
by competition with foreigners, the capital invested
in them is lost, thousands of honest and iudustrious
citizens are thrown out of employment, the destruc-
tion of our manufactories leaves the foreigner with-
out competition in our markets, and consequently
xaiaes the price of tbe article sent here for sale.

President Buchanan graphically describes the
condition of things, in his message to Congress,
December, 1857.

In the midst of unsurpassed plenty in all the pro-
ductions and in all tbe elements ot wealth, we tind
our manufactures suspended, our public works re-
tarded, our private enterprises of different kinds
abandoned, and thousands of useful laboiers thrown
out of employment and reduced to want.

We thus see how the good ship of state had
been drifting aimlessly from protection to ffee
trade, and from free trade to protection ever

since its organization, but now soon to become
safely anchored in tbe harbor of protection.
Early in 3Iarch, 1861, was introduced into tbe
lower House Of Congress, by Mr. Morrill, of
Vermont, the first Republican tariff measure.
This bill was thoroughly protective in its every
feature. Tbis measure readily passed both
Houses of Coueress and soon became a law. It
is useless to enlarge on the beneficent influence
exerted by this measure. That it has stood the
test of a quarter of n century; that the manu-
facturing industry of the country has advanced
with gigantie strides; that the Nation to day is
occupying the most exalted position among the
cations of the earth, is the best evidence of the
salutary influence of this measure.

With these facts before ua can we, as patriot
American citizens, afford to lend our influence
in turning back trfe band of time, in clogging
tb3 wheels of progress!

Free trade is just as pernicious in its effect as
was the doctrine of secession. One struck at
the heart ot the Nation, the other seeks to re-
duce us to a mere dependency; and as the one
