THE FIFTIETH CONGRESS.

The Senate Transacts Routine Business and
Mr. Mitcheil Discusses the Tarifl.

WasaiveroN, Sepr. 20. —The House ameand-
ments to the Senate bill to abolish circuit court

powers in cortain distriet eonrts of the United
States was dissgreed to and a conference or-

dered.

The Senate bill granting right of way to the
Pensacola & Memphis Railroad Company
through the publioc lands in Florida, Alabama,
Mississippi and Tennessce, and through the mil-

1tary reservation near Pensacola was reported
from the committes and piaced on the ul.nd?r.

The order reported "yesterday by Mr. Ed-
munds, from the committee on foreign relations,
directing the retention of the Chinese exclusion
bill, having been taken up, Mr. Edmunds said
that as the bill had been out of possession of the
Senate, the order was not applicable to the pres-
ent staie of the case. Therefore, so far as he
was concerned, the resolution might be laid on
the table,

The presiding officer (Mr. Ingalls)—If there
be no objsetion the resolution wiil lie on the ta-
bie as ordered.

The Senate bill to ratity sod confirm agree-
ments with the upper and middle bands of Spo-
kaoe Indians was reported from the commitiee
on Indian affairs, explained by Mr. Dawes and

Mr. Sherman’s resolution as to Canadian af-
Rairs was further postponed until Monday next

Mr. Hawley offe » resclution, which was
referred to the committee on econtingent ex-
penses, directing the commitiee on agriculture
to inquire icto the purchase of seeds by the Ag-
rieultural Department.

Mr. Butier suggested that the inquiry should
be broadeved so as to apply to the advisabinty
of abolishing the purchase of seeds by that de-
partment, but Mr. Hawley declived to modify
the resolution for that purpese

Mr. Mitchell then proceeded to address the
Benate on the motion to refer the Presidents
acoual messsge. He characterized the tariff
bill passed by the House as cne in the interest
of the importer and agzainst the laborer, and
which bad received the enthusiastic approval of
free-traders at home and abroad, and ssid that
on the other hand the Senate substituts would
be based from beginning toend on the American
dootrine of protection to American lsbor and
American induetry.

After speakiog for about two hours, Mr.
Mitehell yielded the floor for a motion to pro-
eced to exeoutive business. The execulize ses-
pion lasted over an hour. After the doors were
veopened, Mr. Mitchell concluded his speech,
and then toe Senate took up the Agricultural
Department bill, the question being on the
amendment to strike out the fifth section, which

pefers the Weather Buresu of the Signal
rvice to the Agricultural Department.

The bill went over acd the Senate adjourned.

Mr. Payson, of Illincis, moved that the House
fnsist on its disagreement to the amendment of
the Senate relative to the libracy building.
Coupled with his motion is a declaration on the
part of the House in favor of the original propo-
pition of the Houss suspending the progress of
the existing work uond anthorizing the Senate
and House committess on public buildings to in-
vite from five leading architects plans and speci-

fications for a library bailding which will not
exceed in cost $4, . The ecommittes shall
bave leave to report at asy time, and ibeir re-
port sball be privileged.

Mr. Payson subsequently withdrew his
sition, snd on motion of Mr. Burnes, a further
gonference was ordered on she bill

Mr. Kelley, of Pennsylvania, seng to the
clerk’s desk and had read (pot, he said, cn ac-
eount of vanity, but as a notice to those gentle-
men who were expecting to oceupy bis seat next
Congress). a telegram potifying bhim of his re-
pomigation and assuring him that he would be
returned to Congress while he had breath leftin
his body.

Mr. Holman, from the committes on pablie
lands, reported a biil suspendiog the operation
of the pre-emption, tymber-culture and desert-
land laws until peading bills relating to these
Jaws are acted upon. Ordered printed and re-
committed.

Mr. Morrow, of California, as a guestion of
privilege, offered & resoiution reciting the pas-
sage of the Chinese bill by the House and Sen-
ate, the signing of the enrolled bill by the pre-
sidiog officers of the two houses, its delivery to
the commitiee on enrclied bills, snd the fact
that it is now in possession of the acting chair-
mhn, Mr. Kilgore. - It further recites a report in
the Washington Post that the ball is being with-
held from the President by the commities on
enrolled bills, and deciares that such action of
the comumitttes is without anthority of law. Is
directs the committes on enrolied bilis io trans-
mmit the bill to the President forthwith aad with-
out further delay.

Mr. McMiliin, of Tennessee, ruised the point
of order that the resolution did not present a
question of privilege. There was no allegation
of delay in the transmission of the biil that was
manreasonable or unusgal

Mr. Morrow said thas he had beea told by Mr.
Kilgore, this morviog, that the bili was suil in
bhis possessfon. If a bill could be withheid for a
day, 1t couid be withbeld for six mounths,

Mr. McMillin said that whea the gentleman
sought to smirch a colleague he ought to have
the law on his side. Woula the gentleman point
out the rule whicah fixed any particalar time
within which bills skould be transmitted to the
Presidenti

Mr. Morrow replied that there was no written
rule that he knew of, but it was the unwritten
law that governed a matter of this character,

Mr. MeMillin remarked that the gentleman
sdmitted that no rule had bteen violated; the
trooble was 1o the gentleman’s own mind, and
the foundation of the trouble had not existed
tweuty-foar hours.

Mr. Morrow revlied vehemently that, repre-
ssnting a constituency that was interested in
bhis question, he bad the right to insist that the
pills which passed the House should receive
proper consideration and proceed in an orderly
wWayv.

h}lr. McMiilin suggestsd that the gentieman
was exercising that right now in arraiguing a
fellow-member for home consumption. The

ieman arraigoned a colleague for violation of

e rules of the House, and asdmitted that no
rule had been violated. In the face of this the
geotleman said that he represented bis constitn-
sute, and it must be presumed that be was
simply talkiog for home consumption.

THE ELECTRIC RAILWAY.

Councilmen Think the MeNeal Ordinance
Should Be Carefully Considered.

-
There wers hut seventeen members of the

Council present at last night's meeting of that
body, called to cousider the ordinance giving the
“McNeal syndicate a charter to construct and
operate an electric street railway oo the South
Side. Tbhe report of the committee on railroads
from the Board of Aldermen, recommendiug 10
its body the passage of the ordinance, was read.
Couneilman Darnell moved that it be tabled,
‘but his® motion was lost by a vote of eight to
pine, as follows: Yeas—Burns, Darnell, Daris,
Dunn, Fioch, Kelly, Pearson, Thalman. Nays—
Cummings, Gasper, Ganl, Hicklin, Johnaton,
Markey, O'Connor, Smith and Trusler. Counneil
man Finch then moved that the ordinauce ba
referred to a epecial committes, including the
ety attorney, with instruetions to report at ao-
otbher special meeting to be held mext Monday
pight, and upon his motion there was a gen-
eral debate.

Councilman Tbalman said he did mot be-
lieve this or any other ecompany should
be allowed to come to Indisnapolis and erect
poles, and string wires overhead. Ie was
pot in favoer of letting in any other railway
ecompanies ucless he was satisfied they would
give good service. He would be in favor of the
ordinance if it provided for a storage battery in-
stead of hanging wires.

Counsilman Cummiungs objested to any fur-
ther postponement of the ordinance. The eiti-
zeus of the Sounth Side were compliinipg that
they had not adequate street-car fac:lities, and
he thought they should be no longer neglected.
The company was ready to begin work, and
would, if the charter was granted, attemps to
eomplete the road this fall

Mayor Denny took the floor, and very strongly
omoood basty action. In the first place, he
thought the ordinance should go to some eom-
mittee and the ity attorpey, and
that that officer should be reguested
to deliver to the Counecil the essence
of Judge Taylor's opinion with reference
to the street railway company recently decided.
He understood that the opinion gave the Citi-
zoos' company & superior, if not an exciusive
right to the streets, and the members of the
Conneil should have a full understanding of the
opinion. It seemed that the Council was about
to pass something that might be illegal. He
gave his opinion of an electric road he had seen
at Port Huron, Mich., and thought if Indianapo-
lis could not get a better system than the one ia
use there it onght npotto have any. The baz-
ard of life was the most serious gquestion, aad
he also cited the fact that & good watch he car-
ried had been compietely ruined by riding over
the road.

After some further discussion the motion of
Councilman Fioeh, that the ordinance be re-
ferred to a special sommittee, prevailed. The
committes consists of Councilmen Finch, Kelly
and Dann,

The only other business transactsd was the
passage of an ordinance requiring all inean-
descent eleotric light companies hereafter em-
barkiog in busicess in the ecity to place their
wires all under ground.

AFFAIRS OF THE RAILWAYS.

Did an Immense Business.

Some idea of the volume of business dene by
the roads running into Columbaus, O., daring
the encampment of the Grand Army of the Re-
public may be gathered from a few iterns givene
%0 a reporter of the Jourzal by John F. Miller,
general superintendent of the Pennsylvania
Company. This road fitted up oneof its {reight
depota, 265 feet long by 35 feet wide, for a bag-
gage-room, and another buildicg which had been
used for a cold storage house that would hold
150 ear-loads of baggage. They soon found that
this would not be sufficient, and were compelled

to rent a building 250 feet long b_y 50 feet wide,
and still another 100 feet loug by 25 teet wide. All
these buildings were near the tracks in their

ards, and for three days were full of baggage.

n one forenoom 150 ecar-loads of Dbag-
gage were handled. The company employed
for baggagemasters 200 men, and kept one en-
gine aud train crew busy day and night shifiing
baggage-cars. Everything was arranged insuch
a systematic mauper that if a person wanted his
trank all he had to do was to name the poing
from which it was shipped, and he would be re-
ferred to the building where baggage from the
initial line could be found. In the buildings the
baggage was so arranged that the baggagemas-
ters could walk aloog aud from the checks,
which were placed in front, readily select the
trunk he was seeking. Yesterday there were
several hundred trunks which had not been
eallea for, bnt it is expected that all will disap-
pear before the week is out.

The Passenger Eate War Extendiog.

E. A. Ford, passengeragent of the Pennsylva-
nia lines, shows a disposition to eut rates in all
directions. Yesterday he instructed agents to
reduce the rates about 60 per cent. between In-
dianapolis and Columbus, Indianapolis and
Cleveland, Indisnapolis and St. Louis, and a

similar reduction is ordered on their lines out of
Ciocioopati, as does D. B. Martin, the general
passenger agent of the Bee-line. Mr. Ford ioti-
mates that he means business, but neither gen-
eral passenger agent assigus a resson for the
presert unexpected and extended rate catiing.
Thbere ia but one reasoa that appears on the
surface; that is that the scalpers have loaded up
with excursion rate tickets for all points that
the reduction covers, and the roads are deter-
mined to make it & losing game to the scalpers.
A straw showiog that there is something in this
suggestion is shown in the fact that one of the
scalpers who visited Columbus and made Iarge
purchases got wind of what the FPennsylvania
and the Bee-line were to do and slipped over to
Columbus and let some friends dispose of bis
holdings to parties who were not posted. At
one of the ticket-scalping offices ou Soutn Illi-
nois street can be seen a table six feet long by
four feet wide on which is piled up hundreds of
excursion tickets which the scalper has gath-
ered in.
