There was a very large man in the box for the
Philadelphia club yesterday, measured by his
sability to play base-ball, and chiefly as a conse-
quence of that fact the home elub was defeated.
It was by the same old margin—one run. It
was rumored Jast night, aud there is the great-
est reason to believe that it is true, that the
stockholders of the Indianapolis club have re-
cently applied for an exclusive privilege on all
one-run defeats. Hereafter no other club will
be allowed to lose a game by one run, and the
Iadlanapolis eclud will lose all its games
by one run. The two  thousand
spectators witnessed anotvher good game, but
it did pot abound in brilliant plays. However,
there wara few bad ones, and encugh pretty
work wis done to furuish first-class eotertain-
ment. "I he Philadelphia men played one of their
charaocteristic pames—one that was fall of
‘ginger,” “pepper,” or any osber of the terms
that are popular in the language of base-ball
when a lively, never-give-up spirit is signified
They did not do mueh better batting than the
home team; their fleilding was not so good, but
they worked hard, and played better at critical
stages. They displayed better judgmens, too,

in rubning bases, for, while 50 per cent. better
roouers than the bome team, they threw
away mo chapces trying to  steal
bases. There is mo use of denying the
fact that the base-stealing rage has
declined this seasor in the League, where there
are eatchers who can throw aceurately, and the
lsading teams have very smail base-stealing
records, while the losing ones have larger rec-
ords in this department. The only two stolen
bases by the home team, yesterday, were due,
not to wild throws, bat to muffs by men cover-
ing second base. Burdick pitehed a good game;
it might have been a winning one had be not
made a fatal fumble in the ninth. He was alec
w2l supported, the ouly fieiding error heing an
excusable one by Glasseoek. The latter dia
other ficlding that was very fine, as did the rest
of the inlielders, Bassott makiog one pick-up

hat was exceptionsily guod. Mulvey made a
beautiful atop in the last inning, and Asdrews
made a great throw from the outfleld.

The home Blad got the lesd. In the second
inning, after one man had fallen a vietim to
Buoffinton's curves and Glasscock had made
wild and ineffectnal drives at two of them, the
mtter got the ball on the sud of his bat and sent
it safely to right field. He tried {o steal second
wnd suceeed by grace of [rwin's muff of Cle-
menta's. speedy turow.

THE FIPTIETH CONGRESS.

The Senate Passes the Bill Creating a De-
partmeut of Agriculture,

WasHINGTON, Sept. 21L.—BMr. Stewart intro-
dueed a bill regulating the presentation of bills
sand joint resolutions to tlie President of the
Unived States, which, after a brief discussion,
was referred to the committes on rules. It
makes it the duty of she Speaker of the House
and of the President of the Senate to have bills
and joint resolutions presented forthwith to the

President in person, and 5 have the fact report-
ed to their respective hor.ses.

Mr. Stewart also offered a resolution reciting
the statements in the public press that presen-

tation of bills to the present President is fre-
quently delayed for several days, and some-
times for weeks, by the Houss committee on en-
rolled bills, and resolving that the Senate, as a

branch of the lagislative department of the gov-
ernment, eall the attention of the House of Rep-
resentatives to such delays in presenting bills to
the President of the United States, and ask the
House to require its officera to present such bills
without unnecessary delay. He desired to sub-
mit some rewarks, bat, as it had been a

that the Agricultural Department bill should
be taken up immediately after the morniog
business, he deferred his remarks untl that bill
would be disposed of.

It was ordered that when the Senate adjourn
to-day 1t be to meet oo Mondsy.

The House bill to make the Department of
Agriculture one of the executive departments of
the government was then taken up, the question
being on the amendment reported by the com-
mittee on agrieulturs to strike out the eighth
section, which transfers the weather bureau ol
the Signal Service to the Department of Agri-
cultare.

Mr. Chandler sxpressed himself as willing to
vote for the bill. Foreseeing, however, that it
would result 1o the estabiishment (whioh he
would faver) of & Department of National In-
dustries, he belicved that it would be batter to
defer she creation of the Departmens of Aprn-
euiture until the time had arrived for the eorea-
tion of a Departiunent of National Iodustries,
whieh wouid extend the supervision and foster-
ing care of the governmeat to all branches of
industries within the United States

Mr. Blair said that the proposition had erigi-
nally taken the form suggested by his eolleague,
but had been oppossd by the people interested
in sgriesulture, on the ground that they would
be subinerged and lost sight of and wonld fail to
receive Lhat specifie attention which that great
industry demanded,

Mr. Reagan sent to the elerk’s desk and bhad
read a substitate which he deaired 1o offer for
the whole bill. It was for the creation of a de-
gartment of industry and weunid, ha eaid, em-

race commerce, both internal and foreign, as
well a8 agriculture, as the mterests of agrioult
ure and commerce were inseparable and inter-
dependent. He thought it would be a mistake
to pass a bill on the subject that would omis
sither.

Tbe discussion was continwed by Mr. Call in
faver of the tracsfer of the Weather Bureau,
and by Senators Wilson, of lowa; Palmer,
Saulsbury and Hale against it. The vots was
taken on the amendment to strike out the fifth
saotion of the bill, and 1t was agresd to—veas,
33; nays, —, 5o the proposition to transfer the
Weather Bureau to the Department of Agricuit-
ure was defeated.

Mr. Eeagan offered tha substituta to whieh he
had previously referred, but It was, on motion
of Mr. Palmer, laid on the tabie,
¢« The bill was then passed. It provides that
the Department of Agriculture shall be an exeo-
utive department, under the supervision and
control of a Secretary of Aericulture, who shall
be appoinied by the President by and with the
advice and conseut of the Senate. Thers shall
be in the department an Assistaot Secretary of
Agriculture, to be appointed by the President,
by and with the advice and consent of the Sean-
ate, who shall perform such duties as may be
required by law or prescribed by the Secretary.
The Secretary of Agriculture shall receive the
same salary as is paid to the Secretary of each
of the sxecutive departmenta, and the salary
the Assistant Seeretary of Agriculture shall be
the same as that now paid to the First Assiatant
Secretary of the Department of the Interior.

A commities of conferance was nrdered on the
disagreeing votas, and Senators Palmer, Sabin
and George were appointed conferees on the
part of the Senate.

The conference report on the sundry civil ap-
pranulon bill was preseated and agreed to.

Mr. Stewart inquired what had become of his
amendment in regard to land and timber {rauds.
. Mr. Allison replied that the Senate eonferees
had yislded on that point,

Mr. Stewart thereupon proceeded to restate
hie views on the subject

At the conciusion of his speech Mr. Sherman
asked Mr. Allison whether the couference report
covered all matters in dispute between the two
bouses.

Mr. Allison replied that the only guestion oun
which the conferees had been unable to agree
;nu the amendment as to the new library build-

ne.

Mr. Sherman suggested thas there was uo
sen3® in keeping up the controversy Letween
the two houses as to the library building. The
Senate could not agree to the House proposaition
to break existing contracts and to make a new
start  The only proper course was to drop the
whole subject for the present.

Mr. Allison made a statement of the position
of the House and Seunate conferees, and ex-
pressed the opinion that the House proposition
invelved the entire suspension of the work until
pext Congress, certainly for a year and a half
or two years.

Mr. Hale, one of the conferees, expressed the
belief that some pian could be hit upon that
wonid invoive the two fondamental ideas of
each bouse, that of the House being that the
eharge of the work shtall be takes away from
the present mapagement, and that of the Sen-
ate being that there #hall be no unreasonable

Proceedings of the House,

WasHingToN, Sept. 21.—On motion of Mr.
Caruth, of Kentueky, n Senate bill was passed
authorizing the Louisville Southern Railroad
Company %o construct a bridge across the Ken-
tucky miver in Kentueky,

Mr. Dougherty, of Florida, asked unanimons
consent for the passage of the Senate joint reso-
lution appropriating $100,000 for the relief of
the yallow-fever sufferers.

Mr. Kilgore, of Texas, objected.

The Senate bill forfeiting the grant of lands
to the State of Michizan to aid io the construe-

tion of a railroad from Marquette to Ontonacen
was taken up and passed, after having bden
amended by striking out the provision limiting
the forfeiture to lands along the unconstructed
portion of the road, and applying the forfeiture
also to the lands granted to aid in the construe-
tion of & rallroad from Oatonagon to the Wis-
conein State line.

Mr. Craine, of Texas, asked unanimous con-
sent to offer a resolution anthorizing the com-
mittes on judiciary to report to the House, at
aony time, for immediate coasideration, a bdill
providing by legal and judicial proceedings for
the suppression and preventiou of trusts. He
asked that the résolution be referred to the com-
wittes on judiciary, beecaunss the Honse had

ractically no committee on rules, thres mem-
re of that committee being absent, and he
was informed that none of them would return.
Both parties had desounced the combina-
tions or conspiracies calied trosts, and the
President bad declared the opposition of the ad-
ministration to them. It seemed that the com-
mittee on ways and means was coofessedly un-
able to present to the House any measure on
the subject of trusts, and he thought it was due
to the people of the country that the House
should be anthorized to have the right of way
with legislation of that character,

Mr. Hopkirs, of New York, objected.

Mr Holman, of Indiana, from the committee
on public lands, reported back the biil to
suspend thejoveration of the pre-emption, timber
culture and desert land laws. The bill was so
pmended as to strike out all reference to the
suspecsion of the laws, and as amended it was
passed. It now simply provides that during the

cdency of the measures now before Congress
injrelation to the forfeiture of certain lands/here-
tofore granted by Congressa to railroad corpora-
tions, and thereafter, no act done or performed
by ang such ecorporation shall io any wise en-

large the right or claim of such
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corporations to *

ish any right now existing in the United States
to declare the forfeiture thereof. This provision
shall not be copstrued to in any wise affect, or
diminish, or waive any right now existing.ia be-
bailf of the United States to declare the forfeiture
of any of the lands embraced in any sueh grant.

The House then went into the committee of
the whole—Mr. HHerbert, of Alabama, in the
chair—on the private caleandar.

The committee having arisen the House
passed a number of private bills and then took
a recess, the evening session to be for the con-
sideration of private pension bills.

At the evening session, Mr, Bingham, of Penn-
lgh‘lnil, called up the bill granting a pension to
the widow of General Sheridaun, and on this oe-
easion Mr. Cheadle, of Indians, was the object-
or, and us he insisted upon bis point of no quor-
um, the hill was withdrawn. Subsequently, Mr.
Bingham asiked unanimous consent to have the
bill made a epecial order for December 6, bat
to this proposition Mr, Kilgore, of Texas, ob-
jected.
