Fort Wayne, Sept. 26. The Republieana had
arranged to have Gen. George A Sheridan here,
and the Demoeeats tried to interfere with the
proceedings. They got Frank K. Foster, an
alleged labor orator from Massachusetts, to
come here and talk; arranged a parade to form
at the same time the Republican parade was
called for, and attempted to hire all the bands
in town to prevent Republican! from having
any amusement The Republicans bad an-

nounced their speaking to take place from the
court-bous- e steps, snd the Democrata also an-

nounced a speaker at that place, and, being all-power- ful

with the Democratie county officers,
got possession. There was no collision, how-
ever, as might bave been expected. The Re-

publicans hired the Hnaticrton band and bad a
magnificent demonstration, th Harrison and
Morton Railroad Club, the Tippecanoe Club and
tho Morton Club turning out in great numbers.
General Sheridan spoke in the circuit curt
room, and standing room was at a premium. He
confined himself principally to the tariff ques-

tion, but his occasional sallies of wit enlivened
the audience and kept everybody thoroughly in-

terested from stsrt to finish. He pictured
graphically the condition of English workmen,
and compared their wages not only with Ameri-
can wages now, but with English wages under a
protective system. His argument for protection
was logical and irresistible, aod carried convic-
tion In , its every sentence. In concluding his
speech he made a comparison of the presi-
dential candidates, called attention to Cleve-
land's pension reeord, and said that General
Harrison, when eleeted President, would cot
search out technicalities on which to veto pen-
sions, go fishing on Decoration day, and cot
want to return the rebel fiegs. The allusions
were cheered to the echo by the audience, and
every mention of General Harrison's came
evoked applause. General Sheridan spoke for
an hour and a half, and all ot his hearers were
delighted with his effort.

After all their bluster, the Democrats did not
maka a great auecess of their meetings. The
street parade was creditable, bnt the Academy
of Mnsio wss cot nearly filled to listen to Mr.
Frank K-- Foster, the laboring man, and for tbe
speech at the court-hous- e steps there was at no
time an audience of loO. Mr. Foster's speech
was coarse, illogical, and he was entirely unable
to hold his audience at tbo Academy. There is
general condemnation expressed at the action of
tbe Democrats In trying to interfere with tbo
Republican demonstration.

Panama, Sept. 17. Lima advicoa of Aug. 9

say that a bill has been introduced and approved
in the Chamber of Deputies authorizing the
executive to take over by force, if It should be
necessary, the railway line known as the Oroya,
now under contract for a term of years to W.
R. Grace, of New York, bnt as the Senate voted
to expropriate the road by appealing to judicial
proceedings, a tneasuro rejected by the
lower house, there if a divergence of
opinion and a conflict between the two legis-

lative branches, by which the proposition may
eventually be retarded and lost. The arrival of
Lord Donoughmore, the commissioner appointed
by the bondholders at London with the purpose
cf arranging the contract with the government
of Peru, by which the foreign creditors will re-

ceive all the railways cocEtrusted with their
capital, may also bave an influence on this mat-
ter and prevent the consummation of an act
against wbieh the government of the United
States has manifested a desire to enter p'rotest.
The experience of the administration in the
attempt to manage the lines recently taken from
the contractors, notably those of Trujillo and
from Areqmpa to Taru, has been most unsatis-
factory. Instead of the financial profits an-
nounced by the government as to be received
from the new system, a deficit Is apparent, and
no money is available to balance it. Congress
does cot take these circumstances into consid-
eration when debatlne on the expropriation of
the Oroya railway, which is, by the way, from
its condition and character, a very dicult one(
to run.

Work on the I'lonm Canal Reported to De
Progressing Satisfactorily.

Panama. Sept 26. As to completed eanal
contracts, a well-informe- d correspondent writes
the Star and Herald: "It is learned that several
contracts on the canal have been finished, turned
over to the canal coxuany and accepted after due
inspection. Facts are stubborn things, and these
facts irrefutably giro the lie to the isnumerable
vague floating rumcrs that are in circulation
about the canal company shutting down work.
Of course, they are shutting? down, and just as
fast as they ean, but only so at the completion
of their work. Other equally important sec-
tions will also shortly shut down, and, ere the
outside world auspeots it, and whilst It is yet
buttonholing itself and speculating on the
gloomy prospects of the Panama canal werks,
the cable will flash throughout Christendom with
the tidings that ships are plowing their onward
way over the Isthmus of Panama.1'

Boston, Sept 2G. Rain began to fall in Bos-

ton at 1 o'clock this morning, and between 2 and
2:30 it was very heavy. The record at noon
was nearly two inches, which is about 65 per
cent of the average rain-fal- l for September.
The wind reached the force of a gale, and some
SCO vessels took refuge in Boston harbor. The
steamer State of Maine, for Porland, started
this morning on her regular trip, but was
obliged to put back. The water in Stony brook
rose rapidly, bnt there is no danger of an over- -

llcw. The telegraph service from Boston to
Hull and Highland light ia interrupted. It is
believed that but few of the large number of
vessels which left Portland, Boothbay, Glouces-
ter and neighboring ports on Monday and Toes-da- y

were caught in the bay last night, as the
wer.tber had been threatening for many preced-
ing hours. The damage in this and neighbor-ir- g

cites was mostly to trees, fences, eigoa, eta.
In Salem trees were blown down in all parts

of the city, and in Lynn a plate-trlas- s window
was blown iu. No disasters in Boston harbor
hare been reported. Telegraph and telephone
wires were wrecked in all directions, but com-
munication is being rapidly

At Peabody the Essex county cattle show,
ihifh is held In a vail sy, was flooded to the
depth of a foot, and many structures were lev-
elled. The poultry tent was rent and the hun-
dreds of coops beneath it were chattered.

In neighboring cities streets were flooded, cel-
lars filled and boats in the harbors blown from
their moorings. At Gloucester and Roekport
the gale was terrific, and the rain was a delnge,
converting the streets into rivers. The sea ran
higher than was ever known before, and the
spray was thrown hundreds of feet inland. The
underpinning of the Linwood House was partly
washed away, although the hotel stands 100 feet
above high-wat- er mark. It is felt if the gale
extended to the banks, the fishing fleet must
have suffered severely

After an inearceration of two years
and eight months in tbo Western Penitentiary
he came forth this morning, having in bia pocket
a free and unconditional pardon from Govsrnor
Beaver. The pardon was recommended yester-
day by the Board of Pardons, andahe document
was duly signed and sealed last night at Harris-bur- g.

The Mayor, who Las been Mr. Weston's
firm friend throughout, arrived in the city this
morning and harried at once to Riverside, where

to the prisoner in person. The latter could
scarcely believe the evidence of bis senses at. first, but when be did fully realize the extent of
bis good fortune be was affected to tears. The
usual formalities were quickly gone through
with, and Mr. Weston was discharged from cus-
tody. Mr. Weston, who is a portly man, urbane
of manner and of polished address, was seen
later. He talked at some length con-
cerning bis prison life, himself and bis
plans. Said be: "Although I was well treated
while in prison, my lot was a most miserable
andnahappy one, due to the knowledge that I
was an innocent victim of circumstances. If I
were at liberty to tell what I know I could open
seme people's eyes. But let it pass. Life is too
short for recriminations, and I am too bappy to-
day to indulee in any, if it were not. Was I
ezpee ting this pardonl No, I was not. Up to
a few months ago I was sanguine that-jcetic- e

would be done me; but after repeated refusals
by the board to consider my case favorably I
abandoned all hope. Prison life has been es-
pecially severe on me and my family, for I am
an eminently domestic man in my tastes and
habits, and we have all felt the enforced separa-
tion most keenly, aside from the trouble and
disgra.ee entailed. No, I bave not determined
as yet, upon any plans for the future. Haying
abandoned, as I told you, all hone of a pardon,
I also eeased to plan, and this pardon, coming
to me so suddenly and unexpectedly, lifted me,
as it were, from the deepest depths of the slough

ness and has given me no opportunity to think,
much leas plan."

An Alleged Circular Urging Its Continuance
and Arguing for a Federation.

CmcjLOO. Sept 25. A local paper prints this
morning a copy of a lengthy secret circlar Is-

sued a week aco by Division 32 of the Brother-
hood of Locomotive Engineers, to the members
of the order at large. The circular begins by

"A ureat many may think the strike on the
Q' is getting to be an old story, bnt sueh Is not

the case; the strike is just as good as it ever was,
'and the men are just as determined and solid,
and the company is losing money as fast, if not
faster, than when the strike first be can. Wreeks
are numerous. Only a few days ago they had a
great one on the Kansas City braoeb, and cn
the Cth inat they bad oce on the East, and so
bad that a track was built around it, and all the
trains were delayed five hours, bnt not a word
was published in the Chicago daily papers. Bo-fo- re

the atrike it was so unusual to see the wreck-
ing car go out that everyone would stop and
ask and wonder where it was going, and now it
is impossible for the wrecker to do the work,
and a great many of the wrecks are burned to
help the wreckers and to hasten the clearing of
the track. The company has for the last ten
days been trying to get some of the old men
back, bat they will never get any number of
strikers unless a settlement i mado with the
whole through their representatives. We must
cot thick of ever giving up this fight, for it is
not far before winter will be upon ns, and then
they will bave to como to it or have their road
sink into the bands of a receiver, and he will
have to settle with the strikers if be wishes to
run the road; for as it is now the best of weather
aad the seats having wrecks and break --downs,
how will it be in the winter and in foggy
weather, which is soon to come? We
hope that great good will come
of our next convention, and that our
constitution and by-la- ws will nechansred so that
when we go to war we will have better rules
and laws to work by. Wc also hope that there
will be a federation of the four brotherhooda
and laws passed so that whin there is to be a
atrike every man ean know of it and keep away
sear-s- . and hare enr committees stationed all
Alrocgh the count to instruct the men so tht
we will not be woraiar m the dark so tancc.
We hope that all brothers will soe the necessity
of being prompt with their assestmenU, for
strikers cannot lire without money, and, as
winter is approaching, will bave to have some-
thing to keep warm with. We hope, brothers,
that yon consider what it is costing the striking
brothers in comparison to what it is costing
you. We ean assure you, broth-
ers, that the 'i? is losinsr ten
times as much money as is raised by the
brotherhood, and well can its members afford to
pay their monthly assessments to down the '('
In this test fight, for that is what it is a test
fight, and the on that wins will carry off the
medal, and it will be the brotherhoods if their
members do their doty.

'We tell yon, brothers, we will win, even if we
bave got some mon In cur ranks that will carry
stories for the railroad compaoies, and when
thie Ccht Is won, and the federation ia formed,
railroad corporations will act more like men
and cot so much like tyrants. It has and is
costing the etrikers a great deal, but they are
eatistied if the brotherhood at large will support
them in the future aa In the past Forty dollars
is small pay, bnt when we consider what we are
working for, we do not grumble. Now, brothers,
this fight is net one road's fight, but overy sys-

tem in the country, snd every small road also."
The circular says the order of Railway Con-

ductors should bo taken into the federation "if
it will kick out ite scabs and sympathizers,"
and proposes a committee from each order for
a "grand adjustment board with power to act
and control all the syetems. S&onld they be
enable to settle any grievance peaceably and a
strike becomes necessary, let it be a strike of
all the orders in the federation at once on the
offending system, and let the grand adjustment
board stop other roads fforn handling cars be-

longing to the road the strike is on. "Should
said roads refuse," continues the circular, "give
them the same medicine, and we assure you we
ean win on the smallest road." Members of the
brotherhood are urged to consider this plan and
also that of establishing a large sinking or strike
fund, that the railroads may know they have
something to meet. Lodges are asked to in-

struct their delegates to the next convention to
work for some such plan tbat will do ns good
In the future."

The circular closes with the following:
"Money has been very short with the firemen,

and it would be well for the brothers to take
in consideration the money that is earned by
the engineers in eomparsion with the fireman
and help them along. Money paid to thie cause
is only a loan, for we will all receive full value
and a reward hereafter. Strikers all firm."

Mary Benjamin and
Nancy Robertson, were the only ones called on
to give evidence against Brown. The Benjamin
woman was the prosecuting witness. It was es-
tablished that Brown's method was to advertise
for a housekeeper, select as a victim the one
from among the applicants who pleased bim
most, and marry her as soon as possible. He
would desert her after a few days. Five clergy-
men of this city certified to marrying Brown to
as msny different women, and the case against
him waa so clear that the proseeutor left it to
the jury without argument. Brown testified in
his own behalf and made a sorry mess of it, con-
tradicting himself at every tnro. He professed
not to remember any of bis dnpee, asserted that
he was only once married, and that his wife was
dead and that he had once been confined as a
lunatie at New Orleans. Brown waa pallid and
fccktd like a sick man. During the trial Nancy
Robertson's indignation could cot be repressed,
and she denounced Brown as a perfidious
wretch. The jury agreed with her, aeidently,
for they took b't fonr minutes to find him
