Cricaco, Sept 26.—“Last Saturday.” said
Geperal Manager Jeffary, of the Illinois Central
road, when talking to a reporter on the yellow
fever scare, ‘'‘quarantine was established all
over our 900 miles of road sonth of the Ohio
river, practically endiog all business, through
and local. Nearly every station and town quar-
autined against every other station and town,

o0 matter whether the places quarantined
against were healthy or affected, and the result

was that passengers could not get off trains at
any point. I therefore discontinued four pas-
senger traine between Cario and New Orleans,
and between Carlo and Jackson, Tenn., but
mauaged to maintain mail communications be-
tween Cario and New Orleans by passenger
traing, altbough these irains met with many ob-
stacles and obetructions, snd cars and men had
to be changed many times before the run of 530
miles was made. Yesterday and last night
the feeling in the different communi-
ties was toned down, and more reason and
common sense was displayed, and the people
are now less panic-sicricken. Consequently,
quarantine reeulations have been modified
materially. All stations, with one exception,
between Cairo and Jackson, Tenn., have
resumed business under proper sanitary inspec-
tion, and under proper savitary rules and re-
gulations. These common sense methods are

*l eannot understand.” siid Mr. Edison to-
pight, “bow in the face of the progresa of
niodern science nothiog has been done to check
the fever. Occasions like this are always
productive of some discovery and furpish a
limitless field for experiment, but the people, as
in preceding instances, take the fever and
sicken and die. It is as vet unchecked and
instead of decreasing is rapidly spreading. My
experiments bave been purely sentimental, and
frowa the resnits obtained I feel confident that
I have at last found a means of stamping out
the fever germs.

*From my observation I am convineed that
the fever germs must be either of two thincs—
animal orgacization or fungus growth. Itis
not due to gases, or the whole of adistrict would
be affected at once. I believe that the fever
microbe is parisitie, as it travels slowly along
the ground and is known to bave been stopped
in some casea by steep paving. In 18781 ex-
perimented to find some chemical to kill the
Colorado beetle and at !ast found that gasoline
was immediately destructive to animal and veg-
etable matter. It is effective and operates in
ten minutes, leaving nothicg, so that all danger
of combustion is soon passed. One-sixteenth of
an ineh of it goes fifteen inches below the ground
and kills everything. Rhigolene is a little dear-

_or, but could prove valuable for guaragtining

urposes. Cold is an sccepted exterminator of
Eho germ, and both gasoline and rhigolene low-
er the temperature sufficiently to prove of value
in treating the fever.

“I took an olé woolen coat, tied up one of the
gloeves to hold the thermometer, and thenm
drenched it with gasolive. The temperature
when the thermomeisr was first introduced in
the sleeve was 82° Fahrenbeit, but it gradually
fall to 757, After thirty minutes it fell to 52,
The same experiment was tried with rhigolone,
and after fifteen minutes the teropature fell to
259, and the coat was covered with hoar frost,
so that had it contasined any microbes they
would have been thoroughly exterminated.

“QOur experiments with microbes bave been
encouragingly successiul, and not having any
of the yellow-fever germs to work npon we e¢an
coly draw our conelusions by analogy. These
thin that I bave experimented with are
simple. So muen the better; they can easily be
pecured and itv would cost but little to try them
jn the infected distriets.

“When an isolated case oceurs the house
should ve cordoned so that no communication
can bs made to the ontside until the quaran-
tining measures are taken. Then the house
should be thoroughly saturated with gasoline
and the wet places, if any, sprinkled with caus-
tic soda. This would bs 1n the way of an ex-
periment, but it is one well worth trying and one
which I think would result in finding at least a
remedy to check the ghastly march of the dread

disease.”

He iesued orders which
nearly prohibited the accuamu'ation of any kind
of dirt. He compelled thoroughness in the work
in every part of thas city, and for the first and
only time in its history New Orleans was
reflly elean, The yellow fever came, and in all
thn; city there was but one person stricken
with it,

Iasurance Men Despondent Over the Outlook

—Fire Losses Will Exceed Those of 1887,
Philaderphia Kecord.

“Last year was the worst the insurancs eom-
panies nave ever had, but this year is going to
beat it,” eaid an insurance broker yesterday in
speaking of the disastrous fires which have al-
ready marked the course of 1383, The signifi-
ecance of this remark becomes plainer when it is
known that property valued at 8119209, 830 was
destroyed last year, and that the insurance com-
panies paid out 868,850,558 for losses. If 1888
should prove much worse than 1887 the pay-
ments may be expected to be not far from &75,-
000,000 or §80,000,000.

It would seem natoral to suppose that, with
the improvement in the methods of construct-
ing buildiogs, the greater eficiency of fire de-
partments and in the increased preeautions
against fire, thers would be a diminution or
only a slight increass the fire losses, but
the records show that there has been a steady
and considerable gain. The payments made by
the insurance companies increase in an even
greater ratio. The figures for the past thirtesn
YOArs are:

As a natural result of the tremduous losses
of the past five years many icsurance compa-
pies have been compelled to retire from busi-
noss, finding it impossible to make the receipts
equal the expanditares.

The recent fires in Jan
Francisco and Baltimore caused beavy losses,
and previous to them was A long succession of
disastrous conflagrations in about every good-
gized city of the country. The iosurance men
are praing that the fates may be more merei-
ful to them in the remaiviog four months of the
year than they were in the first sight. If they
are not a number of withdrawals from business
may be expected with the new year.
