They also claimed that
the other companies, in case competition was
insisted upon, would put down rates below the
ordinance price simply to crush out opposition.

object wa3 effected. The opposition argued
that tbe 'Irust was to all intents adpurposes an investment company, and that the
Hoard oueht not to ehow it preference or to aid
in compelling the public to pay a few men who
controlled it the interest on their investment
John W. Murphy and others claimed
that the Trust had never entered into competi
tion with other natural-ga- s companies of the city.
Arthur Jordan mentioned the cases of the
Cvclorama, tbe Y. M. C. A. building and the
First Baptist Church, where the Trust bad put
in bids and Mr. Bvnum added the cases of tbe
Capitol building, the court-bous- e and tbe county
jail. There was considerable further discussion
of similar character, aud the board finally, by a
vote of 17 to 9, referred the matter to tbe finance
committee to advertise for bids. x

Mr. Ferguson was
twice elected as court collector without opposi-
tion, and has taken a prominent part in national
as well as State politics. He says Fort Bend was
the last county in Texas to uphold its Republic-
an majority, tho Republican organization there
having been kept np cince tbe days of recon-
struction. .

An Observer from the East.
