Detroit, Mich., Oct 3. Mr. Blaine spoke

for tweintr-ihre- o minutes this afternoon, in the
Detroit Rink, to an audience estimated at 8,000.
All the railroads ran special excursion trains
for the occasion. The cheap rates and the fame
of the orator contributed to augment the crowd.
Many ladies were present. There was the usual
campaign hurrah, but the meeting was not an
exclusively partiiau one, as was evidenced by
the quite general app'.ause which followed Mr.
Blaine's reference to Andrew Jackson as a crest
leader of Democracy, and which occasionally
greeted the natso of Mr. Gevoland.

It occursd
to the mas cf the people in the colocies that to
give tbe President the unqualified power of ve-
toing any act of Congress and to require the
votes of two-thir- ds cf the Senate and two-thir- ds

of tbe House to override that veto,
was to confer upon the President a most extra-
ordinary power. It gave him, in tbe Senate and
in the House, tbat waich w&i equivalent to ooe-eixt- h

of the wboie legislative votio power,
because the difference between a majority of
one and a vot of two-third- s amounts to one-sixt- h

of the whole So tbat the President of to-
day, when he vetoes a bill, wields the power of
thirteen Senators and fifty-seve- n Uepretentn-tive- s

in addition to his ordinary executive
functions. A power so extraordinary was nator-aM- r

need with great rantion by our earlier
Presidents. General Wajhioston. in eight
years, made oi e of it twice. The rit Adams,
tba sueceeeor cf Washington, uevr resorted to
it. Jefferron cocsiderea vtry erreneouelv, hut
still considered by the modern Democracy as
their rreat prototype in eicht year, never
used it all. Madison, in eihtycars, used it three
times. Monroe osdt ore of it once, and John
Quiocy Adams never. In the first forty years
of the uatiooal government, from Waihincton
to Adams, the veto power was need six time.
Then came to oSce the great leader of the pres-
ent Democratio party as it has been organized
for the last sixty years General Andrew Jeck-so- n.

Now,
Mr. Cleveland, in three years and a half, has
used the veto over three hundred times.
'Hear,' 'hear,' and ayplaus!, or had when I

left New York day before yesterday how maoy
times since then I do not know. Derisive
laughter and applause. J Of those Tetoes,200
have beso to prevent pitiful pensions of $1 a
month, of $3 a month, and m tow, I believe, of
$12 a month to worn-dow- n sod starving soldiers
of the Uoited States. Apn tise. He is the
firs President of tho United Stats who
ever vetoed a bill for the relief of a
soldier who had exposed his body on the field
cf battle to bullets and sheiis of the enemy in
defense ot lis country. . I wish I had those veto
messages here, hnd hsd time to read them to
yon. Tby have ail ben issued in pamoblt,
and as affording a succinct expression of the
difference between the Kepuhlirac and Demo-
cratic parties of to-Oa-y. 1 commend that docu-
ment as one of the best in print.

"Now, mark you this! There was not in any
single instance a charge that the man to whom
the pension was to he given had not been a sol-
dier ot the United States. There was not a sin-
gle denial of the fact that the men who . were to
he relieved by the pennons were in sore and
pressing need of bread. There was not io any
case tbe slightest question involved as to the
constitutional power of Congress to grant pen-
sions. Bat every one of President Cleveland's
veto messages read procUely as though they
were, io each instance, tbe decision of the Com-
missioner of Pensions on an application for a
pension under the law. Now, we all know (and
it has been so from the foondation of ths gov- -
rcmant), that no general law can proves for

all cases. We do our best by general lawa to reach
all cases; but, tn generalizing, there will always
be found exceptionsand every one of tbee 200
that have mt vetoes from toe President came
outside of the general law, but not outsiJe of
the personal merit of the atplicant to any ease.
Every ease had been before the committee of
Republican Senate, and before the committee of
a Democratic House, and every case bad been
passed through a Kepublicau Senate and a Dem-crat- ic

House It would be hard to imagine more
impartial legislation than that thus prodnced, ond
yet they mecttvery time witn th absolute veto of
the President. Some of them, even out of their
grimnesa and their cruelty, had, I think, a epice
of humor in them. 1 read one (I wish I had it
here to read now), in which the man, the victim
of a desperate neuralgia, to allay tbe pangs of
which, he was in the habit of taxing opiates,
was found dead in his bed, aod the question
was, whether he had died from the pain or from
an overdoes of the opiate he had taken, and if
from the latter, whether the dose was takeo in-
nocently or with the intention of suicide. Mr.
Cleveland, in his veto message, said it would be
a very bad precedent to graot the widow and
children of that man a pension, because, of
course, yoa know, a case of tbat kind might be
so often repeated, where a man would have a
desperate neuralgia, would take too mnch of an
opiate, and would, some mornin?, be found
dead. With all due reepect to the President, it
carried my mind back to boyhood days,
when I attended the theater oftcner than
I do now, and when I . beard the old play of
Paul Pry.' As you may remember, the pro-fersion- al

philanthropist io thai play refused to
contribute anything upon ths subscription paper
for the relief of the widow of a brick-laye- r who
had fallen from the top of a bizh house on which
he bad been workiue, because, as the philan-
thropist said (and 1 think he was in some re-
spects the prototype of that veto), If you relieve
the widow and child of that brick --layer you will
bave all sorts cf people falling from all sorts of
houses.'

The
measure was submitted in the Senate tbis after-
noon by Mr. Allison, who is acting chairman of
the committee on finance. He has announced
that he will call the measure tip for considera-
tion on next Monday, and in private converse
tion this erenlng stated that tbe debits wcaM
be pushod along from day to day till tcees was
taken orer tbe election. This, he thought, would
bo done about tho 20th of ihs month.
In the Home the impression prerails,
however, that Congress will take
recess by the middle of week after
next Senator Sherman's statement of the
merits of the bill presented, io comparison with
tbe Mil's bill, passed l&tt Jnly by tbe Ilocie,
created a profound impression.

THE SUGAR TRUST.

Two More Refineries Ordered Shut Down
;

Troubles in the Path of the Combination.

New Yonc, Oct. 3. It transpired, late yes-
terday afternoon, that Theodore Havemeyer.
the president of the Sugar Trust, bad ordered
the extensive sogsr refineries of De Castro &
Donner to be shut down to-da- y or w.

The firm has two refineries in the Eastern dis-

trict of Brooklyn. They employ something
like oiis tho ui and men, and produce ninny
thousand barrels of sugar. A reporter called at
the principal oJQee o! the refineries, but could
see none of the firm. The cashier, Mr. Russell,
admitted that the firm bad been ordered to
close their refineries, and tHat they would shut
down as soon at practicable, probably to-da- y.

He contended, however, that tne shut-dow- n was
in co way influenced by the combination of re-

fineries or trust, and that the refineries would .

have to stop working even if the trust had no
existence. The time daring which
the refineries will remain closed
is indefinite. Theodore Havemeyer could not
be seen at the Gee of Havemeyer & Elder.
When the caws of the ordered shut-dow- n be
came generally known, it created considerable
excitement among the employes, as it was un-
expected. It was stated br oiiieers of the con-
cern that as many of them as could conveni-
ently be placed at work would be taken care of
during the time the refineries were closed. The
Timc3 says: "Evidently sotno important chances
are at work in the plans of the trust, looking to
a protable farther concentration or plant The
new structors in eoarse of erection near the
Havemeyer refinery In Brooklyn points to such
a plan, and eertainly doss cci indicate that
sugar refining is to be curtailed hero. There is
a suipieioa that tbe strong rxembers of the
treat are tutting tbemselvee in a position
w&ere they "ill not need to place premium on
idleness. When that position shall have bees
reached they can again apply the freezing oat
process to the small refiners, Thorn the trust
now pays to shut down and do nothing. The
trusts sky does cot appear, however, to be

icloudle?5, CUss.Spreikels is g'.ving then some
trouble, scd a'reaiy m.ki them foel uneasy for
the future. WbenSrrecsles refuted to join the
trust at its orzacization, the troet started the
American Sueur Refining Company in San
Francisco, which set out to deprive SDrctela of
th Paeifio slope trade, of which, for years, be
enjoyed a monopoly. One of the ilrst acts of
the trust in this move was to buy about three-fourth- s

of the soear crop of the Sndwich
Islands, where Spreckels always got bis supply
before. This move sent him to Manila for
euear, and increased his first expenses enor-
mously. Determined to Danish bin both ways,
the trust put the price of the product of the
American company lower than sugar had ever
before been offered on the Pacific This meant
that th trosi sustained the American company
at constant loss, rely in z on the excessive
drairi on Spreckels to brine him te
terms or drive b'.ra out of business.
Id either case the trust would acquire
a monopoly of the Pacific elope trade, and make
up for present looses by future high prices. The
trust counted without us host in this case, and
Sprecklea came here ready to fizht the trust by
making scgar for the East at the lowest prices.
It is now understood amonz the trade that he
intends to drain the trust in the East by the
same ptccess that he has prevailed in the West,
and that he will spnd a million, if necessary, to
do it, remaining in the field until be breaks ud
the trust entirely, or compel the trust to buy
him out a; his own price, which shall include all
loeeee, and also th American company, leaving
hira acain in sole control of the sngar market on
the Pacifio slope. Another factor, of comoara- -
tivelr small dimensions, but yet larce enough
to give the trut some concern in view of
threatening trouble, is the announcement that
the Electric Supar Company will enter the mar-
ket at a rival about the middle of the present
month."

?.Ir. Condon against Gen. Harrison. He charges
him with abuse, of the Irish people
Like yourself, I also sit oo tbe stage of
Durley Hall during General Harrison's
entire address. I heard every word he said in
that speech, and also declare the statement ab-
solutely untrue that General Harrison made re-
marks abusive or derogatory to tbe Irih race.
I rrcall the manner and matter of his speech,
Thronphout his speech was dignified and in-
tensely patriotic, especially laudatory of his
gallant comrades, tbe soliier3 who had fooght
and won the battles of the Union. We were all
warmly io sympathy with his glowing tribute to
the soldiers, ard would Lave reeatej any ineolt
to the brave Irish soldiers as deeply as would
Mr. Condon.

Senator Oclirell Justifies the Order, and
Messrs. Hale and Chaudler Denounce It

retrial to the Ipdlanapolls Journal
Washington, Oct 3. Three and a half hours

were devoted in tbe Senate, this afternoon, be- -
ginnin? immedi ately after the tarifl bill was re- -

' ported, to debate upon the infamcus circular
order issued by General Uecet, of the ordnsnee
department, directing the removal of women
and children, to giro place to Demo-

cratio heelers and voters, which
document m discovered and exposed by tho
Journal. Senator Cockrell, of Missouri, opened
the deuate by announcing that he intended t(
justify the letter and tbe spirit of this order,
and that it ehould have been Issued and en-

forced long beforo it was ever seen. He then
deviated from the direct line cf debate by
branching off into circulars issued daring lie-public-

an

administrations long before the present
civil-servic- e reform secured a foothold. He de-

clared that the Republicans were the original
spoilsmeo, and that the Democrats should not
be criticised for eontendiog that a clean sweep
of employes in the civil and military hanches
of tbe government should be made when finally
a change of administration came. He said that
the object of Senator Hale aod the Indianapolis
Journal in bringing about this agitation of the
Benet circular was to drive away from Presi-
dent Cleveland his mugwump supporters. "Re-
publican bave held on to the offices," he said,
'as though they thought nobody elee could fill

them, and they have bsen keeping them till
they considered it a crime when they were
finslly removed." He then read from the Jour-
nal General Benet's statement setting forth the
circumstances under which the circutar vat
iisued, at the instance of Secretary Endicott,
aod to appease the demands of Democratic poli-

ticises, and defiantly inquired, "Is thoro any
crime in thatl

Senator Chandler asked bow the politics of
women end childern could be ascertained, to
wbicn Mr. Cockrell replied: "How could you
know the politics of Ellon Foster and Anna
Dickinson, now on the stump In Indianaf

"But Mrs. Foster and Miss Dickinson aro net
in of2ce," said Senator Hale.

Oh, well," exciairaed Cockrell, "they are will-

ing to be, and intend to be, if Harrison is elect-
ed, and I may add tbat the women and children
who are in these arsenals now were plaeed there
by Republicans, have been retained under Re-

publican administrations, and I fail to see
aor crime in the Democratio administration
removing them." In various forms of language,
Mr. Cockrell justified iu the strongest terms
the removal of women and children, to give
placo to Democrats. He sal 1 tbat tbe Demo-
cratic party should not be censured for tbe re-
movals made, but for not making enough re-
movals.

Senator Hale followed Cockrell, and declared
that too political prescription wnich, under this
administration, had deprired women and chil-
dren of employment was unparalleled in po
litical history.

He said
that be would uncover the hypocrisy of tbis ad-
ministration in li is investigation, and that he
hoped he could investigate all of the
flsgrant violations of the civil-servic- e law and
reveal the injustice in cases which were covered
by tbe law. He said that he laid especial stress
upon this order and ths many outrages in the
civil service uoder this administration. bcanse
Cleveland, wnen be came into power, and dorine
his campaign four years ago, had , prated about
reforming the civil service; ho bad preached
continually his superior .virtues. Senator
Chandler spoke at length, and vigorously de-
nounced the Benet circular and tho whole civil
