5n cash the difference between that sum and 273.32,
which was taken to the hospital, and in a few days
was ealled for by Dr. Uarriaon and he received the
money.

These excessive vouchers threw the 'daybook of
incidental expenses" ont of balance, and it stKd so
nntil early in June, when I was directed by tho sup-
erintendent to balance the accounts. I asked him
how 1 was to proceed to do so. and be told me that I
was to charge II. N. Spaan, attorney, a rayment of
$1 10.13, for the month ot January, which bsJaceed
the book, and for the month of February to C &
Wesner. attorney, $195.43. and for tne nr.cnth of
March to C S. Wesner. attorney, $214.57. These
eateries were made accordingly, and in that manner
the books were balanced. The bocks do not show
what services were rendered by Messrs. Spaan and
Wester, but Dr. Galbraith informed me that the ex-
penditure was fcr attorneys' fees.

Among the vouchers presented for settlement at
the February jr.3etiDof the board, 1838, was one
from W. B. Bur ford, being voucher No. 103. draTn
on tbe maintenance fund for the sum of 1(10.87,
across the back of which was written, "For Station-
ery." The voucher shows that it was drawn for 10,-00- 0

pamphlets, tairty-rw- o paes, and bears date
April 1 1, 16?7. It was the custom for all vouchers
to be first presented to the superintendent, and he
indorsed his approval on the ba-- k of them. This
Toucher was presented to him abont the time of the
rneetlntrof the board, and he r.skei me what it wr.s
for, and after looking over it I told him I supposed it
was foe the printing of the Senate committee report
arid the minority report of the Hoae committee on
the investigation of the benevoVnt institutions, and
be till if that was the ease he would not approve it,
and he ns'-ce- me to hunt him a copy of the pamphlet,
which 1 did. and 1 found one, and it was a
thirty-two-pa?- e pamphlet, and te sa'.d upon
seeing it that he would not approve cf the
voucher. He never did approve of it, and the
voucher is now in the ottice f the Auditor of State
withont Lis apDroval indrrbed thereon. Mr. Hall, the
steward, came in soon after the conversation bee ween
Dr. Galbraith acd myself, and the Doctor asked him
what this voucher was fi-r- , aad he pave him the same
explanation that I had given. The voucher is now in
tbe office of the Auditor of State, and I sr.ppose has
rone throajh the ordinary course ar.d been paid.

Th "re were a larze number of thee thirty-two-paf-e

pamphlets brought to the hospital some time before
this bill was rendered, and some of them were dis-
tributed from there, and a number were there when I
left.. They includod the report el the Senate o ramlt-te- e

which investigated the affairs of the Hospital for
the Insane in the winter of 1837, and the minority
report of the House committee which made a similar
Investigation.

made a ringing address in Introducing the
visitors, referring to tbe composite character of
the organization as representative of various
classes cf workineraen and its unity , in favor of
protection to American industries.

Gen. Harrison spoke briefly but forcibly In

reply, the crowd wbich filled the lawn cheering
him heartily. He said:

Mr. Woods and my FriendsMy voica is not
in condition to speak at much length in thii cool
night air. I am very deeply grateful for this
evidence of the respect of this large body of In-

dianapolis workingmeo. I am glad to be assured
by what has been said to me that you
realize tbat this campaign has a special
interest for the wags-earne- rs of America. Cries
of 'Good, good.' Tbat is tbe first question in
life with you, because it Involves tbe subsist-
ence and comfort of yonr families. I do not
wonder, then, that, oat of so many different asso-
ciations la life, you bave come toeether intotbia
organization to express your determination to
vote for tbe maintenance of toe American sys-

tem of protection. (Great cheering. I I think
you can all understand tbat it is not good for
American workinjmen that the amount
of work to be done in tbts country
should be diminished by transferring
iotdo of it to foreign 6hops applause;
nor ought the wages paid far the work that is
done here to be diminished by brioging you into
competition witn the under-pai- d labor of the old
country. Applanse.1 I am not speaking any
new sentiment to-nig- ht. Many times Defore the
Chicago convention I have, in publio
addresses, expressed the opinion that every
workinccian cajht to have fuch wages as would
not only j-i- him a decent and eomfortab'e
support for his family ar.d enable hia to keep
his children in school and out of the mill in
their tender age. but wonld allow bim to lajr up,
against incapacity by sisknfss or accident, or for
eld age, some fund on wbich be could rely,

hese view's I entertain to-nigh- t. I bee you to
excuse farther public speech and to allow me to
receive personally such of you as care to speak
to me."

At the close cf Gen. Harrison's remarks tbe
visitors were severally presented to Gen. and
Mrs. Han ison acd passing through the hallway
of the residence, the line was reformed acd tbe
Columbians completed their parade very much
pleased with the reception given them.

James A. New, cf Greenfield, a youcg gentle-
man who now by virtue of the favor of Presi-
dent Cleveland and Senator Voorbces holds an
important position as a Western agent of the
Interior Department of the United States The
story runs that after 31 r. By n urn's election as
Congressman, Mr. New cot up strong petitions
for a place for himself, and sent thorn onto
Washington. Mr. Dynum promising tbat be
would urge the appointment, and subsequently
writing that he was doing the best he could to
secure it. Getting nothing but prom-
ises of helo from Mr. Byoum, Mr.
New wrote to Senator Voorhees, and the

nator replied tbat If Mr. New would bring on
his indorsements he would do what he could in
the matter. Mr. New got up a fresh set of pa-
pers, went on to Washington, railed on Presi-
dent Cleveland, with Senator Voorhees, and
bad a satisfactory interview, and subsequently
called, still in company with Mr. Voorhees, at
the Interior Department. When the matter of
the appointment was broached the Secretary
drew from a pigeon-bol- e a protest which nad
been filed by Mr. Bynuni against Mr. New ap-
pointment, and whicn had been lying tnere all
tbe time that Mr. Bynam was writing letters to
Greenfield, recounting his vigorous but unsuc-
cessful efforts in Mr. New's behalf. The effect
of this exposure had the effect of badly strain-
ing the relations between Mr. Bynnm
and the- - New family, and although
the protest was withdrawn and the
appointment made, the Greenfield Democracy
does not take as mnch stock in Mr. Bynum as
heretofore. Another alleged aggravation of bis
offense is tbat while he was writing of his labor-
ious efforts in behalf of Mr. New, he said his ill-succ- ess

to a department claim was due to his
district having been given an excess of officers.
Bat at tbe same time he was engaged in making
arrangements for an annointment for his
brother, Mr. Bynura, of Vincennes, which was
afterwards made. There are other distressing;
details connected with the performance which
are being ventilated in Greenfield, and the pros-
pects are tbat Mr. Bynnm's vote, which dwin-
dled badly at Greenfield at the last election,
will shrink still more at tbe coming one.

The Kennioa of Seminary Boys with Their
Revered Principal of Long Ajo.

An unusual spectacle might have been wit-

nessed yesterday afternoon by any one who
chanced to obtain a view of the Exposi-
tion grounds. Such a person would have seen a
number of gray-haire- d men engaged in playing
"shinny." town ball, foot ball and games of that
character, with a degree of zeal that would, do
credit to a twelve-year-ol- d. It was tbe occasion
of tho tenth annual reunion of tbe Old Seminary
Boys, a society composed of the members of one
of the city's pioneer schools. It was known as
the Marion County Seminary, and was located in
the southwest corner of what is now University
Park. The building was torn down about
1&4, but there is a little stoue about two feet in
height wbich represents tbe middle of tbe place
where the building stood. Tbe institution
turned out of its halls, during the ten years of
its prosperity, many men who have Bince be-

come noted all over tbe Stalo, and some over
the country. The Society of Old Seminary
Boys was established ten years ago, and has
been holding annual reunions. Yesterday was
made particularly interesting by tbe presence of
Dr. Kemper, the only surviving superintendent
of the school, and who served in that capacity
from 1833 to IS 13. Dr. Kemper was a man of
great force of character and exceptional influ-
ence over young men. At the time be was a
resident of this city he was one of tbe best
known men in it sharing honor with Henry
Ward Beacher, who then lived here, and who
was a warm friend cf the Doctor. Early yes-
terday morning tbe members cf the soci-- .
ety to the number of about fifty, Dr. Kemper
among them, went to the Exposition Building,
accompanied by their families. From a distance
were Tr. Philip Gillette, superintendent of the
Illinois institution for the l)eaf and Dumb, and
Dr. Calvin Fletcher, of Spencer, Ind. Tbe two
hours preceding dinner were spent in an ex-
change of ereetings, some of those present bar-
ing not seen one another for many years. There
were mty amusing and interesting reminis-
cences, which occupied the time until 12:30.
when all pre?ont eat down to a splendid dinner,
which had been prepared by tbe wives and
daughters of the member. It was a sumpt-
uous and highly savory repast, notwithstand-
ing tbe rather dubious bill of fare wbich went
with it. The menu was r.s as follows:

After dinner every one went into tbe room of
the superintendent of the Exposition grounds
and listened to songs and addresses. After tbe
sioging of the Doxoloey Dr. Kemper led in
prayer. Other hymns were sung, end then tbe
president of tbe association, CoL Samuel Mer-
rill, arose and said:

"Long ago we nssd to hear tho big boys read
from 'Gneca Majora' something of tris kind:
Once upon a time, in old Athens, it was
Socrates s birthday, abd tho boys of h:s school
brought bim gifts. ' One poor fellow, whose sole
worldly possession was the robe that be wore,
tunz back la the hit; then sprang forward
with flueehed face, exc!itaiug: 'Socrates, I
bave nothing to give you but myself.' Dr.
Kemper, a half century ago we cave ourselves
to yoo. Fifty years have wroughs no
change. You still retain our pro-foucde- st

reverence and otir undying love.''
Dr. Kemper followed with his interesting ad-

dress, in which be referred to his .Tooth and to
his connection with the Old Seminary. When
n took charge of tbe institution some of tne
scholars were only six years younjer thai him-
self, and he remembers that two of them, John
Cobnrn and Berry Sulerore, tben bad a wider
knowledge of literature than himself. Tbe Doc-

tor has always been strong advocate for sports
for tbe rhtldren. When he had charge of the
Old Saminary he found most of the boys very
enthosiasne in their lore for playing "shinny."
One day be noticed that some of the boys re-
mained by the stove at recess while too re-

minder went out to play, and after
rchool reassembled be said: "If any trouble
abould occur witn Eneiatid over this Northwest
boundary qneatiou the boys who are. pome to
bave a band in it are tbe ones who are the most
active on the play-ground- ." Aftur that the boys
all rlevd fchinny. As one of tbra expiansed it,
VHl play shinny if it kills me." Dr. Kemper
also referred with pride to the careers cf some
or the men. who, when boys, were under hia
tutilage in the Old Seminary. In conclusion, ha
spoke of the profession be had adopted after
leaving here tbat of tbe ministry, be beiognow
pastor of the Presbyteriaa Church at South
Charleston, O. and said that it had been his
observation that every investigation made by
science bad resulted only in extending the
knowledge contained in the Bible, and cod Arm-
ing tbe truths uttered bv it.
