would like if you ean secure a minor place for an
old friend of mine.” ‘Anything I can do,’ said
Bynum, ‘1 will. Afrer the pomination I will get
the piace for your friend.” When Bynum was
nomioated he went immediately to Mr. Hendeor-
son and thanked him for what he had done, say-
ing, ‘l owe more to you than to any other man.
It was your influence that brought me the nomi-
nation.” After a time Mr. Henderson reminded
Byoum of bhis promise. The Congressman
said he wculd attend to it after the
election. After the election he put off getting
the place for Mr. Henderson's friend until alter
Coagress met. Two years have gone Ly and
the man is still without a place, altboungh Sam
Dinniu, who bitterly opposed Eyaum, has been
rewarded.”

“Have you ever heard anvthiog relative to
Bynum's sudden change of fuee on the tally-
sheet forgeries!”

“When the committes of one hundred fOrst
took this matter upand Bynuwm had just returned
fromm Washington, he went to Mr. Henderson
and congratulating him on what was being done,
said: ‘Go onin the work and 1'll help youall 1
can. This tamperiog with the bal-
lots and frands like those that
have been commitied here must be put down,
Our friends have practiced these things in Obio,
Illinois and Missoart until there is daoger of
the practice becoming national. Bat 1 do not
wish my name to be used in this connection, as
I am in politics.” This oeccurred before the in-
dictments againet Coy and the rest were re-
turned.

The Constitutionality of Local Option.
Here are some lawyers who know law, and
this is their opinion of the constitutionality of
local option under the present Constitution:

“Loeal option is comstitutional in Indisna.
Whoever asserts the contrary has pot examined
the law or willfully misetates it. Many statutes
containing the loeal-option principle have been
approved, among them the stock law, the law
authorizing aid to railroads, and thas known as
the Baxter Law of 1873,

“The Iatter was fully considered by the Su-
preme Court in the case of Groeseh, 42 Ind. 547,
it provided for & petition for a permit to be
signed by a majority in a particular locality, so
that permits might be graoted or withbeld ac-
cording to the loecal ssntiment.

“‘It embraces the exact principle of leeal op-
tion, It was upheld by the court without dis-
sent. The case has never bean overruled or
modified, and is the latest on the subject.

“It is supported by abundant duthority in
other States—42 Conn., 364; 36 N, J., T2 42
Md., 71; 21 V¢, 456; 24 Minn., 247; 35 Ark., 69,
Nor does such legislation violate the Constita-
tion of the United States—18 Wallace, 129; 112
U. 8, 205,

“A local-option law, like a law upon any other
subjact, needs only to be given a proper title and
comply with the usual formalities of legisiation
to be constitutional. A law of this character re-
eently condemuned by the Michigan Supreme
Court was held to be unconstitutional, not be-
eause of the principal of local option, but be-
causs it lacked the necessary legal form.

**There need be no fear that such a law prop
erly framed would be held to be uneonstitution-
al by the Supreme Court of Indiana.

““The case of Groesch has been often approved
by our court, and the authorities in support of
it have greatly multiplied elsewhere since that
opinion was announced.
