New Yorker, who mades a wager of €50 last
sprivg, with William Atkinson, of the Farm
Journel, of this eity, that he would enitivate a
plot of potatoesa on bis experimental farm in
Bergen county, N. J., that would ﬁold at the
rate of 700 bushels to the acre. r. Carman
planted five rows three feet apart mod thirty-
three feet in longth, the entire plot containing
the mighty-eighth part of an acre. The digeing
took piace on Friday, in the presence of a large
pnmber of practical and fancy farmers, and
editor Carmean loat his bet, the produet of Lis
piot only panniog out at the rate of 583 bushels
peracre. Iusoite of his loss of 230, editor Car-
wan has no canse to be discouraged, as, if he
ean nroduce potatoes on a large scale at the rate
of O8J busheis per acre, he will find the busi-
ness more profitable than editing an sgriculiural
paper.

OLD ALABAMA GOLD MINES,

Interest Revived In Them After a Long

Period of Idieness.
New Yorg Bun. ;

Since the boom in irom in the mountaios of
Tennestes, Alabama and Georgia attracted cap-
ital and Northern miners to thoss States there
bas been a revival of interest in the old gold
minss in northern Alabama, that were worked
with some profit before the discovery of gold in
California drew away the miners to better-pay-
ing flelds. Companies have been formed to work
several of the old deposits, and repre-
sentatives of these ecompanies have come
to New York within the past few weeks to get
New York capital to enlarge the workiogs and
to erect mores and bYetter smelting and working
spparatus to extract the gold from the ore, The
existence of these gold mines have been konown
for half a century, and at one time there was a
small gold fever over the discovery of some nug-
gets, which, though tbey did not approach in
size to California nuggers, were big for those
days. But the excitement over the gold in Cal-
iforn'a drew attentiso away from the Alabama
deposits, and the war completed the abaondon-
ment of the workinge.

To get the gold profitably from the Alabama
mines requires capital, skill, aod business abil-
ity as 1t does to work the iron ore with profit.
There is no money in takiog a pick, a shovel and
& tio pAn, but a fair relurn is prowised on care-
ful working. The ore that has gold 1s found
near deposits of iron, coal, mica, and traces of
silver. The gold runs from traces that wonld
not assay 20 cents to the 1on to bigher grades
that have £35 and 240 worth of gold to the tun.
The higher grades are the barder to mine, sod
the more costly to reduce, while it is as easy to
wine the low-sudo gold ore ms irou ore. The
gold guartz disintegrated, and the gold was
distributed through the vein.

The gold eompanies figure that low grads ore
that does not reguire blasting ean be mined for
Joto 40 cenis a ton a8 Jong as the veins lis near
the surface, and, if the ore muast not be erushsd
as gold quartz must be, that the milllog enst
will sot Le over 20 conts a ton. An expenditure
of more lauor and meoney in the milling would
extract a largor amonnt of gold, but thers is a
point at which oven in bieh grade ores it costs
more to pet outthe gold than the gold that is got
out is worth. .

These gold deposits are often found pear
enough toiron and coal deposits to be worked
conveniently by the same power. (ompanias
that bave taket leases of iron and coal lande
bave found abandoned gold mines on their prop-
erty. If land was purchased,’or if the lense in-
cludes all mineral rights, they can go ahead and
see if there in any money mining gold. When
the fluctuations in the iron marke: eause them
to cut down their production they can turn
their surplus men and power to miving low-
grade gold ore. At present prices a ton of iron
ore is worth more than a ton of low grade gold
ore. There1s 4 field in Alabama for economical
proul;uh af :xtnctiir}t gold. There is gold
enough there to work for years if the
worked profitably. . PR,

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HORRIBLE EXPERIENCE OF A DIVER.

What He Saw at the Bottom of the Golden
Gate While Examiaing a Suuken Vessel.

There has just been mads near here s sub-
marine discovery that has few known paraliels,
&nd a fui)l deseription of which wounld put lato
the suade some of Jules Verne's “Une Thousavd
Leagues Under the Sea.” The discovery, 100, i8
merely borrible, and such ioeidents as only the
cheapest novelists care 1o describe in their sto-
ries, Last Avgust there was a coilision in the
waters of the Go'der Gate between the stesamers
Oeesanie and City of Chester, of the Pacific Coast
Steamship Company. The colliston oceurred at
s. spot which was thought to be about
twenty fathoms deep, and some time
aco an effort was made to loeste
the sanken City of Chester, but without avail
Recently the Pacific Coast Steamship Company
sgan decided to make a search for the vessel,
or what might be Jeft of it, with a view of brine-
ing up if possible some of its costly macbinery.
For that purpose they eugaged the services of
Vicwr Hinston, s noted professional diver, and
sgreed to pay him $150 a day for his bazardous
undertaking.

Hinston is a daring fellow, ons who, up to to-
day, to use bis own expression, had never seen
anything above laud or under the sea of which
be was afraid. He now acknowledges that the
mighty sea contaios worse sighls than eoqld te
imagioed by the most industrious romancist, or
that con!d be thought of as possible on land.
The visious of the Flyirg Dutchman are like
babes’ tales compared to bis experience in the
Aunken wreck.

Hinston went down after a good deal of prepa-
ration, and with hondreds of people on various
vessels watehing for the outcome of his venture-
some dive, while thousands of people in this
eity awaited the news of his return 10 the sur-
face. The air-pumpe and everythiog »lse con-
nected with hisdiving worked weil, and fioslly
be located the vessel in fifty fathoms of water.
He was then instructed to make an examination
of the wreck for the purpose of ascertaining the
possibilities of getting some of the machinery.
His pext dive resuited in bis finding that the
City of Chester bad Leen cut ia two a8 if by a3
immense saw in the collision. Her black hulk
was slmost as siraight on its bottom as if
blocked on a dry dock, and towersd over him as
be stood on the bottom of the sea like a huge
mouster sent to some timely destruction.
Through the eut in the vessel Hinston mada bis
way ioto the hold and thence he ascended into
the stoerage. The first thing which met his
eves was the form of 8 man standing, with dis-
torted face and tongne hanging {rom bis moath
The body was swollen to twice its natoral size.

In his mauy years experience 28 a diverin
these waters he had wmet with somethbing as
startling, and, while it shook him consiaerably,
it did vot preveot bim from continwing his in-
vestigation. Tobe pext thiog he saw, bowerer,
was a littla worse, and, as he now describes it
it pave him & pnew idea of the terrors of ths
dsep. A little further on in the steerags he
saw anotber vietim of the fatal wreek. The
men was on his knees, his face swollen
and distorted hilsously, and his arms encireled
a third man around the waist The face of the
kneeling corpse tuld plainly evough that the
wan at that fatal moment, when the ship went
dowp almost like a shot, was seized wilh & par-
alyzing fear, while the fellow passenger wlom
be thua seized around the neck 1n bis fear, jude-
ing by the ereet position of the body and the
uplifted ehin, doubtiess had felt no fear, and met
death without » shiver,

Hinston by this time began to pull the ressne
rope of his apparatus, and prepared to reas-
eend. As he tarced, almost closing Lis eves at
the borrible spestacla, he caught sight of an-
other group, the appsarancs of which comnleted
bis inability to proceed with his 10vestigations.

Huggine a post in the steerage was & woman
with two little children banging on to her skirts,
avd with their little faces turoed up io am ap-
pealing position to hers, and she with one arm
tivine to enfold them against tarm, and with
the other arm helding on the post, must have
gone down, struck aumb and stupid with an-
guish, like Niobe, into the roaring, pitiless sea
and the tomb-like steerage {ar her Apolio and
ber Diana.

Hinston was pulied up more dead than alive,
and after telling bis discovery to the officers of
the company refused 1o go back to the wreck.
He says uothing eould induees him to dive again
to the sunksn City of Chester.
