A stop was made at Crawfordsville and a num-
ber of speeches delivered. General Hovey
boarded the triin at that place, and a ten min-
utes' stay at Fittsooro was utilized by the
General in making a brief address.

At Indianapolis several thousand people bad
assembled to greet the delegation, and the Co-
lumbia Harrison and Hovey Guards and Harri-
son Zouaves were in waiting to escort the visit-
ors to the ball.

A Remarkable Scene.
The scene at Tomlinson Hall when General

Harrison mads his appearance, after the arrival
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of the formalities of Emperor William's
reception at tbe Vatlean. Advices from Rome,
received hero last evening, announce that tbe
Vatican is genuinely satisfied with ' the pro-
gramme arranged. Ilerr Von Schloezer, Ger-
man embassador at the Vatican, as instructed
by Count Herbert Bismarck, asfented to every
formality suggested by Cardinal Rampolla, pa-
pal Secretary of State, Emperor William will
call upon the Pope at the Vatican before going
to the Quirioah Gaining this point has glad-

dened tbo officials at the Vatican. Tho Pope
will bold a private conference with the Emperor
in tbe library, wbich is cow decorated with tbe
tapestry presented to him oo the occasion of his
jubilee. On the day of the Emperor's arrival,
Cardinal Rarapol'.a will wait on bim, and on tbe
following day the Emperor will return the visit
of the Cardinal. Toe smallest details of the re-

ception of his Majesty have bean settled, even to
how many horses and what carnages shall form
the Etnperor's cortege, the nnmbr of persons io
his suite, and the place assiened to each. The
public reception at tbe Qoirinal and the tetes
given in bis Majesty's honor will be without
any special formality. Tbe Italian polir. as-

sisted by Berlin officers, are taking precautions
to prevent any attempt upon the Emperor's life.
In consequenco of warnings received by them.
The German and Italian Anarchists mean mis-
chief. Letters from Zurich, which fcave been
intercepted, refer to some plot against bis
Majesty, and give rise to the belief that he will
be attacked during bis tour of Italy. Tho list
of military personages accompanying Emperor
William now includes Gene'rals Von Hahnke
and Von Brauchitsch. Herren Mteleoz and
Schultz, of the military cabinet, and
Von Ktuger. It is of ominous import
that as a pendant of tbe Imperial
visit a military conference will take place at Mi-

lan, at which General Cosenz. the Italian chief
cf staff, will meet Generals Von Walderse and
Von Hahnke and two delegates of the Austrian
War Office. On returning from Naples tho Em-
peror will visit Lilian.

The Vienna Presse to-nig- ht states that the
Emperor will probably again go to Vienna, ar-
riving there on the 20 tb. No news of sueh an
arrangement has been received here, where be
is timed to return on the 23J.

The Berlin municipals want to accord the
Emperor a great public demonstration of wel-
come. His tour since leaving has been a kind
ot triumphal progress, raising tbe Kaiser wor-
ship to a white beat. Count Douglas's election
speech at Aschersleben faithfully reflects the
present popular tendeney towards lnr-nidera- te

admiration of an untried ruler. Coufl-- Do'icln,
as far as a conservative with liberal leaning
coold be, has been intimate with tbe Emperor
since bis Majesty's boyhood, and is good author-
ity on his character; but the portrait which he
aketehed for the electorate was obviously an
ideal, combinicg the highest capabilities of gov-
erning and military genius with moral
aspirations making him kindred with
the angels. Count Douglas's effusion
is about to be published in pamphlet form,
for distribution throughout the empire. It
opens wiih the declaration that "never before
bus our Haider, the onlr Prussian Prinee, seen
so much of practical life." Thia exaggeration is
tbe keynote of the whole eulogy, Tbe author
describes the Emperor as baring acquired by
seventy of training habits of conscientious per-
formance of duties, high moral earnestness and
a clear perception of that duty toward the coun-
try which must cause him to place personal
safety and personal affections below the poblio
weal According to Count Douglas, William,
while a prince, showed himself a "begeisterter
nnd schneideger soldat" amidst the unwearied
exercise of bis military functions. "He went
through training in all the administrative depart-
ments, showing an intuitive perception and prac-
tical sense amazing to old experienced officials."
"As Emperor," continues the panegyrist, "he
has shown himself impervioos to flattery, though
open to conviction and honest advice; the cham-
pion of religious toleration: an earnest philan-
thropist; an assiduous friend of the working
classes; not ascetic but healthily pious: a foe to
sensual indulgence, and sternly opposed to
gambling and other prodigalities. Finally, he is
averse to war, sympathizes with popular aims,
and desires progressive legislation compatible
with tbe nation's interests" Count Douglas did
cot draw this character without the Emperor's
sanction. Every line is meant to fmpres upon
Germans the belief that he is a sovereign able
to govern without tbe assistance ot ths greatest
statesman, and to lead armies to victory relying
upon his owu strategy. The inference is that
the Emperor aims t prepare Germany for tbe
retirement of Bismarck.

The first detachment of the great delegation
ef Elinoli visitors reached the citj a little be-

fore 7 o'clock Saturday night. It came from Hyde
Park, and was composed of one thousand men.

political organization embracing all the pre-

Tho drill
corps was handsomely uniformed, and the mem-
bers of the delegation all wore high hats and
carried miniature flags. There were but few
men in the delegation under middle age, and,
all in all, it was one of the largest bodies of men
that has come to the city since General Harri-
son's nomination. There were a large number of
distinguished gentlemen along, among them

D. Condee, Judge Freen. Treasurer Cowles, of
the corporation; Superintendent Richards, IL J.
MeGrath. A. G. Procter, E. W. Keightly. Charles
IL Ham and others. The delegation came by
special train over the C. I., St. L. &
CL. road, and left Chicago at 7 o'clock
yeWday morning. The train was
lavishly decorated, and as the eomine of the
visitors had been announced along the road,
there were great crowds at every station to see
it pass through. Tne visitors ear they hai an
ovation from tb time they crossed the Indiana
line. Stops were made at all the larger places,
and speech-makin- g indulged in either by those
on the train or bv the people of the towns.

The Selection of Fertilizers.
Philadelphia UecorC

A large proportion of the commercial ferti-
lizers used on the farm ia applied In the fall,
and especially on the wheat crop, which, in this
section, is seeded down at this season. Ferti-
lizers are

costly or cheap, according to the man- -

1 a. t a a a. en.ner in wocu xney are usea. mere are tnreo
main ingredients in all complete fertilizers
nitrogen, potash and phot phorie acid. The lat-
ter is solid in a soluble form as ground bone or
crude phosphate rock. When used in the spring
the safost mode of ceing pbosphorie acid is as
superphosphate, in order to derive benefit frcra
it as speedily as possible, but on the wheat crop,
which allows quite a period of time before tho

is ground bone, for the reason that it will cost
something for. converting the bone into super-
phosphate, and because there may be a loss of
the soluble phosphoric acid during the winter
from, rains, which, however, depends on tbe
character of the soil, the loss being lighter ca
ciay soils than on those that are sandy. ,

Nitrogen is of but little value at this season
compared with tbe results derived from it in the
spring, as it is very soluble, and quickly shows
iu effects when applied to the crop. As it is
not necessary to induce the wheat crop to exces-
sive growth now, the amount to be invested in
nitrogenous fertilizers ean be better utilized in
the spring. It may be stated, however, that
cearly all the phosphates contain nitrogen, it
made from bone, and there will consequently
be no lack of that materia!, bnt in the- - spring a
dressing of ICO pounds of crude nitrate of soda

if there is no deficiency in tbe other substances
necessary for fulfiilinr the pnrpoees of the crop. .
Potash assists In dissolving silica, which pro-vid- rs

the bony structure cf all plants, and also
enters into the composition of the straw and
seed. In the form of wood ashes or to the
shape or muriate or sulphate of pctash it Is not,
very costly.

Although commercial fertilizers can be made
td supply the elements that are wanting in the
soil, the use of barnyard manure that has been
thoroughly fermented and well-rotte- d will sup-- .
tly all that may be required by piaou; but tbe
point in selecting fertilizers is to procure those
that assist to make the barn-yar- d manors more
complete. Tbe farmer can judge of the quality
of his manure, to a certain extent by compar-
ing its quality with that of the food from whieh
it is produced. Rich food makes rich znannre,
and yet if tbe food is rich in nitrogen and defi-
cient in the phosphates it is only rich so far as
its use is to be applied to certain kinds of crops,
as some crops prefer manure rich in nitrogen,
others desire potash, while others thrive best on
manure abounding in phosphates. By carefully
selecting the fertilizers that will "balance" tbe
manure the farmer will save the expense of
procuring substances cf wbich he is cot in
need.

An experienced butter-deal- er eays that the
tub should be filled to within half an Inch of the
top; then cover with a clean, new piece of
bleached eotton cloth well soaked and washed in
urine.

thusiastic audience In a few moments every
Cag and banner on the stage was carried for-
ward by persons who held them above the heads
of those about them and kept waving until the
enthusiasm was quieted. But above all were
these flags waTed over Gen. Harrison. For
several minutes he wss almost hid from view by
them as he stood Quietly by the little table
near tbe front of the platform, eamly looking
out upon the wonderful seene. Once or twice
he looked around to Judge Martindale, chair-
man cf the reception committee, but the
latter seemed completely carried away by the
sight before him. For a moment his face would
depict bewilderment he gazed down upon the
vast sea of waving flags and listened to tbe
steady thnnders of applause, and a moment
later he himself would be waving his hat and
assisting in the cheering.

'member of tbe general executive board of tho
Knights of Labor, has rent a lengthy letter ad-

dressed to the chairman and members of the
general executive board of that body, resigning
his position as a member of the board. In his
letter be scathingly urraigns the administration
of the affairs of the Knights of Labor. He
says that he can no longer endure to be
a witness to the many farces and deceptions
practiced upon tbe innocent masses; that he
finds to be one of the members of tbe general
executive board is to be a party to a traud that
leads tbe unthinking masses to social suffering
with nothing in return but promises never in-

tended to be kept. Mr. Barry says he desires
to see the order live, but believes that it
is Impossible for it to survive anothjr
year under the practices cow carried oo,
and that these practices must cease if the order
is to live. Tbe chief qualifications, Mr. Barry
asserts, for membership in the executive board
are falsity, deception, and to be able to tyrannize
over those whoee only privilege is to bear as-
sessments to solve a social problem for ourselves
and our families by seeing that the salaries of
the board are paid. He charges tbe board with
discharging Knights of Labor employed in tbe
general offices' and putting in their places
persons who were cot members of tbe order.

lumperor YVlillain'e Tour.

Berlin, 0?t. C Emperor William's recep-

tion at Vienna has sent a thrill of gratification
throughout tbe empire. Apart from tne popular
demonstrations the enthusiasm shown and tbe
scenes at tbe banquet clven to his Majesty, the
visit has been of immenie value in displaying
tbe Emperor's latent qualities. His social tact
and personal geniality have hitherto been only
known in limited circles. Tbe current notions
investing him with a cold, unsympatbetio per-
sonality Lave been corrected by the smiling se-
renity with which he passed tb'rongh the tiring
ceremonies associated with his reception. The
talk at tbe embassies and in the official circles
at Vienna is unceasing as to what the Emperor
said to this one, and how be received another.
Every incident is detailed, testifying to the hap-
py impression left upon the people. It is not
tbe least art of a capable ruler to contrive, amid
the strain of wearisome social duties, to pleaso
every high-bor- n personage, giving to eafh tbe
pleasing conviction of having received ample rec-
ognition. Emperor William has passed through
the ordeal of Austrian society in triumph,
acquiring cow character as a man of cordial, aa
weil as kingly, presence. But bis social triumph
is a trifle beside the significance of tbe exchange
of imperial courtesies at tho Rittersaal and the
banquets.

The official papers here at Vienna comment
upon the Emperor's speeches as assurances that
the German and Austrian armies are practically
united and ready for action against a common
enemy. Any remote suspicion of Emperor
William's inclining toward the Czar has been
dispelled. On the contrary, several incidents
have occurred which impel the conviction that
decisive action for the testing of tbe strength cf
the alliance will not be long delayed. Emperor
William studiously showed himself gracious
toward the militant and Slavic element in
Austria-Hungar- y. He decorated Premier Tisza
and Ilerr Von Szoganyi. and warmly received
Count Acdrassy and other magvars, while ignor-
ing the Slavie personages about the Austrian
court.

To-da- y the Emperor went chamois hunting in
the Imperial preserves in tbe Semmering mount-
ains. Emperor - Francis Joseph's shooting
lodge in the village of Marzlleig, a small build-
ing eontainjng six sleeping rooms and a dining-roo- m,

was crowded, and tbeir Majesties there-
fore, were left at Vienna. Emperor William
will remain in Vienna until Wednesday, when
be will istart for Italy.

The interview of Cardinal Galimberti, papal
nuncio at Vienna, with bis Majesty, on Tues-
day, lasted only ten minutes. The Cardinal, it
is said, has freely stated that the Emperor, aft-
er expressing the hope that nothing would oc-

cur during his visit to Rome to wound the sus-
ceptibilities of the Pope, declined to diseues
any question pending between tbe Vatican and
Germany, simply referring bin to Count Her-
bert Bismarck. The nuncio's subsequent con-
ference with Count Herbert Bismarck appears
to bare been limited to the arranging
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
