The ). & M. Election.
The anoual meeting of the stockhslders of the

Ohio & Mississippi Road will be beld on Thure-
day next, when it is understood that the common

gtoekholders will show their hand, It will be
remembered that about a year ago the eommon

stockbolders beld their meeting in New York
and elected a committes to protect their inter-
ests. The New York Bulletin of Saturday
last says: ‘‘The committes held a number of
meetings, elected officers, and then refused to

give further information of ita istentions. At
the time it was currently reported tha: the com-
mittee was preparing to eanforce the ciaims of
the common stockholders in the matter of the
distribution of surplus earniogs. lo conversation
yesterday. a member of the committes said that
the latter organization has not yet disbanded,
but on the other hand, it is actively preparing
to press its claims at the annual election. In-
quiry of the chsirman of the ecommittes con-
firmed the above statement, snd brought out
the adaditional information that the common
stockholders will, in all probability, elect the
three directors who will fill the vacancies occur-
ring in the bosrd this season. The retiring
members are: F. W. Tracy, Spriogfield, !ll.;
G. S. Morison, Chicago, 1il; E, P. Dimpfel, New
York city. The elsim i made that the
common stockholders’ committee eon-
trols| already sufficient  proxies fo
elect as successors to the above those who wiil
support the common stock's elaims in relation
to the cumnlative dividends on the preferred.
No names have yeot been selected for the posi-
tions. The chairman says emphatically that
there is no ill feeling, and that there will be no
contsst. He believes thata msjority of the mem-
bers of the present board are really in sympa-
thy with the common stock. The stipulations
of the reorgsnization and ennsolidation to
which the common stock eobjects are in sub-
stance as follows: ‘The preferred stock isto
bs a first claim wpon the property of the r-
ation, after its indebtedvess, and the holder
thereof shall be entitled to receive from the net
sarnings of the company 7 per cent. per annum,
payabie semi-snnually, sod to have sueh inter-
est paid in full for ench and every year before
any payment of dividend upon ‘tho common
stock: and whenever the petearnings * * *
shall be more than sufficient to psy both 7 per
cent. on the preferred stock in I, and 7 per
eent. dividend upon the ecommon stock for the
y=ar in which said mnet earnings are uqs’Pplud.
then the excess shall be divided equally.

A Healthy Freight Movement,

The train records show that in the week end-
iog Oct. 6 there were received and forwarded at
indianapolis 478 more loaded cars than in the
week preceding, but going back to 1887 and 1886
the eorresponding weeks, it will be noticed that
the exhibit is not so favorable; yet had the cars
veen at command upquestionably the business
of last v.cek would have reached fully the vol-
ume of the corresponding weeks of the years
pamed. Not a road bas the ears to handle the
froight offered it. The trouble seems to be
that the trunk lines get Western cars on to their
systems and then run them in local business

Juntil the ear tracer forces them to return them
to the Weatern lines owning them. Eastward
there is a fair movement of grain, provisions,

lamber and live siock, yot the grain move-
ment does wnpot reach the volume oae
would suppose that it would when the ex-
cited rondition of the market is comsidered.
The cars coming westward are all well loaded,
shipments of merchandise being heavy and the
tonuage of coal and ecke large, and in the last
fow days there has been a decided increase in
trancscontinestal line busiuess westward. It
will be noticed that the wvorth-and-south roads
are showing a bandsome mogement, the J., M.
& . handling at this point nearly 1,000 loaded
ears, which is a heavy movement for this road.
The L., N. A. & C. is also reported to be doing
s heavy business, the volume beiog practically
J.miteé by the cars whieh can be commaunded.
Local trafiic is at high tide. In-bound ship-
ments of lumber, stone and produce are large,
and out-bound shipments of merchandise, fur-
niture and machipery beavy. Live-stoek traffe,
both loesal and through, is improving. Below is

There 18 a feeliog that three di-
rect lines, with the Oiio, Indiana & Waestern,
in ecennection with the Chicago & Eastern
making claim to be a8 good a line as a fourth,
to do the business between Indianapolis and
Chicago is enongh, and threats are made should
the Lake Erie and Western indulge in any more
of this business of invading their territory and
cutting rates to figures which will affect their
business. The L., N. A. & (., the C, St L
& P. and the C, 1, St. L. & O. companies
do not admit that the fact that the C. & A.
and the L. E. & W. have a shorter line by
saverai miles than has sthe O., L & W. and
the C. & E. L gives it any right to establish
itself as a through line between Indianapolis
and Chicago. At one of their recent meelings
thess roads ignored the O, I & W. and the
C. & E. L as a through line or entitled to
any voice in their meetings.

BENET'S HISTORY.

His Busivess in Borsting Guns and Warring
on Women and Childre:,
“‘Gath’s" Letter in Cincinnati Enguirer.

After this presidential election, if Mr. Cleve-
land shall be successful, what is to be the prac-
tice in the eivil-service departments! We may
infer from reading the letter of Benet, or Beonay,
He is not taken up by an arny board, court-mar-
tialed and eashiered, and yet I do not remember
to have seem any such expression of political
opiuion by a standard army officer in my life as
this. They say that he made it in 1886, but 1%
was all the worse for that as an instance of fla-

rant disobedience to President Cleveland. In

586 Mr. Cleveland had been in power for a
couple of years, and was making things het, on
paper, for-all who violated the eivil-service rules,
Iz the department of the meek Endicott—
who looks like his ancestor of the
Salem Quaker persecution  times,  ex-
cept that this Eodicott would pever have
hanged either & woman or a Quaker—we find to
our astonishment that his Miles Staodish, the
Chief of Ordnance, is as severe on the women
and children as old John Endicoti, whe bad
Mary Dyer hanged because she bad come up
from Rhode Island to yea and nay.

The busicess of Benay under our government,
for some time, bas been to burst guns. Every
manufacturar of arms who shakes the dust of
his native country from bis feet, and, like the
late Mr. Hotchkiss, who went to Franee and set
up a foundry, and left a fortune of §10,000,000,
damos Benay., Beuay is the inventor of the
dust test, the rust test, and the bust test. He
takes your gun, if you are an inventor, and lets
it he out in the rain for two years, like
the gun of “Rip Van Wingle,” and
if it does mot fall to pieces When

‘taken up he is sausfied you are an impostor and

he bas no further business for you The dust

tost is a Spanisb inguisition contrivance he bas

for coargiug vour gun chamber up with dyua-
mite and having it touched off at the distance of

a mile, If it stands this test Bepay remarks

that he will take the case 1nto consideration iu
the course of the nexttwenty-four years, during
which time be expects to see nothing forther of
you.

! Benay Las o gun of his own, which is the old
Springfield musket altered into a breech-loader,
and the test s wmvented with the gun, 80 that
the oue is adapted to the other. Anythiag will
burst the Spriogfield musket except this partic-
ular test, and this is the teset the General re-
ssrves for evervbedy else's gun. He bas been
waiting for Krapp to get into his bands sod sog-
gest ome of those big eannouns as a purchase by
the Ordnascee Department, such as Krupp
makes in collusion with Prince Bismarck. haif-
and-balf and divide fair, into which you can
walk & steel horse or a pair of borses and fire
them across the State of Holland, The test that
Eenay bus got ready for Krup: will prove to him
that moth and duss do not Krupp, nor tnieves
break through and steal.

This country has besn noted for its arms
ever since Yankee genius wus directed toward
manslayiog affairs. Here was invont_-d the
Hall rifle, which was made for somse time at
Harper's Feorry, vuutil the ordnance officers
threw it aside ju st in time to bave us fight the
civii war with muzzle-loadicg guns, It was
upon the same principle as the Prossiag nesdle-
gun, and ought to have anticipated it by six
yvears, for we went to war in 1861 aud never
heard of the wneedle-gun until 1865, But the
splendor of our Ordpance Depariment was
available to throw out breech-loaders during sll
the war, or until President Linceln, one day,
seeing & mneedy man by the name of Speuncer,
who had grown famished apd threadbare wuit-
ing around the Ordoance Department, and
having his attention called by a deor-keeper
at the White House to this same Spencer,
said: My friend, come out hers Dback
of the White House on the old White lot, and
I wiil tey your gun myself.” No ordnauce offi-
cer was present. Mr. Lincoln fired the rifle
through & board and made sevaral accurate
shots. Then the inventor fired and did a little
better, and Mr. Lincoln said to him: *“‘Spencer,
go and make all these guns youn can. 1 will see
that you are pald.” Thus did the man who
sever turped out the women and the children
fragun the Ordoance Office also Dbefriend the
maker of the first magazine guo.

Spencer went on making guns, and is making
fhem yet;and he despises the Ondnance Depart-
ment of the U'nited States, but says all bis
prayers towsrd that plaee where Linceln lies
under the miserable efligier of cannon, ete., sug-
gestive of the Benay generztion.

It has been the business of the Ordnance
Ofice of tnis government to dispel the idea
that any gun inveufhr bas any ciwil rights
In foreign governments the greatest interest
is taken in new arms, and the Americans
have attracted the largest attention there.
Nearly every man who appears befors the for
eign monarchs and shoots off his gun has been
repelled from the presence of General Benay.
I have mentioned the case of Hotchkise, The
Gatling gun, which was invented in this
try, and delighted everybody but the Ordoance
Department, and the Maxim gun are sstonishing
people over there. Lven the Navy Department,
where pobody amounta to auything natil he is
senile, has gone into the dynamite erniser
business with a patent gun for the genius
of the ship—but not Benay. How could Benay
koow anything about a gun when his business
Las been all the while to hold the srsenals for
the amusement of his eivil superiors, and to
issue au order agsinst the womean and children
of one particular party because the Secretary of
War does not like to be annoyed by politicisns
who say: ““You don't give us places anough.”

We can now understand why the Inte Gen.
Sheridan, who was celebrated for his obedience
as woil na for his military genius aud courage,
fell out with the War Department. Benay was
trying to set bimself up with the Secretary of
War, and be allowed to stay at the top of the
army business. Aod yet one would thick, when
he reads this order over, that he would rather
be Sheridan dead than Benay alive; rather be
the gallant fellow who-bad made his way by
hard kuocks from & captain's ‘)l-u in four years
to be a major-general than to lie around opes of
thess Mpartments for the whole of a nataral
life and direct an order agaiust women and chil-
dren. It must neods be that offenses come, but
woe unto him by whom the offemse cometi.
The man who busias himself in matters of this
sort is not a soldier. 1e is a hanger-on.

It appears that when the order was shown to
Benay, who has managed to keep it still for two
years or more, that the first thiog he thought of
sayiog after he recognized it was: ““The See-
retary of War, Mr. Endicott, is not responsible
for it. I had it issuad before he heard of it. He
then thought it was, perhaps, correct.”

Whether this was trne or not, we can still
further see the Henay nature in the expiaua-
tion. Seeing that the thing was going to hurt
somebody, the chief ordnance officer, who really
runs the War Department now, bhastened to
pay: “‘Call me the assailant of the women and
children, but not my superior, by whose sun-
shine I live aod fly about.” If Eadicott did not
Enow about tnis order. and Benay, of his own
motion, 1#sued it, what must have besn the super-
serviceability of an army officer who would go
that far gratoitonsly! What must have
been his intention? "They say he was a Repub-
licap, too. Hesavs he was. How great was
his respect for President Cleveland, who was
then blesring up against great opponliun the
shield of an unspotted, unhired and unensiaved
civil service! There is a place in Shakspears,
io the play of “Kiong Jokn.” 1 think, whers that
ill-mudpo king turns upon his famihar “*Hugo de
Burgh”™ on heariog tbat Prince Arthur was
murdersd, and says to him in effeet: ‘“Thers
are a class of men who, banging around majesty
and power, interpret what they seem to think
the wishes of their master to the vilest ends.”
I refer the passage to the party interested Mr.
Endicot might have been expected, as a political
stafl officer, 10 strain some point against Presi-
dent Cleveland's view in order to mitigate Presi-
dent Clevaland’s party unpopularity. 1o Massa-
chusetts was an immense rusa for place, and in
Massachusetts is the Spriopfield arscnal, of
which the superintendent was the father of
the present Secretary Whitney, and wvari-
ous other army econcerns  requiring
civil bgip. But it does not appear that Endicott
ever bent to the blast one 1ostant, while Benay,
the regular army officer chirping around the
War Depavtment, really ronning the army and
being the Secretary of War, wrote this cirenlar
to mitigaté the supposed pains of Endicott and
gratify his sopposed covert wishes. If the act
was done gratuitously, it was that of a time-
sorver. If it wasdone under orders and denied,
it was oo better. A subordinate of Benay,when
the order was called to his attention, intimated
that it was disagreeable. It would not have
been harsh, perhaps, in gome civil politician of
the commonest origin and sassociation, buta
regnlar army officer shou!d have thought twice
before he nsed the word Democrat or Republie-
an in an order dpon his mechanies, and when he
added women and children to the order he was
guilty of a heartless piecs of litical tyranay
which bardly a Cougressman about Washiogton
would bhave thought to do.

A Secret Military Order Discovered In Cowe-

ley and Sumuer Counties.
Winfield (K an.) Special.

It has been koown for several months that a
company of eitizens residing here belonged to
that most detestable of all societies, the Anarch-
1sts.

Within the last few days a type-setter by the
oame of Hoorman, an employe of the Noncon-
formist office, a Union Labor paper here, was
empl to investigate the matter and report.
He collld learn nothing here concerning the or-
ganization at this eity, as be aud the manage-
ment of the Nonconformist were at euts, so he
learned of agother organization of the same
kind at South Haven, a small town in Samner,
an adjoining ecouuty. He  went there
and, being initiated, soon obtained the ritual,
constitation and by laws of the detestabie order
of Anarchiste. He succeeded in bringioe to this
eity the above named books and a list of mem-
bers, and the citizens of Winfield fonnd, !chnr
horror, that part of the membership were citizens
of this connty, and of this cily; also that the
bead of the baud is one Pryor. of St Lonis,
whose initials it has been impossible to ebtain
as yet. It was also ascertainsd that one Ed
Moore, chairman of the Union Labor county
central committee; Henry avd Leo Vineent,
editors of the Nonsenformist paper here, and
their brother, Professor Vinesnt, were all mem-
bera of the order.

The constitution, by laws and ritpal of the
order have been obtained, and they disclose a
military organization and declaration of prinei-
ples based on a revolution of the present form
of goveroment, and the members are bound to-
gothsr by an oath which inflicts death as a pun-
isbment for a revelation of any of the seerets of
the order. The ritual can only be read by uee
of a key. The coversof the book containing the
constitution and by-laws are blank. On the see-
ond leaf is printed: “Coastitution and by-lu.ws
of the En niot [.e Ri Rad ov, Sttadof the Uniied
States,” which, transiated by the key, read:
“National Order of Videttes.”

To-day the secret was publicly revenled, and
the city is wuch excited over the matter. Talk
is loud and bitter against the Nonconformist
office, and threats are frecly made of raiding it
and driving is out of the city. Alter the Anarch-
ists’ trial at Chicago shat paper came ount boldly
for the condemned Anarchists and advoeated
their cause, which greatly iocensed the good
pecpla of the city.
