Tte Indiava Fair Election League isan organ-
ization distinet from that of the Committee of
Ove Huadred, but bas the same excellent par-
pose, to see that the slection laws are obeyed. It

is of wider scope. 0o, as its subordioate com-
mittees are to be found in every county, ward
snd precinet of the State. The parsonale of these
commitiees s8 well as that of the central
commities, with headauarters here, is entirely
von-partisan, Democrats and Republicans of
bigh character alike beiog interested in having
the election laws obeyed. The League has juss
issued 500 000 copies of a circular which briefly
but empbaticady states the object of the corgan-
ization, acd gives in ~ompact form the laws of
(b!tn-. ss well as those of the State govern-
ing elections. The political committees are to
be asked to co-operate with the League, The cir-

LAW OF CONGRES8 ON ELECTIONE

1. The statute of each State provides who are
legal voters. (See paragraph 1 velow. as to Indiana.)

2. At an election for » member of Congress, if any
one votes, or attempts to vote, wheis not a legal
voter in the precinet, he may be arrested, fined $500
and imprisoned.

3. Whoever, by reward, bribery, intimidation, or
other unlawful act, indnces one to vote illegally, or
offers to induce one to vote who is not a legal voter,
way be fined $500 and imprisoned.

4. Whoever, by threat, intimidation, bribery, offer
or reward, induces arother person to vote who is not
a legal voter in the precinet, may be fined $3500 and
iraprisoned.

. Any eleetion offeer who receives the vota of
any person not a legal voter, or who refuses to receive
the vote of any one who is entitled to vote, may be
fined $500 and imprisoned.

6. Every officer of an election where 3 member of
Congress is voted for, whether the election is held
under the law of the United States, or under the law
of & State, who neglects or refuses to eomply with the
United States or State laws, or who violates any of
the laws of either State or United States, or who
makes false certificate of the result of sueh election,
or who neglects or refuses to make the proper certifi-
cate according to the votes east, or who counsels or
aids others to do either, or omits to perform his duty
under the law, may be punished by a fine of #1,000
or by imprisenment,

7. Every judge, inspestor, or other officer of elee-
tion who omits or refuses to receive, count and report
every legal vots on the proper showing, shall forfeis
the sum of , with costs, ¢

8. Every such election officer, or other person,
who, by threats of unlawful means, hinders, delays,
pravents, or obstruets any citizen from votiog at any
election in any State, distriet, eounty, township, ete.,
shall forfeit the sum of $500 and costs.

9. When two citizens in cities and towns of 20,000,
and ten citizens iu any county distriet petition the
Judge of the United States Court to do so, he shall ap-
poiut for each precinet of sueh cities and such cvun-
ties, two citizens residents of the several precincts,
who shall be of different political parties, and shall
be known as supervisors of election. ‘

10. Such supervisors shall attend the electinns,
and may challengs any vote offered by auy
whom either of them may doubt as legal; rad shall be
and remain where the ballot-boxes are keit after the
ma are open, and until every voteis cast and has

n countad. They shall serutinize, count and ean-
vass each ballot in their precinet.

11. The proper officers and their deputies may ar
rest, before or after voting, any person {who commits
or attempts to commit any offense against the laws,

12. In the absence of the proper officer or his dep-
uties, the supervisors of elections may make the are
rests for violations of the election laws.

STATE LAWS ON ELECTIONS,

1. Tobe a legal voter one must have reaided six
months in the State, sixty days in the township, and
thirty days in tha preecinct where he votes,

2. A person who is fot a legal voter. who votes, or
ofiers to vote, may be lined $500 and imprism-od.

3. Whoever votes, or offers to vote, in the wrong
precinct may be fined $500 and imprisoned.

4. Anyone coming from ancther State who is not
a logal voter in this State, and votes or offers to vote,
may be fined £1 000 and imprisoned five vears.

5. Whoever hires, or solicits, anyone to come into
this SME}fron another State, or from amother coun-
ty, township or precinet to vote illagally may be fined
$1.000 and be imprisoned. AT

6. Whoever votes more than once at any election
way be fined $1,000 and imprisoned.

7. Whoever hires, buys, or offers %o hire or buy,
with ruoney or other means, any one to vote, or to re-
frain from voling. for any candidate or ecandidates
may ba fined $#1,000 and disfranchised.

8. Whoever sells, barters, or offers to sell or bar
ter his vote lor either momey or property, or anvthing

of value to anyone may be finad #1 000 '
franchised. vy Y -~

In the lats trials at Indianapolis of the tally-sheet
forgers it was cleariy held that the SBtate law is ia
effect and in foree in the trial of violations in the fed.
eral courts, And that court may enforce the State laws
on the subject of elections at whieh federal oficers are

voted for.

Care hias bean taken to make alpbabetical lists of the
names of all legal voters in every voting precinet of
Indiana. These lists in books will be used by proper
persons At each poll on election day. It is known to

the per committees in esch voting preeinet who
the ml voters are, and who are not entitled in the
seyeral precincts to vote. It has been deemed best to
arrest on the spot every one voting or offering to vote
who is not a legal voter. as the law provides.

We invoke the law-abidiog citizens of all parties to
aid us in enforcing the laws at the coming eleetion, to
the end that there shall be & pure ballot and a fair
eouant in every precinet of Indiana.

RULES GOYERNING ARRESTS.

1. Let it he certainly known before arrests, that
ona oﬁ'criniet‘o vote is not a legal voter.

2. This being settled, poiut out the individual so
ﬂ!einl'!f offaring to vote, {0 the proper officer on the

ground, or to the ones legally ized to arrest him,
as will be duly provided for on alection day.

3. Report them by name, at once to this League
who wiclrone that they will be put in eustody of the
proper State or feceral eourt officers, and vigorously
prosecuted.

Nothing but prompt 2etion againer these eriminals
and vioiators of election laws will ever break up these
practices.

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The Farmer Needs More Protection.

A veteran soldier, and a member of ths Gracd
Army, living in New York, has written a letter
to a comrade ia this city, in which, after speak-
ing of the false docirines being dissemirated by
the ruling party, in order to deceive the people
aad hide the real issues from view, proceeds to
discuss the tarill as it relates to the Northern
farmer. He says:

‘“Are not a majority of those Representatives
who voted for the Mills biil the identical mien
who were either engaged in an armed assaunls on
the Nasion's life, or in esympathy with
that treason! Is not this free-trade bill & jug-
band!ed affair, as belween the interests of she
North svd South! Are not tho rice growers of
(GGeorgzia and the Carolioas favored su the ex-

nse of the farmers of the North?! Tarcughout
«New Englaod, and s portion of the middle
States, there has beea a depreciation in farm
values of from Z5 to 40 per cent. within the past
five yeare, and it is largely due to the
lack of adequate protection from conu-

titiom with cheaply-raised produce frem

urope and Capada. From Germany come
beans and eges; from Scotland potatoes; from
Southern Europe onions, snd fruits that com-
pete with bome production, especially the pro-
ductious of Califoruvia. Vessels are constantly un-
loading st our wharves cargoes of potatoes from
Nova Secotia.

“According to & British trade report, dated
Aug. 1, 1888, there was shipped to this port
during the preceding nine months 1,166,000 sacke
of potatoes, of 168 pounds each, from Scotland
slone, while the same report mentiouns 80,000 as
shipped to this port from the contineat. Pota-
toes were also sent to Philadelphia and other
American ports. The same report saye: ‘If the
trade were absolutely free there is no doubt
that very large shipments would eontinue to be
made in future years, thus benefiting not only
our industrious growers, but alsc securing an
abundant sapply of excellent tubers, well suited
for rich and voor alike at very moderate prices
to the {rinoipﬂ citiea of the American sea-
board.” Undoubtedly it will beneiit the "indus-
trious growers’ of Scotland, who are glad to get
twenty-five cents for the amount of labor that
an Awerican farm hand gets $1.50 for, with
board threwn in; but how about the American
farmer! Canada finda here in the States » mar-
ket for eggs, wheat, barley, poultry and live
stoek at a rate of auty entirely inadequate to
balance the difierence in cost of production, the
farmer's plant being worth twice as much here
as there, and the labor cost being also beavily
against the American producer.

‘“Not only is the farmer handicapped by the
Mills bill, but 1t would increase the farmer's
competitors at bome and decrease bis customers
by lessening the number engaged in manufactor-
ing industries and driving them into farminog
znmlln. This would not inerease foreign mar-

ets for the farmer, nor ecan any influence
originating in America do so. The world's mar-
kets, s0 much desired by the free-traders,
Ameriea must make no sacrifice to obtain. It
means that the world's markets and the world’s
priee for labor are identical, The world's mar-
kets and American wagea are incompatible.

“Fvery city in the free-trade South, includ-
ing Mills’s own Texan towns, have protection
ordinances to protect she local shopkeepers by
taxing the drummer from New York. Philadel-
phia or Chicago. They prohibit a merchans
trom another eity selling bis wares uunder the
poses of their own merchants, unless they con-
tribute a tax to the local revenue. We extend
the same principle to the whole nation that
they deem salutary and wise for their cities.”

Such petitions must
te presented at the June session of the commis-
sioners, and their order thereon must be made
at toat session. 'This year Taggart
bad petitions for - an early openiog
of the polis circulated In all the
Democratic precinets with the exception of
a vory few. He limited his desire for early
polis to those places where his heelers would
in bringing in 1llegal votes,

where the Republican majoriies arelargs the
depositing of ballots cannot begin before 8§
o'clock, thus giving the Demoerats two hours
the start.

Az the order of the commissioners, secured
through Demoeratic politicians, now stands, the
polls that will be opened at 6 o'clock A. M. are
those of the First, Seveunth, Eighth, Ninth,
third precinct of the Thirteenth, first precinet
of the Fourteenth, Fiftesnth, Sixteenth, Seven-
teentn, Eightesnth, Nineteenta, Twuatieth,
Twentv-first, Twentysecond, Twenty-third,
sod Twenty fifth wards, The polis
that will not have this chance at early voting
are those of the Seeond, Third, Fourth, Fifth,
Sixth, Tenth, Eleveath, Twelftn, first and see-
ond of the Thirteenth and second of the Four-
teenth wards.

Among the petitioners
to have early voting in their respective precinets
were “‘Goose” Ilden, the boom companion and
confidant of Coy; “Duff” Callahan, another of
his warm friends, and Stephen Mattler, who was
tried and acquitted ag one of the defendants in
the conapiracy trials that followed the Coy tally-
sheat forgeries of 1886,

General Harrison'’s Visitors.

General Harrisoos public receptions this week

are likely to be confined to Saturday, although,
doubtless, & large nomber of persons will take
ocoasion to pay their respects to him on Thurs-
day next, when Hon. James G. Blaine is an-
nounced to speak in this city., It is proposed
that the Fort Wayne delegation, which pronosed
to come later in the week, and which ineludes
saveral uniformed delegations, shall come on
that day, and au effort will be made to induee as
many other delegations as poasible, who contem-
plated visiting the General this month, to select
the 11th inst. as the date of their coming. Sat-
urday bas been set apart for the German-Amer-
ican societies of Chicago and Milwaukes, and it
is probable that the greater part of thess visit-
ors will remain in this eity over Sunday.

At the Harrison residence thers

were a good many ecallers received informally
yosterday, snd at times the parlors wers crowd-
ed with visitors.

Harrison, accompanied
by Mrs. Dimmoek, Miss Miller and Gen. Lew
Wallace, went to Cineinnati over the C. H &
