Details of Yesterday's Troubles,
ffpeclsl to tbe lndianaoolls Joarnai.

Chicago, Oct 9. Tho first blood in the
street-ca- r strike was drawn to-da- y, and a dozen
barricades, a score or more of broken heads and
half aadozen arrests art placed to the eredit of
the fourth day ot the strike, while to-nig- ht

the feeling not only among the strikers but on
the part of tho laboring classes generally is so
decidedly ugly that unless there sro develon-meu- ts

in the intereet of peace and order within
the next twenty four hours it is more than
probable that tbe eeenes and history of four
years ago will be more than repeated. In the
main, this condition of affairs is due to the
action of the management ot tbe West-sid- e

lines in attempting to resume travel this after-
noon. Iore than once or twice between 8
o'clock and noon it . was. stated by
21 an ace r Parsons tbat no effort
would be made to put tbe lines
in operation until tho trouble on the North Side
had teen adjusted. This was all that the
strikers wanted, and they were satisfied.
Within two hours after tho last of these declara-
tions had beon made, however, a half dozen
cars, manned by imported men, sent over from
the North Side, were started out of the barns.
The news tbat this step had been taken spread
like wildfire over the North and South divisions,
and the excitement among tbe strikers, aod the
unemployed that crowd the streets, was inflated
to fever heat At every crossing along tbe
route, cf two miles or so, large crowds bad
assembled, and tbe appearance of tbe cars, with
their loads of police oCicer?, was the signal for
a tempest of, groans, hisses and abouta of
Vab," shame," and 'rats." But tne

officers, much to their credit, and in

This was the signal ' for a gen-
eral rush of tbe strikers to the bares and
a riot seemed imminent Fortunately, at this
moment Captain Aldricb, with a detachment of
police, appeared on the scene, and Gleason,
meanwhile fighting like a tiger, was dragged
into the barn, the officers clubbing him at every
step.

There was great irritation on the North Side,
where the crowds had been angered by the
clubbing of women and men by the police at
the corner of Garfield avenue and Orebard
street Near the car barns the tracks were cov-

ered with all manner of obstructions, and the
four ears which were running UDder police pro-
tection were slopped every few feet until the
track could be cleared. The crowd kept
up a constant rear of epithets and vitu
peration, ana tbe imported men were evidently
greatly relieved when, after a few brushes
with the crowd, the police cleared the way to
the barn, and the cars were locked up for the
night During tbe confusion a man said to
have been attorney Furthtnan, the counsel for
tbe road, had a narrow escape from being
mobbed. He saw a little boy, about ten year
old, beoding over the road, and, jumsing to tbe
conelusion tbat hja was about to pick up a stone,
the man sprang from his buggy, and, after lash-
ing the cnild with his whip, dragged him into
tbe buggy and drove oil at a furious pace, pur-
sued for some distance by the crowd.

Trtlkesbarre Miners Iitkely to Strike Against
the "Dockage Confession."

Philadelphia, Oct. 9. A special dispatch
from Wilkesbarre says tbat a decided sensa-
tion has been created in mining circles there by
the effort of the Kingston Coal. Company to ob-

tain from its employes their signatures to the
following paper, which is styled "tho dockage
confession:"

"I, the undersigned, eonfess that my car,
which was examined, was not fit to be sent to
breaker, and am willing to pay fer the ambunt
that has been docked out of said car of coal;
and, furthermore, I promise to be more careful
about loading my coal in the future if it is
agreeable that I should return to my work. It
is farther understood and agreed thst the
amount docked from this car is in no way to be
considered as a guide for any other tikage
made previously, or tbat may be made here-alter- ."

Tbe men say that the signing cf this agreement
or ''confession" would give tbe company absolute
power to take away, br meant of the dockage
eystem, one-ha- lt of the meagre wages they now
receive, and also prevent them from recovering
by law any ot tbe amount thus docked. They
say that 7 per cent of all tbe coal now mined by
23,000 miners in this recion is taken away from
the miner by dockaro for tbe benefit of corpora-
tions. The first five men who refused to sign
this tcoofe3sionn were discharged by the Kings-
ton Coal Company, and if it is insisted upon a
strike eeems inevitable. It is understood by
the men tbat if this company is successful in
thus coercing their employes, all the old cor-
porations of tbe Wheeling region will inaugu-
rate a similar movement

Kew Tactics in Managing a. Strike.
Pittsburg, Oct 9. The flint glass-worke- rs

of America have adopted new tactics in fighting
tbe Rochester, Pa, Tumbler Company, where a
strike has been in progress for several weeks.
The cnion now proposes to reduce wages of em-
ployes making tnmblers for union firms to such
sn extent that the firms will be enabled to un-
dersell tbe Rochester Tumbler Company. The
loss in wages to tbe union workmen will be
made up frcm tbe treasury of tbe Flint Glass-worker- s'

Union.

Passenger Kate War at Denver.
Denvee. Col., Oct 9. A war in passenger

TTIE STREET-CA- K STRIKE.

Collisions Between tht Crowds and the Police
Develop Very Had Temper

Chicago, Oct. 9. Tbe spectacle witnessed in
this city to-da- y was that of a half million of
people redceed to the necessity of walking to
whatever point they might desire to reach. This
uncomfortable and unprecedented state of affairs
was tbe result of the strike of tbe street-ca- r con-

ductors aod drivers on all the lines lu the North
and West divisions. These lines are all con-

trolled by a syndicate of Fhiladelphia capital-
ists, and the president of the company is Charles
T. Yerkes, late of Philadelphia. The North-divisio- n

strike was inaugurated for an advance
in wages and a rearrangement of hoars, and tbe
West-divisio- n strike was begun this morning
out of fear that President Yerkes would ulti-
mately reducn wages. Five hundred men are
engaged in the former and L200 in the latter.
In both divisions, when the strike began, It was
stated on behalf of the strikers tbat no violsnce
would be permitted and that no obstruction oth-
er than that of moral suasion upon those who
should take the strikers' places would be used to
prevent the company from running cars. So
far as the strikers themselves are concerned,
this promise seems to have besn carried
out, but the bitterness of feeling toward the
management of tho lines appears to increase as
time passes, and thecoutazion gives evidence of
spreading to outside elements ia the population
which are not under the strikers' control. It is
from this element especially tbat the police look
for trouble. Ytsterday tbe crowds which gath-
ered alocg the lines where cars were being run
on the North Side contented themselves with
booting and flinging opprobrious epithets tt the
new men. It was renewed with increased vio-

lence this morning, and this afternoon it devel-
oped into the placing of obstructions on the
tracks, and collisions with the police. At Gar-
field avenue and Larabee street the first ot
struction was placed by a number of boys. A
large plank was laid across the car track,
and fastened securely by iron spikes.
The strikers themselves took no part in tbe
work, but did not ioterefere with the lads.
When aix Garfleld-avenu- e cars came from down
town they were stopped by the obstacle. Tbe
police got out a patrol wapoo, but did not offer
to remove the obstruction. The strikers im-

mediately surrounded the vehicles and com- -
meneed their appeals. Under these influences
three of the drivers left tbe cars and went over
to the strikers. The seeeders were borne oa the,
shoulders of the crowd to a saloon, vrhare their
pockets were filled with cigars. Tbe success of '

this action led others to follow the boys' ex
ample, and a riot resulted at the corner of Gar-

field avenue and Orchard street The streets
were jammed with a howling mob," and the
tracks were covered with obstructions. Some
employes of tbe road and the officers removed
the debris, but as fast as it was taken away it
was replaced. Tne mob became eo treat that
the sergeant In command of the men ordered a
charge. The ofSeers, aggravated somewhat, re-
sponded with a wilL They made a rush and
used their clubs freely. Men and boys were hit.
and hit hard, too, and the women were not
spared. A woman earned Wide, who was par-
ticularly demonstrative against tbe new men,
was badly wounded by a eevere blow.

Tbree men were eaogbt spiking tho rails at
Halsted street, and were locked up. Altogether,
about fifteen cars were run at irregular inter-
vals cn the North Side during the day. Every-
where the new drivers and conductors were
greeted with bissea and epithets from tbe
crowds which filled tbe streets, particularly at
the termini. Women and children in the out-
lying districts were particularly free in the use
of a voluminous vocabulary of epithets. Tbe
strikers also continually appealed to their suc-
cessors' sense of tbe brotherhood of men and to
thMr love of money by offering tbem bonuses
and return tickets home if they would quit
work. Inieveral instances they were success-
ful Very few people rode on the cars which
were run.

Alderman Reich, of tbe Twenty-thir- d ward,
took part in a delay which occurred at Garfield
avenue aod Burling' street. At this corner a
water-pin- e was being placed under tbe track
and the horses had to be unhitched and taken to
the other side of the ezeavation. The blue
coats shoved tbe first car over and the policemen
on the second car were about to do the same
when Reich stepped forward.

'By . don't touch those cars." yelled the
Alderman. "Lot every officer keep his hands
from tbem, and let the scabs do it. Its a
dirty sbame to have tbo-- e scabs run the cars.
Stay right on tbe cars, officers, and don't make a
move to help them. If Mr. Yerkes intends to
run this road he has got to get up early in the
morning. "

Tbe strike la the West Division was without
special incident during the day. As soon as the
men bad run their cars into the barns at the end
of their last trips, most of them went home.
During the forenoon Manager Parsons issued a
card to the public, saying tbat the strike was
without just cause, as the men in his division
were paid better wages than were paid anywhere
else in the country, and placioe tee blame for
publio inconvenience on them. Subsequently,
he stated tbat no effort would be made to run
cars till Tbursdsy, but he changed his mind,
and late this afternoon a few cars were sent
over the principal lines under police guard.
Both in the North and West divisioos, at the re-
quest of Mayor Roebe, all special policemen
have been withdrawn, and the property of the
companies la guarded by city policemeo. A
larce number of extra men have been aworn in
aad put on patrol duty, while tho regular forco
is held in reserve for emergency.

One of the cara on the North Side came near
going into the river to-da- y, with its load of pas-
sengers, most of whom were women. There is
a steep down grade leading to State-stre- et

bridge. Just as the car started down tbia in-
cline tbe bridge began to turn to let a vessel
through. The driver became panio stricken,
forgot to use his brake and the car moved with
accelerating speed toward the open draw. The
women screamed and fainted, and some of them
fell off tbe car. The bridge tender, at the risk
of having tbe structure run into by the ap-
proaching vessel, closed the draw as Quickly as
possible, but only in time to catch the descend-
ing car, which was on the brink.

A matter of peculiar interest is the character
of tbe localities through which a number of the
Yerkes ear lines run. Not a few of the neigh-
borhoods traversed havs become noted
throughout tbe country as the strongholds of
Socialists and Anarchists. The exact spot where
tbe Haymarket bomb fell is scarcely ten yarda
from Mr. Yerkea's tracks on Randolph street.
Anarchist Parson ss doorway opens directly out
on Milwaukee avenue, one of the chief of. tbe
syndicate's thoroughfares. Three-quartor- a of a
mile distant on this same street Anarcbtst
Georee Engel could easily have peered throngh
hi dingr stora windows, and, if aliv to-da- y,

hurled a bomb down on a passing street car
loaded with police. On the Lake-stree- t line are
halls scattered along, less tban a block apart,
where the Lchr and Wear Yerein
held their secret drills with rifle aod
dynamite. Halsted street and Blue
Island aveuue, both streets of the
Yerkes system, are lined for miles with almost
nnbroken rows of saloons. Clybourn aveuue is
famous in the history of the Anarchist trial as
the street along which Loois Liogg marched
with a satchel fell ot bombs the night ot the
Haymarket slaughter and ''was only restrained

Ppecitl to the I&dianapolle Journal,
Washington', Oct. 9. At no time during tbe

rule of Republicans was that party ever charged,
even aimlessly and indefinitely, with having run
the machinery of the government with half the
partisan determination tbat has been proven to be
exercised by the present administration. It was

discovered to-da- y that 40,000 copies of the annual
report of the Commissioner of Pensions have
been printed at the expense of the government
for distribution as a campaign document Tbe
report was issued early in September, which is
fully six weeks before the time.it is usually pub-

lished, and it contains a great deal of "edited'
matter intended for political effect The idea is
tbat when the document is distributed it will be
so late in the campaign that the Republicans
cannot eorrect the exaggerations and prevarica-
tions, and that the report will have a powerful
effect upon the soldiers and their friends.
Usually two or three thousand copies of this re-

port are issued, and the expense of printing tbe
40,000 extra copies is very considerable.
Publio Printer Benedict was to-da- y asked where
the money came from for the extra expense, :

and he replied tbat it was "taken out ot the con-

tingent fund for the Interior Department1
There will be an investigation of the matter.
Not even the usual cumber of copies of tbe
report have been ordered by Congress, much lees

this extraordinary and unprecedentedly large,
ifsua.

To-da- y there was laid on the desks of all the
clerks in the Pension Of3ca an "address of ths
national Democratic committee." It is an ex-

tensive document, lauding the administration of
President Cleveland, praising him as a man in
Lis personal capacity, sjid pointing out the re-
forms be is alleged to have made aince he took
his office, il arch 4, lfcSo. It also reviews tne
life of Thnrman and arraigns the Republicans on
their tariff and otber records. Tbe address is
siened by Chairman Barnum aod Chairman
Urice. At the conclusion of it is a postscript or
addenda, signed by Charles F. Canaa, treasurer
of tbe committee and sub-treasur-er o? the
United States at New Yor&. Canda says in
his postscript: "All contributions of money for
the nse of the national committee may be
made either by postal order, registered letter,
or by draft Such contributions will be duly
acknowledged, and should be addressed to me."
Tbe most brazen and astonishing part of this
proceeding is contained 4n a 6econd and small
circular which goes with the address. It is
dated at tbe headquarters of the national com-
mittee, and is headed: "Caution to Contribu-
tors." This circular read as follows: 4 Oa the
nrtrise that diraet eon tritutions from office-
holders to tbe national committee were in viola-
tion of law, certain swindlers throughout tbe
country have sought remittances from postmas-
ters and others, falsely stating or intimating
that their solicitations were authorized by tbe
committee. Several of tbese offenders bare
been arrested, and will be prosecuted for fraud
uleot use of the mails. In view of tbese frauds
it is deemed proper to say tbat, while the law-forbid-s

contributions by federal officials to otber
roiier. States officers and employes, any con-
tributions they may see ttt to voluntarily make
can be forwarded to their proper destination
without the interposition of an intermediary. "

JUDGE TI1TJIL3IAN.

He Appears In the Supreme Court and De-

livers am Argument In the Telephone Case.
Washington, Oct. 9. At 12 o'clock to-da- y

the Supreme Court crier arose and announced
"the Cbief-jastlc- e and Associate Justices of tbe
Supreme Court" As the audience rose and re-

mained standing in silence, the justices, beaded
by their new chief and preceded by Marshal
Wright filed to their seats on the bench, and
the court was cpen for regular business. The
space in the court-roo- m alloted to the general

Judge Thnrman, who had ar
rived a few minutes before 12 o'clock, was seated
at the center table, facing the court a
half dozen law books in front
of him. At his side was Solicitor-genera- l

Jenke, who brought tbe suit of the government
agairst the Bell company, while Messrs. Jeff
Chandler, of St Louis, and Wm. C Straw-bridg- e,

of Philadelphia, also government coun-
sel io this case, were only a few feet away. At
the table on tbe right sat the attorneys for the
Bell company, Messrs. Storrow and Dickerson,
who bave been connected with tbe litigation in
wbich the telephone company has been involved.
In a low tone of voice, hardly audible a few feet
away, Chief-justie- e Folleranneuneed that mem-
bers of the bar would be admitted to practice,
and three or four gentlemen were sworn in.
