Some of the Revelstions Contained in the Re-

pors Presented by Senator Hale,
Bpecial to the Indlanavoils Journss

Wasaineron, Ot 10.—Six closely printed
Pages in the repors submitted to-day by the
Senate committes on reform in the civil service,

which committee has been for some time con- -
ducting an investigation into infringements of )

the civil-service law, are devoted to the man-
sgement of the Indianapolis postoffice under
Aquilla Jones. A review of the testimony given
before the committee by Lucius B. Swifs, of In-
dianapolis, is made, and also that of Hon. W.
D. Fouike. The testimony of both these gen-
tlemen has been fully deseribed in special dis-
patches to the Journal. The report of the com-
mittee does not refer to Mr. Foulke asa “‘tramp”
and “‘an irresponsible person,” ete., as did Sena-
tor Blackburan (Democras), of Kentucky, in the
Senate, recently, but it gives the testimony
of both Foulke and Swift the credenees
aod Importance it deserves. 1f there has
been anything neaded to drive the last nail into
the political coffia of Aquilla Jones and his as-
socistes and the ridiculcus eivil-service reform
pretenses of Presideat Claveland's administra-
tion, the report of this committee furnishes it.
The committee denounces the wholesale re-
moval of efficient employes in the Indianapolis
postoffice for political parposes, and points out
the mercilessness of the postmaster and the

hardships these cruel dismissals hsve brought,
and at the same time it polnts to the fact that,

althougb appeals were made to President Clave-
land, he turned a deaf ear. It says that ‘‘the
Presideat entirely ignored that part of the et:m-
plaint whieh showed complete chacges in
efficient employes,” and that pars relating to the
olassified service which was pretended to be in-
westigated by the Civil-serviee Commission,
who, by one of their number, appeared at Indi-
anapolis for thas purposs, yet declaring thatthey
bad no power w administer an oath, or ecall a
witness, refusing even to request witnesses to
sppear, refusing to allow those who mads
charges to examine witnesses or to be present
to know what was stated by witnesses, so
that it might be refuted.” The report adds:
*“T'his farcial investigation was laid before the
President, who bas never taken any further
notice of it, and it pasurally followed that Post-
master Jooes, thus uonrestrained, openly declar-
iog toat he despised the law, entered with re-
newed vigor npon the process of managing the
competitive system so as always to produce
Demoerats for appointments, and of such class

88 it was expected the merit system woald com-
pietely exclude; that in the federal
service throughout Indiana, although Presi-
dent Cleveland had promised that the tenure of
employes should be governed by eflicisncy alone,
a rapid chaoge began to take place, esused by
the dismissal of former employes without refer-
ence to their efficleney, and the appointment of
Democrats solely on the ground of party service,
with frequent iustances of couvicted crimioals
and men of bad charactes.”

The report makes a scathing review of the re-
moval of eficient men who were protected by
the letter or spirit of the law, at Evanasvills, Ft.
Wayne, Terre Haute, Lafayette and other
places, and says that the effect of sc many
chanoges has resulted in serious injury to the
pablic service, especially in the Indianapolis
office. Statistical data is produced to prove
this statement, and 1t is showa that the average
number of letters advertised under the
former postmaster, in 1884-85, per month, was
420, while under Jones, in 1585-6, the number
was increased to 604 and 632 per menth. The
committes, ip its report, states that this course
steadily continues. ‘[he nomination of Matson,
present Demoeratic candidate for Governor, was
secured by a band of office-holders, headed by
Deputy Commissioner of Internal Revenue Hen-,
derson. Attention is ecalled to the fact that “'As-
mstant United States Atiorsey Bailey resently
made an inceadiary speech, atiempting to arouse
the passions of werkingmen by insivuating,
without daring to sasert, that General Harrison,
eleven years ago, had wanted to shoot them
down for striking for wages; that employes
of the Indiagapolis postoeffice came
out of ti.l. bbnilding and  hoeted
At passing epublican  processions, and
when General Harrison was beiog escorted to
his home these smpioyes came but and velled at
his escort, The system of bringing about va-
eancies by secrat charges provided for in the
cosfidential circular of Postmaster-general Vilas
flourished in Inaians, and this in the face of
FPresident Cleveland’s declaration in his letter of
acesptance of 1854 directly to the opposite.”

The committee roundly scores Congressman
Bynum for securing the appointment of Barney
Conroy, his meost officient manager, to a clerk-
ship in the postoflice, aitbough he had served

two terma in prison and had been eleven times
in jail at Indiacapolia oo eriminal charges. The

committes cites the apoointment of James T.
Dowiiog in the railway mail service, who con-
fessod tbat he had bribed members of the Com-
mon Council of Indianapolis while he was one
of that body. The appointment of Jobn R
Tompkios and other sueh characters are eited
by the commitiee as examples of vepality in the
mansgement of federal office§ io Indiana. The
commitiee says that such managemeat of thas
civil seryice in Indiana has demoralized the
State, and that the federal service was never
koown to be in such evil condition as it now is;
that mail is going in every direction but the
right ove; that mail is beiug delivered days,
weeks and months after time: letters are sold
by the hucdred as waste paper; mail is layiog
nodisturbed, and rats make nesta in it, and
for the purpose of makiog » clean sweep of
capable and efficient employes and patting into
their places unskilled and unfaithfu! Democrats,
the federal service in Indiana has become de-
bauched, and is a farce. The commities cleses
their report oo Indiana as follows: ‘‘Not one
soldier has been appointed, where ten have been
removed No atiention ssems to have been
paid to soldiers as soldiers. Being wounded or
erippled did not save them. The highest skill
and efficiency cut po figure. All bad to give
way befere tue Democratie politician,”

Details of the Report.
To the Western Associated Presa

Wasminaroy, Oct, 10.—Senator Hale to-day
submitted to the Senate a report from the special
commitiee to examine into the present condition
of the eivil service. The report makes a printed

document of fifty pages It discusses elabo-
rately the testimony taken in New York, Penn-

sylvaaia and elsewhere, and coneindes with the
following gogeral summary:

“The investigations made by the committee
and the facts therein brought forth establish
these tbinghbeynnd QCuUiroversy: °

“First—That partisan changes have been
made 1o the federa! oflices in a wholesale way un-
der no pretduse that the good of the pablic serv-
jce demanded such chaoges. In the most marked
ingtances, 8sin Philadslobia, Balumors, Indian-
apolis and New York, these ghaages have been
followed by seandals in the pdblio service, which
h;s been rendered less efflcient by reason of the
ehan

“Second—That federal officlals throughoyt the
country, contrary to the directions of the Pres.
fdent, as found in his letter of July 14, 1886,
have freely and openly partieipated in political
conventisns sod primary election movements,
using thar official infiluence, I[n Pennysylvauia
the entim machinery of the faderal service was
put in eperation for the purpoese of eontrolling
the Demecratic orzzuization in the State in the
intereat of the ad ministration foree, as ngainst
the friends of My, Randall. The State conven-
tion was dominsted ana cootiolled by the fed-
ersl offisials, sod the ohairm anship of the State
commities was secured by the Des
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Mr. Randall to the President. In no case does
the committes find that any federal officer bas
beeo diseiplined for such interference in politics,
but on the othe other hand, such interference
bas been repeatedly recogunized and rewarded.
This interference, in some cases, notably at
Binghamton, N. Y., was most offensive to the
people and amounted to a conspiracy to thwart
and defeat the popular will.

*The system of levying toils and assessments
upon federal officeholders for political purposes
bas continued without interraption eince the
administration came into place. The committes
is persuaded that at present, throughout the
country, officebolders are being generally as-
sessed and called upon to contribute from their
salaries 10 awell the cam n fund of the Dem-
ocratic party. While these assessments, 30 gen-
erally made ana responded to, are in violation of
the repeated declarations of the Pl‘t:li_d‘ﬂl aod
of the fundamental principles of civil-service
reform, the committee hardly feels warranted in
severely animadverting upon the cqnduet of these,
subordinates for violating the policy announced
by the President. in view of the fact that that
policy has been departed from and grossly vio-
iated by the President and members of bis Cab-
ipet in their alleged and uncontradicted sub-
scriptions of large saoms to the Demoeratic
national ecommittes. It is npt to be expected
that subordinates will feel justified in consider-
ing as sincere declarations of policy which are
so palpably repudiated by their autbor, and the
faet that the President of the United States, in a
campaign in which he has so great personal in-
teress, contributes notoriousl,” one fifth of a
year's salary for political use, 18 fairly to be taken
by those who depend upon him for their tenure
of office as not simply an invitstion but a com-
mand to do likewise. While perbaps oot striet-
ly the function of this commitiee, it mnz oot be
improper for it to commend to the consideration
of the legal adviser of the President the inquiry
whether such subscriptions as made were not
in direet violation of the following provisions of
law. |The provisions of law are bhere
cited.] All these things are contrary to
the pledges repeatedly made by the
President, Dboth  before his  elec’ion
and since, in his letters, and messages and well
authenticated interviewsa.”

Thbe report here makes qnotatione from the
first letter of acteptance of President Cleveland;
‘from his letter of Deec. 25, 15884, to Hon. George
William Curts; from bis inaogural address;
from his first asnual message, and from his let-
ter of Sept. 11, 1885, to Civil-service Commis-
sioner Eaton, condemnatory of the spoils sys-
tem and enunciating the President’s views on eiv-
il-service reform. It saystheinvestigations made
by the committee ‘“‘show acondition of affairs
as diametrieally opposed to what tho President
has promised as it would be possible to imag-
ine.” To show “‘how these promises have been
kept,” the commitiee guotes the concluding

aragraphs of the report of the Civil-service Ke-

orm Association of Indiana, ‘‘composed largely
of gentlemen who supported the President in
1884, commenting on which, the commitiee
savs:

“The committes can appreciate the condition
of mind in which these gentlemen of Indiana
must bave been when confronted with the facts
brought out by their iovestigation, many of
which have been also established before this
committee.”

In regard to the removal from the sugsr di-
vision of the Appraiser's Depariment in New
York, the report says: *“The evidence discloses
undue interference by those high in authorivy
in the making of appointments and removals to
the exteut of actual violation of law. The tes-
timoony, consisting principally of offieial docu-
ments, was obtained as the result of the com-
mittes’s investigation, no ebzrges whatever hav-
ing been praterred; but the Secretary of the
Treasury, after having asked to be heard before
the committee, and his request being granted,
failed to appear and answer the serious charges
made against him in ths testimony takeun, but
instead, bas seen fit to assume the attitude of
the accused, and in a published letter to George
William Curtis, dated June 20, 1888, to state the
conclusion to which the evidence wnatarally
tsnds. The charges against Seerstary Fair-
child, as formuiated by himaself in his published
statement, are as follow.:

“First—With removiag from office men who
were in all respects competent and fit, when
there was no canse nor resson therefor, the
same being done in a spirit of mere wantonness,
and with no other purpose than to isjure and
bumiliate good men.

“*Second—With retaining in office other men
deserving removal, simply becauss their re-
moval was opposed by politicians of my own
party and becaase they ‘had a pull.’

“Third—With restorine to office, in opposition
to the wishes of his immediate superior, a man
whom be bad previously removed for drucken-
ness and insubordination, and that in doing this
I violated the civil-service rules, and in order to
make good these violations the rales themselves
were chaneged by the Civil-service Commission,
and that all of this was done because a member
of Congress askad that the man be restored.”
Had such charges as these been made, the testi-
mony taken could searcely fail to counviuce any
“unprejudiced and fair-minded person,” 10 quots
the Secretary’s words, of their truth

Under ths bhead of ‘‘the civil-service in Ia- |

diana,” the committee says:

“The evidence embraced in the testimony and
written reports presented fairly shows that when
President Cleveland was inaugurated, the fed-
eral service in Indiana was, as a whole, sflicient,
and in important points, like lodianavolis and
other large postoffices, and in the railway mail
serviee, so ‘ar as it related to that State, a high
degree of =kill and efficienty had been reached.
As a rule, the service was the result of the sift-
ing of years, with a constantly increasing ten-
dency to make removals only for cause
A very large proportion of the employes
had been long in the service, and wera Union
ex-soldiers. The service, as a whole, was eom-
posed of men who were excellent citizens, and
of good social standing in their several commu-
pities. The federal business was done with few
mistakes, and to the satisfaction of the peopla
A sbort time after Mr. Cleveland's inanguration
he appointed Aquilla Jones postmaster at Indi-
apapolis, and soon after the same man was
made castodian of the federal building This,
altegether, gave Lim coatrol of about twenty
places in the unclassified service, and about
gixty-two clerks and letter-carrriers in
the classified service. He at once
removed all the uonclessified servica men and
put bis partisans into their places. There was
po pretenss that the parties femoved wers in-
efficient. Posimaster Jones, in making dismiss-
als, or in forcing resiguations, has repeatedly
declared that he did so because he wanted ths
places for Demoerats, or wanted the places for
some ones elsa He declared, sinee this investi-
gation began, that ia making selections for ap-
pointmenta he had always chosen Democrats
over Republicans who had passed the examina-
tions. These removals have been miade witbout
the least refarence to.the afficiency of the office.
The poorest men aod the best men have been
dismissed, indiseriminately, and the most
active politicians among the former employes
still remain. He has dismissed iodifferently
those who came in under the competitive sys-
tem and those who did not. He divided the du-
ties of the former assistant postmaster, and thus
made room for another son, and pays 81,500
a year more for the same work. When Post-
master Joues first began to violate the promises of
President Cleveland, complaint was mads to
the President by the officers of the independent
organization which had heiped to elect him.
The President entirely igaored that part of the
complaiot which showed the ecomplete change
above mentioned tn the unclassified employes.
That part relating tothe clasified service was
pretended to be investizated by the Civil-
service Commission, who, by one of their num-
ber, appeared at lndianapolis for that purpose,
yeot, declariog that they had vo power to ad-
minister an oath or call a witness, refusing evean
to request witnesses to appear, refusiog to al-
low those who made the charges to examiue
witnesses, so that it might be refutea. This
farcical investigation was laid before
the President, who has mnever taken
aoy further notice of it Ic
paturally followed toat Postmaster Jones,
thus uorestrained, omv declaring that he des-
pised the law, entered with renewed vigor upon
the prosess of managing the competitive system
80 as always to produce Democrats for appoint-
ments, and of such a class as it was expected the
merit system would completely exclude: that in
the federal service thwﬁhont Indiaas, although
President Cleveland had promised thas the ten-
ure of employes should be governed by eficienc y
alons, a rapid change began to take place,
caused by the dismissal of former employes
without referance to their efficiency, and the ap-
pointment of Democratas solely on the ground of
party service, with frequent instances of con-
victed eriminals and men of bad charaster.

*» MINOR MATTERS.

Anxiety of National Banks to Reduce the

Velume of Their Circulation.

Wasaingron, Oct. 10.—At the close of busi-
ness, yesterday, it was found that the total de-
posits of lawful money for redustion on nstional-
bank circulation, since Sept. 30, aggregated
$2,808,750. As the act of 1882 provides that not
more than £3,000,000 of lawful mooey shall be
deposited in any one month for reduction of eir-
culation and withdrawal of bonds, the balance
receivable during the remainder of this month
was, at the beginning of business this morniog,
$191,250. These large deposits are coonected
with the purchase of bonds by the government,
and as the magnitude of the offerings yesterday
indicated that there would probably be to-day
further deposits tendered, the Comptroller of
the Currency appointed a committes to receive

the registered mail and record the order in
which the various paskages might eome to band.
This committee received to-day nine packages,
of which six were found to relate to deposits of
lawful money for the withdrawal of bonds
amountiog to $760,500. The #191,250 was made
vp from these offeriogs io the order of their
record, and the banks were notified. As soon as
the £3,000,000 limit was reached the Treasurer
telegrapned to the various assistant treasurers
to receive no more deposits this month for the
reduction of national-bank cireanlation.

Change of Pulicy by the Treasury.

WasHiNGgTON, Oct, 10.—The total offerines of
bonds to-day amounted to $14,237,300, of which
£9,017,800 were 4 per ocents and 24,319,500 were
44 per cents. All the 4ls were accepled at
108} and all the 48 were rejected, notwith-
standing the fact that more than nine-tenths of
them were offered at 120, the rate at which
about 24,000,000 of 48 were accepted yesterday.

There js considerable comment oves this
apyarent cbange in the policy of the depart-
ment, and many theories are advanced (o ae-

count for it The most plausible one, according
to a Treasury official, is that, other things being

equal, the department prefers to apply the sur

plua to redemption of the loan which ma-
tures ineide of three years, rather than
exhuust it n purchase of bonds which have
much longer to run. The same *official added
that, having met the requirements of the sink-
ing fund for the presont year, the departmeant
can now afford to act with greater iudepend-
ence in the purchase of bonds, and, in applyineg
the snrplos to that purpose, would natorally
desire to secure bonds pearest maturity. Aet-
ing Seeretary Thompson deeclined to say suny-
thiag for publication in regard to his rejection
of the fours, except to remark thathe bad bought
£15,000,000 bonds duriog the last throe days,
and regarded that as doing very well.

Bankers Spotenced to Hard Labor.

The second trial of Charles E. Cross and
Samuel C, White, president and cashier of the
State National Bank of this city, in the Supe-
rior Court, ended op Saturday, resultiogin their
convietion on two eharges of forgery.

There Is No Steel-Rail Trust, antd They Now
Sell at $28 a Ton,
Interview in New York Sun.

“Do you mean to say, Mr. Carnegie,” asked
the reporter, ‘“‘that there 13 mo trust in steel
railsl”

““Not any more than there is a trust among
New York newspapers,” replied Mr. Carnegie.
We ean no more combine than the World,
Times, Tribune, Herald and Sun ean ecombine.-
There are fourteen steel-rail mills in this coun-
try and a new competitor just abeut ready to
start. E mill m its own business
and fizes its own pricea. Just ook at the situa-
tion. ils sold for $40 per ion at this time last
year, because all the works, running day and
night, were unable to supply the demand. There
was no artificial raising of prices. To-dsy rails
have fallen to $28 per ton, and simply becawse
there is pot a demand for all the mills ean make,
That is npot much of a trust, is it?! No treade in
any country is more disastrously competed for
than that of steel rails, and there never was and
pever could be a trust in them that would ladt
through a period of depression. Awny raiiread
company can to-day exchaoge a ton of e old
worn-out rails for new steel ralls by pasing a
difference of 5.

““This is what a orotective tariff has done in a
foew years: It has tempted so much capital loto
the manufacture of steel rails that no manufac-
turer can hope to get » fair dividend wupen the
capital except through works of reseat construec-
tion, favorably located, and the closest and
most skiliful management. AS the same
time the oconsumer gets 8 rails for
$28 per ton, and has not paid more #40 per
ton for years, even when s great raliroad boom
was on and everybody wanted rails in a barry.
Nevertheless,” said Mr. Caroegie, sawvagely,
“you will fiad some ‘professor’ writieg ja bis
closet, who knows nothing but what be reads in
old English text books, that the daty is sdded
to the cost and paid by the consumer. The total
cost of rails ay 1s only the amount of the
origioal duty imposed —pamely, #28 per ton, If
these ‘professors’ were righs, and the consumer
paid the amount of duty, then, deducting the
$28 duty, there would not be a cent left for the

“Itis the fashion just now to assert that the
manufasturers of steel rails in this country
have made unusual profits. Nothing coxld be
more groundless. The capital invested in the
Bessemer steel-rail manulacture, taken as a
whole, has not paid interest. If the business is
so profitable why do not those who think so
invest in it! They need not byild new works,
for the shares of many of the existing works can
be bought any day through brokers for less than
the ecapital invested, as shown by the books of
the concern. We make mauch more irpn and
steel into various other shapes than we Wo into
rails, and rails have not paid us as much per ton
as other forms. The rail business is zood about
one year in five, and then for four ysars man-
ufacturers are fortunate who pay their interess
accounta. Competition is terribly severe.”
