"The people,"
said the speaker, "turned out to hear the rather
in crowds equal to that which will bo here to
morrow te see the great statesman from Maine."

A Political Quarrel and It Somewhat Sel-

lout Consequences.
Politics led to a quarrel on the South Side late

Monday night that came near resulting la mur-

der. The trouble occurred between John Petti-for- d

and Chris Hood, both colored, and several
white men and boys, led on by Morris Kelley,
who Uvea on the Three Notch road below the
Belt Sunday night George Ellis and Pettiford
went into William Schrolucko's saloon, where
they met Morris Kelley aud several other white
men. A quarrel about politics took place, and
Pettiford waa so badly treat that he informed
the police that Schrolncke was selling liquor on
Sunday. The saloon-keepe- r was arrested and
fined; and Monday night, according to Pettiford,
a crowd of unknown men and boys surrounded
his boose. Hood and Pettiford were away at-
tending apolitical meetinc, and while on their
war borne met their wires, who reported that
the honse had been stoned, and that nearly all
the windows were boken. Hood and
Pettiford went home, bnt they had
sot been in the house lone until another attaok
was made. Still later there was a third attack,
and Hood and Pettitord, armed with a musket
and a rerolrer, warned the crowd not to enter
the yard. The warnior, according to the
colored men, was not heeded, and aereral shots
were fired by Pettiford and Hood. The crowd
scattered, and it was afterward learned that
Kelley ha 1 received a ballet wound in the
shoulder, nod was well sprinkled with bird-sho- t.

So far as kaown, none of the other parties wera
hit. Hood and Pettiford were arrested yester-
day morning, but their examination was con-

tinued until the 17th inst The threats azalnit
their families were continued yesterday, and a
polieeman was sent to the neighborhood last
night to see that the Hoods and Pettifords were
not disturbed.

The Appropriation Not for Salaries.
In the Supreme Court, yesterday, in the ease

of Wel B. Camptsll against the commission- -

, ers of the Soldiers'- - and Sailors' Monnment
Association, the ruling of the Circuit Court
was affirmed. On the 2d of Jnly. 1853,

Campbell filed a complaint against the
commissioners, alleging that the Legis-

lature bad appropriated $200,000 to build a sol-

diers' and sailors' monument, and that $25,000

additional bad been aubscribed, and that the
toxnmissioneri were proceeding to make con-

tacts which would absorb the entire amount,
requiring the incidental expenses, such as sal-

aries of the commissioners and architect and
superintendent, to De paid out of the treasury,
iter and above the amount appropriated by the
Lecis!atare, aud plaintiff asked that the com-

missioners should be enjoined from using more
ihan the $225,000 for all costs and expenses con-
nected with the monument. A demurrer to the
complaint was filed and sustained by the Cir-

cuit Court, the court holding that the $200,000
appropriated and the amonnt subscribed should
be used for structural purposes only, and that
the salaries and incidental expenses should be
paid out of the general land.

' "Willing to Hare a Receiver.
. Thomas Gruelle and John Bodenmiller, d- -

fendanti ia the Labor Sinai case, by their at-

torneys, went before Acting Judge Hitter, yes-

terday afternoon, and agreed that Jhe case
should go by default provided the Jodze would
cot Usne an order restraints the publication of
the paper.

Ipeeches were unusually brief.

A Decision for Huejjele.
On the 4th of July a policeman arrested John

ITusgele's bar tender, IL AT. Sextro, for selling
liquor in violation of a city ordinance. Huegele
protested, and was himself arrested for interr
ferine with r.n officer in the discharge of his
duties. On trial before the Msyor he was fined
$1C0 and costs, ana appealed his ease to the Cir-

cuit Court. The court overruled the Msyor,
and the city appealed to the Supreme Court
The Supreme Court, yesterday, held that the
ordinance nnder which the policeman was act-
ing; in making the arrest of IIue?e!e, was an-
tagonistic to a statute which made the offsnse
charged one against the State.

To-da- y the managers meet to talk over matters
in connection with the operating department,
and it is likely some changes will be made
which will do away with some of the red tape
business in connection with the management of
things about the station.

No representative of the last named road, how
ever, was present, but the management had
agreed to abide by any action taken by the
meeting. After a lengthy discussion of ' the
questioos at issue, it was decided that the twelve
roads named should sever their connection with
the Central Traffic Association, and reorganize
the old organization, which waa known the
Chieago and Ohio River Association. W. II,
ilcDoil, trade manager of the L., N. A. & C
road, was choseu aa chairman of the association,
and C. . Fuller secretary, the organization to
continue as now until Jan. 1, when another
meeting will be held and the association placed
on a more permanent basis. When asked why
sueh action waa taken, one of the presidents in
attendance at the meeting said for two reasons.
First the Central Traffic Association is run on
so expensive a scale that it is too mnch of a tax
on the roads to keep it np. becond, the Central
Trade Association only served as a shield for
some of the roads to eut rates. Anotner omcial
said that an association which cost over f 100.-00- 0

a year to keep in operation was too expen
sing a luxury for roads doing business across
the State of Indiana.
