The train which brought the Blaine party
over the Bee-lins on Wedneaday night consisted
of four coaches, and the run was made from
Anderson to Brightwood, 32 miles, in 34
minutes.

Several of the frienas of the late Henry
Monett, general passenger agent of the New
York Central road, go to Columbus, O., to-day
to witneas the last sad rite, the remains having
been brought there for burial

Freight men stats that the recent advances in
freight rates to the Southwest are being main-
tained to the letter, and, as a consequence, the
weekly statements of the roads in this territory
are showing increased earsings.

Every freight car the Pennsylvania railroad
owns or ¢an borrow is in demand to carry the
ecormous traflic offerineg. The tonnage shows a
gain over last year for almost every commodity,
coal, coke, lumber, grain, live stock and manu-
factured articles

That the lllinocis Central road must have mors
room to handie its freight business, as well as
passenger business, at Chieago is daily becom-
iog more apparent. Thereispractically afreight
blockade in its yards from the first to the last
day of every month.

The Peonsylvavia Raiiread Company last
week awarded the contract for building 1,500
box ears, to be equipped with the Wagner car-
door, the Westinghouse air-brake and the Jan-
pey coupler. The (., St. L. & P. company 18 1n
the market for five hundred box ecars, to be
equipped in the same maaner.

At the meeting of general managers, on
Tbursday, on the suggestion of General Manager
Beach, of the Bee-line, a committes of three
was appointed to consider the closiug of all out-
side ticke: offices, and the establishment of a
union office on Washington street, in which all
the roads shsll be representel. There is a strong
movement in that direction.

There is a good deal of eomplaint over de-
iayed freights at Chicago, which are shipped
from Indiapapolis to the Northweat. Often
cars are held there two or threa weeks before
forwarded to the road whichis to take the
freight beyond Chicago. This is driving busi-
ness from tha direet Chieago lines over the
more southern routes through Peoria, Il1L

Another meeting of toe passenger department
of the Central Traffie Association has been
ealled for Oct. 16, One of the objects of the
meeting is 10 agree on winter tourists’ rates.
As the north-and-south roads crossing Indiana
bave cut loose from the Central Traffic Associa-
tion, the meetiog will be of little importance to
them, although Indiana roads would likely do
their share in seing that the rates fixed upon at
that meeting are made geperal

Commissioner Abbott, of the Western Passen-
ger Ageats’ Association, has goase East, and one
object of his visit there {8 to endeavor to induce
all Eastern lines to lift their boycott on the
Chicago & Alton road. It isstated tbat General
Passenger Agent Chariton, of the C. & A.,
shows no anxiety fo have the boycott lifted, as
it bas proven a blessiog to the road, its busi-
neas never having beea better than daring the
months when the boyeott was most in foree.

President Hammond, of the Indianapolis,
Dacatur & Western road, bas recently purchased
2708 tons of steel rails, weighing sixty-four
pounds to the yard. When this is in the wrack,
the entire 153 miles of the road will be laid with
steel, which has been put in within the last two
years. President Hammond sold bis old iron
rails. which had been taken wup in the last few
months, at a figare which was bnt #4 below the
cost of the steel rails. Added to this was the
cost of transpertaticn,

W. D. Robinson, the founder of the Brother-
hood of Locomotive Engineers, was in the city
yesterday. [e administered the first oath of al-
legiance of membership, and of the thirteen
who at that time became membera but six are
now living. He was accompanied by Grand
Chief Sargent, of the DBrotherhood of Loco-
motive Firemsn., The latter has of late Leen
visiting a good deal among the numerous lodges,
and finds the organization growiog in a bealthy
and very satisfactory maopor.

E. J. Richards is prominently mentioned as
successor to Henry Monett as general passeuger
sgent of the New York Central. Mr. Richards
was Mr. Monpett’s first assistant, and has been
with the road for some vears. He is very effi-
cient and thoroughly posted a2 to the business
of the department. This is ths third time that
the position bas been made vaeant by death, and
in each case an outside man has been promoted
over him. The feeling prevails in passenger
eircles that this time e will not be lovked over.

The local passenger agents of the Bee-line had
on their war-paint before 10 o'clock yesterday.
The day preeerding General Manager Beach, as
directed by President Layog to do, notified their
loeal ticket agents here that passenger rates had
been reatored in all directions, and if there was
any move of it done withont authority from the
president of the road it wouid be the zrounde for

rompt dismissal from the company's service.

esterday morning Wm. Antrim applied to one
of the Bee-line ticket arents for two tickets to
CaliYoruia. Tariff rates were offered him and be
gaid bhe could do better. The Bee-line ticket
agent told him that if he could he wounld pay
him fall price for the two tickets bonght. glr.
Antrim went to the Peunsylvania offices; on the
corper of Washington and lllinois streets, and
purchased two tickets. Those reading from In-
dianapolis to Kansas City being Form 947 acd
Nos. 738 and 759. From Kansas City to Ssn
Prancisco Form E. X. T. 856and Nos. 312 and
322. Mr Antrim: makes an affidavit that he H»ur-
ehased these tickets at a reduection from turif
rates of #5.75, and this affidavit has beewn for-
warded to President Layng, of the Bee-line, to
take such action as he sees fit in the matter. At
the Penpsylvama office they deny baviog sold
such tickets at cut ratea

Thera are thirty-one counties in Tannessee
which have no railways.

The Litehfield car-works are building a lot of
refrigerator cars for the Louisville & Nashrville
road.

The roadmasters in convention at Boston pro-
nounced in favor of rails not less than seventy-
two pounds in weight per yard.

The Atlantic & Pacifie road shows an nerease
in sarniogs September, 1588, ot $63.217 over
Beptember, 1857, or 38§ per cent.

The first week 1o October the Missouri Pa-
cific shows an increase in earuings over corre-
sponding week 1887 of 240,000, and is short 1,500
cars of filling its orders for cars.

The report sbhat the Alchison, Topeka & Santa
Fe is behind iu its wages to its employes 1s
empbatically denied. The men are always paid
as soon as the pay-rolls are made out.

Tbe Hudaon Bay railrond scheme, on which
some Work bas slready been dous, is again being
agitated. This time American eapitalists are
talking of taking hold of the enterprise.

The uaw buildings of the United States Roll-
ing-stock Company, at Decatar, Ala., are near-
ing completion. The buildings number Lwenty,
some of them being very large structures. The

buildings and yard covers torty-nine acres of
ground.

Coal traffic on the Kansas roads is developing
wonderfully, the tonnage being only limited by
cars. Last weck the Kansas City, Fort Seott &
Diemphis company placed an order for 3500 coz’
cars with Barney & Smith, of Dayton, O.

The Unior and Southern Pacific is going to
iry the experiment of a eheap sleeping-car serv-
ice between Council Bluffe, San Francisco and
Los Angeles. The sleeping cars are to eacn have
a porter, but no condeetor. The condnetor of
the train 18 to colleet and report the earniogs of
“the cars.

The Santa Fe peopls will by the middle of
next month have their division extending from
Kansas City to Chicago ballasted with gravel,
then the company propose to shortem the run-
ping time between tha two aities still more.
They are now testing tue speed of soveral of
their locomotives which they axpeet to put into
the fast-time servica.

While the withdrawal of sleepiog and parlor
ears from several of the Sonthern lines, on ac-
count of the prevalence of yellow fever, has eut
down earnings in that section, the reduction, it
is said, is not perceptible when applied to gross
receipts from all quarters., It is said that the
Bet earnings of the Puliman eompany equal 21
per cent. on the stock the present year.

“Whisky Hill,” at Tomlinson Hall, iast even-
ing, told his aundience that putting salt on the
free list, as proposed by the Mills bill—of which
be is & champion—would injure no one, but, on
the other hand, would benefit the whole peobvle.

It is fair to presums that Hill would bhave
omitted the salt subject from bhis spsesh had it
been delivered in Onondaga, in his own State, or
at any of the salt-producing wesections of Mich-

igan.

Notwithstanding Hill's statement, the placing
of salt on the free list, as proposed by Mr. Mills,
would work vast injury and injustice to thou-
sands and thounsands of laboring men in both
States referred to, and, at the same time, event-
vally inerease the price of this very necessary
saline product.

England to-day, by reason of her faeilities for
maoufacturing the article, and cheap labor, can
and does pay the present duty on salt
and wundersell Michigan ealt in every
Atlantic seaboard city in this Union;

aud as the present duty represents just about
the freight on the article from New York to
Chieago 1he result of the Mills bill would be to
shut down every salt block in Michigao; and for
this reascn only thirty-six bours before he was
pominated for Governor of Michigan,
by the Demoerats, Wellington R Baort,
the president of the Michigan Salt Asco-
ciation, said if the Mills bill was ‘“Democratie
doctrine he was not a Demoerat.” With Michi-
gansalt 50 cents per barrel wholesale,and the pine
barrel in whieh it is packed represents 20 cents
of labor—for it is made of the refuse of the mill—
it would seem that we have pretty nearly reached
the “era of cheapness.” Bat England will 2o us
one better until she can control the market, as
Mr. Blaine suggested, then salt will be $1.50 per
bushel, as heretofora

Mr. Hill reforred to the 22tax on lumber, also,
and worked the sywipathy racket for ali it was
worth ia buildiog the poor man’s house, but he
forgot to say that the $£2 does not in-
crease the cost of lumber prodocsd in thts
country, or that the Canadian Parliament are at
present diseussing the propriety of putting an
export duty of putting $2 per thousand feet on
lumber, and they are sharp esough to do just
that should the Americans be foolish enough to
take that much money out of their own pookets
and turn it over to Canada.

There are some things even David Bennett
Hil] does not eare to enlighten the Hoosiers on,
although he did fairiy well in hia effart for *‘tar.
iff reform” (1) Michigan salt prodacers will be
found “‘kicking” this free-tirade measure vigor-
ously in November, and I will guarantes they
are abundantly able to furnish sufficient of the

Boxing the Compass,
To the Editor of the Indianapclis Journal:

Thers is just one little question in the Demo-

eratis gospel of cheap goods for workingmen
that I can't comprehend, and that is this, ““How

ean the cost of any article be reduced without

reducing the wages of the workmen that pro-
duce that article!”

Price is made up of

1. The materials in the manufactured article.

2. The labor.

3. The cost of capital

4. The profita

Now the first, third .nd fourth articles are
owned and controlled by capital. Thne first and
third are fixed in their uature and ecan’t bsa ma-
terially reduced. Then the question is as be-
tween the profits vhich eapital econtrols
and the Iabor which the workingman
controls. Will the capitalst or will
the laborer suffer first and most when
the tariff cut comes! Human nature is just
what it is, aud it won't chaoge to suit the dis-
cussion of any proposition. Capital will take
what it can get, and all thas it can get, and, as for
that matter, so will labor. Does the laboring
man think that if tariff is reduced he will ges
the benefit without a cut in his wages! Isx that
the experience of workiogmen in their contests
with capita!? Do employers step f{forward and
voiuntarily reduce their profits in order that
Wages may increase’

Everyooe knows to the contrary. Will the
fact that the manufacturer’s goods may other-
wise come into competition with English or for-
eign cheap goods change this rule! Do not work-
ingmen know that the class least able to bear it
always have to shoulder the Tburden!
Bring American manufactures in competi-
tion with the cheap goods of Europe
and some one must stand the cut in prices.
Who is the man to fill the breach! Of course
everybody koows that in such casges it will not
be the capitalist. He will shut up bis shop or
cut the wages of labor. In all such contests
there is but one outeome, and that is the work-
ingman suffers and goes to the wall.

Now, | bave read in wvain Democratic news-
papers and speechea t> find an apswer to this
conundrum, viz.: “How ean the cost of the
necessities of life be reduced without cutting
down the wages of the American workingmani”

When this little question is answered by some
one it will be in order to believe in tne sincerity
of the *‘tarifl reformers.”
