those fellows ride with us." Now, this Hindoo
was a man of elegant manners, elean aod
bright, and I was told was rich. Bat it would
not do to let him ride inside with a white man;

He tad to be
kept in bis place.

I saw a man in uniform, at Delhi,. kick a
cooley from tbe car, simply because he had put
the officer's paekage on instead of under tbe
seat. I could name a dozen such illustrations,
and from all over India. I did not onee, except
at Lord Dufferin's, and at a powerful com mis-- si

oner's, ever bear anything asked for by an
Englishman, or even ordered, in that tone
which eoftened an order Into a request. It was
always an order, and of the moat dictatorial
kind; an order rarely used in old slave days tn
America, except on the cctton plantations,
and ecareely ever in Kentucky and
Virginia. I was speaking in Cey-

lon with some resident English of
tbe beautiful little bollocks and tbe pretty
carts, and of the ease with which they could be
made ready, and expressed my surprise that I
had not seen them nsed by tbe foreign residents.
Tbey all said that it was a pity that tbe foreign-er- a

could not use them; they were so cheap, con-

venient and pretty; but that they were need by
the Cingalese, and, therefore, it would not do
tor the governing classes to be seen in them;
and yet the Cingalese are a neat, graceful,
cheerful and very bright people, far more in-

telligent than tbe Georgians of Caucasia.
I did not. while in India, see a single instance

of a free, friendly mingling cf white and native
peoplo, except among the high-bor- n natives and
the rulera at grand entertainments, f saw no
native aod englishman in what might be called
a friendly and equal intercourse, and from
what I could loam from the Engliah residents
there is no such thing as familiarity between
the Europeans aod natives, and the majority
say it is right; that these latter are a conquered
people and should be treated as such.

Several Additions and Subdivisions
Uonglit Within the Limits of the City.

An Attempt to Keconsider the Ordinance of
the McXeal Syndicate Fails Another Elec-

tric Light Company Asks for Privileges.

The regular session of the Council, last night,
vras lone drawn out, but little buaineaa of im-

portance waa transacted. There was no special
order of business for the evening, and many
minor matters were considered. The lease on
the Sellers farm bavin expired, Lather Mehinf,
the present tenant, submitted a bid to take
charge of it for three years and pay $000 per
annum. The bid was referred to the committee
on contracts. The market committee reported
the following bids for the piping and heating of
Tomlinson Hall and East Market-hous- e with
natural eas: For pi pine: Marshall & John-
son, $477.50; Seward & Highland, ?13C.

Famishing is: The Consumers' Gas Trust,
$359; Indianapolis Natural-ga- s Company,
$250. By a unanimous vote the contract for the
piping was awarded to Seward & Highland, and
for gas to the Indianapolis company.

Councilman Darnell opened the war for a loos
debate by introducing a petition adding to the
city a tract of ninety acres of platted land, much
of it being improved, lying north of Twelfth
street, between Tennessee and Meridian. The
following additions are named in the petition:
W. H. Morrison's, Lazarus & Pierce's. Meridian
Place, W. IL Rhodes's North Illinois-stree- t addi-

tion, Pierce's North Meridian-stree- t addition,
Central Park, Ruddell & Vinton's, Burton &

Campbell's, J. IL Rnddell's subdivision, aod
North Park. As soon as the petition was read
a remonstrance sig36d by sixtj persons was pre-

sented, and Frank Wrignt, aa their attorney,
asVad permission to address the Couneil, and'
show why the annexation should not be made.
Its waa hinted by Councilman Darnell that the
signers of the remonstrance were all men later
ested in running saloons outside the present eity
limits and he objected to bearing Mr. Wright.
Several councilmen supported his view and the
attorney was not heard. A motion to refer the
petition to the judteiary committee was laid on
the table by a vote of 11 to 10, aa follows: Yeas
Darnell. Davia. Dono, Elliott, Finch. Camming,
Long, Smith. Thalman, Trnaler, Wilson, Mayor
Denny. Nay a Burns, Hickiin, Johnston.Kelley,
Markey, McClelland, O'Connor, Parsmson,
Swaic

Tne petition was then discussed. Councilman
Trusler said the city was fast becoming anr-round- ed

by little corporations, which
got the benefit of the city government
in many ways. They got police and fire pro-
tection, and yet were not compelled to pay
taxes. Indianapolis could not take in their cor-
porate villages, but the surrounding territory,
now built up could oe added to the city. If

did not take the territory, the villaee
corporations would soon do ao and the city
would find itself hemmed in by a lot of little
towns. He did not believe Council should pay
attention to those who had remonstrated. Aa a
matter of course there were property-owner- s

who would object to being added to the city,
but it would not do to consult them.

Councilman Darnell explained that tbe Mouon
railroad was threatening to condemn a right of
way aero?3 the country north or tne eity, and
the additions were taken into the city as a safe-
guard. With the territory described
as part of the city, the Coun-
cil would have control of the
streets, and railroads eould cot get a rlcht of
way except by permission of the Council. The
Democrats all opposed the petition, because, as
they alleged, they saw a political scheme in it.
After the discussion bad been prolonged half an
hour the previous question was demanded, and
the petition was passed by a vote of 12 to 8.
Every Republican voted to take in the additions,
and every Democrat voted no.

Counciiman Darnell, who introduced the peti-
tion, says that nearly every property-holde- r in
the territory named wanted to be joioed to the
citr for two reasons. First, they desire to be
able to prevent the Monon railroad company
from running acroas the country, and second,
they want to get Kissel's saloon and pobllo re-
sort under police control, and to prevent the
erection of more publio houses in the neighbor-
hood.

Wnen the miscellaneous business was taken
no. Councilman Dunn introduced ao ordinance
giving the Merchants' Electric-ligh- t Comnaoy
the prlvileee of erecting a plant In Indianapolia
for the purpose of furnishing are and incandes-
cent electrtc-lteht- a and motor power. The ordi-
nance was referred.

Councilman tlicklla introduced an ordinance
preventing hotel and reatanrant men from going
upon the sidewalk and soliciting customers
along Ihinois and Louisiana streets. It was re-
ferred.

An effort was uaJe to reeonsider the action
by which the McXeal Street-railwa- y Company
was given a charter for a South-sid- e system of
electric lines, but it failed. The motion to re-
eonsider was made by Couccilman Markey.
Councilman Dunn moved to lay Mr.
Markey' motion on the table, which
waa loH by a vote 10 to 11, the Mayor easting
the decisive vote in the negative. Ihe motion
to reconsider waa then voted upon and lost by a
vote of 9 to 10. as follower Yeas Burns, Dar-
nell, Elliott, Finch, Marker, McClelland, O'Con-
nor. Swain and Thalman. Nays Cnmrninea.
Davia, Dunn, Hicklin, Johnston, Kelley, Long,
Parkinson, Trusler and Wilson.

By antnortty of the market committee a ten-
ant on East market was recently permitted to
erect a temporary store-roo- m on the space eat
of lb. meat market, in which groceries and pro-
visions are being sold. Councilman Cammings
called attenttoa to the fact that the erection of
tb structure was unlawful, aod a resolution
offered It him requiring its removal was adopted.

The Union Railway Company, the tun-
nel and the viaduct came uo for dis- -
cusp-o- n by Councilman Trusler offering a
resolution - requiring the company to
open a passage oo Illinois street through the
de&ot sheds, aod authorizing the Street Com
missioner to forcibly make sucha passage nnlese
the company complied with the resolution. .He
laid tbs depot ordinance required the railway
company to provide a foot-brid- e through the
sheds on Il'.ioois street, and also required it to
build a viaduct cast of Meridian street. It bad
not kept its contract, and be did not believe the
viaduct wou'd ever be built until Coun-
cil began to show a disposition to enforce the
ordinance. Councilman Finch said the company
had provided a foot-bridg- e thrcugb the tunnel
on Illinois street, and be did not believe anyone
desired to go throneh the sheds. As to the via- -

duct, he was informed that the company would
build it as soon as the lawsuits over the con-
demned property were settled. Conneilman
Hicklin thought Mr. TruMer's motion was
anarchistic in spirit, and therefore opposed it
The resolution was finally referred to the
judiciary committee, with instructions to con-
sult with the Union Railway Company, and see
what was to be expected of it In regard to its
contract with the city.

There is something to me utterly incongruous

in slavery, in form or in name, where English.
rule goes, and this will sooner or later tell in
India. Let me give some facts that will illus-
trate rcy thoughts. At table d'hote in Calcutta
one of a party of gentlemen opposite me said to
me: "You are a etraneer here, I see." "Ye?,
but how did jou know UT (for tbere was noth-
ing in my dress to show it, and 1 had not been
talking). ''Because," he replied, ""you eay
please' to that servant of yours aod thank him

when he serves you. We never do that. They
can't understand it." I laughed and told him we
had a myth in America. It was a tradition of
George Washington, who lifted hia hat to a
poor negro because he eould not be outdone in
politeness by a slave. He rejoined: ''That will
do in America, but not in India; it would soon
rum the servants. They are a lot of niggers and
have to be treated as such." I told him these
"niggers," as he called them, were learnfeg
something, and were already demanding a par-
ticipation in the making of laws, and that the
English ought to try to elevate, rather thao re-
press them into a lot of slavea. The companions
of this gentleman said nothing, but seemed to
approve of what he said. Agaiu: I. vuited a
merchant's odce, also in Calcutta, to inspect
aome shawla to be shown ua by come Hindoos. I
bought a small nn shawl, and, finding I had
left my wallet in my room, told the native he
could go with me to tbe hotel for the pay.
