T'wo of the
Republican members, Messrs. Gallup and Faha-
ley, never take an active interast in polities.”

to weave it, She gets paid 138 ($3.12)—=think of 3!
132 Why, I am ashamed to pay i, many a time,

for I have to pay it, and this is the top nrice. We pay
better wages than 30U per cent. of the mills. 1 give
you the aarnings. copied from my mill-book, for the
lzst two weeks, for the first tem women on my list,
whict will give yonan average of the whole:

FPlease, can you tell me what guod free trada
is iu this case—for I cannot see it. My idea is that
hume industries ought to be protected, and not we
ke snd feed foreigrers. It strikes me that there
will be a jolly old row some day. The starving mill-
ions are beginning to think. To hear them talk in
tie work-shops will make some of the upper class
psuse a moment.

Appolintment of Supervisors,

The law relative to supervisors of elections
says they can be appointad when ten citizens of
good standing in aoy county petition the Cirenit
Coart of the United States for their appoint-
ment. This petition sent to the chief supervisor
of election, W. A. Van Buren, will be by him
presented to Judge Woods, whose court, by
order of Judge Gresham, has now been opened
as a Cireuit Court for that purpose and will re-
main open until the day after the election.
Upon receipt of such petition one Republican
and one Demoeratic supervisor is appointed for
each votiog precinet in the county baving pre-

sented the petition. These supervisors are
tfurnished with forms of oaths of office by the
chief supervisor, which may be sworn to before
any officer authorized to administer oaths, and
are by them to be sent to the chlef supervisor.
They are also furnished with poll-books upon
which a'l challenges and any viclation of the
election laws, by anybody, must be noted and
must be returned to the chief supervisor within
ten days after the election. These supervisors
may be appeinted at any time until ana includ-
the day of election. Commissions of appoint-
ment are issued to the supervisors by the clerk

PRICES NOW AND THEN.

The Differences Between Expenses in Pro-
tective and Free-Trade Times,

The South Bend Tribune has made a careful
examination of prices of farm and store prod-
uets, which is of great value in the discussion of
the tariff question. It shows conclusively how
much better off the farmers are under the pro-
tective system than they were under the free-
trade system between 1840 and 1860. The Trib-
une bas taken the prices from account-books,
the day-bhooks of four farmers furnishing the in-
formation concerning the prices of 1858 Ac-
cording to the figures a farmer scld his produce
at the following rates in 1858:
