COMMERCIAL TRAVELERS IN POLITICS.

They Are ss Intense in Republicanism as in
Building Up Trade.

The “drummer” was in town yesterday. He
eame not only individually and in squads, but
in whole battalions, and the city was full of bim
from eariy morsing uantil late at night. The
occasion of it all was the demoustration of the
Kepublican ecommercial travelers of this and
other States in hooor of General Harrwon,
which was arranged under the supervision of the
Commercial Travelers’ Republican Club of In-
dianapolis, and which in many respects was the
most successful and atiractive of the many
which tais city bas witnessed during the pres-
ent eampaign. The idea of such a demonstration
presented itse!f to the Republican commarsial
wea of Indiasapo'ls just befors the sssembling
of commercial representatives at the Colombus,
(O.) exposition, some thres weeks since, and
that occasion was utilized to extend an iovita-
tion to suck representatives to be present here
to-day, a delegation from the club of this city
going to Columbus for that purposs. Since taat
time the Indisnapolis doys have worked bard to
make the aff.ir s success, usiog such limited op-
portunity as they bad to prepare a creditable
receptirn for their expected visitors, and
st the sarae time make a satisfactory showing of
the deep inte rast folt in General Harrison's sue-
cess by a larg» majority of the commercial men
bers. There were some discouraging obstacles
in the way of their getting large delegations

{roz abroad, smong them the fact that maay of |

the Repubi.»an commercial travelers of other
States had alrady visited this eity, singly or in

delegations, to pay their respecis to the Repub- -

lican vpresidential caandidate, and tbat on the
day selected for thy demonstration Bere there
were other eslabrations, notably at Chieago and
Bloomington, IlL, and St. Louis, which tended
to keep co¥.mercial men in the neighborbood of
e cities.

Nevertheless, the Iodianapolia Republican
travelers spared no offort to make their breth-
ren througho .t the conntry wunderstand that
they wers waated here.

recalis. Followige this there was some excel-
lent music by visiting bands ancd glee clubs
aod a good many amusing 1mprompiu speeches.

By 2 o'clock the main foor and first galleries
of the ball ware well filled, and at that bour
Mayor Denay was istroduced by the
President of the loeal Republiean Commer-
cial Travelers' Ciub, G. G Webster,
and the Mayor proceeded to deliver an exceed-
iogly bappy little address of welcome to the
visitora,. He told them, among other ithings,
that they were always welcome to this eity, and
especially welcome at this time, and referring to
the Demoeratic charge that the railroads were
respousible for most of the visits to Genersl Har-
rison this season, be told a story of & Republican
who, when assai’ed with this charge by a de-
moralized Demoerat, replied that he had net
heard of auy excursions gotten up by the rail-
roads to visit Grover Cleveland. In eonclosion
the Mayor complimented his bearera oa their
intelligent and manly appearanes, and referring
to their share in building up the weaith and
prosperity of the country, told them that their
coming was an honor to this city, and as its of-
fieial representative he thanked them forit
Mayor Denny's remarks were heartily appland-
ed throughout and he nad a hearty round of
cheers at the conclusion.

President Webster then made several an-
nouncements of interest to the commereinl trav-
elers present, and Assistant Secretary McePher-
son read the following resolutions, which were
unanimously adopted:

Whereas, believing that “‘the most abvious of all so-
cial facts is the mutual depenience of members of av-
ery civilized community,” and that ““.he clearest of
all truths, with respect to sociaty, is that the welfare
of & part is the welfare of the whole,” asd realizing as
American citizens that the success of American en-
terprises and indusiries is of paramount importaves
to us, regardless of the conditious exisiing in other
eountries; therefore, be it

Resolved, That we do hersby pledge our fealty to
to the doetrine of protection to American industries
and protest against the remodeling of our preseut
uri; laws by the enemies of protection, who are the
friends of free trade.

Resolved, That we commend the position of the Re-
publimtrsrty on the tariff gquoestion, and rejoice in
the selection of men so pure, and statesmen so able,
as are Benjamin Harrison and Levi P, Morton, whom
that party has chosen to its leadership.

Resolved, That we bhave unbounded confidence in
the iutelligence of the American peopls, and beliave
that they will so east their ballots on the sixth day of
November vext that the affect will be to postpone for
MLynn the coming of that black day when we
will be forced to go on the road with the !l andiwork of
our fellow-Amarican workmen and place it in compe-
tition with the products of the vooriy-vaid Eanglish
workmen, of the worse.paid and half-starved work-
men of Belgium and India; a day when we, as travel.
ing salesmen, would be reduced to the pay and posi-
tion of the English bag-man, whose most roseate vis-
ions of a future can see nothing beyond a bare livin
#0 long as bis physical streagth permits himto trave
the road, and nothing but poverty acd want when old
age overtakes him, and his physical strenglh bas left

Following the adoption of the foregoing reso.
lations, which wers enthusiastically applanded,
Chief Marshal Ross read the order of the paradas,
and as the name of each division waa called it
fell into line and marehed from the ball, the col-
umn forming on East Market street with
the right resticzg oo Delaware. As
the head of the ecolumn swuog into
Washington street the first opporiunity was
given to take o its proportions, and there were
magy exciamations of admiration and surprise
over its charaeter and proportions. A well-
drilled platoon of policemen clearsd the way,
ond after them marchsd the Kazoo Baud, tbeir
white coat talls streaming in the breeze,
and their inimitable rmmusic distributed
liberally through the aimosphere, The committee
on arraogements, with Mayor Denay, followed
with the Whiteland Baod of twenty-iwo pieces,
Thea came the Colombia Escort Club, 150
stroug, with its splendid drum and bugle corps,
marching like velerans, and their neat bioe
anits and white derbys eontestiog the palua with
the glossy eilk hats and dresa snits of the com-
mercial men. After them marched the Indian-
apolis ciab, with npwards of six huodred men in
1ts  ianks, preceded by the commitiee
of reception, and followed by rep-
resentations of English free-trade schemes
held down by Irish-American protective ip-
fluencea. A big bull, contributed by the Re-
publicans at the lodianapolis stockyards, and
covered with a white cloth on whizh was painted
the words, “Jobn Bull rides the Demoecratic
party and we ride John Bull,” wdlked between
two stalwart ecolored mep, snd on bhis back
sat Mr. Dapn B. Long, in an emerald suuw,
while Mr, L. A. Worch, dressed as Uncle Sam,
led the bovive by a stout balter. The usiqua
design created general merriment and was liber-
ally avplauded along the line of march, A
gecond section of the Indianapolis elub followed,
bearing Lanners and transparencies calling at-
tention to the seventesn traveling men of Indi-
acapolis who were in favor of Thurman and no
interruption to business, and behind them in
carrisges roda the ladies who ac-
eompanied the vigiting delegations,
Thean camea the handsome Cinelnoati pnd Ham-
flton delegations, nearly twoc huondred strong,
with their magnificent First Regiment Band of
twenty-ons pieces, one of the most attractive
divisions of the parade; and after them the Co-
lumbus, O., boys, with the Fourteenth Regiment
Band, another splendid musieal organization of
tweanty-live pieces, and making as good a displsy
as they did at the exposition, where they turned
out nearly seven hundred members. In the Co=
lumbaus clab a feature of the display was an as-
sortment of coon skins ecarried by drummer
Loeb, who scoured the woods industriously to
securs the trophies, and in their line was borpe
thetr beaatiful danoer and a splendid American
flag, given them by the New York, Bosion and
Philadeiphia cormmercial men on tue occasion of
their recent visit to Columbus. The Terre
Hante, Richmond. Lafayette, Crawfordaville,
Evansville and Fort Waype delegations fol-
lowed, each with a fine band, the Hotel Brothar-
hood Band, of this city, awelling the good musia
of these divisicos, and sandwicbed in between
them were commercial travelers {rom
Massachnsetts, New York, FPenopsylvanis,
Miehigan. Vermont, Kentuecky, Missouri,
lilinois, West Virginia aod probably
every olher Stats in the Union, findslegations
too small to warrant a separate divirion for each,
The Lafayetie, Fort Wayne, Richmond aod
Terre Haute ciube numberad nearly one hua-
ired each, and pressnted as attractive an ap-
pearance as the larg-r delegations.

Paesing vo Pennsyivania street, the head of
the procession reached nearly to University
Park befere ths rear turned out of Washingion
streat on i3 way north. There were many
haudrome decorations along the way, the busi-
pess houses puttiug oot flags and bunting libar-
ally, avd windows, doorways and sidewalks
being erewded with cheering spectators. As
the line torned west on New York street ioto
Meridian aud got oot of the businessipnto the
residence part of the city, vearly every porch
aud baleony held parties of ladies, who waved a
welcome to the visitors, and they, in turn, vig-
orously cheered every colleetion of the fairer
sex that congregated along the way. They were
a cheery set, and pothing essaped their at-
tention. A ietter-earrier, in his ssuit of
gray, Wwho was emptying = letter-box
as the oparade filed out of Meridian
throogh St. Clair street to North Delaware got
more information oo the subject of the Demo-
eratio postal serviea hare than there is room in
this chronicle to repeat. The children on the
route got a generous notiee. and the little peo-
ple who waved flags and shouted for Harr'son
eame in for a doutle share. UpNorth Dalaware
to Home avenue, nod past (Gen, Harrison's resi-
dence, where the General stooda, with Mrs. Har-
rigson by his side, and other members of the
family and neighbors filling ths steps, the pro-
cession movad At this point every man in the
ranks took off his bat and cheered as he saluted,
and the scene was n very lively one. One en-
thusiastic parader caughbt eight of the General's
grandson in his nurse’s armus at ope of the win-
dows, rud a remark of “What's the mat-
ter with the baby’™ Dbronght out the
pnanimous reply of “Hes all right!”
with a vigor that made the
venerable question and response seem new and
original. All thess enthusiastic demonstrations
Gegneral Harrison received smiliogly, litting his
bat as each subdivision passed, and bowiog bis
acknowedements At Home avenue the pro-
cession countermarehed, the first division pass-
jng throagh the rear ones, which marenhed in
open order, so that for neariy an hour the street
in front of the Harrmon residencs was filled with
the pagesnt of the marching clubs, with their
bright badges and baoners, and the music ot the
brilllantiy-uniformed bands. The return on

Delaware was, to some extent, a repetition of
that through other streets, so far as the recep-
tion of the visitors was concerned.

The Reception at the Hall

When the head of the procession reached
Tomlinson's Hall, the coloma was halted, and,
opeuiog ranks again, the last division marched
through and entered the building In order,
the bandsomely equinped Fort Wayne delegation,
which bad brought up the rear of the procession,
being given the place of honor. Seats had been
reserved on the main floor for the visitors and

they filled them rapidly whila the remainder of the
room ou the first floor and the gallery was taxed
to accommodate the crowd. While waiting for
General Harrison the big svdience, led by the
glee siubs, sang & variety of soogs, and Presi-
deat Wabster announced that the Indiana peo-
ple present would give up their privilege and
pleasare of shaking bands with General Harri-
son when he came in favor of the visitors from
other States. At 4:30 Goneral Harrison put in
an appearance, and then ensued an ovation of
which attemspts at description would be fatile.
The visitors on the main floor elimbed upon
chairs to cheer while they waved their
hats and flags in the air above their
beads, the people on the stage and in the gal-
leries did the same At timea the cheeriog
would lessen to an extent which made an effort
to eall the meetiog to order sesm worth while,
but every movement in that direction was the
signal for fresh cheering and climbine on ebairs,
and as fast as one corner of the big hall quieted
down the cheers were sent up stronger in an-
other, until the entire assemblage exhausted its
breath in the effor: to express its epthusiasm.
For six mioutes by the watch was this demon-
stration keptup, Gen. Harrison waiting patiently
for ita conciusion. When it ended he began to
speak in s deliberate way, buot warmed up rap-
idly, and there yas a very vigorous riog in bis
voics as ha reached the argumentative por-
tion of his dissourss, At varions portious
of it he was heartily spplanded,
and when he denounced the false snd scandalous
stories that some of bis opponents had put into
cireulation, the impression he made was mani-
fested vigoroumsly. At his conclusion, when he
thanked the Lafayette delegation for their beau-
tiful Horal gilt, there was another long-continu-
ed round of appiause, The following is the text
of General Harrison’s remarks:

*“My Friends—Four times already, I believe,
the commercial travelers bave honored me by
calling upon we 1n large delegations. You have
assembled to-day, not from a single Stato or lo-
enlity, but from many States, upon the inviia-
tion of your associates of this eity to show your
intslligent interest in the principles that are in-
volved in this campaign. [Cheers.] I do not
need to repest what I bave said on former oc-
casions, thal I very highly vaine the respect
and econfidence of the commercial travelers of
the United States. [Cheers.| 1 walue it be-
cause | believe they give their adherence to the
party whose candidate I am upon an
intelligent investigation and wupon an earas-
est coanviction as to whet 18 good
for the country of which they are
eitizeps. [Cheers.] Who should ba able, bet-
ter than you, to know the commercial and busi-
vess needs of our country! You, whose hand is
every day upon upon the business pulse of the
people; vou, who travel the country up and
down upoan aill the swift highways of com-
merce, and who are brought in contact with the
business méa of the eountry, not eonly in our
great centers of commerce, but in ail the bam-
lets of the land. 1 believe I may say for you
that, as a result of this persooal knowledee of
our business needs, you have coneluded that t_h.
policy for America ia the policy of s protestive
tariff. |[Great cheering.] There are doubtless
bere many representatives of great American
manufscturing establishments; and who shenid
koow better than they the prostrating effects,
upon the indusiries they represent, of thi.
poliey of & revenue tand or
the not much differing policy of free trade.
[Cheers.] Who should know better than yom
that 1if the discriminating duties now levied
which enzble our American maculacturers to
maintain a fair compstition with the mana-
facturers of other ecountries, and at the same
time to pay & scale of living wages to the mesn
and women who work for them, is once broken
down, that American competition with foceign
production becomea impossible, except by the
reduction of the scale of American wages to the
lovel of the wages paid abroud! [Cheers | Cer
tainly you do not need to be told that that shoo
or mill that has the smallest pay-roll in propor-
tion to its oproduction will tske tbe
market, [Cheers.| Certainly you do not need
to be told that the wages now enjoyved by our
American workmen are greatly larger and the
comforts they enjoy grestly more than those en-
joved by the working people of any other land,
{Cheera.] Certainly you do not need te be told
that if the American goveroment, juatead of
patronizing home iodustries, buvs ite blankets
for the publie service in Eneldud, that there is
just that mueh less work for American workmen
to do. [(heers and criea of “That's se.’|

“T'his is to me the beginning aod the ecd of
the taril question. Since I was old enough to
pave opinions, or to utter them, I hava held to
the doctirine that the true American poiicy was
that whick shounld masiuntain npot only aliving
rate of wages, but oue with a margin for saviogs
and comfort for our workmeu. 1 believe that
polier is essential to the prosperity and possidly
to the perpetuity of our goverament [Cheers
and cries of ‘That's right.”] The two propositions

ROCUNDING OFF THE DAY.

Speechies and Masic at Tomiinson Hull Ea-
Joyed by An Immense Audience.
Early in the evening the baiconies and
gallery of Tomiinson Hall were packed,
and the lower-floor seats reserved for
the ecommercial travelers were all occupied,

leaving many to fiad only standing room. The
Fourteenth Hegiment Baond. of Columbus, O,
thal came with the delegation from that eity,
gave a half-hour eoncert until 8 o'cloek, and the
Apolle Quariet, of the same city, sang &a
irish song. Some one in the gallery yelled:
“What's the matier with Harrison!” and 4,000
voiees responded: *‘He's ali right!” The erowd
was :mmensely enthusiastie, and every allusion
to Harrison or the flag or the country duriog
the evening was greetéd with tremendous cheer-
ing. FPresident Webater actad as masster of cer-

emounies, and performed the task with
skill and grace, He bad & witty
remark to make wupor iotroducing each
speaker. Said he, upon calling the sssemblage
to order: ““This meeting is called a commercial
travelers’ love feast.
