GRUELLE'S LITTLE SCHEME.

He Seized the Labor Signal and Tarned
It Over to the Democratic Party.

The Facis Concerning Mg Betrayal of the
Union Labor Organizvion—Jewet: Pays
Him Well for the Paper's Influence.

i —

The evidence in the Labor Rignal case, on
trial before Special Juage Eii F. RHitter, has all

been submitied. Jo the line of testimony it
was showsn that early in the campaign Gruelle
and Bodenmiller sold the influence of the paper
to the Democratic State central committee.
The defendants themsélves, whén apon the wit-
ness-stand, virtoa'ly admitted as much., It

further apprars that, of the $2,000 in eapital
stock, the defendants represented but 32 worth.
At no time were there any business principies
observed by the officers of the corporation. No
reports were ever made by the board of direet-
ors, and the affaira were permitted to run along
in a alip-shod mamner until Jan. 15, 1883, when
the corporation becamne hopelessiy insolvent
According to the evidence of Bodeomilier, the
eorporation did not bave money enough to pay
off the gallay-boy. It was then that Gruelle and

Bodeomiller conceived the idea of getiing pos-
.session of the property. As a part of this

plan, Gruelle went among his personal
friends on the board of directors, and
ssked them to sitend a meeting to be held on
Sunday, Jan. 15. No publie noties of the meat-
ing was given, and only those who had been
solicited by Gruelle were present. At the meet-
ing Gruells proposed to take the paper, but his
propusition was voted down. 7That seheme fail-
ing, he and Bodenmiller set about having the
board of direstors recrganized, and when they
had sncceeded in securing a majority agaio
called s meeting without noti¢e 1o those who
would oppose them. The packed board met on
Feb. 9, with but five out of the nine directors
present. The five present included Boden-
miller and Graellee As & resuls of the
meeting Gruelle and Bodenmiller teok
possession of all the property of the
corporation. As soon as the minority of the
stockholders heard of the action of the meeting
they raised an objection. In July a meeting
was bald and James Egan was instruected to go
aod demand the possestion of the property.
Bodenmiller and Gruells testifled that they re-
fused to turn over the paper to Egan and be-
sides declined to lot nim 300 the alloged lease
tb;; beld.

he evidence in reference to the conduct of
thess two men after they obtained control of the
Signal showed that they had Leen false in every
particuiar to the trast impossd in them. It was
the agreement, they said, when 1hey took chiarge
of the paper, that it should be published &an
the orgam of oreanized laber and whe Upion
Labor party. Both men admitted that they
ehanged the peper's whole spirit and tone. They
abacdoned ail connection with the Union Labor
party and made themselves the tool of the
Demoeratio State central committes. Boden-
willer teatified that the commitiee wWas reciev-
lag 4,000 copies of the Signal, for
which it was paying @40 per week.
He also tesiified that the commitles wase
furoiabiog the blank paper, snd supplled the
funde for searly all the exvenses of the office
He furiher eaid that be and Gruelle were recaiv-
ing considerable *sveqne from the Marion Dem-
ocratis county commilttes, which took a largs
number of papers evary weak.

Other witnesses testified that the Damoeratis
commiltes were paying all the expasnses of the
paper, aad that  the Rignal, baving
ceas to be the organ of organized
labor, wa; simply & mouthpiece of
the Demderatis party. The plaintiffe
bad a number of witnssses :0 testify on this
poiat, but as the defeniants were honest enough
to teil the truth they were not used. The aren-
ment in the caso was partially heard yesterday,

Yesterday, in the suit of Blackman ve. the
Supreme Lodge, United Order of Honor, a form
of entry foliowing Judge Taylor's instruction
was drawp, but 18 is not to be finally passed
upon until to-day.

Thompson
and Wm, Il Ingham went over the books of
the order item by item, and it is upon this
examination the ex-treasurer’s reply is based.

Coneerning the 25,000 defieit claimed by the re-
ceiver Mr. Thompson states that 2,000 of this
Aamount was &md to the order of Cashier La-
tham, of the Indianapeiis National Bank, in full
satisfaction of the mutual ald certificate drawa
in favor of Dr. W, C Swmith, while 83,000 was
made pavable to Cashier MoCuteheon of the
First National Bank, this city, in fuli satisfac-
tion of the certificate drawn in favorof John W,
Brewen, The suprems secretary’s orders can-
not be found, but on the bonks are the entries
to show their issunance, and the cheoks therefygr
are in the bands of the receiver. The Supre®e
Lodge, Mr. Thompson ciaims,
#206.60 should be traneferred from the matual
aid to the general fund, that amount havine
been paid out of the latser for the defense of the
former.

Coneerning credits in the motual aid fard
and charges tG the general fund, as shown in
the statement covering the reriod between Oot,
1, 1886, and Dee. 1, 1887, ageregating $2.805.01,
Mr. Thompson shows that $1,295.01 was trans-
ferred by direst authority of the Suprame
Lodge, ia Octodar, 1886, aud the remainder by
order of the trustees Laving ruwar nuder the
ecnstitution to act. He natarally supposed it
was a legitimate exercise of auhority, by the
power which ereated him, and he never heard it
questioned, With the trustees he had no voice,
and he was io duty bound to obey their instruc-
tiona,

A eredit of the mntual ad fond, €2,140.81
was in Fleteher & Sbarpe’s bank, avd after the
bank fatled this was carried ar part of the fund,
which was respousible for the loss inecurred.
Since 1586 particularly ¢he genoral fand eculd
not meet the sxpecsss chargeabls to it, and the
supreme trustess therefors ordersd the president
ned secretary, when the geosrsl fund could not
pay, to issus vrders on any availabls fund and
charge them to the general., Thess orders wers
met by the watval ald fund.

The receiver's error in this con-
vection lay in transcribing the amounts of the
orders. Mr. Thompson also shows that there
was included in the sum of £3) 402.62, eradited
to death and disadility, payments for tha mutual
aid fund, arders for $100 in favor of Mrs. Mar-
garet Keunedy, and #117.72 payable te John
Codmore., He understoud these orders had been
issued to the beneliciaries, and that he was per-
sonally responsible for them, and fer that rea-
son he pald Mrs Kenvedy.
