Labor aud Profit.
Philadelphia Record.

No crop ean be ssid to the tbe most profitable
nntil the matter of cost is considered. Labor is
tho most expensive element (if it may be called
an element) that enters into the composition of
a eroo. and Sas tbe climate affects tbe growth,
the labor can cot be estimated in advance.
Sometimes the blessing ot a bountiful shower
that causes tbe young plants to grow rapidly
and push ahead may also tndace weeds to crowd
out the rightful plants and usurp their place,
which demands greater labor to eradicate them.
Expense, however, is not to be feared
if the final result is expected to be en
increase of crop compared to the outlay.
Many crops are lost by too much economy and a
failure to apply labor and plant food at a time
when most needed. If expensive seed, fertil-
izers and labor are necessary to the accomplish
ment of the object they must be used, for the
surest mode cf incurring loss is to deny the
crop the advantages which it claims. The soil
provides but a small portion of the real value of
a crop. If a bushel of corn takes fertilizing
elements from the soil to tbe value of 10 cents
and sells in tbe open market for --50 cents, the
remaining 40 cents represents the labor applied
to the product, and the greater the cost o the
labor the higher tho price demanded
for the article, and if the price de-mend- ed

is not obtained the farmer will omit
such a crop from bis list ths next season, as be
cannot afford to sell below the coot. Uovr
much of this ia profit is not easily answered.
Some farmers are satisfied to reeeive out of tbe
gross sum the interest on capital, cost of teams
and a recompense for their own time. All
crops, bowerer, should pay something more
than the cost of production, which includes ev-
erything; but as the profit efpected depends
largely on tbe kind of crop and tbe demand ia
market, only such crops should be crown as are
known to be always readily salable.
That labor on the farm enables tbe firmer
not only to be repaid for sucn expense, but a!so
returns a profit, can be easily shown by a com-
parison of crops that demand much labor in
their production and those that call for but lit-
tle. A crop of celery, for instance, is one that
keeps the grower busy, and with extra help,
from tbe time the seed is planted nntil it la
finally banked op for bleaehing, and as com-
pared with eorn it gives a ranch larger profit,
though requiring more labor. The work is con-
centrated on a email area, and the shovel, spade
and hoe must be used to a great extent, The
crop, therefore, pays a profit on labor as well as
on the materials of which it ia composed. While
it is proper to economize by using labor-savin-g

implements, yet where the cost of labor is one
that increases the profits it is unwise to omit it

Lice on Swine.

But very few farmers folly realize the extent
and injury of lice on swine. Some wonder why
there is not ten pounds fat and flesh in each
bushel of eorn fed to their hogs. It is lice.
Some of the best bog breeders in the country
send out bogs just swarming with lice. Not
long since we saw at a railroad station a pair of
choice Poland Chinas from oaeof the most pop-
ular breeders irf Illinois going to an Iowa farm sr.
There were thousands of lice on them. There Is,
or should be, a constant war on lice on swine.
They are not hard to destroy, but it has to be
done In the right way, and not spasmodically;
but constant watchtullness must be exercised.
Cleanse hogs perfectly, and it is probable in two
weeks or a month they will be infected as badly
as ever. Tbey always operate the worst on the
weakest, but are not averse to suck the life-bloo-d

of tbe thriftiest and stoutest Do the
best you can, and there will always be a few left
to attend tbe funerals and to bgin tbe great
work of multiplication again. Get your hogs
into a clogs pen at least twice a month and
syringe them with an emulsion of coal oil and
buttermilk.

Whenever an animal shows signs of sickness
remove it (from the others at once, without
waiting for tbe disease to develop. Precaution
often saves time and loss. If the sickness is
not contagions no barm will be done by remov-
ing the animaL Where the disease is contagi-
ons the bodies of the animals that have died
should be burned or buried deep, as the disease
may reappear at some future time unless pre-
cautions are used to guard against it. The
whole premises should also be thoroughly dis-
infected.

To cure a felon, fill a cup with equal carb of
finely-choppe- d iee and salt mix well, sink the
finger in the center and allow it to remain nntil
it is nearly frozen and . cuinb. Then withdraw
it, and when sensation is restored repeat the
operation four or five times. This must be done
before suppuration begins.
