BLAINE TO THE HUSH.

The TTfong Inflicted Ly Ensllah Free Trad
The British Minister Eebaked.

KcwYoes. Oct 25. Irishmen turned oat in
fall force to-nig-ht to attend the mass-meetin- g of
the Irish-Protcctionia- ta at Madtaon-equar- e

Garden. The invnense building was crowdod
to overflowing half-an-ho- ur before the meeting
irsj called to crder, and the adjacent streets
were thronged irith people eager ta get a
glimpse of James G. Blain. the attraction of
tha night. Seven thoniand people were in the
building at 8 o'clock, when Judge A. Ia Morri-

son, cf Arizona, read, on behalf of Chairman
Patrick Ford, an address in whicbthese passages
occurred: - .

"We art here to-nig-ht, cot as Irishmen to
consult for the interests of Ireland, but as
Americana to discos American affairs, with
American ends in view. We are not a foreign
element, as a loose phraseology might imply.
We refute to ao regard ourselves. Tnia land is
oar home, and In the present national contest
we see only the Republioand arejeoneerned only
for her welfare. For cs party lines are obliter-
ated. We know enly Americans and anti-America-ns.

The man who fights under the flaj
cf English free trade, no matter of what race he
maj be, whether he knows it or not, is a prac-
tical ally of the English enemy; and, on the
other band, the man who fights nnder the flag
of protection to American labor, whether native
or foreign, that man we hail as a comrade, a
brother, and an American."

Patrick Egan and David Healy spoke, and
Mr. Blaina commenced after this message from
General Harrison bad been read:
''Patrick Ford, Chairman Madison-squar- e Garden

Mettingi
'I gratefully accept the congratulations of the

Irish-Americ- an protectionists now assembled in
mass-meetin- g in Madiaon-squar- o Garden, and ia
fetnrn, I congratulate them upon the magnifi-
cent impulse their intelligent teal has given to
the cause of protection in this campaign.

'Bixjamin Harbison."
Great enshnslasm was then aroused by the

appearance of Mr. Blaine, who spoke as follows- -

"Air. Chairman I speak to-nig-ht to men of
more than Irish birth, cot in relation to their
connection to the British empire, but in relation
to their citizenship with the great American
Republic, applause; of the duties they owe to it,
and the polieiea they should pursue, and I
arather the strongest lesson for an Irishman in
America from his experience in his native land

Mr. Menager's Reasons for Thinking? the He
publicans Will Carry the State,

(pedal to the Indianapolis Journal.
Point Pleasant, W. Va., Oct. 25. Mr. Man-

ager, who will probably be the next Republican
candidate for Governor, has completed a very
thorough canvass of the State, . and is enthusi-
astic over the outlook. He has carefully studied
each county, and elaims a Republican plurality
of 1,500 in the State, together with a Republican
Legislature. Mr. Menager figures as follows:

In 1SS4 the Democrats' plurality was but 2,
472 in the State, the scattering rotes numbering
1,744. Two years later, at the congressional
election, the Democratio plurality was but COO;

this, too, in a vote of 1,202 less than two years
previously. In those two years the Green-
back vote of 1834, which was 05, had
disappeared. The Democratio vote fell
off 2,133, the Republican vote increased
1,183, and the Prohibition vote increased 533, it
baring a total of 1.432. This year three-fifth- s of
this vote will go into the Republican ranks, ow-

ing to local causes, and this will wipe out the
Democratic plurality and leave a margin of 300
for the Republicans to go 6n. The Greenback
vote, too, remains with tie Republicans. So
much for the State at large. The localities in
which marked changes will occur are the Sec-
ond, Third and Fourth congressional districts.
The First district, now the only one returning a
Republican to Congress, (General GofT, candi-
date for Governor), will remain Republican and
elect G. W. Atkinson by 500 majority, giving
the State perhaps seventy five more. The Sec-
ond district lies in the Eastern panhandle, and
W. IL H. Flick, the most popular Republican in
the State, is running for Congress against W.
Lv Wilson, the present incumbent Two years
ago Wilson beat Flick but ninety rotes,
and Silver, Prohibition, polled 1S1
votes. It was ascertained after the
election that while the Democracy polled
their full strength, the Republicans did cot by
200, that number failing to rote because they
thought it useless. This year they will rote,
and the bulk of the Prohibition strength will go
to Flick. Still another element in Flick's favor
is the squabble growing out of the late senatori-
al fight, and the part Governor Wilson took in
it. The Governor appointed Hon. Dan Lucas.
but afterward weakened and saw him pitched
out and C. J. Faulkner elected by the Legisla-
ture. Lucas, who is a power in that part of the
State, is doing nothing, and many of bis friends
will not vote either for Governor or Congress-
man. Faulkner's influence is nil became of his
tyranlcal aristocracy. An incidental result will
be the gain of one State Senator and two Repre-
sentatives in the State Legislature. There are
large coal Interests in this district, and the tar-
iff will call out eTery miner and mate him vote
the Republican ticaet. The Republic-
ans in this district expect 300 majority.
The Third district will show some curious and
startling changes. It contains the greatest
mining interests of the State, and the only
blast furnace in the Kanawha valley. Its timber
and salt interests are large. The Democrats'
majority, tno years ago, on the fullest vote
ever cast in the district, was 34S. as compared
with 2,119 two years previous. Kanawha is the
strongest Greenback county in the State. This
year that rote will go to the Republicans.
Every man who owns timber or boils salt will
vote the Republican ticket. The Democrats'
congressional candidate is extremely popular,
and will get through with 100 cr 150 majority,
but the best judges in the State give the Repub-
lican State and national tickets 500 majority, a
gain of one State Senator and one Represent-
ative. Tho Fourth district, too, is in a sweat.
Four years mgo it gave a Democratio
majorit of 143, which increased two years ago
in the heaviest vote ever polled to 179. There
was at that time a bad split in the Republican
ranks in Wood, the most populous county in the
district, and the Prohibition vote was 558. This
year there are no quarrels, and the Prohibition
vote will largely go to the Republicans. Added
to this, the Democrats have a bad fall in Mason
eounty owing to tho fact that Mr. Hogg, the
present Congressman, who has served but one
term, was not renominated. The Republicans
claim 250 majority for their Congressman and
500 for tho State and national tickat, and a gain
of two Representatives and one Senator in the
State Legislature. Republican Representatives
may also be eleated from Clay county. Wood,
Nicholas and Wyoming, making a total gain ia
the State of cine Representatives and three
Senators. They will lose two Representatives,
which will make the Legislature stand, on joint
ballot, Republicans 51, Democrats 40, insuring a
United States Senator to succeed Kenna.

CLEVELAND'S WRATH.

lie Procures the Defeat of Another Congress-
men Who Opposed the Mills Bill,

fceclal to the Indianapolis Journal. -

New York, Oct 25. The President is biting
off a pretty big lump in this section of the
country, end it remains to be seen whether he
will be able to masticate It on election day. His
wrath at those who voted against the Mills bill
seems to be unappeasable. There is co doubt
but he intends to set himself up to be tnedio-t-o

tator of his party, and it remains be seen
whether or cot his rule-or-rui- n policy will
work. Last eight, through the government
hirelings of the navy-yar- d, the postoGce, and
the district attorney's office in Kings eounty, he
defeated another of the four Democrats who
dared to vote against the Mills bill. It is stated
to-nig- ht that in all probability Mr. Archibald M.
Bliss will be nominated by a citizens conven-
tion and he will be indorsed by the Republicans;
this will bring to a square and fair test the
question of tariff in the Fifth Brooklyn district.
The maaner in which Congressman Merriman
was defeated for re nomination in the Eleventh
congressional district in this city has already
produced considerable effect. The feeling over
the arbitrary action of the administration is
growing with every hour, and there is no ques-
tion cow but that President Cleveland will loss
at least several hundred votes on this account.
Surveyor Beattie, who did the work for Mr.
Cleveland in defeating Congressman Merriman,
is trying to crawl out of the hole. He pretends
to say that he didn't do it This is, however,
utter nonsense; it was the rote of bis district
that defeated- - Congressman Merriman for n--
nomination. The ceneral committee of his dis-
trict is composed of thirty-fou-r members, thir--
ty-tw- o of whom hold office cither directly under
the surveyor or through his influence. On the
the night before the cocgTejstosvl
convection this committoe met and
voted 32 to 2 not to renominate
Merriman, tho thirty-tw- o being Mr. Beattie's
office-holder-s. Reports, to-nigh- t, from the Fifth
congressional district in Brooklyn seem to abow
a similar condition of affairs in regard to tte
Eleventh district. Bitterness is growing no
over the President's action, and open threats
are made of retaliation. Democrats are even
heard to say that the electoral cower is now try-
ing to be assumed by tha White House is
even more arbitrary than that which the Re-
publicans exercised during the time of Grant.
