CCLLIXGS FROM. TIIE COURTS.

Jode Taylor's Eullnff as to the Affairs of the
United Order of Honor.

1 Judge Taylor gave a ruling in the United Or-

der of Honor case, yesterday, covering several
questions in controversy between Receiver Brad-
ley and the supreme officers of the order. In
the first place, he exonerated the receiver from
all charge of malice or desire to injure the char-
acter of Thompson, the supreme treasurer. Ue
finds that tbe receiver, in making his report,
wss actuated by the best motives and a desire to
thoroughly inform tbe court with all matters
connected with tho bankrupt order. He further
says that nothing appears to authorize a suspi-
cion as to Supreme Treasurer Thompson integ-- .
rity. The enowmg made relative to the diver-
sion of the mutual-ai- d fnnd, the Judge thinks,
ought to be subjected to a full and careful judicial
investigation, and tbe receiver ia authorized to
sue tbe individuals comprising tbe Supreme
Lodge at the time of the diversion of the fond
in order to determine their liability, and he is
allowed to bring suit to test tbe liabilities of the
supreme trustees, who ordered the diversion of
the fund. In conclusion tbe Judge directs that
Treasurer Thompson should pay over to the re-
ceiver the balanee of $416.77 in his hands, with
the understanding that such payment will not
relieve him from any further liability that the
suits may show. The motion to have Receiver
Bradley removed was overruled, as was the de-
murrer of Albert W. Wiebard to the complaint
of the plaintiff.

comes. It is probable that after this consulta-
tion Chairman Jewett will itsne instructions to
his committee of safety at Jeffersonvilie cover-
ing the came and description of each man in
tbe Louisville contingent. The iestruetions. of
course, will refer to the necessity of challenging
legal voters whose names bavo been purposely
omitted from the Democratic pqll-book- s.

But Louisville is also to have furtoer interest
in tho Indiana election. Out of that city there
is strong evidenee that Diek Jones has
gone, under orders of the Democratic
managers of this State, to collect
colonies for election purposes. They will be
large in the aggregate and distributed in Demo-
cratic precincts. Judgiug from the way he has
begun, Jones is an important factor in this
business, as it is reliably reported that he bas
already plaoed from COO to 500 men, some of
whom are negroes, in tbe Indiana precincts
bordering on the Onio river.

While Louisville and other parts of Kentucky
west of it have thus far contributed to the infa-
mous schemes of the Indiana Democracy, with
the intention of doing more, Cincinnati has been,
and still is, used as a rendezvous for men re
cruited about Covington for the Democratic
army of illegal votera. From Cincinnati a
quota bas been raised, and thus tbe
presence of Iliggins in that city just
now It is not so strange after all. The van-
guards of theie reprobates has already eome into
Indiana, and some of them can be found in
'Oldenburg, Franklin county, where a Republic-
an is scarcely known.

From Henderson, and Henderson county, Ken-
tucky, there also are passing into this State squads
of these rascals whose expenses are paid with
Demoeratio money. They are gathering about
Kvansville, and are beiog taken csre of by the
Democratic managers ia Yanderburg county.
This damnable' importation might atop there,
but Democratic desperation has reached a point
wheo the directors of the campaign for that
party have nothing to farther risk than the
penitentiary in an effort to rob the Republicans
of Indiana by bringing out from Baltimore the
repeaters wbo are adente in the crime tbey fol-
low for a livelihood. For weeks there have been
coming into the Southeastern counties
and locating in strong Democratic
precincts squsd after squad of these
shoulder-hitters- , ts, thieves, burglars
aud murderers. Tbey travel in parties of five
or ten, and among them are many who are tem-
poral ly carried upon the pay-roll- s of the Gov-
ernment Printing OfEee as employes of that
institution. The latter leave the District
of Columbia with tbe statement that they are
going home to vote. They do n work for the
Governmeat Printer, but are paid either from
the Democratic campaign fund or by tbe admin-
istration's offleers direct.

Down in Dubois county have been recently
observed numerous fishing parties from Ken-
tucky. Tbey go in wagons in partiev of two
or three, and always have a Democratic
precinct as their objective point Dubois
is infested by these gaoge, whose numbers are
supplemented by an unusual incoming of
tramps, who, like theaai!eged fishermen, fre
quentiy ask to be directed to some one or an-

other of the Democratic local bosses. But
Maryland, Kentucky and Ohio are not alone
represented In these crowds. Word comes from
North Gran by, Conn., that W. W. Lawrenee, J.
CL Jacobs, A A. Davis, George E. Williams ana
Benj. D. Dennis left there some time ago for
Indiana. Recently J. J. Smallwood reeoenUed
two of tbem at Viocenoea as men whom h saw-i- n

bis coogresieual district In Virginia assisting
the Democrats there, no doubt as they propose
to do here.

Even far off Kansas is drawn upon, ai a party
of ten or fifteen Democrats led by one Jim Graves
left that State for Richmond, Ind. They gave
oct that they were going to work in a faetory in
that city. Graves is flvo feet, eleven inches
h??b, and eiss ICO ponce's. Ills ejes are gray
and set back, with heavy eyebrows; bis hair is
dark auburn and is not cut very close; his
whiskers are very thin, his arms long, his hsnds
Lard and calloused, and tbe muscles of bis cheek
are large.
