MARCH OF THE RAILROAD MEN.

They Make Another [mposiog Demonsira-
tion ia Honor of General Harrison,

The system, ensrgy and enthusiasm of the
Republican railroad men of this city were
splendidly iliastrated ia the demonstration of
lagt evening. It is bat little more than a week
since that notice of a parade of the railroad
clubs and a reception of General Harrison was
given out, but in that pericd a good deal of
efficient work was done by an intelligent com-
mittee on arrangements. The result was a dis-
play which will losg be remembered in the
bistory of the toreb-light demonstrations in this
eity ss one of the moat attractive ever wit-

nessed. It was Jollowad by & meeting at Tomlin-
son Hall whish, in point of numbers and fervor,
surpsssed any he.. during the present campaign.

At no time have there been greatef crowds on
the streets than last night, uaognu on the day
and evening when the Republicans recently
came from all of the Stato to renew their
devotion to the cange. Let the oye turn wher-
ever it would along the streets through which
the procession was to pass, and it fell wpon
erowds of enthusiastie people. Everywhere
were geen evidences of the people’s sarnestness
and interest in the Republican cause. )

As early as 7 o'clock the scene in the neigh-
borhood of University Park was a splendid one.
Hugdreds of rail lamps of all colora flashed
and twinkled in 85 many bands, giviog the
street the appearance of a wvast railroad yard
The drum corps kept up a continual racket “and
a oumber of glee cluba were getting im thelr
musie. Owing to the lateness of the arrivél of
the Terre Haute delegation, the march did nat
begin nutil after 8 o'clock. The delegation ar-
rived ahout 7:45 o’clock and was worth waiti:s
for (Y3 there were five hand
snd forty men in it and all were volers,
‘ihe Richmond elub also had a fine turnout.
thers beiog 192 of them. There was & Repub-
hecan g ot Lafayette, attended by the La-
fayetie asnd rt railroad clubs, which
accounts for their absence, bus of the Istter
some were here in line.

A. D. Shaw was grand marshal, and when he
got the line in order it moved with a platoon of
policemen and & drum eorps of twenty pieces at
the hsad. The Columbia Club followed, makiog
as usual a fine appearance. A drum and fife
corps of thim &uu came next and
after it was apamaker KEscort Club.
The Harrison Zoaaves, the First Voters, snd
another drum one of whose members car-
ried an imnomm-. were next in order.
The Porter Flambeau Club, with the Buagle
Drum Corps at its bead, and the Brotherhood
Baod theu filled up the line to the poict where
the Terre Hante model engine, with a nassenger
ear astached and filled with torch-bearers, had
its place in the procession. These models were
monnted on trucks and were drawn by six white
horses. The engioe is named the W. R Me-
Keen, in hovor of the president of the Vandalia
system. It was ri out with headlight, bell
and whistle. The whistle would blow the same
as that on any other eogine, it having a wind-
pump to supply the nechssary “‘steam.” Upon
the side the tender were the letters, “H. &
M R R* Upon the side of the

Following
the engine came the Claytos Drom Oox;r of
twenty pieces, as an eseort to the Terrs Haute
delegation Thia delegation was under the com-
wand of Wm. Reeves, and made a fine dppear-
anse with their red, white, blue and green
lamps. Then came a drum co and the Kich-
mood deiegation, with A. W. r&:mn command-
ing, and after them was Engine No. 544, be-
longing to the Ilndiavapelis Railroad Clab
The 544 is in commemcration of the
uvamber of votes Harrison received at Chisago
It 1s eallea sthe Col. C. S. Miliard, in honor of
the president of the car-works It was dfawn
by four horses, and Frank Miller acted as engi-
neer and Otis Burton, fireman. Red lights were
burued upon its stack along the entire line of
march. Then ecame the Indianapolis Railroad
Clab, a thousand strong, every oue a voter and
esch earryiug a lamp.

SReveral amusing sod suggestive baoners
were earried by the elub. The firss read:

The liveof march was from Penpsylvania west
on Miehigan to Meridian, south to Circle, around

demonstration, and as each club passed it got a

hearty recognition from its friends who filled
the sidewalks and windows in the vicinity.
General Harrison stood in the center of the
group on the baleony, lifting his hat in response
to the cheers of the marchers as they salated
him. Asthey passed beneath the patural arch
and went by the flaming jets at the hotel the

Most of this cheering was dane
by people who stood upon the seats and waved
flags, bsuvers, linterns, umbrelice, capes,
torches, hats, handkerchiefs and acything else
that was available, so that the demonstration
sppealed 1o the oye as well as the ear. Stand-
ing on the reporters’ tables and looking forward
or backward the audience looked like s mass of

shall pever forget this great demoustration of
your friendliness. [Great and prolonged cheers. |

Following the General's address, which was
cheered heartily throughout, the Harrison and
Morton Club sang “The Year of Jubilee,” and
Hon. Mathew O'Doherty, of Louisville, Ky.,
was introduced by Chairman Fineh. " Mer.
O’Doherty began his speech with an acknowl-
edgement of the hearty greeting he received,
which he said was very refreshiog after a long

sojourning among Kentueky Demoerats. After
some further pisparatory remark, be proceeded
to make an argumeat of cousiderable length
sgainst the claims of advocates of British free-
trade doectrines as o to the American sys-
:-m of proteetion, closing, he spoke as fol-
ows:

“I am miodful of the fact that a large num-
ber of those whom I bave the honor to address
to-night, like myself, first saw the suulight in
that ‘island of sorrow,’ whose sad history, better
than soything I have said tells of the biessings
that will certainly come to America when she,
too, becomes the dupe or vietim of British free
trade. Irish-American citizens bhave not and
cannot have io the pending or any future con-
test that may arise in American pelitics, an in-
terest separate or distines from that of the great
masses of Americans geverally, America's in-
terest is their interest, Jor this ia their home
and must be that of their descendants
sa well, While this is so, it is as useless to
deny as needless to econceal the fact, that as
‘the burned child dreads the fira’ more than
the child who has not been burned, “so Irish-
American citizens are more appreheosive than
others may be of what British statecraft and
British cunning may accomplish when Britain
plays for a great prize, such as the American
markets would be to her,

“If we knew nothing of Irish history, the
history of America would sufficiently warn us
against the designs of British free-traders.
When unwise and unpatriotic men were plan-
ning the overthrow of the Union of the States,
when the armed hand of rebellion was raised to
strike down the starry banper, Eoglish free-
traders saw, or thought they saw, their oppor-
tunity. The headquarters of the Confederacy
was only nomically at Richmond, the real head-
quarters was in Loudon, where the confederats
bonds were discounted, and where they are still
held, and where they will remain, let us
bhope, for some time to ecome. But
why did England batk the misguided
mean of the South in their mad effort to over-
tura the government of Washington and Jeffer-
son! Was it that she leted the men of the
South any better than she did those of the
North?! Oh, po. Read the Confederate States
Constitution, Article 8, and you will soon see
why Eagland backed the South. It was because
the South had guaranteed to maintain British
free ¢rade. No protestive tariffs were ever to be
imposed. The agreement was not to hang on
any mere statute, which might be changed by a
majority vote in Congress, but was incor-
porated in the Coustitution itseif, and thus
placed securely beyond the reach of sceident.
My friends, the peonle of the South ought to
thank God that they [failed to maintain
that constitution. and that they were saved
from the ruin it would have brought upon them,
by Abraham Lincola and the Republican party.

nder that clanse in their Constitution the Con-
federate States would have been as hopelessly
at the mercy of England as either Ireland or
Indis, and she would as ruthlessiy bave
plundered them of their wealth and substance,
They would by this time have had 2!l the ex-
perience the countries named have had, includ-
iog most probably periodie famices. Until re-
cently, ever since the war, England bas cher-
ished no hope of ecapturiog tbe American
market. But she appears tr bave taken new
courage and new hope, and ths evilonce is not
lacking to show that berstatesrienand diplomates
are leaving nothing undone :» improve the op-
portunity which Grover Clevelana’s candidacy
affords them. Indeed the present aspect of
affairs in America presents most serious matter
for the :ouideuliou of every gceod American
citizen.

Following Mr. O'Doberty, Chairman Fineh ac

pounced that John IL. Griffiths, who was

announced as one of the speakers on the pro-
gramme, was unable to speak on sceount of

throat trouble, and he introduced A. F.
Potts, who sent the dudience home in good

bumor by a riogiog little speech and some

humorcua stories applicable to the present politi-
eal sitoation.

INCIDENTS OF POLITICS.

Chalrman Jeweti's Lnat Appeal to Demo-
cratiec Workers and Heelors.

Although the doors are locked at Demoeratic
headquarters, and no one can gain admission
without the sanetion of a vigilantsentinel at the
wicket, the large force of clerks there are busy
sending out cireulars which are to be read
betwesn the lines. Every Democratic com-
mitteeman and heeler, whoreceives ons or all of
this series of campaign instractions iu the form
of appeal, knows exactly what to do. Oun the
face of the text, to the uninitiated, it appears
insignificant, but behind it is a meaning to put
in operation, every illegal method that can be
used to steal Indians from the Republicans,
The plugeing of Demoeratio election precinets
is the starting poict. Thaf means the wholesale
use of reveaters where the chauces agaipst them

are supposed to be reduced o a minimum. Bus
after this the juggling with ballots by Dem-
oeratic inspectors and judges is to come in, to be
followed by adents in manipulating the count
and the taliy-sheets.

On Wednesday last Chairman Jewett flooded
the State with a cirenlar in which he has eon-
siderable to say about the im of the is-
sue to be decided.

If you
know of any Republican, Greenbacker, Prohibitionist,
Union Labor mau, independent or tariff reformer,
who you think would like to see Grover Cleveland
econtinued in office, go and see him in a privale way
and furnish bim with one of these tickets. They can
be readly.pasted over any of the other regular tick-
ets. KRespectfully,

These tickets are pringed in light blue ink, on
white paper, and have the mucilage on them s0
they can be used as pasters. They represent
only one of the mauny schemes which Si Sheerin
said, some time ago, gave him confidence in the
abllity of the Democrats to earry the State.
Whiie watching repeaters, Republicans should
never lose sight of these tickets packages of
which every Democratic worker and heeler will
have about him.

But there is another set of pasters, which bave
at their head the names of the Republican can-
didates for President and Vice-president, Harri-
son and Morton, but they are followed by the
pames of the Democratic electors. A ticket of
thia kind is void, and when objected to in the
ccunt, will perhaps be thrown out. Inthat case
the voter who, under the impression that he has
cast his ballot for Harrison and Morton, will
lose his vote, as the voting must be for
electors. But in many Democratie precincts
where Demceratic election boards will attempt
to override the Republicans thess fraudulent
tickets will be counted. Bat, whether counted
e* not, each ticket of this kind that goes into
the ballot-box is a Democratic gain.

The General's Receptions and Speeches.

A glance over the files of the Journal for the
past four monthe furnishes some interesting
figures connected with the part Gen. Harrison
has borne in the Republican presidential can-
vass of this year, since bis nomication at Chica-
go, in June last. These files contain no
record of the Iimmense correspondence
which bhe bhas supervised and kept up—
a correspondeoce 1 waieh no  letter
bas been left unanswerad and in which mauy

'atters of compliment and econgratulation have
receivea prompt attention. It is only the pub-
{io speeches and the services iocident to the
publis receptions beld by General Harrison
that are recorded in the Journal files since the
Jiepublican nomination at Chieago, but these
considered in convection with th¢ eraracter of
the addresses delivered and the circumstances
under which many of such recsptions were held
pnot only show the intellectual and moral force
of the Republican presidential candidate, bat
also illustrate his remarkable pbysical vigor
and staying powers, that have left him at tbe
close of an arduous campaign as fresh and vig-
orous a8 when he entered upoo its duties.

Sinee the day of his nommnation the General
bas received 104 visiting delegations. Thisnum-
ber represeuts really the receptions, but on
many occasions he addressed 1n a body several
distines delegations. The persons comorising
them numbered 150,000, »ut &il of them wers
not formally addressed. His speeches nomber
sixty-eignt, covering 20,000 words. In addition
to this are the receptions includicg his attend-
ance on the reunion of his old regiment at Clay-
ton, Sept 15, and his journey to Middle Bass
island and return, which will advance the num-
ber of persons greeting him 75,000. In this
group of flgures he is to he credited
with eleven speeches, containing 5,000 words.
Altogether he has shakeo bands with one-half

the number of persons given. But to these
figures must be further added resident and non-
resident spectators who were not ivcluded in the

delegations received at University Park snd

Tomlinson Hall. The individoal callers will in-
orease the uzruat.e by thousands, but their

number can not be approximated as the Johroal

has no aecord of it.

Republican Noounday Meetings,

A novel, and so far as Indianapolis or the
Weat is concerned, a wholly new campaign
feature was inaogurated yesterday by the Re-
publicans. It is that of having nooanday as-

gemblies for business men—something on the
order of experience meetings. The plan bhas

been followed in New York and other Eastern

cities for several years, and they have proven
both interesting aud Leuveficial. The meetings
wers started here at the request of many busi-
ness men, who, having an hour of leisure at

noon, helleved they could thereby bencfit esch
other and their party. Although but a Lrief an-

nouncement of yesterday’s meetiog bad been
made, the large room in the New Denison Block
occopied by the Republican county central com-
mittee was erowded soon afier neon. With the
basiness men were guite a number of jstrangers
ia the city, who bappened to be Jaasaing by, and
l;;orhspl out of curiosity, dropped into the meet-
2.

1t was at once evident that the meetings were
going to be a success, sod whe large crowd was
soon in an enthusiastic mood. Some campaign
songs were sung and there were epeeches by
Willey L. Brown, of Garden City, Kaun.;
iam Dudley Foulke, T. M. Burns, of the Irish
World, New York; Patrick Kelleher, and Mr.
Brewer, colored, of Vinceones. The speechea
ocenpied ten mivutes each, and kept
the erowd continuoally avplaadiog. Each
one took up s siogle issue of the campaign, and
without any attempt at oratory explaized in a
simple mauner why the Republican party should
be supported. A few mioutes before 1 o'clock
the meeting adjourned with three chears for
Geperal Harrison. The meetings will be con-
tinued st the same time and place all this week.
There wiil be a glee club present each day, an
weli as several sntertaining speakers. Men of

all parties are requested to attend.

How Demoerats Are Buying Votes.

The secret plaus of the Democratic managers
are being gradually but completely exposed.
That they will depecd upon fraud and boodle
to carry the day there cau be mno doubt. Yes-
terday ooe of the men, who was hired by them
ostensibly to peddle tickets on election day, but
really to votethe Demoeratic ticket, revealed
some things that show how Taggart's and

Jowett's committees are working. They have for
several weeks been employing men of doubtful
politieal standivg as ticket peddlers or checkers
on election day. The Republican managers
bave a list of these men, Some of them are in

the Ninth, Seventeenth and Eighteeath warda
The Decocratiec cominittes has a regular scale of
election prices for workers. The ticket-peddlers
are to receive 86 for their day's work; the check-
er of votes, £10; the enallenger, 10, and the
men to swear in votes from $10 upwards. There
are to be at least ten ticket-paddlers at each pre-
cinet, and the intention of the Demecrats is to
have just as many of these men as possible
doubtful voters. *'It will be we!l for these gen-
tiemen to consult Section 1 of the Campbell bill,
Acts 1853, page 53.” said an attorney yesterdav.
The section says that whosoever hires, buys, or
offers to hire or buy, or farnishes any
money or other meaus to be used
or permits bis money or other means to be used
to induce him to buy auy person to vote or re-
frain from woting for auvy candidate for any
office, shali be fined, ate.” That these men are
being hired by the Democratic mansgers thers
can be nodoubt, and those who are engaged in
this business shouid be prosecuted. If the Re-
publicans have the names of men who have been
thus bought, legal steps should at once be taken.
The men can be p?nilh-d in the United States
courts, under the decision in tha Coy case.”

Instructed by Coy,

One who was formerly high in the councils of
the Democratic party, sut who is againet them
now, said vesterday: ““The Republicans muss
watch every turn on election day. They must
not only wateh the voters, but the boards. Tom
Taggars received his political education under
Sim Coy, and is tlonnghly acqnainted with his
methods. Oune of Sim’s favorite tricks, which,
no doubs, will be tried a,ain this tioee, was to
have a certain nsumber of double tickets voted.

These tickets were foided ons inside the other,
and would separate when they fell iu the boZ.
It is vecessary to have the assistancs of the in-
apeciur to insure complete suceess of this scheme,
aud us their officers are nearly the same as
two years ago, it is safe to say the same plan
ﬂ“:ﬂn operation this year.

The Men Who Neyer Vote.
o the Editor of the Iudianapolis Journal:

It the question were asked, “‘Can a man be &
patriot who deliberately refuses to vote!” a ve-
hement reply in the negative would spring from
the lips ol nine out of every ten American eiti-
zens. . Tte tenth, if reports are correct, would
be compelled, from personal motives, to say yes,
or to remain silent. Ten per cent of the en-
franchised ciass, it is said, fail to exercise the
highest right, even in the most hotly-contested
election. It seems incredible. Yet these men
are, as a rule, what is termed respectable. They
are law-abiding. Notinfrequently they are men
of intellect and culture. Not infrequently they
take upon themselves superior airs, and are per-

baps honestly imbued with an ‘‘I-am-helier-than-
thou" feecling. Perhaps, if they were to give
expression to their sentiments, they would say,
“Miziog in the dirty pool of polities is not the
proper business for men of our ealiber.” Poor,
deluded creatures. The humblest man who
conscientiously casts his ballot is theiwr
superior _in manhood, the noblest and most
to be desired element of character a man can
possess. It is pbarisaical pride aud selfishness
which keeps a man out of pelitics for fear he
might soil his little finger, when a matter affect-
ing the welfare of a vation is to be Cecided.

But it is probably more of ten indifference than
pride which leads men to be ncn-voters. For
S0me reason, many men have no realizing sense
of their own responsibility in regard to politics.
They are willing to truat aflairs of government
to others. They naturally ucderestimate tbe
value of their own vote. They are Laodicians,
weak in manhood, and of comparatively little
worth as citizens; objects, perhaps, of pity,
rather than of blame. A third class of pon-
voters are simply moral cowards. They do net
want to share in the responsibility of what may
be a bad government. hey do mot eare to have
politieal prineciples which they must defend.
They will not risk making enemiea by a parti-
sanship which would be, in a manner, thrust
upon them if they voted—and they, too, find
comfort im that trite insult to politice implhied
io the words “a dirt{ poel.”

If these men could only bs made to under-
atand that they do notescapetheir goveromental
responsibility by not voting! If they could only
be made to understand that as long as they hold
the right of franchise, they share in the govern-
ment by not voting, as well as by voting! In
case of wrong measures and enactments, they
are, perhups, doubly respossitle, for they have
refused even to lift their band in defense of the
eight.

‘Whnt should be done with such men? We
punigh treason with deatb. A man who wouid
destroy the government whose protection and
privileges he has enjoyed does not deserve any
mercy at its bands. A refusal to vote
is treason against the right of fran-
chise. It eit repeated, its only legiti-
mate punishment is dis{ravchisment. This
punishment, however, may be mitigated, with a
certain fairness, in one way—the best way pos-
sible under the present imperfect extensiom of
franchise. Let every man who, without an un-
daniably goed reason, fails at any time to vote
be disfrapchised. But let him vote by a substi-
tute, chosen from amoung the earpest, consei-
entious and able women who desire to exercise
their witbheld right ‘of franchise, and who ap-
preciate its importance. There would be some-
thing of the beauty of retributive justice in
placing these now-voters co & level with the
present great disfranchised class, compelled to
be “‘represented” (7) by the other sex.

The Origin and Some of the Advocates of the
Milis BillL

The real basis and groundwork of the Mills

tariff bill sbould ba kept steadily in mind, and
can be found in Article 1, Section 8, of the Con-
stitntion of the late rebel States, which reads as
follows: ‘‘The Congress shall bave power to lay
and collect taxes, duties, imposts and excises for
revecue necessary to pay the debts, provide for
the common defense, and earry on the govern-
ment of the Confederate States; but no boonties
shall be granted from the treasury, mor shall
any duties or taxes on importations from for-
eign nations be laid to promote or foster sny

branch of industry; and all duties, imposts and
excises shall be uniform throughout the Cen-

federate States.”

President Cleveland, in his message of Dee, 6,
1857, to Congress, says: ‘‘But our present tariff
laws, the vicious, inequitable and illogical source
of unpecesgary taxation, ought to be at once re-
visad and amanded. * * * The radical re.
duction of the duties imposed on raw material
used ir manufaccures, or its free importation, 18
of course an 1mportant factor in eay effort to
reduce the price of these necessarics. * * *
Sach reduction, or free imporiation, would
serve, besidcs, to largely reduce the revenue.”

The Mills tarif bill was reported in the na-
tional House of Reprosentatives April 2, 1888,
by Hen. Roger Q Mills, of Texas, who, in bis
speech of April 17, 1858, explaining the provis-
iohs of that bill, said: *“If we had mo tariff, if all
the costom-bousas were tora down and the gov-
ernment was supported by direct taxation. not
more than 10 per cent of all the manufactared
products consumed by all the people would be
imported into the country. We must make a
departure. Instead of layiog on the burdens of
taxation upon the necessaries of life, instead of
destroyiog our foreign commerce, we should en-
courage it as we wouald encoursge our home
commerce. We should remove every usneces-
sary burden. We should lay taxes to obtain
revenne, but mnot restrict importation. We
should place every material of manufactuore on
the free list, start up our fires, put onr wheesls
in moti”on and pat all our people st work at good

wages.

The first plank in the platform adopted by the
Demoeratic patiopal convention, at St. Loais,
June 7, 1888, reads as follows: ‘“The Demo-
cratic party of the United States, in national
couvention assembied, renews the pledge of its
