ISrrncnof Gocd Counsel and Impressive
Seirica at tho First Lutheran Church.

Ordination services were eondncted last night
by the Oiire Branch Synod at the First Lutheran
Church. Iter. 1L K. Fenner, of Louisrille,
preached the sermon to the candidates, and
took for his subjeet ''Ideas. Ideaa rule the
world, be said. Men and armies govern it only
because they are the expression of ideas. There
isatboufht, an idea backottbem tich con-

trols and directs then. The pea is mightier
than the sword. It fives a new idea to a thou
sand minds, while the sword destroys one
body. Ideas are pictures, painted by tbooeht,
and men's ideas are naturally of the earth,
earthy. Being of mundane origin they are of
material things, lien's imperfect ideas of the
Beity and loose ideas of God were advancing
tbem toward destruction. God derissd a
scheme aod by symbols and types etimulated
the minds of men tu a higher Ideal, and when
they were ready he gave them the
ditins Idea In tbe person of aa incarnate
Christ. In Jesus man saw the ideal man, and
the Christly idea Is cf hearen, heavenly, as op-

posed to the human Idea, which ia of earth,
earthy. A minister is an apostle of tho heaven
ly idea. Is is his duty to arrest men's thoughts
freta the earthly idea and tarn tbem to Christ,
who is the heavenly idea, and urge them to
adopt it To such a work ministers must de-

vote themselves. Tbay are the apostles of the
divine Idea, and go forth a the champions of
the Christ idea of life as it is, and of heaven as
it is to come. Tbo efSeient minister Is one who
produces results.

"Taere are several precepts you should al-

ways bear in mind," said he to tbe candidates.
One is, remember that you are servants of

God and ministers to the people. You have
chosen a vocation, and not a profession. You
choose not aa a lawyer, a doctor, or au artist.
They chose for the temporal benefits that may
Menu z them, whilo you are called of God.
Whether this be yoar riew, every man mutt
answer for himself. The Master aid
to j toe apostles. Ye did cot choose
me, but I choso you.' bald rani
'I am called o! God ' Yon are servants of the
Supreme Master, and it is to Him that you
must render an account, and not to the world.
The mess ace isiven to you to deliver, and you
are responsible for its faithful delivery. You
are not responsible for its contents, or for its
reception. You will be tvrapted to change tbe
word to suit circumstances. The ordination
ceremony does not make you a heavenly lord, a
spiritual detective, or an ecclesiastical police-
man. You are simply tbe Lord's servant, and
you are expected to preach Ilia word. Again,
to be efficient you most earnestly believe that
the Ifoepel is the wisdom and power of God.
The progress of the gospel has been the victori-
ous march of tbe incarnate idea. Nothing of it
has been lost in eighteen centuries. It is the
same gospel that thrilled tbe shepherds, that
made Herod tremble, and that awakecad Paul.
That gospel is given to you. Go forth
intense believers in its troth. Strive
to inject the Christian idea into men.
'I believe, therefore have 1 spoken,' said
PauL Tbe imputation of madness and the
sneers of tbe wise men never chilled the f.ame
of his enthusiasm. So must yoors be. Be-
lieve with ardency because tbe spirit of the
Master dwells in you. A negative preacher

m largely an inefficient preacher. The positive
preacher will exert power among men. lie be
lievea and speaks because the spirit forces him
to speak. Bat further, you mast speak as a
man among men. It is aa a brother that you
most minister to and win men. There is no
line of debarkation between yon and yoar
brothers. - Preach as a man who baa a message
from a king. Speak to men in their own
language and upon themes which will interest
them. Preach a cheerful, comforting gospel.
Strive to lift men up, and not depress them.
The worst preacher ia the discoursing preaeherJ
Men go away feeling that it was net good to be
there. The Master took for his text: Tbe
spirit of tho Lord is upon me, bseaose He
baa sent good tidings to the poor.'
Presea in a major aod not a minor
chord. Tbe Lord said 'I must work.' Write
thia across yoar table and upon every door in
Tour atudy. All depends upon this thought,
'As my Father has sent me even so send I you.'
Work so that yon can say at last, 'I have fin-

ished tbe work Tbou gavest me to do.' May
God bless and help you that you may persevere
to tbe end."

At the close of the sermon the licenses of
Peter Bowman and John Stein woro renewed
for another year, and Conrad Gastroek was or-
dained a minister by tbe president of tbe synod.
The ordination ceremony was quite impressive.
The candidate avowed his biief before the
synod in tbe tenets and doctrines of the
Lvangelleal Lutheran Church. He promissd
faithfully to at all times uphold and sustain
tbem and bo diligent iu prayer and tho study of
the Scriptures, and to abstain from false doc-
trines, lie then knelt and the president and
members ue exsminiog committee laid their
hands uj-o- a his head and pronounced him an
ordained mioisterof the Lutheran Church. The
other ministers then cave him the right hacd cf
fellowship and the ceremony was over.

1 GLIMPSE 01? LUITISH COLUMBIA.

Ons of Its Citizens Talks Interestingly Upon
Victoria's Trojress and Trade.

Mr. Alexander Phillips and wife, of Victoria,
B. CL, are visiting the family of Mr. Harry Sol
omon, on South Pennsylvania street. Mrs.
Phillips and Mrs. Solomon are sisters, and havo
not seen each other before in thirty-seve-n

years. Mr. Phillips is a hearty-lookin- g man of
about sixty-fiv- e, and is a native of England.
'Aboat the biggest story I shall have to tell

about Indianapolis when I co, home," said he,
will be In reference" to tbe natural gas. Of

course, we have all read about it, but a person
has no Idea of what it is to a community until
he actually sees it, and I don't expect they' will
believe more than one-ha- lf I will have to tell
them about it. The United States ' has
made some big changes since I first
knew it. I was one of the original 'JDers,
and went through all the gold excitement
in California, I went from there in IS32 to Vic-

toria and am considered one of the oldest aet
tiers. It was then a trading post of the Hudson
Bay Company. The stores were log houses and
an immense bnsiness was done with tbe Indians
for hundreds of miles around. There were very
few white men there, but now it is a eity of six-

teen thousand people. The Hudson Bay Com
pany has great stores aad warehouses now in
place of the log ones. Oar greatest business is
in coal, fura and fish. There are large canning
establishments and canned fish are shipped
from there to all parts of the world. The day I
came away there were four car-loa- ds of seal-

skins shipped by the Canadian Paelfio railroad
for England. They were tbe eatcb of English
schooners that had escaped the vigilance of the
United States. The fars were salted
and packed in barrels and the whole cargo
was of immense value, but you would
never have thought from .

Ice was selling
there this summsr for $1.00 per hundred pounds,
and I have a commission to bur an ice machine
for a firm there while I am in tbe States, as ice
can be manufactured cheaper than it can be
packed. Tbe climate is mild enoogh to raise
good grain, and we took the prize for the best
wheat at London two years ago. The
raising of gram is quite an industry
at Victoria, hot we have tbe fineas
Jlsh in tbe world, and that is the great industry.
There are a good many Indians there still, but
not like there were wben I first reached tbe
plies. They aw dyirgont like thty do evsry.
wbre else when tber eome in contact with
whit men. They are mostly Flatheads, Paeets
andQneen Charlotte Icdiantaod they live al-

most altogether by bunting and fishing. They
bring tbeir catch of fish into town and stil it
very cheap. One queer fish they catch they
eall oliean, er candle-fisb- , and when dried it will
born slowly like a candle, and give a brilliant
light It is also a splendid table fisb, better
then any 1 ever tasted anywhere."
