THE FARMER AND THE TARIFF.

How the Agriculturist Is Interested In the
Diversification of American Industry.

few York Mall and Kxrres. ...diversified industries are essential to indus
trial health of the Nation. The eountry ta more
prosperous to-d- ay becanse there are a large
number of different industries dependent upon
cne another and sustaining one another. In
other words, tbe more numerous are the indus-
tries of a country tbe larger and more lucrative
is the market for each. What is true of all is
true of every one. The more diversified
is . agriculture the more prosperous
are the farmers. Manufacturing towns
demand a varisty of farm products, and tbe
beneficent influence of protected manufacturing
industries has been . finely illustrated by the
growth of manufacturers and farms in tbe South
ern States, which onee raised cotton, rice and
tobacco and bought all it wore and much of its
subsistence. Uow rapidlr the manufacturing
interests of the South grew during tbe decade
from 1870 to 1880. when the first impulse rf
Northern enterprUe wss felt, is shown by the
following table comparing the per cent, of in-

crease in tbe value of products in certain North-
ern and Southern States:

As is now probably well known to the farm-
ers of the country, the Mills hill discriminates
aeainst tbem and in favor of the farmers of
Canada. There is a protective tariff in tbe Do-

minion which excludes our farm products, and
it ia suggested that our tariff should be abol-
ished. Canadian potatoes, now pay a duty of
15 eents a bushel. Last vear 1,228.403 bushels
were brought from Canada. ' The Mills bill pur-
poses to make them free, while Canada charges
a duty of 10 cents a bushel on potatoes imported
from tbe United States. Wool is made free by
the Mills bill Last year Canada sent
to this countey 1,610.128 pounds of wool
Beans pay a dnty of 10 per cent., and
Paeas from 10 - to 20 per cent. They
are pieced on the free list by tbe Mills bill. Last
year 697,741 bushels of these vegetables were
brought from Canada Into tbe United States
Caoada's rates on tbem are 15 and 10 cents a
bushel. In other words, tbe Mills bill will open
up our markets to tbe Canadian farmers, while
the Dominion keeps out the farm products of
the Uoited States. Tbe amount of farm prod-
ucts coming into the country from Csnada is
vsry grsat For example, in 18o7, the following
were some of the important importations from
the Dominion; 59,653 cattle, 450.175 sheep, 10.-351- .8

5 bushels of barley, 277.510 bushels of
whea , 13,682.914 dozen ergs, 200,203 bushels of
toalt and barley, 231,750 pounds of butter,

nonnds of rice.
Tbe farmers are more interested in the tariff

than they realize. A little more rather than
less protection would be good for them.

A Naturalist Tells Why tha Screens Do Not
Keep Them Ont.

Hew Tork Mail snd Express.
"How do the flies get into the house with

screens io all of tbe windows end doors?" is a
question asked by hundreds of housewives who
are annoyed by tbe pests. A naturalist wbo has
looked closely into the habits of the fly eaid:
"Tbe swarms of flies that are so troublesome
during the latter part of tbe summer and in tbe
fall hatch ont in tbe house. The screens shut
them in instead of keeping tbem out, and realiy
do more harm than good. It is physical y
impossible ro keep every fly out of the bouse to
the summer time, but by xercismsr a little care
thousands of them may be excluded.

"Nearly all the trouble Is esuiod by about e,
dozen sluggish specimens that emerge from
their winter retreats oo the first warm days of
spring. They may be found cn the sunny
windows of any room not in constant ose.
They should be killed at once, as tbey deposit
the eggs from which' the millions of summer
flies are hatched. Tbey are prolifla insect,
and one old fly is eapable of populating a
whole house with its progeny in a single sum-
mer. Instead of killing the first fly of the season
many people make a pet of it. Its sluggish-
ness and half-froze- n condition excite pity, and
it is not unusual for the most careful house
keeper to feed and warm it out of pure ten-
der heartedness. A folded towel should be kept
Paody. and the early flics killed as soon as they
appear. Thee if care U taken to leave no par
ticles of foed and sugar scattered around tbe
kitchon and dining-room- , acd to keep all sub
stances on w&lcn cies feed covered, there will
be no trouble from flies. . Some fsmilies wbo
take these precautions even dispense with
screens in the windows and doors. If the flies
eome in from outdoors, tb,ey find nothing to live
on, and seek more congenial quarters. It is best
to use screens, however, as
