Farnished Repeatedly to the Patients of
the State Hospital for the Insane.

Evidence Befora the legislative Committee
Showing the Putrid Food Farnished by
the Coy-Harrison-Sullivan Gang.

The testimony taken before the House and
Eenate legisiative cemmitiees investigating the
pressut Demoeratic management of the Insane
Hospital shows that the butter served to the
patients—one of the principal articles of food
comprised in the simpile diet of the institution—
is almost usiformly bad, and much of it abso-
lately rotten. The most of this bulter was
furnished by Jehn E. Sallivan, clerk of Marion
eounty, bead of the Marion cousty hospital

ring, and indictad for eonspiracy for the forgery
of tally-sheets. The evidence subjoined sLows

that maggoty butter was sarved to the patients
with the knowledge and consentof Dr Harrison,

president of the board of trastees. It has been
the policy of the board totake eredit to them-

selves for any good thing that may be done at
the bospital, and to shift all evils upon the head
of the superintendent, whom they appoint, and
for whose actions and omissions they are re-
sponsidle. PButin this case the evidence fixes
the knowledze and responpsibilicy direstly npen
them. The jobbery existing in the store-room,

where 810,000 worth of goods are handled every
month, and the vile food which finds its way
through this channel to the patients’ table,
stamns these men as dastards who should be
bhurled from their places by an indigosnut aod
outraged ecommonwealth,

The trustees being nnable to refuls this testi-
mony, introduced s witness to prove that mag-
gots were really regarded as a great dellcacy by
epicures—leaving the inference, of course, that
it was entirely proper to fsed them to insane
patients

LETTERS FROM THE PEOPLE.
Free Trade lnmo Solid South,

To the Editor of the 1ndianavolis Journak

I bave just ficished reading Gien. Lew Wal.
Isce's speech at Wingate, as published in the
Journal, Oct 28. 1 have been all summer in &
state of amazement that Republican eampaign-
ers bave not pressed home the point of that
great speech. They may know more of pelitics.
than Ido, and they may think tbat the same
end can be reached in apother way. It may be
that the temper of the peopls will not hear a
further contest with the hot-bloods of the South,
—that they will not enlist longer ic a sectional
coutroversy. Some of onr great journsals and
magazines seem to think so. But those South-
rons entertsin no such sentimentalism. They
sreWectiooal to the last degree. While a “solid

South” exists we cannot evade & sectional cou-
troveray.

“The tarifi” is not the greatest question in our
politica. The question is, shall we be ruled by
a solid South? or sha!l we be ruled by a solid
country! Toe tariff is an issue and perbaps a
ieading issue, bstwean the country on the one
hand and the solid South on the other hand, and
it is & prominent question in our politics be-
eause the solid Sonth is a solid mase of free-
traders, a1 d they are all free-traders becanse
they know that free trade will degrade laboring
men.

The rulers of the South have for generations
been men of leisare. They have bad leisure to
study politics. and their idea of polities bas al-
ways been that of class rule, the rule by the au-
thority and power of the governing class.
Their Iabor was parformed by their slaves and
their silaves were driven under the lash. The
white men amone them wioo had to work for a
living were ruied more mercilessly than their
glaves. Those who could not be reduced to the
level of the “poor white trash” were killed or
driven out of the country.

These gensrationd of study and exparience in
governing on one side, aud the experience on
ihe otner side of being ruled with
s rod of iron, made it possible
to continue thair rule after slavery
wad abolished. Their shrewdness enables
them to ses that the continuance of this role de-
pends oo the continued degradation of labor.
They know that free trade 1n this eountry will
not only hold their own laborers in vassalage,
but will inevitably draz down all the laborers in
the country. When they owned the land and
held the laborers as slaves they may have besn
free-traders on mere bDusiness considerationa.
Bot now it is with them a shrewd foresight of
political resulta. Nothing so favors eclass rule
as free trade,

General Wallace is right. The issue uow is
what it was in 1560. And the state of the econ-
test i3 nearly what it was then, except the dan-
ger of war. The South has had enough of war.
But the South was as solid then as it is now. It
was intent then on the rule of the Nation; and
#o it is now. The South overrsached itself then
and made the North solid against them. There
is hope that they have dome so again. The
South dominated the Demoeratie party then,
and it does go now. ar cholce now, therefore,
is between the complete overthrow of the Dem-
oeratie party and submission to the rule of the
men who once fought to destroy the country
they could no longer govern.
