3. Whoever, by reward, bribery, intimidation, or
other unlawful act, induces one to vo:e illegally, or
offers to indaee one to vote who is not a legal voter,
may be fined SoOO and imorisoned.

A. Whoever, by threat, intimidation, bribery, offer
or reward, induces another person to vote who is not
a legal voter in the preeinet, may be fined $500 and
imprisoned.

5. Any election officer who receives the rote of
ary person not a leffid voter, or who refoses to re-

ceive the vote of anjece who is entitled to vote, may
be fined 500 aod imprisoned.

6. Every officer of an election where a member of
Congress is voted for, whether the election is held
tinder the law of the United States, or under the law
of a State, who negiects or rfues to comp'.y with the
United States or State laws, or who violates any of
tbe laws of either State or United States, or who
makes false certificate of the results of such election,
or who neglects cr refuses to make the proper cer-
tificate according to the votes east, or who counsels or
aids others to do either, or omits to perform ais dntv
under the law, may be puni&hed by a fine of $1,000
or by imprisonment.

7. Every judge, inspector, or other officer of elec-
tion who omits or refuses to receive, count, and re-
port every le?al vo on the proper showing, shall for.
feit the sum of $500, with costs.

8. Every such election officer, or person, who, by
threats or unlawful means, hinders, delays, prevents,
or obstructs any citixen from votinc at any election
in any State, district, county, township, etc, shall
forfeit the sum of $500 and costs.

0. When two citizens in cities and towns of 20.000,
and ten citizens in any county district petition the
judge of the United States Court to do so, he shall
appoint for each precinct of such cities and such
counties, two citizens residents of the several pre-
cincts, who shall be of different political parties, and
shall be known as supervisors of election.

10. Such supervisors shall attend the elections,
and may challenge any vote offered by any person
whom either of them may doubt as legal and shall
be and remain where the ballot-boxe- s are kept after
the polls are open and until every vote is east and baa
been counted. They shall scrutinize, count and can-
vass each ballot in their precinct.

1 1. The proper officers and their deputies may ar-
rest, before or after voting, any person who commits
or attempts to commit any offense against the laws.

12. In the absence of the proper officer or depu-
ties, the supervisors of elections may make the arrests
for violations of the election laws.

The State laws are set forth in a manner
equally explicit, as follows:

1. To be a legal voter one must have resided six
months in the State, sixty dsys in the township, and
thirty davs in tbe precinct where he votes.

2. A person who is not a letal votor, who votes, or
offers to vote, may be fined $500 and imprisoned.

3. Whoever votes, or offers to vote, In the wrong
precinct may be fined $500 and imprisoned.

4. Any one coming from another State who is not a
legal voter in this State, and votes, or offers to vote,
may be fined $1,000 and imprisoned five years.

5. Whoever hires, or solicits, any oce to come Into
this State from another State, or trom another coun-
ty, township or rrec net to vote illegally may be fined
$1,000 and be imprisoned.

C. Whoever votes more than once at any election
may be fined $1,000 and imprisoned.

7. Whoever hires, buys, or offers t hire or buy,
with money or other means, any one to vote, or to re-
frain from votinr. for any candidate or candidates
may be fined $ 1,000 and disfranchised.

Whoever sells, barters, or offers to sell or barter
his vote for either money or property, or anything of
value to any one maybe fined $1,000 and disfran-
chised.

In addition to this excellent service the Com-
mittee of One Hundred is devoting ita attention
to prevent violations of the above laws. It has
issued posters offering liberal rewards for the
detection and conviction of illegal voters.

Joseph Hunter, the candidate for the
First district, was alwaya a willing tool of the
htt!e bo and did "his bidding. As a reward
for thie Coy secured for him his nomination.
The K,dnae is tru5 of Frank Emmerich, the can-
didate for the Third district. This man was a
justice of the peace for Waynw townehip, and
for stupidity tu the dieoharge of bis duties never
had an equal In the history of this county. It
was to him that Keinnold always had his eases
eent whea a chance cf venue was taken from
this township, and Emmerich never disap-
pointed that worthy. When no constable in
Center towns&ip would five Reinhold a deputy-shi- p.

Emmerich had hln provided for in his
court.

Beeier is not running against
Hunter and vice versa. If a person should vote
for Beeier and scratch Hunter, thus leaving Em-
merich's name still en the ticket, both names
would have to be rejected and eounted for
neither, because the voter has voted for two
men for one office, if both men were voted for as
candidates for the Third district, but if Beeier
was vcttd for as a candidate far the First dis-

trict, and for wnieh Mr. Osboro is the Republican
nominee, and for Emmerich for the Third, the
vote would be counted ae one vote for Emmer
ich as commissioner ot the Third district, one
vote for Beeier as a candidate for the First; but
not for the Third district, for which he Is the
candidate, thus losing him one vote.
