Pourraxp, Nov. L—Nevor in the history of
the State has such a erowd in eastern Indiana
grested a public speaker s gatlered at Portland
to-day to hear Joha Sherman, the great Senator
of Obio, This is his first appearancain ladiana,
and ss he stepped off the train, as cariy as 8
o'elock, the streets were crowded with enthu-

siastic Depublicana, The reception committee,
assisted by 400 first votera and 300 lad es and geo~
tlemen on horseback, headed by the Winshester
Baud, escorted bim to his hotel. Special traios
were run from Lima, Munecie, Richmond and
Fort Wayne, and Raudolph, Blacktord, Wasne,
Adams aud Wells counties, Indiana, ana Mercer
couniy, Ohio, tributed to swell the crowd,
Toe streels wore a soa of enthusiastic Repub-
licava, The industrial parade exeseded any
other such demonstration in magnitude. Theshoe-
maker, hard at work, the blacksmith, the handle
factory turcing out handles, the buteusr and
briek-mason, bundreds of mechanies on beau-
tifully-decorated wagons, working at their dif-
ferent trades, was a sight chesred by the thon-
sande of voters on the streets, and will stimulate
all to another last effort next Tuesday. Three
day meetings were held to accommodate the
crowd. They were addressed by Secator Sher-
wan, Hon. R S Gregory, of Muncie, and Henry
U. Johnson, of Ricbmond. The crowd was es-
timated at 25,000. In the course of Lis speech
Mr. Sherman said:

“Fellow-citizens, Liadies and Gentlemen—An
enterprising Democralre paper recently said
that John Sherman aand the Republicans Lad
given up Indiaas.

In fact, itis
not in the power of the Dsmocratie party to
give a single treaty or diplomatic procedure they
have made with Great Britain which redounds
to the honor of this country. Now, when Gen-
eral Grant was our President, we bad the most
embarrassing, the most trying, the most del-
icate gquestion o the world to  set-
tle with Great DPritain—the question of
the Alabama claims, The Democerats
could not have settled these elaime; bat, gentle-
men, Grant's administration settled them with
honor to the econntry, with peace between both
countries, and with the mutual respect of both
countries. The Demoeratic party, in the first
place, has blustered with Great Britain and then
surrendered. The Republicen party has never
blustered, and bss never had anything to sur-
render. [Great unplanse.] They have always
condocted themselves with dignity; they have
maintained the honor of the ecountry, and they
have bad respeet from their opponents. They
bave never sought war with Great Britain,
pever. When they agresd with Great Britain—
and made Great DBritain agree to it, that we
would submit the Alabama claims to arbitration,
we gained not only a vietory for ourselves, but
we gained a victory for all humanity, and we did
more than any other nation in the nipeteenth
century to bring to a close the bloody arbitra-
ment of the world We did more to establish
peace as the Jaw and the rule between nations;
we did more to add to the great glory of inter-
natiopal arbitration, aod added the best chapter
to international law, and Great Eritain respects
the United States when under the Republican
party more than when under the Democratic
party. All the precedents bave been io the line
of honor to ourselves sud fair adjustments with
opponents.”

WasHiNGTON, Nov, L—At the State Depart-
ment the utmust reticénce is manifested regard-
ing the Sackville matter, Secretary Dayard
himselt 15 ahsent from the ecity, and those in
charge refuee absolutelyto eay anyihing what-
ever upon the subject. The somewhat severe
criticisma which the Secretary received in sev-
eral guarters because be had spoken freely to
reporters has served to elose up the departiuent
as an avenue of information as efJectuslly as
the criticism of the Secretary himself has clesed
the British leeati on against all seekers after in-
formation. Mr. J. Finoer, chief clerk of the
department, was asked to-day if it was the in-
tention of the depariment to give out for pub
lication the leiter of Secratary Bavard to Lord
Sackvillee He replied that it weas not, and no
information regarding it wcold be pnbhnhoﬂ
unless Congress should demand copies of the
letter, in which event it would be submitted o
the houss calling for it, in all probability, and
by that means it may becoma public property.

Very little can be learned as to ex-Minister
West's intentions. There was a rumor carrent,
to-day, to the eTect that his Lordship intends to
leave for New York to-might, and would sail di-
rectly to London. This rumor could not be
traced to any reliable source, and it was utterly

impossible to get any information regarding the g

movements of the ex-mioister at the legation
butlding. When vour correspondent sent a note
there, this afternoon, asking Second Secretary
Herbert whether or not the report was true, he
was met by a courteous but firm declination to
ssy anythine whatever upon the subject. Lord
Sackville has bpeen in atiendance upon the raccs
this week, and seems to have enjoyed the sport
in spite of the strain under which he labors.

It iz said that he risked some money and sue-
ceeded in capturing a good mavy American dol-
lars yesterday aund to-day, which may prove
some alight balm to his wounded feslings. The
ex-minister seems to be prepariog for a speedy
departure; whether or mnot he will leave Wash-
ington this week is problematical, but around
the lagation building, to-day, there were eri-
dences of preparation for leaving. Several
truoke and portmanteans were sent away to b
repuired, and the servants were bustiing around
as though encaeesd in collecting together the
personal property of the ex-minister’s family.
The only thivg which could beleairncd éolinitely
was that cae of the classst of the minister's
diplomatic friends said to avother friend, this
afternoon, that Lord Sackvilie will leave before
the 15th. In diplomatic circles here, this after-
poon, the opinion was very freely expressed
that Lord Sackville will be assigned so some
other mission. The general opinion was that
his next assignment would be in thy nature of a
promotion, and that St. Petarsburg would be his
ministerial residence. This, of course, is mere
surmise, as nothing can be known as to the in-
teusions of the British Foreign Office.

The Feeling 1o England.

Loxpox, Nov. L—Although nearly every one
deplores the neceesity for Mr. Bayard’s action
in giviog Lord Sackville bis passports, the ma-
jority of Eoglishmen who have oxpressed
opinions on the subject are unshaken in the be-
lief that the chief fault lies in the needless cold-
blooded delay of Lord Salisbury. The latter is
charged with the responeibility of the humilia-
tion of England’s representative, which eould
aud should Leve been averted. Lord

Salisbury failed to realize that the ap-
proaching American elections made
promptness o the matter on his part impera-
tive. His eritics declare that he ought to have
acted immediately in the affair and recalled the
wminister whose indiscretion and undiplomatio
conduct made his presence in Ameriea as Eng-
land’a representative, imprasticable. They com-
