An Interview with Mr. Fishback.
Tbe Hon. W. P. Fishback, while In Cincin-

nati day before yesterday, in an interview ap-

pearing In the Commercial Gazette, of tbat city,
eaid in reference to tho situation in this State:

"I have male speeches in about fifteen coun-
ties, and have had talks with many campaign-
ers, among them Governor Porter, who bas
made over forty speeches, and other speakers
who bave made fifty speeches. Governor Por-
ter told me tbat the Republican gains all over
the State were steady and regular; that they
were uniform in all quarters, but particularly
so in the rural districts, while large gains are
reported on reliable Information from many of
tbe cities. In 1860 we gained three and one-ha- lf

Anlisn George 0. Jona Brings Forward in
ft Forcible Interview Mr. Fishback and
ExSecretarj Windomonthe Situation.

Mr. Georee O. Jones, of New York, chairman
of tbo national Greerfcack committee, arrived
at the New Denison yesterday. In answering a
representative of the Journal as to bis views on
tbe questions, candidates and prospects of this
campaign, be said: "The National Greenback
party bas no candidates in tbe field to vote for
at tbe coming election. Therefore, I am not
taking any Interest in tbe can?ass beyond
the results which would be likely to follow a

of the United States Sopreme
Court If Mr. Ci7sltnd thosM be re-elect-

President. I hare nothing to say on the tariff,
labor or other Issues as tbey are presented in
this canvass, nor of the merits or demerits of
partita or candidates, except to point to their
record on tbat question, and I feel great delicacy
even in doing tbat in this State, where I have
friends whom I esteem, very highly, whose per-

sonal and political welfare is largely interested
the result of your comiLg election. I know of
no better way to answer your inquiries than to
band you an interview of mine published in yes-
terday's Detroit Tribune."

The interview referred to begins with extracts
from a report just issued by a committee ap-

pointed by the National Graback convention
held at Cincinnati last September.

These extracts set forth that while there Is &

difference of opinion amouz good Greenbaekera
od question s of tat ifif and labor, tbey are unsnl-toou- s

in their approval of the deoisioa of the
Lnited States Supreme Court rendered March
3, 18S4, declaring legal-tende- r paper money,
authorized by Congress, to be constitutional
money. "That decision said Mr. Jones,
'was rendered with the concurrence of seven

judges of the court, and but one dissenting opin-
ion, that of Judge Field, a Democrat, was filed.
Since that time, President Cleveland bas aD-point- ed

two judges to fill vacancies caused by
the death of the Republican members of the
courts tad both of them have indicated their
opposition to tbe spirit of tbat decision. Justice
Lamar did not vote, while in tbe Senate, on the
bill relating to resumption of specie payments,
but voted against the art to reraonetize silrer,
and Chier-juatic- e Melville W. Fuller, in an ad-
dress before tbe Illinois Bar Assoeiation, Jan.
12, 18SC, said bo did not agree with
the decision of tbe Supreme Court above referred
to. By tbe record, therefore, of tbe last two
Democratic judges appointed, it will be seen that
tbe Supreme Court now stands five to three as
ajaralnst seven to one In favor of that decision
when it was rendered, and that two more like
changes would leave that court subject to a re-
versal of that decision. As to tbe disposition of
President Cleveland in this matter it is only
necessary to add that in bis aeccod report to
Congress, Mr. Cleveland's Secretary of the
Treasury eaid: I cannot myself believe the
voters of tbe several States will ever decide tbat
their federal government holds as sovereign a
power to Issue and reiaaue treaaury notes aod
make them a legal tender in payment of private
debts as it has to coin money and borrow it"

After same further discaasion of the poaitlon
taken by President Cleveland, Mr. Jones re-
called the letter written to tbe one hundred
Drmocratio members of CoDgreas by Mr. Cleve-
land, before be became Presideut, arguing
Against tbe further coinage of silver dollars.
"Among tbe first acts of his administration,"
said Mr. Jones, "be set aside $100,000,000 in gold
to redeem and retire greenbacks, whieb time
should have taosht him noonewaots redeemed.
Tbat gold still remains in tbe treasury
to swell its much talked of sur-
plus. Senator Beck's resolution, which
passed the Senate unanimously, last April,
providing tbat silver certificates be issued to
take tho place of all national bank notwe retired
from circulation, bas been slumbering ever sioce
in the House committee on ways and means
through executive influence.

"President Cleveland's English policy regard-
ing finance and the defense of true Democrat
American priociplee are widelv different ques-
tions, and both have their defenders within the
ranks of tbe present so called Democratic party.
Ia view of tbe advanced age of most mem-
bers of the Supreme Coart who agreed on the
legal-tende- r decision wben it was rendered, and
of the changes which must soon be made in that
body, tbe views end opinions of candidates and

amount, $13. Yesterday afternoon, while W.
O. McKinnjy, sergeant of the court, was walk-
ing down Pennsylvania street, near tbe post-oCic- e,

he mot O'Neal, who, he says, was drunk
and takine up nearly the entire sidewalk.
Knowing tbat the fine had not been' paid,
and that Superintendent Boone bad no authori-
ty to release any prisoner without direction of
the Mayor, tbe Sergeant placed O'Neal under
arrest He started to the station-bous- e with
him. and had reached Court street, when Thos.
Kearney,a saloou-keeper,steppe- d between O'Neal
and Kinney, and told tne former to run. O'Neal
started and would have escaoed bad not the
Sergeant frightened bim by firing a couple of
shots into tbe air. Mayor Denny and the police
court officials were surprised when they heard
tbat O'Neal waa at liberty, after Boone bad sev
oral times been given positive instructions tbat
he would be held for contempt if he ever again
released prisoners without authority from the
Mayor.

A reporter of the Journal telephoned to the

wora-uousv- , iu uuuraiier tuo capture oi vj.oai,
and a man named Stevens, a guard there,
answered tbat be bad received the money for
O'Neal, and had released him. Mayor Denny
was asked what he proposed to do io the case,
and be said, I had trouble witn uoone over a
year ago. Although he bad no authority to re
lease prisoners, he kept continually doing so.
and the money received by him was taid in at
long intervals. ISo correct account of what he
received was ever kept, I think. When it came
to my knowledge tbat he bad been releasing
prisoners and receiving money, I directed him to
make a report to me of all the fines be had col
lected. After some delay he paid in something
over 8100, and at the time admitted tnat there
might be some cases he bad overlooked. After be
bad made tbe settlement I wrote bim a letter
instructing him that from that date forward no
prisoner should be relsased by bim until a reg
ular remittance, signed by myself or clerk bad
been received at the work house. Mr. Boone
received tbe letter, because in a dav or two aft-
erward be telephoned to Sergeant Taffe at the
station-hous- e that he would release no more
prisoners on telephone messages. To show
further that be understood tho order aud that I
thought be was acting in good faith, not more
than three weeks ago he came to my house ono
night with tbe money for a prisoner, and as I
keep blanks at home, I wrote out a remittance
and gave it to him. Now it seems that money
is being received at the work-hous- e, and prison
ers being turned out without any authority
from me, a thing, under the law, IMr.
Boone has no more right to
do than a guard at Michigan City has to release
a prisoner in tbe penitentiary without a pardon
from the Governor. I bave been. trifled with
long enough. How am I to know how many
prisoners bave been released at the work-bous- e

bv Mr. Boone and the guards, or how much
money due the city bas been received by thetnl
I think Mr. Boone will be required to show why
be is taking this authority, and be compelled to
give an account of all the prisoners he has re-

leased and the money he bas received. Some
steps in that direction will likely be taken to-
morrow."

Late yesterday afternoon Superintendent
Boone offered to pay tbe fine standing against
O'Neal, but Mayor Denny refused to receive it,
pending a consideration of tee matter.

THE DOUBLE SMITH CASE

A Pension Goes to the Wronjj Man, but the
President Will Not Rectify the Mistake.

Melville 7. Hays, of Wilmington, O., was in
the eity yesterday, and in a conversation re-

lated a curious pension ease with which he has
been connected as attorney, and which is known
in the Pension Department as tbe double Smith
ease. Jacob Smith served auring the war in
Company E, Second West Yirginia Cavalry, and
received an honorable discharge. While in the
servieehe contracted rheumatism, but never
applied for a pension upon that ground. He
was employed upon a railroad, and in 1SS5 be
was run over by an engine and so badly injured
tbat one leg was amputated and the tttber foot
so badly crushed as to be useless. In ISSfi a pe
tition signed by 135 of his neighbors and ex- -

comrades, all of whom were acquainted with the
facte, waa presented to Congress, asiiog tbat a
special bill be paased placing him upon
the pension rolls. The petition sst forth tbe
faet tbat Smiths injuries were tbe indirect re
sult of the rheumatism which be bad contracted
while in the service, and that the accident was
one which would sot have happened to a man in
full possession of his physical powers. It was
backed up by the proper affidavits. The case
was one which tbe pension department could
not consider favorably, and no application was
raaae inrougn tnat department.
