FRAUDULENT NATURALIZATION.

Chicago Republicans Hmploy Lawyer and
Uncover Some III jr. Frauds.

Chicago, Nov. 2. It is claimed tbat startling
frauds have been discovered in connection with
the naturalization of a large number of Italians
in the Cook county courts during the past two
months. Attorney Underwood, who has been
investigating the matter, swore out, late this
afternoon, thirty-on- e warrants for perjury
agaiftst one William Walker. Mr. Underwood
said to a reporter, this evening, that he was em-

ployed by tbe Republican county central com-

mittee to look into the matter, but that he bad
prosecuted it regardless cf party interests. At-

tention was attracted to the matter first by
the information that Walker was swearing in
nearly all tbeItalians who endeavored to take
out papers. Mr. Underwood says investigation
has shown that not only has Walker sworn in
Italians not entitled to naturalization, but also
that fictitious names have been used. Out of
the thirty-on- e newly-create- d citizens named in
the warrants sworn out to-da- the investigators
have been .ble to find but one, and he has lived
here only a.-ea-r. The other thirty were not
known at the addresses given by the court.
Mr. Underwood said that such glaring informal-
ities appeared in many of tbe affidavits pre-
sented to the court tbat he was sur-
prised they had not been noticed. For
instance, in one affidavit, James Rcss
in the beginning, foreswears allegiance to the
King of Italy, and lower down refers to tbe
Emperor of Germany. Walker's name was
signed to the many affidavits in a variety of
styles, now "William Walker," then "M. Wal-
ker," and again he makes simply his mark.
Where bis name appears, it is iu several differ-
ent kinds of handwriting. The attorney says
that the thirty-on- e names mentioned by no
means constituted tbe full extent of the frauds,
but tbat they had deemed these sufficient to
catch Walker. It is elaimed that several of the
unknown persons named in the warrants have
been registered as voters, but tne inquiry tntnat
direction has net been completed.

PATRICK FORD NAILS A LIE.

Democrats Responsible for Objectionable
Clauses In tbe English Extradition Treaty.

Soeclal to the lndianaeoll Journal
New York, Nov. 2. The story invsnted by

Mr. Patrick A. Collins, of Boston, and indus-
triously circulated by that gentleman for the
purpose of affecting the Irish votes, to the effect
that certain clauses in the state extradition
treaty between England and the United
States, which are objectionable to
Irish-American- s, were inserted at the
request of Lord Sackville West,
the British minister at Washington, is plumply
met by Mr. Tatrick Ford this week in a long
and careful review of this question. The neces
sity that calls for the conception and circnla
tion of such a desperate story developed from
the frantic call which was made upon the Presi-

dent by tbe Democratic national committee
a few days ago to take action in the Sack-

ville West incident, for the reason that the
Irish vote was slipping out of their hands on ac-

count of diplomatic shilly-shallyin- g. Something
had to be done, and that very soeedilr, to hold
this Irish vote, or a fair proportion of it, within
the Democratic line, and hence it was that Mr.
Collins conceived his brilliant idea of charging
upon the Republican Senators the re-

sponsibility for inserting in that treaty
the obnoxious clauses at the request
of Mr. Cleveland's friend, tbe British
minister. Mr. Ford goes on to say and to prove
by documentary evidence covering tbe letters
from Senators Dolph, Frve, Evarts, Edmunds
and Ridd'.eberger, that the extradition treaty,
in its entirety, was an administration measure,
and that there is absolutely no truth in the
cnarge that Republican Senators are responsible
for clauses in it objectionable to Irish patriots.
Furthermore, it is stated on Senator Riddle-berge- rs

authority tbat only two Democratic
Senators out of the thirty-seven- , voted against
the British extradition treaty, which was urged
upon tbe Senate by Mr. Cleveland, and was ne
gotiated by Secretary Bayard, Lord Sackville
and Minister West. Responsibility for this
abominable document, Mr. Ford says, must not
be shifted at this late day, but must remain
where it rightfully belongs.

A DEADLY EXPLOSION.

A Thrf shin? Machine Boiler Explodes, Killing
Five Men and injuring Others.

Reading, Pa., Nov. 2. A terrible aceident,
resulting in the killing of five men and injury of
many others, took place this forenoon, on the
farm of Jonas Spayd, in Bern township, this
county, where a steam threshing machine was
in operation. The boiler exploded with fearful
force, carrying destruction on erery hand. The
killed are.

"WILLIAM REVER. a boy a?ed sixteen, j, ;

JOSEPH MACHMER. aced fourteen, the on sup
port of bis widowed sister.

These men were engaged in operating the

threshing machine when tbe boiler burst; they
were standing but a few feet from the machine,
and when the smoke had cleared away a terri
ble sight was presented. Tbe bodies of all five
were lying some distance aay.
having beeu hurled from thirty to
fifty feet, and terribly mutilated. The body of
Macbmer was hurled clear through the weather-boardin- g

of the barn. Tbe bnilding was com-
pletely wrecked. Tbe force of tbe explosion
was xeit lor many miles around. Ueorce lim
ners beitZ was badly injured about tbe bead and
eannot recover. Engineer Hoover received
severe bruises. John Kiegel was internally in
jured, and two or three others received injuries
of a most serious character. The boiler is sun--
posed to have been rotten and totally unfit for
use. People flocked to the scene of the accident
from miles around. Geo. Uinnersheitz. one of
the injured, was the owner of the threshing ma
chine. He has had it in nse for several years,
removing it from place to plaee and doing thresh
ing for farmers. The boiler has been in use as
loOftr as tbe machine. The coroners jury made
np its verdict at noon, that the cause of the ex-
plosion was an accident, without inquiring to
the condition of the boiler. The machine stood
down in a valley just outside tbe barn, or the
destruction would have bean more widespread.
Pieces of the boiler were thrown over 350 feet.
Minnie Baer, aged ten, suffered concussion of
ta brain and will also die.

Hmnesatz, the owner of the threshing ma-
chine, who was so terribly injured, died this
evening, his death making the sixtn fatal case.
When the explosion took place Hinnesatz had a
bucket of water in his hand. He was hurled
through the air and dropped down 125 feet
away, still ersseing the bucket and with over
half the water still io it.

According to Herr Gustav Pauli. who recently

made a journey from Tabriz to Lake Van,
the Nestorian Christians grace with the nant
of Devil-worshiper- s a number of coo
munities scattered through Russian and
Turkish Armenia aud in the valley cf tho
Tigris down to Mosul. Near Mosul, io tbt
outspurs of Kurdistan, lies Ba Resent,
the boly citv of the Jeeids, or Devil-wo- r

shipers, and containing the temple and
mausoleum of their Sheik Adi, and not far
thenoe the village of Bashiyka, the residence of
their civil and religious head." According to
traditiop, their faith had its origin in certain
apostate members of tbe Armenian Church, and
tbeir name ia variously derived from Jetu or
Jesid, one of tbeir chiefs, and from the town
Jezd. Tbeir faith has probably, however, a
much earlier origin, deriving from the influence
of all those religions successively boMing sway
in those regions, from Zoroastrianism to Islam

Tbey address prayers to tbe son at bis risicg
and kiss the place first touched by his beams
At eertain festivals they warm the fingers &

their right hand at the boly taper, tben dra7
them over tbeir right eyebrows and kiss them
The Supreme being they name Allah, and rever
ence tbe founder of Islam as a prophet, while
they reverence Christ as a gret angel, naming
Him Ben Isai Nurani (Jesus, Sou of the Light),
who one day will come to rule the world. Tnef
desire to live in good understanding with
Sbaitan (Satan?), tbe devil, and so great is theur
respect for him that they do not presume te
pronounce his name, but call him "Melek-Tau- n,

and pay honor to bim fymbclically as a ligbs
giver (Lucifer), and in the Ceorge of a bird.
Our Thursday is tbeir Sabbath. They fatt
forty days in tbe spring, but are not over-stri- ct

in tbe observance of such fast, preferring rather
to do it by proxy. One member of the family
fasting will do for all tbe others as well as biia
self. Children are immediately after birth bsp
tized with the water of the holy spring at the
grave of the Sheik Adi. To this end that watef
is fetched to places very remote from tbe holy
well by mendicant monks (Kawal;, all belonging
to one single family.

tee and alleged to have been sent by Col. Dud-

ley to a Republican in Indiana. The complaints
were prepared by his counsel. Col. Georee Bliss.
An attempt was made to serve a summons on
each of the papers, but tbe officers
were only successful in the case of tbe Times.
Colonel Cockerill, managing editor of the
World, declined to receive the papers, and stated
that there was no one present who could be
called an officer of the company that owns the
paper. At the office of the Commercial Adver-

tiser the officer was told to call to-morr- morn-
ing. Colonel Bliss said this evening to a Tribune
reporter that he bad begun civil instead of crim-
inal proceedings, because he thought it possible
that the papers acted in good faith, and were
merely imposed on by tbe Democratio managers.
Said Col. Bliss: ' Col. Dudley sent for me on
Wednesday afternoon. lie wanted me to begin
suits for libel at once against the Times
and all other papers which had pub-

lished or should publish the letter,
lie was a good deal excited, as was natural for
any man, wben such charges were made against
him. I set to work to prepare papers for a libel
suit and an arrest, the affidavit accompanying
which should show up the whole business. But,
to my surprise, I soon found such an extraorj
dinary condition of things that I decided to stop
work for a time oo the line upon whieh I was
operating. I found absolutely indisputable
proof that the Democratio national
committee is not only circulating a
forgery, but has got np a forgery.

Direct Information from Stanley Losses En-
countered by Ilia Expedition.

Zaivzibah, Not. 2 Couriers who have ar
rived here from Tabora brine direct news from
the Stanley expedition, a portion of which, ac
cording to the couriers, was met at the end of
November, 1S37, by the Arab traders at a point
west cf the Albert Nyanza and southeast of the
Lang a. The detachment of the expedition seen
consisted of thirty men, whose leader stated
that Stanley waa two days ahead. Many of the
ixpeditioa, it was stated, had disappeared, or
wsre dead, and forty had been dro weed in attempt
ing to cross a great rirar flowing from east to
west. One white man had died. Stanley had
fought with tribes which had refused to furnish
him with provisions, and a majority of his es--

tort had been attached with fever aud compelled
to halt. When the couriers left the expedition
Stanley was well. He naa decided to strine a
course to the northward, in order to avoid the
swamps, and then proceed eastward to Wadelai,
at which place be hoped to arrive about the
middle of January, ids couriers, woo are
Arabs, estimate the strength of the expedition.
after the lossea mentioned, at 250 man, aud ex
press the belief that they are able to reach
Wadeiai.
