Enthusiastic Republicans Hold Thelr Last

Counsidering the extreme inclemency of the
weather, a good-sized andience assembled at the
Virgicia-avenue Rink last night, and what the
erowd lacked in rize it made up in enthusiaam.
Hon. Oliver T. Morton was chairman, sad In-
troduced Col Johm A. Bridgland, the firss
speaker of the evenineg, in which he mentioned
the fact that the Colonel had the bonor
of baviog taken the firet cavalry regiment
out of Indisoa wpon the fleld of
action during the rebellion. The Colonel waas
received with applause, and complimented his
Learers upon coming out upon such an evening
to hear the closing speeches of this wonderful
campaign.

‘““The American people are tired,” he sald, “of
being misreprasented by a man who only repre-
sants one-balf of the people. I bave never
ssen more interest than shat diaplayed mn this
campaign. 1 have never seen the people S0

williog to leave the plow, the aavil, the
store, the shop as they have Dbeen,
and 1 lisve we will be rewarded

upon vext Tuesday by s glorious vietory.
l)t.‘huu. | I believe that Grover Cleveland’s
days as President are numbered and that the
poople will tell him and his confederate briga-
diers to step down and outin tones that they
cannot misunderstand. [Cheers.] He promised
us civil-service reform and it consisted in turn-
ing erippled soldiers out of office. All propriety

demanded that if he muet turn them ont
thas he should ut in Demoeratic soidiers

in tpeir places, bLut iostead of that bhe
has filled the departments with rebel
soldiers and their sons. The foreign consulates
are fiiled with them at the domand of bis master,
the solid Sonth.

to the river and get you a load of sanad and you

I was
talking to Mr. Studebaker, not long
since, and he told me that he used

to get #130 thirty years ago for a wagon and he
paid his workmen §1 perdayv, and now he makes
and sells a better wagon for §57 by wholesale
which retails at $65, and he pays his workmen
larger wages. This is the direct effect of the
protective tariff.” |Cheers.] Thespeaker sited
the silk industry as being built up by the
protective iariff, #60,000.000 being annually

Hon. Wm. D. Foulke was then introduced
and made one of his characteristic, witty and
scholarly speeches. Hia classical illustrations
were so neat and well chosen that he kept his
sudience in a coctinued riople of laughter. le
devoted his attention chiefly to the Dudley let-
ter, in which ba said: "To my mind the letter
ia a forgery. e denies it, snd 1 don’s believe
that Col. Dudley ever wrote it, but if he did he
18 degerving of the severest condemnation of all
good eizizens.

will insure their votes for the Democratic ticket.
‘This is the most important politieal work to be
done before election day, for Republicans
are very aetive and will beat yow out of your
men avery time if you don't hustle.' In their
opinion the most important work to be done is
to look after the ‘floaters’ gnd *looking after
them meaos nothiog more or less thao their pur-
chase.

The speaker commented at length upon the
men who would send out such a cireular and
then bhold up their bhands io holy horror overa
forged letter proposing the same thing, He
then said he would asvote the rest of his time
to any subject the audience might desire, snd

some one suggested the State iostity-
tiona, aond for balf an hour the
spoaker mage sach an  expose of the

corruption existing in the management of theae
charities as shon!d make avery citizen of Indi-
aaa biush with shame. He closed with a caus-
tic comparison of the abilities and characters of
the two candidates, which kept hiz audience
cheering and laughing, and with three hearnty
cheers for lHarrison aod Morton the meeticg
adjourned.

A Statement Relative to thie Denver Cable
Railroad Contract.

In yesterday's Journal there was a brief in-

erview with Mr. Herron, of Cincinoati, concera-

ing a large coutract for eable-road eastings that
had been awarded by the Denver Cable Railroad

Corapany to two firms in Bradford, England. In
that transaction the bid of American parties was
under §39 per ton delivered in Denver, and

based ou less than 1§ cent per pound in Chiea-
g0. The basis of the American bids was on pig-
iron in the neighborhood of $16 per ton in Chica-
go. The protective duty on eastings is 40 per
cent., and yet Ecglish firms, paying this for the

privilege of comine into our market, are
still able to beat American sam-
petitors on large contracts. This matter
has attracted a great deal of attention from
workingmen and others, many of whom have
personaily investigated it. As an evidence of

this interest, the Journal received the following
yesterday:

The artieles eoncerning the Denver eable railrosd
contract having met our notice. we, all residents of
Aurora, and engaged in manufasturing and other
pursuits, in which large nnmbers of men are em-
ployed, determined to investigate the truth of the
statements therein contained, and ascertain
whether it was 8 campaign docament or
& statement of plain, unvarnished faet.
With that objest in view we visitea Mr. Nathan
Stedman, the proprietor of a large foundry in this
city, employing from eighty to ene hundred and fift
wmen, and learned from him that the cause of h{l
largely increased Lusiness at this time was cable-road
work from Denver, Col., and for the identical parties
pamed in the article in question. We also learned
that he bid upon the next year's supply for the Den-
ver Street railroad Company, and, had the contract
been let in the United States, he would have stood a
fair chance of securing emough of it to heegvhia full
force employed all the next six months. ith the
knowledge thai he had to meet sharp competition
Mr. Stedman made his estimates as low
88 it was possible to manufacture the arti-
cles according to the specifications furnished
and fully hoped that be might secure s fair share of
the work he 50 well understands, and Las so long and
satisfactorily manufactured in ordor to keep nis force
employed, aithough the margin on the work was s¢
sm:ll tl.:’!.]tho loast mishap wonld dissipate it.

trade the first bhour of my life,

It is evidently the purpose of the Democrats
to profit by having the polis in every Democrat-
fe ward in the city opeu at 6 o'clock. “I bave
learned that the plan is to heve nesrly all the
Democrats in these wards vote early in the
morning,” said & geotieman yesterday, ‘‘and
then an attempt will be made to keep some Ke-
pubhicans from voting by closing the polis at &
o'clock. In several of the precingts the poll
shows from 400 to 500 votes. You see it will re-

quire a vote svery fow minutes to get in all the
ballots in those precinets. Democrats are to be
on hand early in the morning, and I understand
corsume nearly all forencoa in ecasting their
ballots. If the polls close at 4 o'clock, that will
ooly leave  four hours for  the
Republicans to get in their entire vote. I think
it will be a wise thing for the Republicans of
every precinet to be on band early and get their
votes in before the rush begins, otherwise some
of them may not be given aan opportunity to
vote. In most of the wards the polls open at8
o'clock, and even if they can be kept open until
6 o'elock that will give but ten hours for voting.
In some of the precinets the poll shows a vote of
600. Ineuch a precinet as that it will require a
vole every minute from 8 o'clock until 6 o'clock
to get in all tbe ballots, If there should be un-
necessary delay there is danger of a blockade,
and in order to be on the safe side Republicans
should vote early.

Cleveland’s re-election, found a prompt taker in
Me. P. E. Mutschaer, of this city. Mr. Mutseh-
per offered the Colonel & second $£500 that Rice
wounld not win the first one, but the ofler was

declined.
Commititee of One Hundred.

Prelimioary arrangements have been made by
the Committee of One Hundred for polling the
asylums, work-house and jail, but there are
somse legal questions to be settled before the poll
is completed, and the committee is not prepared
to state the sumber of legal voters as each place.

A RARE CANVAS,

The Dircovery of a Fine FPortralt of Penn

Amoug s Quaker Lady's Effects.
Philadelphia Telegraph.

At a recent sale in England of a Quaker lady's
effects, there was purchased s portrait of Will.
iam Penn that is cousidered exceptionally fine,
On a slip of paper pasted on the frame of the
eanvas was written the following: ‘“‘Portrait of
William Penn. W. Penn, born 1644 On the
4th of March, 1681, a royal charter was granted
to him for land in America. On the lst of Sep-
tember, 1682, William: Penn sailed in the Waei-
eome from Deal. In six or eight weeks he
reached America, and his treaty with the Indi-
ans was in 16582, He was then thirtyv-eicht
years old, and in full vigor of body and beaith,
as represented in West's picture. After thirty
years of toil, traveling, voyaging, beodily
afHiction, sand mental abpxieiy, he was
seized by an apeplectie fit in May, 1712
In 1715 he went to Bath for the benefit
of the waters. In 1716, in September, at Bris-
tol, be bad a second fit. He was then seventy-
two yvears old. Io 1718, on the 30th of July, he
died at Rushcomb, in Berkshire, aged seventy-
four years.”™ Along the top edge of the old oak
frame runs a strip, portions of whick have been
worn or cut away, containing the inseription:
““To preserve the history of this portrait the
following particulars may dependedon. It was
in the family of Sturge, of the Society of
Friends, at Bath, for two or three generations,
and was inherited by them from old family
relativee, also belonging to the sosciety, back to
the period when the portrait was painted, at the
time when Willinm Penn was in that ecity for
the bepefis of his health In 1715, with a few
other words which are illegible, with the ex.
ception of, perhaps, ‘‘very” and ‘‘Starge.” The
portrait is that of an elderly, good-loocking man,
firm-jawed, with well cut npose and sharp and
thougbtful eves, bLewigged, large hatted, acd
weariug an eight-buttoned coat of mauve velvet,
with a white stock atop.

Applications asking for the sppointment of dep-
uty marshals from Terre Haute, and from Fay-
ette, Henry, Randolph, Wabash, Floyd, Elkbart,
Clay, Spencer, Howard, Jefferson, and St. Joseph
counties were received yesterdsy by Colonel
Hawkirs. He says he will #ppoint no deputies
for counties from which he does not receive
petitions. He will appoint not less than fifty,
and the number may be us great as seventy-five
for the city of Terre Haute. Ie will only ap-
point one, he states, to each precinot in the

counties above named. *“‘I have received mno
petition for deputies from Marion county,” said

! he, ‘*and I shall certainly not appoint any un-

til [ receive a petition for them. I don't know
when they will be appointed, nor who, nor how
many will be selected.”

But defeated in the first month of the cam-
paign, with the majority against them increas-
ing daily, the Democrats have besn arranging,
through the most audacious means known to
slection robbery, to steal Indiaca from the Re-
publicans.
