The Dangerous Kepeaters Bronsht Into
the State Under Democratic Orders.

While Some of Them Hayo Been Sent Oat of

the City by the Folice Many More Are

While the publication of the names of some
of the crooks who are infesting the city under
the control of .Democratio heelers has bad a
good effect, it still looks dusty, as a detective re-

marked yesterday. It has been found that forg-

ing tally-sheet- s is cot a safe method in trying to
destroy the will of the people, but experience in
that line which sent Coy and Bernhamer to the
penitentiary and holds others under indictment,
has not changed for the better the moral at-

mosphere of the Democratic party. From
forgery to outright robbery is the only course
it seems that the Indianapolis workers in the in-

terest of Democracy are willing to pursue rela-

tive to the election on Tuesday.
It is Democratio desperation that
has led to this, a desperation that
was manufactured early in the campaign anl
brought about the formation of plans for re-

peating and all other phases of illegal voting
from switching ballots to intimidation of voters.
Along this line has been gathered evidence
where the double ballot and double ballot-box- ,

fraudulent tickets and outright purchase of votes
are to be used. For the successful accomplish-
ment of all the nefarious schemes contemplated
by the Democrats it became necessary to call into
service the worst characters the large cities in
the Union could furnish. Their haunts for
months have been traversed by agents for the
Democrats and two weeks ago the results of
their infamous work came to the surface here.
Places where thieves, thugs and crooks of all de-

grees usually congregate began to show their
presence. It was said, too, that the leaders of
the gang had ready access to rooms at the
Brunswick and other places where Democratic
boodle was distributed. But if this was the only
evidence it would be enough to damn the party
resorting, in its eagerness for retention of power,
to the purchased favor of men who stand rekdy
to do anything from acting as bullies, not to say
murderers at the polls to voting as many times
and in as many places as their managers think
necessary.

other bartender is supposed to know tbem.
My being placed among them is unjust, and if
yon will kindly correct 1 will be obliged."

Driven from the city, for every man of them
would have been arrested had be remained here,
the ganes have no doubt scattered over the
State. They will teek the smaller towns, pos-
sibly, or co to Evans ville, Yincennes, New
Albany, Jeffersonville, Terre Haute, Fort
Wayne, Logans port and Lafayette, to report to
the Democratic heelers there for work they pro-
posed to do in Indianapolis.
