A FATHER'S RIGHTEOUS WRATH.

Negroes Attempt an Outrage on His Daugh-
ters aud He Tries to Kill the Scoundrels.

St Louis, Nov. 5.—The community of Web-
ster Groves, a suburb of St Louis, on the
Missouri Pacific raiiway, was wrought upto a
bigh pitch of excitement to-day over a daatardly
sttompt at assanlt made last night by three
negroes, named Grant Boya, Will Strioger and
“Coon” Rbodes, oo Alice and Emma Baker,
daughters of Mr. Greenville Baker, a well-
koown citizen. The girls hed been visiting and
were returnicg bome, when they weors accosted
by the negroes. They paid no attention, bat
simply inereated their speed toward home.
Shortly after the girls bad passed the thickly-
settled portion of the village, acd near the resi-
dence of a Mr. Fidler, the negroes ssized Alice,
throwing a cloth over her face acd bearing her
to the ground. Emma, the youuger sister, was
treated in like manner, but the brave girl strug-

gled with her assailants until she freed herself
sufficiently to help her sister, Her plecriog
sereawms brouebt aid, and the nogroes fled. Mrs,
Fidler was first on the scsne, and found the
girla 1n A terribie condition after their
strogele with the black brutes, bruised and
hysterical with frightt When ecarried inoto
the house, Emma, the younger girl, went into
convulzions, and as fast as she came ount of one
would relapse into another, until her life waa
despaired of. The elder girl soon recovered and
gave a description of the negro. Grast Boyd
aod “Coon” Rbodes were captured this morn-
ing. When they were taken before Judge Coffey
for a preliminary hearing there was an immense
ecrowd present. Alice Baker was present, seated
by her father, but Emma was uoabie to appear.
The father's face bore a look that boded no good
for the negroes, but no one was prepared for
the sensational scene which followed. Allce
Baker was ealled on by the Judge to identity
her assailacts, and she did so. Polotine at
Rbodes, she said: “There's the man who threw
me down.” She had scercely eceased speakiog
when her father sprang to bis feet, and drawing
a revolver, fired point blank at Rhodes, the bul-
let graziog his head. The farther was seized
aud prevented from doing forther harm, the
negroes, meactime, haviog fallen on their knees
and begun to pray for mercy. Two revolvers
were found on Mr. Baker, and he evidently in-
tended to kill both of the negroes. Hhodes and
Bovd were bound over aud taken to the jail
st Clayton.
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Murdered for Shoutiong for Harrison.

Curcaao, Nov. 5.—~Frank Day, a young Cana-
dian, was stabbed and kilied, at the corner of
Clark and Jackson streets, at midoight, by an
unknown man, who ia atill at large. Day, with
two friends, was on his way to the Polk-street
depot. Just before they reached Jackson street
they were met by another party of three, all
more or less intoxicated. As they Buud. the
strangera ahouted, “Harrah for Cleveland.”
Day turned around and shouted back, in a spirit
of fun, “What's the matter with Harrison?
The strangers immediately assanlted him, and
saveral blows were struck. A moment laterone
of the strangers plunged a dirk-knite into Day's
breast, and the latter sank to the pavement
with a groan. The assassin and one of his com-
pavions started off on a rao, but the other re-
maised standiog ou the spot, overcome by the
horror of the ast Day's friends seized and beld
him until an offiecer came. He proved to be
Willtam F, Warder, an engioeer in the govern-
ment building. Warder pretended, when ques-
tioned regarding the affair, to be druonk, snd
declared that he Knew nothing aboutir, Hea
even asserted that he did not know who the
men were that were with him. The deceased
was twenty-eight years old, snmarried, and nad
been only six months in this country. His peo-

A Murderer's Confession.

*Qur eorrespondect now regards it as prob-
able that the Republicans will earry not only
Michigan and Nevada, but also Conuectieut, so
that even if Mr. Cleveland secures all the other
doubtfnl State, New York, New Jarsey, Indisoa,
and West Virginia, he will fall short of thenum-
ber of votes that he obtained four years ago,
when 219 electors were chosen to support him.
The absolute majority in the Electoral College
required for the election of President is 20L
The votea on which the Democrats say they
confidently reckon are 147. If they carry New
York and New Jersey they will add 45 to their
score, but 45, if the Republicans carry, in addi-
tion to Michigan and Nevada and their certain
States, Indiana and West Virgionia, or the for-
mer alone, will not be suffieient. No Demoecrat-
ie majority is possible in New York. Mr. Clave-
land's prospecis bave been overcast by a bitter

uarrel between the County Democracy and the

‘ammeny ring, and unless this feud bas been
pacretly patched up, the thirty-six votes of New
York, in themselvas sufficient to turn the scale
unless the Republicans suffer unexpeoted disas-
ter elsewhere, will bs given to Harrison.

The Sackville incident, he said, was exiremely
unfortunate. It bad resulted in the infliction of
a serious slight and disparagement upoun Fing-
land.

PorTLAND, Me.,, Nov. §.—About 11:30 this
forenoon a terribls explosion was heard at
South Windham, It was soon. learned that the
powder-mills at Gambo, about two miles dis-
tant, belooging to the Oriental Powder Com-
pany, had besn blown to atoms, There were
four buildings, one kernei-m:ll and three wheel-
mills. The explosion originated in the kernal-
mill, but how is not known. There waa only a
fraction of a second betwean the explosion of
the kernal-mill and those of the three others.
There were only two men in the mills at the
time, and both of them are fally hart, Walter
Childs, aged forty, was manglei about the bead
and bad his legs and arms terribly torn. He s
still alive, but cannot recover. Edward Will-
iams, thirty-five years old, bad iust gone out of
the kernel-mill, and was between two of the
building. He was strock on all sides and ean-
pnot live. The four buildings were wooden, and
each was about tweanty-eight feet square. The
property was pot valuable, Everything is a
total loss. Theso mills have been blown up sev-
era! times before, but this explosion was the
most disastrous.
