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THEMARSHAL AND DEPUTIES

Democrats in Their Desperation Resort-
ing to Bulldozing Methods.

They Make Several Arrests of Republicans on
Flimsy Charges, and at the Same Time
Are Covering the State with Kepeaters.

The United States marshal's office was a
seceme of activity doriog all yesterday. The
marshal and several clerks wers busy making
out sommissions and affidavits for the deputies,
ot whom there were several hundred appointed.
The door of the private office was locked and
nous but & favored few were admitted. The
deputies were assembled in the eourt-room on
the third floor, and at times the rocm was
erowded, and among the lot were some as tough

looking mugs as bave ever been seen upon the
streets of Indianapolis. A large part of the
men agooinud are totally unfit for the position,
snd the United States marsbal takes a great
responsibility upen himsel! when be piaces
buli-dog revolvers in their bands and clothes
them with the authority of his office. As fast
as bateches of afidavits were prepared they were
taken up to the court-room, where the names
were calied off, and the men responding came
upn to the desk and signed their names to the
afidavita They were then marched down and
#worn in by Judge Wood and were given their
commissions last evening.

Several arrests ware made during the day.
Depaty Marshal Taylor brought inJobn Martz,
a shoemsaker of Zioonsville, charged with at-
tempted bribery. Jefferson C. Patterson, of
Greenfield was also arrested on a like charge
asnd brought before Commissioner Morris He
was given a partial hearing acd bound over until
next Monday for forther examination, his bond
being fixed at £1,000, with Charles M. Book,
(George W, Daniels and Charles J. Willett as his
sureties. Patterson has always been a Demo-
erat until this fall. He and his friends claim
that the case against him grew out of personal
gp.te of the Demoerats on account of his chang-
ing his poiities, and that be will bave no trouble
clearing himself at the further hearing. Ia the
case of (George [Kessler, warrested for
eonspiracy against the election laws in
harboriog illegal voters, he was given a
& prelimioary hearing yesterday afternoon be-
fore Commissioner Milliean and released upon
his own recogizanes putil Wadnesday. After
Swanley, who made the affidavit supporting the
warraot for Kessler's arrest, was at the federal
builamg at 10 o'clock yesterday morning wait-
ing to testify, but as the prisoner did not ap-
pear, he was told that the examination could
not occur until afternoon. He got the impression
that his pressnce would not be reqgaired until
4 o'clock, but when he returced at that
hour he learned that Kessler had
been slowed o0 go until Wednesday.
It is said at the marshal's office
that Kessler was arrested Sunday morning,
but that alternoon apd night repeated inguiry
failed to show that was the cass, as the marshal
and bis assistanta would give no definite in-
formatiocn. It is understood that the arrest was
not made notil yesterday morning, but in soy
event Kessler should bave been brought in Satar-
day afternoon. With the warrant hanging over
bim, be rode in the Democratic procession Sat-
urday oight.

Nothing further was done in the case of Dr.
Carger, of Greenwood, por will there be until
after thd eleetion. The man, William C. Vell-
mer, who made the affidavit against the Doetor,
claims to have been in Indisca six years and
states that he was in the regular army, but ean
show nothiog in the way of a discharge. The
leading witness, after Vollmer, in this case, is a
boy seventsen years of age. He was recently ar-
rested, a citizen of Gresnwood said yesterday,
upon & warran! sworn out by Prof. Patterson,
of the Greenwcod High-school, on a eharce of
sssanlt and Usilery on Walter Kelly. Upen
trial before 'Sjuire Jas. W. Herron, be was
fined 24 35, and not haviog money to pay it apd
none of his Dewmocratie friends deing willin?uto
pay it for him, ha waa gent to jail whare he re-
maived untl bhis time was out. He claims to
bave overheard Dr. Carnes attemptiog to tnibe
Vollmesr,

Davnid W, Pearson, a Republican of Aecton,
was also arrested upon a charge of attempted
bribery and taken before Commissionsr Ayres,
and Lis case was conticoed uatil Wednesday.
tie is a brother of John Patterson, the contract-
or of this city. Frank Williams and George T.
Miller are the Democrats whose votes Pearson
is charzed with attemptiog to buy.

But the most outragecus abuse of authority
in arresting a man withouta warrant wasshown
during the day. Abram Jacobas is a Polish Jew,
and lives on Eddy street. His business is that
of a junk paddler. About 10 o'clock yesterday,
a8 Colonel Bizces was poing through the hall of
the United Statés huilding, he met Jaecobs in
charge of Major Caiter, of the secret service,
whose office is on tho second floor, opposite the
marshal's offiee. Colonel Black had sttended to
some business for the prisoner heretofore, and
when Jacobs saw him he raid, *“Come along and
attend to my case for me.” Biack asked Carter
what the eharge agatost Jacobs was.

**Are you the mau's sttorney!” said Carter.

“I am,” was the reply.

“Well, then,” said Carter, “go to the diatrict
attorney’s office and find out.”

Carter then placred Jacobs in the esecrat servy-
iee rovom and, closing the door, startad toward
the marshal's office. Col, Black asked him be-
fore what commiseioner the eharge had been
made,

“Before no commissioner,” answered Carter.

“Have you a warrant for bis arresi!”

“1 Bave nut”

“Are you a deputy marshall’

“No,” was the reply, and by this time they
had reached the marshal's office, where they
foucd Hawkins and Bailey and U. S. Commiss-
siopers Milogan and Morris, and several others,
Col. Black asked the ecommissioners il thers
were any charge aganst Jacobs, and they each
sald they kuew of pome. *“Then,” said Col.
Black, “‘the man is not under legal rest=aint and
is free”

“He is in my room,” said Carter, *‘and that is
not fres, apd you cannot take him out of there
without permission, can youl" '

“l enn take him out upon a writ of habeas
eorpus, and I will do 1t at onee it youn don't re-
lease him,” was Col. Black's regply.

Carter and Black walked together toward the
room whaere Jacobs was, and when there Carter
eaid to Jacobs, who was stand ng in the door,
“this man says you are free,’ and Jacobs was
allowad 1o go. Carter afterward admitted that
Jaeobs was brought in for the puroose of hav-
ing bim make an affidaviv. The Democra's
elaimed to be upon the track of what they eaid
was an attempt to buy votes through & social
party of Polish Jews, which was bheld at No. 22
Eddy street, Scuday. But the sn-ealled arrest
app=ars to be more of a bold effort to frighten
Jacobs into makiog aa affidavit.

Intimidating Oid Soldiers.

There have been frequent statements relative
to threats made by Demoovats against old
soldiers if they voted the epubliean ticket,
This means of bulidozing was based upon an
unscrupulous use of the Fension Department,
and the threats wers made for the most part in
the interest of Matson. How they were applied
is descrided in the following aflidavit:

Trying to Purchase Votles.

How to Efface Tr too Marks.
FParis Despatch to London Telegraph.

Europeans who bave Leen foolish enougb,
either in youth or age, to tatto. themselves like
Fiji islanders, Patagoniaus, or an> other race of
picturesque savages, may be interested to hear
that Dr. Variot, of Paris, has discovered a sim-
pie but effactive method of removing red or blue
pietorial devices from the huxzan skin, M.
Variot has embodied the resuits of his experi-
ments in an elaborats treatise cn tattooing ia
ancient and modern times, which bas besn sent
to the Paris Biological' Society. Further, the
doctor has experimented on prisonera in the
Central Infirmary, to which be is attached, sod
oo hospital patisnts, all of whom bave, of course,
offered themseives voluntarily for the opera-
tions. M. Vario' has also tested the efficacions-
ness of bis method i1n removing black or brown
beauty-spots or moles from the skin of animals,
and bhas found it eminently soeccessful. His
modus operand: is to prick the marks or spots
with needles until the blood flows, then to injees
tannin, and finally to cauterize with nitrate of
silver. Very little insouvenioncas is feit by the
person operated upon, unless, of course, the
msarks extend over a large surface. The wonads
caused by the prickine sud cauterization become
black for a time, then tora red, and afrer 3
month or &0 the parts which bave besn treated
an ha:lmmt isdistioguiehabie from the adjoining
