Cyrus \W. Field lost hearvily in stocks last year,
and was forced 1o rell his Machattan at prices
be thought exceedingly low. Hisfortuue was
greatly reduced, no doubt, and the effect on his
exubaranut spirits and demonstrative maoner so
obvious for weeks that many of his secquaint-
ances imagined him ruiped. The blow to his
vanity waa severer than to his purse; for he bad,
it is said, n arrogant in the street, and
claimed to be omuiscient as to operations. It was
pessible for bim to lose what might have back-
rupted others, without any particular detriment.
He is stili « millionaire—his estate might to-day
be safely set down at £8,000,000 or §10,000,000—
and he is fast resuming the excellaut terma on
which he bad been with himself until bis late
disaster. He has often been laughed at on ac-
count of his natural self-love, vastly increased
by his pecuniary success. _

Fducated in a rudimentary way at his native
viliage, Stockbridge, Mass., he came at fifteen
to New York, bent on making money aod posi-
tion, He began by hiring himseif to a merchant
at 22 a week, puttiog up and takiog down the
shutters being one of bis daily duties. But this
was only an appremticeship; be had eapacity
far above that, and he knew it He forged
ahead; it was pot in the Field blood to be toil.
ing for a pittance, when fair rewards were
procurable. Io a few years he was him-
self a merchant, and a prosperous one.
He was only thirty-three when he retired tem-
porarily from busicess to travel in South Amer-
iea. On his return he became interested in the
project of an ocean-crossing telegraph, snd ad-
hered to it, nnder many adverse circumstances,
with commendable zeal Its fioal success is
Iargely due to his determinstion and persever-
ance. IHe labored incessantly for twelve dis-
couragivg, anxious yeara before the great object
of his life was acoomplished, and then he was
overwhelmed with deserved honors. He was
then at the acme of his reputation. For twenty
yoars he had been steadily inereasing bhis
wealth, and ooly lately had he had any re-
verses. He is pot more desirous to keep up
riches than many others, but he talks so freely
of benevolence and publis spirit that he is
somaetimes oslled hypocritical. He is orthedox,
a regular attendant at chureb, and a close ob-
server of ecclesiastic eeremonials.

He was one of the originators of the elevated
railroads, and made millions out of them. But
he seems to be persuaded that his primary ob-
ject was to benefit the community and advaunce
the eity. The securities of those roads were
favorites with him for years, and he was gen-
erally bulling them, though he periodically
bought and sold, as his interest prompted, after
the manner of all speculators.

Cyrus Field is now in his eixty-ninth year,
full of feverish energy and vizorous health, He
is tall, slender, with gray bair and whiskers, an
aquiline nose, large features and nervous, rapid
movemsnt, usually characteristio of far younger
men. His town house is in Gramerey Park, a
spacious building, plain outside, but stuffed
with furnitare, pictures, mementoes of travel
and his own glory.

INSECTS AND SNAKES FOR FOOD,

———
Daintles and Delicacies of the Piute and Dig-
ger Indians of the ’acific Slope,
8t. Louls Post-Dispatch.

The Piutes experience no diflinlty in obtaining
food sufiicisnt to *maintain life, sand even to
render it enjoyable. Every mile or two are seep
little hills, upon which may be observed great
clusters of large and particularly repulsive-loek-
fog buga. These are black in eclor, about an
inch in length, and are decorated with a long
sickle-shaped tail, from which is derived their
name of sickle-tailed crickets. Were it not for
the existence of thess insects the preblem of
sustaining life smong the Nevada and Arizouna
deserts would be a moat difficolt one, but as
long as the crickets are to be found the Indians
are metaphorically in eclover Shallow
pits are dug, into which the insects are swept,
sud carred off in wickerware baskets. The
process of cooking is to lay the squirming
erickets upon stones heated in the fire, and when
tte flesh of their bodies becomes a rich brown,
to remove them. They are then either devoured
upon the spot, or kept in baskets unul required
for use, A bealthy Piute will consume ball a
bushel of these insects at asingle meal, and they
soem to prefer them to any other kind of food.

Among the Digger Indians of Cslifornia and
Oregon, the largce lizards which abound in the
rocky ground of the mountains are considered a
great dainty, the thick, fleshy tail being espe-
cially esteemed. These reptiles are caught by
means of a sharp-pronged stick, with which the
Indians are very expert in speariog them. They
are prepared either by boiling, roastiog or
bakiog in clay. and are eaten whole,
with the exception of the head, the
process of cleaning being econsidered a
useless formality. The rattlesnskes that
abeund {n the mountains and high plains are by
no means despised as an article of food, and are
described as resembling young chickens in taste,
These two articles, in the days before govern-
ment supplies were regularly issned, formed the
staple of the meat diet of the Digger Indians.
The kindred tribes aleng the Columbia river de-
pended largely npon the salmon, either fresh or
dried, for their subsistence. A remarkable fact,
which caused great surprise among the whites
who first came 1nto eontact with these savages
was their preferenca for fish whieh had arrived
at such a state of desomposition as to render it
apparent!y unfit for human food. During the
runping season the banks of the Columbia river
and tributary etreams are covered with decom-
posing fish whose effiuvia is 8o intense ss to ren-
der approach to soyone so unfertunate as to
possess delicate olfactories most unpleasaot,
Buat the Indisns would go to the shore, au™, with-
out goiog through the process of eooking, eon-
sume pound after pouad of rotting fish, Appar-
ently with po evil effects, and certainly with
every indication of keen enjoyment.
