VISITORS TO GENERAL HARRISON'.

A Delegation from Hendricks Connty Urines
the Congratulations of Its People.

General Harrison yesterday received two
delegations. The first to arrive and the first
that has called since his election came from
Danville, Hendricks county, fire hundred
strong, under the leadership of Lieut. --Gov. --elect
Ira J. Chase. Arriving over the I. & St. L.
road at 4 o'clock, they marched from the depot
to tbe General's residence, a distance of nearly
two mile j, through the heavy rain that was
falling at that hour. With the exception of
about one hundred aud fifty ladies who accom-
panied them, the majority were members of the
Danville Lincoln League Club, the first or-
ganized in the State, lt was before it General
Harrison delivered his now famous Danville
speech of Nov. 2G, 1SS7. This speech was the
key-not- e of the campaign just ended, and tbe
Club burriei in as soon as the
result was assured that they might bs the
first club to congratulate the next President.
The scenes on the streets as tho visitors
marched through two by two were exciting in
the extreme. They were greeted with cheers
on every hand. The small cannon that has done
such good service on like occasions was fired
from the old Journal Building, and thero was
a continual uproar and ct i from tin horns along
the principal thoroughfares.

At the residence the wildest enthusiasm pre-
vailed. As the crowd surged into the yard Gen.
Harrison ventured to look out of the south bay
window. He was seen immediately, and the
crowd 'broke' for that locality. By this time
the spokesman of the delegation, Hon. John J.
Hull, hsd been ushered into the library. He
said that their only desire was to
tender their congratulations, and that no
sneech would be asked, upon which request the
General accompanied him to the front steps.
For a time each member of the club made su-
preme endeavors to convey bis individual con-
gratulations, but finally quiet was restored and
Mr. Hull delivered a brief congratulatory ad-
dress, saying that the people, after four years
of constant search, have found the key-ston- e

whose loss has threatened the destruction of the
whole fabric of the government, and now the
arch is perfect and the people saved. Although
it had been previously agreed that co hand-
shaking was to be expected on either side, over
half the delegation succeeded in reaching Gen.
Harrison. Shortly before C o'clock a delegation
of eleven oQcers and members of the Lincoln
Club, Cincinnati, arrived over the C, II,
& D. The call was to tender
the services of the Lincoln Club
as a personal escort to the President-elec- t on his
inauguratien trip to Washington. The club,
which numbers over 1,200 members, lays claim
to this honor on the grounds that it is the oldest
political organisation in the West, and that
their city still remembers the successful candi-
date of Indiana as a former citizen. In tbe
party were the following: Hon. Benjamin But-terwort- h.

who has been a member of Congress
for the First Ohio district, with the exception of
one term, since 187K; Gen. Charles E. Brown,
member of Congress for the Second district;
Amor Smith, jr., 31 ayor of Cincinnati;
A. C Hortoo, president of tbe Lin-
coln Club; W. a Smith, II. R, Pro-basc- o,

Samuel Bates, jr., George Matthewn,
Samuel Woodside, W. A. R. Tenney and J. C.
Yorston, all prominent members of the club,
and among tbe foremost citizens of Cincinnati.
Their call was made after supper. 31 r. Ilorton
introduced the delegation and stated the object
of the call, after extending hearty congratula-
tions on the result of the election. General
Harrison replied in a very few words, stating
that he was much gratified and highly honored
by their kind offer of their services, but, be satd,
no definite acceptance or refusal could be given
at this early date. He would, however, take it
under favorable consideration and reply as soon
as poEslblo. After some passing conversation,
the visitors left. They will return to Cincinnati
this morning.

V. Rooker, a brother, although not a member of
the board, moved to throw out its vote on the
ground given in Mr. llord's statement Tbe
Republican candidate had a majority of about
one hundred and thirty in the precinct The
protest was diseussed at length, and then, by a
vote of the board, action was postponed until all
other precincts had been canvassed.

The count of tbe Fourteenth ward showed
a few changes, but co one gained mate-
rially. The Democratio tricksters were
considerably surprised when the second pre-

cinct of the Fifteenth was called and attorney
W. A. KetcLam moved to throw out the whole
precinct for the same reason the Democrats
nrged in regard to tbe second of the Thirteenth.
The Republicans in the ward selected Tina
Snlann as judge. The inspector refused to
allow Splann to serve on the board, and,
as is charged, appointed a man as judge
who was cot a freeholder or a property-holder- .

The Democrats have a majority of 1S3 in the
precinct, and the board was therefore ready to
object to its beicg thrown out, although, u,3 Mr.
Ketcham showed, there was much better cause
for such action than in the second precinct ol
tbe Thirteenth. By a unanimous vote the board
also postponed action on this precinct until after
the count was concluded in all the others.

In the first precinct of the Sixteenth ward
Tineher gained one vote, but no other changes
were noted. The count of the Seventeenth
and Eighteenth wards was concluded without
any hindrance. In tho second precinct of the
Nineteenth ward John L. GriSths, for
Reporter of the Supreme Court, made
a gain of four, but the vote in both
the other precincts remained the same

When the econd precinct of the Twenty-secon- d

ward was called, Frank McCray asked
Inspector Rosebrock if it was cot a fact that
there was a discrepancy between the poll-book- s

and ballots, and if, when that was discovered,
twenty ballots were cot picked up off the floor
and put in the box. Inspector Rosebrock de-
nied that anything of tbe kind bad happened,
but an affidavit was submitted showing that
there was a discrepancy, and that the box was
stuffed. Mr. McCray protested against the vote
of tbe precinct.

Tbe crookedest work of the election was ex-
posed when the tally-shee- t of the third precinct
of the Twenty-thir- d ward was reached. As
noon as the inspector offered tbe sheet Mr.
Ketcham stated that he was reliably informed
that there was a discrepancy between the tally-she- et

and the poll-li- st Taking the sheet, Mr.
Ketcham examined it, and then said: "I see the
list of names foots op 507. Then 1 see that there
were cast for Thomas R. Cobb, who heads tho
Democratic electoral ticket 412 votes, and for
J. N. Shackelford, who beads the Republican
electoral list, 112, making a total of 524 votes
cast It is absolutely a matter of physical im-
possibility for 507 men to vote 521 times and
each man vote but once." Further, 31 r.
Ketcham said, this board coold cot determine
whether the illegal vote was in the middle of
the cumber or at one end. It was eertain, he
said, that the 521 votes counted were not exist-
ing votes.

Inspector Vogt wanted to know what the
tally-she- et showed, and the two sheets were
compared and the same discrepancy appeared on
the tally-she- et It was then suggested by In-
spector Corbaley that there might be a duplica-
tion of tbe cumber opposite the names on tho
poll-boo- k, but an investigation made by Mr.
Ketcham and Mr. Corbaley showed that there
bad been cone. Inspector Reivel, of
tbe precinct, was called on for an
explanation, and he said he could
not aeoonnt for the cumber of
votes unless it was the fault of the clerks. He
aid there was one double ticket and a dodger

put in the box. Chairman Brown said be did
cot think the board wanted to do anything but
what was right. However, he did cot see how
the board coold do otherwise than receive the
vote as it appeared on the papers before it To
be sure there wss a discrepancy shown, but the
board could cot deoide who was responsible for
it

Mr. Ketcham said it bad been his good fortnne
to examine a good many poll-book- s, and he had
never seen one that showed more care than the
one from this precinct He did not think tho
clerzs could be charged with this discrepancy.
His opinion was that a court wonld throw out the
whole precinct nnless the discrepancy could be
explained. Being in the minority, he did not
pretend to say what this board should
do. Mr. Vogt then moved that the
returns be received, and that the vote be
counted as it appeared. The motion was sec-

onded by Frank Landers, and all the Demo-crati- c

inspectors voted for it Before the vote
was counted a written protest was filed, along
with an affidavit for Charles O. Coulon, of No.
123 Kennington street, who cited the followine
witnesses: Albert Leiber, L. F. Zaiser, Henry
Becker, Fred Francke, Charles II. Rohl
and Joseph Tilly. The Republican candi-
dates prefent said privately that they
would ask the court to throw the precinct out
The Democratio majority there is just 300, and
if the vote is set aside it will elect several men
on the Republican ticket

Tbe inspectors of the first and sacor d precincts
of the Twenty-fourt- h ward were absent, and
the precincts had to be passed. The third of
the ward showed no, changes of importance.
The first and second of the Twenty-fift- h ward
showed email gains for the whole Democratic
ticket. The inspector iu the third precinct was
absent, and was passed. ,

At this juncture the Democrats undertook to
extricate themselves from the trap they had
prepared for the Republicans with reference to
the second precinct of the Thirteenth ward.
Frank Landers moved that the former action
with reference to tbe second of tho Thirteenth
and the second of tbe Fifteenth be recon-
sidered, and that tbe.vote of both preciucts be
now received and counted. The motion was
heartily seconded by Hiram Miller, and was
passed. The inspectors in both precincts had
gone home for the night, however, and the count
pad to be postponed.

Tne count of the eight precincts in Center
township outside of Indianapolis was completed
at midnight Wagner gained one vote in the
precincts. There were then six Indianapolis
precints out, and all the out townships of tho
county. The officers of the board thought the
official tally-she- et would not be fooled
ux and signed before noon to-da- y,

Dr. Wagner at midnight had mado a gain cf
eighteen by the count, and hi3 election was
practically assured by about fifty majority.
Mitchell bad also cainod about ton. all from the
Prohibition and Labor voto, but there was still a
belief that Tineher would be elected by a small
majority. There seems to be co doubt about
Hadlej s election as circuit judge, although he
had made no gains in this county.

There will bo another protest filed
when the fourth precinct cf Wayne town-
ship is reached. There are affidavits to show
that Inspector Miller, of that precinct, received
the votes cf thirty hopelessly insane persons,
and the board will be asked to throw
out the entire precinct The voto will, of
course, be countd by the board, and then the
contest will follow. Good attorneys in the
board claim that tbers is ample ground to throw
out enough precincts to elect the entire Repub-
lican ticket, and several of the candidates will
press thenatter.

Mating the footings on the eanvass-shee- t will
be telious work, but just as soon as tbey can be

bad, to day. they will be given on a bulletin at
the Joufcal counting room.

Marion County Election Inspectors Can-

vass Slowly returns of the Vote.

The Work of a Dij and Xlght in Which Dem-

ocrats Use the Advantage of Their Om-"rchelmi- ng

Majority on the Board.

Republican MGtions Voted Down, and
Keturn3 Canvassed Over Protests.

A Scheme to Throw Ont a Precinct Defeated
Ij a &t Connter-l'Ia- j Hope for Had-io- jt

Wagner and Tinclier's Election.

The bo&rd of election canvassers, composed
of all the inspectors and township trusted, who
by virtue of their oSce served aa each, met in
the Circuit Court room yesterday mornior, at 10

o'clock, to make a canvass of the vote cast in
this county Tuesday. The board of ninety
members was Democratic with two exceptions,
Charles J. Many, trustee of Center township, and
W. A. Kettham. who represented J. 3L Watts,
trustee of Franklin township. Tne county
clerk, by virtue of his oSce, wa3 clerk of tho
board, and earned Win. K. Sproule and George
Buskirk as-- enrolling and counting clerks, and
John SeM'y as reading clerk. Edear A. Brown
was chairman. This is the position, which the
convict, W. F. A. Bernhaaer, held two years ago.
Mr. Sullivan attempted to shift the responsibil-
ity in the count by proposing that J. L. F.
Steeg, a former business partner of Bemhamer
aet as reading elerk. but Mr. Ketch am objected
on the ground that the county elerk should be
held responsible for the correct reading of the
returns. Only about half the connty candidates
were present when the board was ready to begin
to work. Several of these were represented by
attorneys. It was 10.30 o'clock when the work
of going over the vote began, and ow-

ing to the length of the tickets very slow prog-

ress was made. The day sessien was cot
marked by any features cf particular interest
The changes were very few, and affected no can
didata materially as they worked both ways.
Two inepectcrs, Robert Kennington, of the sec-

ond precinct of the Twenty-thir- d ward, and Mr.
Shimer, cf the first precinct of Warren town-

ship, pleaded sickness, and at their request their
returns were canvassed before the rest were
taken up in regular order. Mr. Kennington's
precinct was taken up first The count showed
no change, but Mr. McCray, as attorney for II.
T. Ticcher, candidate for prosecutor on the Re-

publican ticket, offered a protest against count-
ing the vote of the Union Labor party, as it ap-

peared on the sheet The returns, he held, did
not represent the ballot. The precinct board
had credited votes for individuals whose names
were on more than one party ticket, and
had not added them. The Republican attorneys
objected to this manner of countic?, because it
was possible that the Labor vote bad been added
to the regular party voto by the preeioet board.
Chairman Brown held that the votes would have
to be counted as tbey appeared on the returns,
and that the inspector could cot be asked to ex-
plain what the sheet was intended to show.

The first precinct of Warren township did not
reveal any changes, but the returns offered
attorney Ketebam an opportunity to protest
against the vote riven John V. lladley for jud?e
on the returns, lie stated thatbft was informed
tht two votes cast for John A. Had ley had cot
btsen counted. Tbey were obviously intended
fur John V. lladley, and tuoughtit would be per-
fectly riebt for the board to count the votes
for Ilediev. It was also stated that Mr.
Miirner had affidavit stating that two such
v'es hl been cast but cot counted.
