Another Woman Mardered and Muatilated in
a Manuner Surpassing Previous Crimes—
Bloodhounds Fail to Trace the Murderer.

Loxpox, Nov. 9.—The muorder flend has add-
ed another to hie list of vietims. At 11 o'clock
this morpiog the body of a woman, cut into
pieces, was discovered in a house in Dorse:
strest, Spitalfielis. The police are endeavoring
to track the murderer with the said of blood-
bounds. The appearacce of the remains was
frightful, and the mulilation even greater than
in the previous cases. The head bad been sev-
ered and placed beneath one of the arms. The
ears and nose had been cut off. The body had
been disemboweled, and the flesh was torn
from the thigks. The womb and other organs
were missiog. The skin had been torn off the
forehead and cheeks, and one hand had been
pushed ioto the stomaech. The vietim,
like all the others, was a prostitute. She
was married, and her bhusband was
a porier. They had lived togoether at spasmodie
intervals. Her name is believed to have been
Lizzie Fisher, but to most of the habitues she
was known as Mary Jane. She had aroom in
the house where she was murdered. She carried
s lated-key, and no one knows at what hour she
entered the house last night, and probabdly no
one saw the man who accompanied her. There-
fore it is hardly likely that be will ever be identi-
fled. He might easily bave left the bouse at
any time between 1and 6 o'clock this morning
without attracting attention. The doetors who
bave examined the rewmains refuse to make any
statement until the inquest is held. Three
blondhounds, belonging to private citizens, were
taken to the placc where the body lay and placed
on the scent of the murderer, but they wers un-
able to keep it for any great distance, and all
hope of ruoning the assassin dowan with their
assistance will have to be abandoned.

The murdered woman told a companion, last
evening, that she was without money, and would
commit suicide if she did not obtain a supply.
It has been learned that a man, respectably
dressed, accosted the vietim, and offered her
money. They went to ber lodgings on the sec-
ond floor of the Dorset-street house. No noise
was heard during the night and nothing was
koown of the murder until the landlady went
to the room early this morning to ask for her
rent. The first thing she saw on entering the
room wae the woman's breasts and viscera lying
on a table. Dorset street ia short and narrow,
and is sitoatad close to Mitre square and Han-
bury street. =

floek 1a often well bred. We doubt if there is n
flock of twenty fowls aoywhere that does not
contain the blood of some of the best breeda,
and the excelience of eertain flocks 19 due to the
good blood in them, for which, however, due
credit is not given. Buta common flock de-
Serves as much cares and attention us any othes,
It is an old maxim that “he who will not prope
erly eare for a commion flock will not manage &
better one,” and tne expression is true. A come
mon flock can be procured with but little ex-
penee, and, using it as & feundation, the begin-
Der can grade up to a higher decress of excel
lence every season by the use of pure bred males
for crosgiog. The value of the common floe
is greater than that of the pure breed in b
conntry, snd wa can add sdditionsl value by
improving them.

rowding will save space in ths poaltry-house
but at the expense of not receiving eges. A hen
stould have ample reom in the hen-house In
sovere weather, she shoaid have plenty of room
on the roost; an empty nest should slways be
available, aud she should bave space on the
floor for exercise. If the bens arecrowded they
will begin to sirugele for their sxistence; some
will get more food than others, and vices will be
learned that in the end will prove fatal to soe-
cess. Crowding indnces disesse also, and les-
sens the receipts but adds te the cost

What is the best material to be used on the
floors as litter for hens to scrateh 1o is often
asked. At this season litter is not easily pro-
curable, excepting dry dirt and straw, but later
on the chal‘f.lt and best marerial is leavea,
They should be raked up and stored away for
winter use, and gept dry snd clean. The pDexs
most available material is straw, but it requires
s littie lahor 1o prepare it, as itshould be passed
throngh a straw-cutter. Dried grass and musty
bay can be used, but the hens will sometimes
eat it, which may cavse tuem to be erop-bound.
Crushed and cut cornstalks may be used
but should be mixed with dirt. Dirt itsell is
excellent, and & plentiful supply of it should be
stored for the purpese,

The leeding of cabbages to poultry may be
done in two ways: one is to tie tbe cabbage to &
stick, and permit the heps to pick at the head
whenever they so desire, which is an eary and
excelleat mode. The other is to chep the cab-
bage fine, which, howeven is more or less laborie
ous. All wvegetable-tops, or roots, should be
chopped, as the hens cannot eat them couveni-
ently when they are thrown entire over the
fenca. They will not care for such food unless
it is frosh and suceulent. If it is aliowed to
wither it is often refused. To use it more profi-
tably ehop it very fine, and feed ouly the quane
tity required at the time.
