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HOW PATIENTS ARE ABUSED

—

A Matron's Account of Many Outrages
Practiced at the Insane Hospital,

——

Bbe Kept & Kecord of Them, but Her Room
Was Searched, the Book Fouud and De-

stroyed—Repeated Violations of Rules.

The returns from the recent election
In this State, showing the defeat of the Demo-
eratic party, have been instrumental in bringing
to light adaini~nal indispatable evidence of the
brutelity pescticed as the Insane Hospital, and

the ineflicieney of the present corps of attend-
ants. Although the inside workings of the in-

stitution have been operated ca a non-partisan
plan, as is claimed by the authorities in charge,
it ' a matter of record that such has
been far from the fact. On lsst Wednesday
Mre Mary E Hiatt, living at No. 252 South

East street, who has been employed asa matron
st the ssylum since March 24, 18587, was sum-

marily discharged for “ipefliciency and nanduly
distarbing the patients,” as the notice of dis-

missal was worded, although an investigation of
her case revealed the fact that her dismissal had
been contemplated for some months past, but it
was sonsidered a bad move to make before the
election. Accordingly, on the first day after the
election, she was notified of her discharga. At
Ber home, yesterday, a Journal reporter saw the
Iady snd inguired as to the circumstancee that
led to ber discharge. The circumstances dated

back so [ar in time that some of tho past history
of the hospital was needed to correc 'y corroborate

ber statements and connect them in a logieal
order. Accordingly Mra. Hiatt was ssked to re-
Inte her experience as matron in tne ipstitution
pinee the first day of her exploymen®, and some
of her revelations of the inbumani'y practiced
wera revoiting in the exireme.

Time and time again ber voice falled her as
she wouid recount some pathetic incident of the
brotal beating of ao invalid imbecile. “i want
to explain in the first place,” she
said. “how our duilies ss matrons wers
spoortioned. In the hospital there are eight
matrons, each having under her supervision
three wards. Each floor is divided into a north
and & south wing, and on my floor thers were
over one hundred male patients. Our duties, as
matrons, were to sse that no abuse was done to
the patients either on the grouuds or in our
wards, to attend to the mending of their clothes,
to see that good food was set on the tahles, and
plenty of it, and to keep our respective wards
decorated sod clean, so that they might seem as
muech like bome as possible At the head of
esch warl we had an attendiog supervisor, to
whom we were required to report any vielation
of these rules on the part of the atiend
snts. Dr. Thomas was in cbarge of the
ward where | was stationed. [ soon saw
after I had eatered the hospital that somethiog
was wrong, for ecatinual violations of the very
rules laid down for me to preserve were occur-
ring, and not ounly that, but they were in almost
svery ease known by Dr. Thomas. He did not
raise & Suger to put a stop to it, however, ana
that was the very thing that made him so
strongly opposed zo me from the start. He saw
that I was not willing to overlook the brutal
beating of patients, or the placiog of decayed
food before them, and for the last eix mouths |
znew he had been fairly itching to see my dis-
charge signed by Dr Galbraith.”

" “Was any such desire evident on the psrt of
Dr. Galoraith!” st e was asked.

“No, | cannot say that t:ere was, and I bon-
pstly believe to-day that be is ignorani of soms
of the infamous praetives that are resorted to
by the attendants in some of the back wards
Dr. Galbraith is certainly a man of some heart
snd feeling, ani 1 have considerable respect for
him for that very fact; and I want to say s word
about his wife. She is bevond svapicion of any
part taken in the scenes that daily transpire in
the hospital, sod I would not, guder any consid-
sration, mix her name with thesickening stories
hat [ conld tel: of what | have seen and heard.”

“Would yoa object to recounting some of these
ptories?”

“*] e n see no reason why they should nos be
pablished. As to their truth, I will be ready at
any time to take an oath that what I shall say to
you. imposaibie as It may seem, bhas u‘tuully oc-
surred in my pressnce at the hospital. I was
3o shocked soon after I entered it as matron at
what [ saw and heard that [ thonght the time
might some time come when | would need avery
detail, so | immediateiy begsan the habis of
taking notes. Whenever I woald see an attend-
ant baat or abusa a patient | would write their
pames in & boek | kept for that partiemlar pur-
pose. Dut about three months 2ago I
was taken siek, and for two weeks |
waa onable to leave my bed. Duriag 2 time
when | was almost delirfous with pain the nurse
wlho was caring for me took the notion into bher
tead that my room needed to be cleansd and
everything was turped vpside down. 1 had al-
ways feared that the other attendants had sus-
peciad my keeping the notes and so 1 kept them
pafelv locked up in & drawer in my room, and
p= | have afterward learned the only object of
the cleaning of my room, when I was lying on
my belin a half-conscious condition, was to se-
eure wy writing, for upon my recovery it was

age. Th - notes had been stolen, and | at onece
f:-gsu to reprodace them as nearly as 1 could
remem yer. Sinee that time I bad, up to the
time of my discsharge, kept a more exast set
»' notes, sud at the same time I guarded ttem
more closely.”

“Yon bave them uow, theo, safely in your
possession!”

“Yes, and let me relate some of the horrify-
fng things | met with. | remember one cf the
wery first incidents that happened roon after |
went into employ. It was in the T ward,
a8 ! was passicg through the hall
sn the way to my voomm I bheard
some seuffling vot far down the corridor, and
from the words that came to my ear, I knew at
once that there was trouble brewing. As |
reached the spot I was just in time to see an at-
tendant knoek down a patient and vielently kick
bim. The man who did the viclence was
named Gossart, and I was so disgusted that [
reported the casa to the officers. 1 was com-
paratively s poviee in my piace, and was not
aware of the official carelessuess that made sach
sights exceedingly common. From that day te
the time of my discharge I was Jowered ia the
estimation of the rest of the attendants,
the majority of whom *+ did as
tney pleased and pever ftook the
trouble to repert any inaceuracy to Dr. Gal-
braith or any of the board. But [ was resolute
in my determination to see justice done, even
if it was the canse of my losing my position.”

“Did this seem to afect the treatment you re-
eeived from other handsi”

“Yes, | was bardly recognized as possessing

ny authority, whatever, although I was equal
:o the rest, t® is sart of a league at the hos-
pital which partakes of the nature of a mutual
pid socisty, for all she sttendsnts stand up
for one ascther. Simply becsuse [ had evinced
s desire to befriend the poor unfortunates
who, on sceonnt of their imbecility, had been
mplonly incarcerated, I was snudbed on every

d, and was even, in somr cases, deprived of
rights that were given to others. But | was no
less earnest in my endeavors to see s change, at
least whenever | could use my 1nfluence to that
end. It was not long after the iacident to which
I have referred thas [ discovered the fact
that ths patients were being fed on
sour and desaying meat. We vwere re-
required by the laws of the ipstitution to make
a daily of the condition o the food used,
but the matrons with whom | worke< uever even
mentioned the nnwholesome meats and vegeta-
bies whick had been so often used. | told them
that it was their duty and also intormed them
that if they did not I would, %o which they re-
plisd, *‘Oh, no, Mra. Histg; if you do that you
will get into troutle. Neverthless [ signed the
repgrt and waas at once sammoned before Dr.

was. who showed we the report of Mrs. Tal-
bott, another matron, which stated that the
meat bad ail been satisfactory. Upon being
questionsd she said that she had supposed

fo be salisfactory, because the pa-
tients had eaten it Dr. Thomas then
fuformed me that the next time | discovered
any digseased meat to brieg him a samp'e, which
1 did io the courss of & faw days, but that was
the end of it. Dr. Thomas never made a single
attempt to investigate or correct it.”

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THE FRAUDS TO BE EXPOSED

Republican Candidates Will Not Submit
to Double Ballots and Insane Voters.

————

Contests to Be Sastained Through Quo War-
ranto Proceedings, Which Are to Ba Brought
Immediately—Receiving State Returns,

e ——

Several of the HRepublican candidates in
this county who were defeated on the face of
the returns have definitely decided to enter
contests for their offices. The proceedings will
likely be instituted to-morrow, either before the

County Commissioners or by quo warranto pro-
ceedings in the Cireounit Court. There were ir-
regularities in several precinets on which con-
tests can be safely based, but it is
likely that the proceedings will specily
only the frande in the third of the
Twenty-third ward, and fourth of Wayne

township. The Democrats do not deny that
frauds wers perpetrated in these two precinets,

and many of the best attorneys in the city have
given it as their opinion that there is ample

grounds to warrant any court in throwing out
the vote of both. If the contest is brought, snd
the contestants ars suceessful thers can be but
one result, that of eleminating altogether from

the footings the vote of these two precinets.
A recount, it Is said, will be of
0o avail, as it will not aistingunish the illegal
from the legal ballots.

“Precincts have been tarown out in this

county for much less frauds,” said an attorney
yesterday, “and I see no reason why the candi-

dates should besitate a moment to bring an ac-
tion. The frauds are glaring, and [ am sure
that mo homest citizen ean object to the
course that is to be pursned in rela
tion to them. The Citizens’ Committee of
One Hundred should lend the Republican
commitiee its aid, and if the responsibility
for the fraudr can be placed the perpetrators
should be punished. While the frauds are of a
different character from changing tally-sheets,
they ares no less a crime, and the men who com-
mitted them should be where Coy and Bern-
hamer now are. If they are passed over lightly
now, we may expect to have them repeated with
increased boldness at the next election. 1 hold
that it is just as bad to stuff ballot-boxes
and wvote illegal voters as to change
tally-sheets after the vote has been cast and
eounted.”

The several candidates who proposs to have
the election investigated began collecting evi-
denece yesterday on which to base their proceed-
ings. Tho statements secured showing that the
ballot-box in the third precinet of the Twenty-
third ward was stuffed have not been eon-
tradictad. The 1nspector himself admits
that twenty more Dbaliota were found
in the Dbeox than there were vot-
ers named on the poll-book, and
he savs he cannot account for the diserepaney.
He thought at first it might have been the fanlt
of the clerks, but when the poll-books kept by
both elerks agreed, he was unable to offer any
further explanation, The fact that one double
baliot was found in the bex is very good evi-
dence that more of that kind were voted. In
saveral other precincts the same thing oe-
eurred, and the Republicans are
eonfident thut encugh double haliots were cast
in the ninety precincts of the county to make
tho Democratio majority. While the stuffing of
the box in the Twenty-third ward is good ground
for a contest, theinfamous manner in which the
insane were voted in the feurth precinct of
Wayne township is considered a stronger cause
for gzoing to the courts.

Evidenee has also been obtained showing that
the intimidatien methods of the Dem-
ocrats kept out enough votes to have
elocted nearly all the tickes. In the Fourth
ward alone, twenty-five colored men wh» had a
right to vote would not come to the polls, becaunse
they were afraid of the ten or fifteen deputy
marshals who were threatening to arrest every
Republiean. If the contests to be brought are
successful, Tiucher for presecutor, Fulmer for
sheriff] and at least three candidates on the Re-
publican leglslative ticket, will be elected.

Returns on the State Ticket.

Returns from about sixty counties have been

received at the Secretary of State’s odice of the
vote upon the State and county officers, and the

olerks of the office are busy tabulating them.
8o far as received, they show that the Repub-
lican eandidates for State effices received abous
the same vote as their candidate for Governor,

and if the other counties yet to eome in do as
well, none of them will fall short three hundred
votes below the number received by General
Hovey, Two of them at least, Griffia and
LaFollette, it is said, will ran from two huadred
to three hundred ahead of the candidate for
Governor. The candidales all made gains in
their own counties except one. 'The full official
vote will probably be obtainable Monday or
Tuesday.

Mr. Curtice's ehild has been at Mr. Ruckle's
continuously. Mr. Curtice is Southern passen-
ger egent for the Vandalia railroad, and his ter-
ritery extends from the Missiesippi river to the
City of Mexico, and from Little Rock to the
guif. He '‘visits” home as often as possible, and
I presume as often as the average traveling man.
He comes home at every slection to vote. He
was home al the last general election previous
to this, aud voted —and voted for Judze Taylor,
L!s neighbor, for judge. His vote was not chal-
lenged at that election, and [ bave no doubt if
it bad been, Judee Tavior would have known he
was & "legal voter in that pracines.”

Gridley was
auctioneer, and the bag was knocked
down for §250. The purchaser
deelined to receive it, and suggested that it be
sold again. The idea teck like wild fire, and
the bag was sold again, and aeain, and before
pight the sum of $8,000 had been realized.
Gridley saw fame for him and gold for the sick
soldiers opening before him. He entered heart
and soul into the idea. and he started with his
now famous bag of floor on an oxpoditiqn which
immortalized himself, and brought jey and
comfort to thousands of suffering soldiers, His
reception everywhere was like a Roman tri-
umph, and the people, infected by the noble
work, vied and struggled with each other in
the generous rivalry, Gridley sold his flour all
over the West, aud finally exhibited it at the
great Sanitary fair in St. Lonis. Afterward the
flour was baked into small cakes and sold at a
high prise. When the grand total was added
up it was found that Grindley's bet bad been

the means of adding more than $150,000 to the

funds of the Western Sanitary Commission.

We commend the existing situation to the at-
tention of people who recommend a change in
cur methed of electing a President, so as to
bave the choice made by pepular vote. Under
the existing system it was clear to every experi-
enced student of election returns before mid-
night on Tuesday that Harricon bad a majority
of the electoral votes, and consequently was
elected. But nobedy has the slightest idea
to-day, or can bawhp for days to come,
whether he has also a majority of the popu-
lar vote. A long time must elapse before all
the voting districts can possibly be heard from
in such great and for the moat part thinly set-
tled States as Minnesota, California and Texas.
It may easily happen that a candidate may have
s large majority of the electoral votes, but a
very narrow preponderance of the popular vote,
a8 Garfield in 1880, who had 214 electoral votes
to only 155 for Hanecock., but led Hancock by
only 9,464 votes out of more than 9,000,000. The
idea of subjecting the Nation to the stirain of
waiting days and probably weeks to find out
who is to be President, while all the back dis-
tricts are being heard from, 1s simply preposter-
