Ia bebaif of the condemned woman
great indgence has Leen brough: to bear uson
the Governor and Counell by those who are op-
posed to capital puasishment, and certainly to
the bapging of & woman. Mrs. Robioson was
sentenced to be banged after a vordict fastening
upea her the death, by poison,
of Prince Arthar Freeman, her

brother-in-law, on June 27, 1534, She had al-
ready been tried for tha murder, by arsenieal
poisoniog, of ber son Willie, but the jury dise-
agreed, being unable to find a verdiet for lack of
evidence, There were, besides, indictments for
the marder of Oliver Soeeper, her landlord,
Aug. 10, 1881: Moses Robinson, her husband,
July 25, 1882; Annie Freeman, her sister, Feb.
6, 1885; Lizzie A. Robinson, her daushter, Feb.
22, 1886, and Thomas Arthar Freeman, jr., her
nephew, July 23, 1886, All of thess persons
died of arse ic poisouing, the symptoms in all
cAges were the same, and it was charged that
Jirs. Robioson had administered the arsenic to
each person. The motive in the Istter cases as
loast was the rollection of the intarance on the
lives of the decsased. The peculiar thing about
the story was 1hat there was no evidence show-
ing Mra. Robinscn ever possessed any arsenis or
that shie ever undarstood its use or effect. Pab-
lie opinion is generally against 1the prisoner, but
there are many wio believe 10 her innoesnce.

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THE ANARCHIST ANNIVERSARY.

A Spiritless Afflair at Waldheim Cemetery—
Parsens’s Letter 1o liis Children.
— e — e
Cnicaco, Nov. 11.—The first anniversary of
the hangiag of the Anarchists was observed to-
day by the Chicago eympathizers, but not
within the limits of the city. Police regulations

preventsd any proceseion or flying of red bunt-
ing, and there was Do outbreak of any kind.
About five thousand people—men, women and
children—gathered individuaily at the depot,
and two big trains carried them to Waldheim
Cemetery. On the way to the cemetery the

crowd resembled anything rather than peopls
bent on & melaocholy errand. Jokiog and
chafiiog was the order of the day all the way
out. None e¢f the persons who gained notoriety
through cooneetion with the Asarchist trial
ware present, except Spies's sister Gretchen
nod the daughters of (ieorge Engel Mud
in the couontry was as eflectval as the
police in the e¢ity in operating sgaiust
any procession from the cars to the graves,
and the chilly winds sweeping across the bleak
prairies svcireling Waldbeim Cemetery added
to the general discomfort. Oone thiog, however,
was an ungualified success—the floral sridbutes
were of the most elaborate character, and in-
cluded eonmtributions from thirteen different
Turner societies. Among the flowers blood-red
ribbons were conspicuous, and the inscriptions
accompanyiog them were such as: “For Free-
dom and Right;” “To the Pioneers of Truth and
Justice,” and *“To the Martyrs, Our Thanks.”
The first speech was by Robert Retzel, of
Detroit. Compared with the rantings heard a
year ago on the same spot, his remarks were
tame. Io fact, there was not a siogle incendiary
phrase in his entire spesch. He drooped into

poetry quite frequently. He beld that a year
ago on the gravea of the Anarchists the mourn-
ers were at once plaintiffs aod judges It
was mnot quite appareut to him hew long

the working people would be permitted to bury
their deaa without the capitalistic power bring-
iog Iu_tonou avd bloodshed aAmong Tthe graves,
In this manner the speaker held forth for the
better part of half an hour. Children from the
Socialiat Sunday-schools of the ecity sase, in
childish mechanical fashion, a hymn in praiseof
the “Martyrs.” When w0e sound. of the chil-
dren’s voices had ceared, the chairman, George
Sehilling, proceeded to that whish was to be the
canter of attraction and attention, a letter from
Albert R. Parsons to his children, addressed to
them with a request thas 1tshonld not be opened
or read natil the first anniversary of bis execu-
tion, FPerfect quiet came over the assembly as
the letter was read, as follows:

“Duxaxox No. 7, Coox CouvNry Jar, ?
CH1CAGO, Nov. 4, 18587, §

“My Darling, Precious Lattle Children, Albert
R. Parsons, jr., and his Sister Lulu Ida Par-
sons—As I write this word, I blot your pamas
with a tear. We nover meet again. Oh, my chil-
dren, how deeply, dearly your father lovas you!
We eshow our love by living for oar loved ones.
We also prove our love by dying, when neces-
sary, for them. Of my life and the cause of my
vonatural and eruel death yvou will learn from
otbers. Your father is a self-offered sacrifice on
the sitar of liberty zud bappiness. To you I
leave the legacy of an honest name and daty
well done. Preserve, emulate it; be true to
yourselves, and you canoot then be false to
others. Be industrious, and sober, and cheer-
ful. Your mother—O she is the grandest,
noblest of women-—love, honor and obey her.
My children, my precicus omes, I request you
to read this parting message on each recurring
anniversary of my death, in remembrance of
him who dies not alonefor you, but for the ebil-
dren yetunborn. Rless you, my darlings, Fare-
well! Your father, '

“ALBERT R Parsoxs.”

The letter was something of a disappointment
to the listeners. There was no approach to any
of the usual catech-words of the revolutionista
It was too plasin and father-like, Hence, the
effect was not notable. It was simply one of
gadness that spread over the assembly, to be
soon dispelied, however, by the opening words
of the speech which followed. The speaker,
William Holmes, an old friend of Parsone,
struck a chord that hiad not vibrated for a loog
time. “‘Friends and comrades.,” be began, with
an asimation that sounded like old times on the
lake front, when the groups were out in force
and the barangues wers all of the ‘“‘coming
revoluation.” The effeet on the crowd was in-
staptaneons. They all pricked up their ears
sod listened eagerly, Lut they were again
doomed to disappointment The speaker was
moderate in his remarks uatil the peroration
was reached. Something more was evidently
necessary to round out the speech with, and
after compariog ‘‘the movement for the emanci-

ation of iabor” to all sorts of shiving objects,
Eo wound up by saying that it woald “flame like
the fire in the barrieades of the city streata.” The
expression ecaught the audience. Half of them
did not understaud a line of the speech, or the
meaniag of the last sentence, but the suggestion
of force in the words “barricade” and “fire”
aroused a burst of applause. The speaker urged
all present to put their shoulders to the wheel
and help accomplish the work for which the five
“martyrs” had died.

Joseph Labadie, a Nichigan Anarchist, who was
to drliver the principal spsech of the day, falled
to pus in an appearance. There was mueh talk
of war, and soldiers, and glory in the last
speech, which was delivered by Paul Grottkan,
an editor of several (lerman socialist papers.
His prineipal theme was the “smalivess” of the
wo;:lng cl::.::d thn}r:nd. ':llund the A‘nmhhu
to ““murdered.” e ““hypocrisy and tyranany
of the ruling classes” was one ol his favorite
terms. The bruror way to honor the doad men,
be said, was to lead tc & successful issue the
movement which had died for.

THE SOUTH AND THE ELECTION.

The Next Reapportionment and How It Wil
Affect the South and the Northweat.
fpecia) tv the Indiananclis Jourtas

WasHINGTON, Nov. 11.—~There Is one feature
of the vistory at the polls last weekx which does
not seem to have fully dawned yet upon the
minds of the actors, but which is being discussed
with a great deal of concern by some of the
Democrats of the South. That is, that the con-
trol of the two houses of Congress will give the
Republican party the control also of the appor-
tiooment under the eieventh census. The
eleventh census will be taken 1o June, 1890, and
the reapportionment of Congressional represen-
tation will foliow daring the session of Congress
succesdiog. The suppression of the colored
vote in the South will certainly lead to a cur-
tailment of the number of Representatives in
that section and s corresponding increase in the
representation of some of the Weatern States,
notably Nebraska, Kansas and Mincesota, which
are naturslly Republican. This, together with
the admission of four new States, with at least
twelve electoral votes, in 1392, will change
the status of the pext campaigo to & con-
siderable degres and will be likely to have
a marked effect in maintaining the ascendency
of the Republican dynssty. Soutbern men pro-
foss to believe that their section will lose at
least ten electoral votea in the new apportion-
ment, which will, they naturally infer, ve added
to the strength of the Lepublican States of the
Northwest. If this is doue, and the now States
admitted prove to bs Republican in sentiment,
there is reason to believe that the solicitude of
the Southern Demosrats 18 well founded, and
thst some, at least, of the elements of un-
certainty will be removed from the pext grand
contest.

Repnblican success this vear aleo means that
the control of the United States Supreme Court
is no longer in danger of passiug out of the
haunds of the Republican party. President Har-
rison will, in all probability, have the appoint-
ment of four, and poseibly five, associate justices
doriog his term, and that will insure the control
of the highest court in the country for a genera-
tion, unless the mortality among the members
of the court is much higher than it has ever
been before. On the whole, therefore, the Re-
publiean party Las ineressing causes to coa-
gratulate itseif, as the significance of last Tues-
day’s victory becomes apparent.

THE NEW ADMINISTRATION,

—i—

Edward McPherson Indicates Some of the

1ssues with Which It Will Deal.
Washington Special to New York Tribune,

Probably General Harrisoo will have more or
less to say about the composition of his Cabinet,
and as he has not yet had any time to give
to that matter, the gossip aud speculation
which assign this or that promioent and de-
serving Republican leader to that or the othar
Cabines portfolio may be a trifle premature; the
President-elect will have pearly four months in
which to ecanvass the fleld, listen to sugeestions
and advice more or less disinterested, and care-
fully weigh the merits and gualifications of the
party leaders. General Harrison's friends know
that he is a man of great firmness and decision
of character, although he lacks that sort of
obstinaey which spriogs from ignorance of pub-
lic men and events, and during the camrpaign he
has shown remarkable self-poise and surprising
keenness of vision in a political sense. It is
{air to assume, therefore, that he will have a
great deul to eay about the composition of his
Cabinet, and when he has performed his duty
in that regard 1t is probable tbat a large number
of active amateur and volunteer Cabinet-makers
will be disappointed.

Thers is no reazon to expect that he will come
into office bearing a “policy” to be enforced upon

Lopgrees in opposition to the views of his party,

as some of the friends of the refiring adminis-

tration already seem to nope, if not to expest.
Speaking of some of the salisnt public ques-

tions which will invite the attention of the in-

coming President and Congrees, that venerable
and scute political observer, Edward McPher-
son, to-day said:

“Well, I assume that the Repubdblican party,
through its executive and its majority in Con-
gress, will redeem its pladges in the future as it
has in the past. The party stands committed to
a revision of the revenue laws and a reduction’/of
wzxation. That was the main issue upon which
the ysltlo was foaght, and our great victory
won.' |

“Do you look for a revision of the customs
ard internal revenue laws at the coming session
of Congressi”

“That wili depend, of course, upon whether
President Cleveland and the Demoeratic majori-
ty in the Hoose accept the verdict of the Amer-
ican people as recorded on Tuesday. [ observe
a tendency among the Demoecratic leaders to de-
clare in favor of nailing their colors to the mast
and cootiouing to fight for free-irade tariff re-
form, and it is 10timated that in his fortheom-
ing anoual message President Cleveland will
adhere to the propositions he laid down last
December acd upon which be and bLis party
have been defeated at the ballot-box. If that
be the attitude of the President and the House,
of course, the country will be compelled to wait
notil the obstructionists surrender tbe power
which they have attempted to ase to the Jetri-
ment of the Ameriean peopls. If Mr. Cleveland
is as bonest and brave as his partisans de-
clare him to be he wil not retreat. If Carlisle,
Mills, Scott and their adherents are as siocere
as they profess to be they will toaintain their
hostility to the American system af proteotion
to the last day, or at ieast until they land in the
Iast ditch. You remewber that the Southern
leaders io both Houses warned the Republicans
and the friends of protection to American in-
dusiries generaily that, unless the; should ae-
eept the compromise—the ‘moderate schems of
reform’ embodied in the so-called Mills pill—
they would be comvelled to swallo'w the bitterer
dose. Of course, that threat of the late solid
South sounds bombastic and silly now, and 1
eball wait with econsiderable euriosity to see
whether it will be repeated after Congress re-
assembiee in December.”

“Do you think the Senate will pass the sub-
stitute for the House bill1”

**Yes: that is my impresesion. Of course, it
will be likely to undergo some modification.
Some rates of duty may be increased and some
diminished, as new facts or wore thorough in-
formation shall indioato the wisdom of changes,
The people have decided that any revision of the
tariflf must be on protective linee, and that the
richest market in the woild shaill not become the
prey of foroigaers, whose sole advantage over
our own people is gained by the oppressicn of
labor of every description, skilled and uaskilled.
The people have decided, also, that no revision of
the tarif on sectional lines would be wise or
just. The Northern and Western farmer and
artisan are eutitled to equal ecomsideration with
Southern cotion or sugar-planters or the South-
ern rice-growers. The Seoate substitute,
I believe, fairly embodies the ideas of
tariff and internal revenue legislation
which are approved by a wast majority
of the American people at the present time. Bat
as I szid before, if the President and the me-
uty in the house which did his biddineg at the

wession adhere to their former attitude, we
be compelied to wals uatil the Republicans
control. Masplly tog the country, the

President and Congress will then be in hearty
sccerd and American interesta will be sale

**Do you think it probable that President Har-
rjton will eall a special session of the Fifty first
Congress in case no revenue legislation is
enacted next winterl!”

“No one can foretell what emergency might
Brise 1o make a special Bession necessary, but it
is eertain toat none will be ecalled unless abso-
lutely necessary. ThLe question of the surpius
dods motl seem to be so pressing now as it
appeared to be to President Cleve-
land when he sent that ‘scare’ message to Con-
gress sleven months ago. The administration
secms L0 have made way with the balk of the
sarpius by means of liberal, not to say ex-
travagant, expenditures and by placing a big
percentage of it on deposit, 2o that it enuld not
be suddenly withdrawn withous producing a
disastrous monetary disturbance. The new ad-
mioistration will not be likely to ignore the fact
that the surplus revenues can be profitably used
L0 reduce the interest-bearing debdt, or the other
fact tbat within less than three years more than
£200,000,000 of the interest-bearing debt will be
due aud payable at par. There will be no urgent
reason so far as finszoeial legislation ie con-
errned why Congress should assemble before
December, 1889,

“It is true, however, that speedy measures
should bs taken to remedy defects in the tariff
law which operate to the serious detriment of
esrtain domestio industries, such, for example,
83 woolen and silk manufactures. Something
may be done by a revisal of several treasary de-
cisious of the present free-trade administration,
but a fall measure of relisf will require legis-
lative interposition. If the present House were
both wise and patriotie, that relief might be
found in a short specific measure, leaving the
broader gquestinns of revision and readjustment
to be deait with bereafter. Such a measure, I
believe, President Cleveland wounld not dare to
velo, Bot [ coufess that I have no hope that
the free-traders who rule the House will conseot
to sot with wisdom or patriotism in that bebalf.
They are too badly disappoinied and sogry un-
der the stinging rebuke which they have re-
ceived”

**“Whet other public measures besides revenne
lezisintion will be likely to take a promioent
placo‘ in the first half of President Harrison's
termi”

“Oh, there aro soveral. Ons is the admission
into the Union of ‘Territories which have been
kopt out by the Democrats for partisan reasons.
That party’s treatment of the people of Dakota
aod Washington, bas been outrageous. Dakota
will mage two States, either one of which will
at once rank in population, wealth and inul!i-
geuce with some of the older States, and be in
sdvance of ay least one Staie which is now rep-
resonted in the ways and means committee of
the House of Representatives, Two years ago
Dakota cast 90,064 votes to eleot a Delegate in
Congress, who 18 not allowed a vote in that
boay. In Arkansas, which bas five
votes in the House of Repressntatives and one
vots in the ways and means commities, ODlY
44,514 votes were cast for Congresamen. In
Ceorgia, which has ten votes in the House and
oos 1z the ways acd means commiitee, only
27,455 votes were cast for Congressmen. In the
thirty-three counties which eompose what is
stvied North Dakota, 26,000 vores were cast,
8.500 more than in Georgia, and only B,000 lesa
than 10 Arkacsas, while 1n the [forty-seven
counties composing South Dakota the total vote
was 62,040, nearly 20,000 more than in Arkansas,
and 36,000 mors thanm in Georgzia. In Washing-
ton Territory the total vote exceeded 47,000.
As chairman of the committee on Territories of
the Sepate Generel Harrison became thoroughly
informed 1a regard t» the merits of the claims of
Washington and Dakota for admission inte the
Union, and I think it very probable that among
the most earnest recommendations in his first
messags to Congress will be one in their Lehall.”

*Do vou think it probable that he will recom-
mond the grantiog of aid from the national
treasury toward the support of common schools,
especially in the South

“*Well, ] bave no doubt that he would approve
2 bili for that purpose if it should be sent to
him by Congress. Whether he will resommend
it in his messege is another matter. While a
Senator, be favored the measure, and I do not
belisve his views on that subject have under-
gone any chanege. I siocerely hope it will be
made an administration measurs, both as au act
of justice and necessity.’ The colored men of
the Sou'h have been enfranchized, and I be-
lieve that it is & duty which the Nation owes
itself as well as to them to aid in educating
thera = . that they may ,mko an intelligent use
of the franchise.”

**Of course,” continued Mr. MePherson, “'there
are many other important questions te be con-
gidered. The Republican party will redeem its
pledges in beba!f of the disabled and needy vet-
erans of the Union; measures will be taken to
revive our merchant marine; onr postal service,
foreign and domestic, wiil be placed on a better
footing, and more intelligent and discrimioat-
ing economy will be exercised in appropriations
and expenditures of the public money.

RIOTING AT MADRID.

The Leader of the Conservatives Subjected teo
QOutrage and Violeuce,

MADRID, Nov. 11l.—In anticipation of the ar-
rival of Senor Canaevas del Castillo from Seville,
a strong fores of police and military was posted,
this morning, along the streets through whieh
tbe Conservative leader was expected to pass on
his way from the railway station to his resi-
dence. Thousands of Republicans collected at
the station at an early hour, and the arrival of
Senor Cacovas was the signal for a hostile out-
burst. The mob surrounnded and followed his
carriage, hooting and throwing stoses. The
windows of the carriage were smashed by the
flying missiles. Senora Canovas, who aceom-
pacied her husband, was astrock by a stooe,
but was mnot seriously Injured. When the
carrisge reached the Prado, gen-darmes
surrounded it in order to protect the
occupants from violenes. Similar scenes of dis-
order occurred outside of the residence of Senor
Canovas. In order to escape from the mob he
drove to the house of his brother-in-law, the
Marquis of Sotomayor. The crowd continued
the demonstration in front of the Conservative
Club and the offices of the Conservative jour-
nals At the Epoca building the mob again
became violent, and every window in the place
was smashed. The agitation abated at midday,
but there was a renewal of the demonstration at
4 o'clock this afternoon, and the Conservative
Club was obliged to close its dcers. A Repub-
lican journal, the Pais, appeared this evening
with a manifesto from the Republican students,
in which they expreased sympatby with the ao-
tion of their comrades at Seville and elsewhere.
The Epocs, in the meantime, bad published an
Yextra” hesded “In Ovpen Revolusion,” in
which the scenes of the morning were dessribed.
Among the incidents related was one that o¢-
corred at the residence of the Marquis of
Casimeranda. A voisy crowd hbad gathored in
front of the house, and the Marqunis finally
csme out on the balcony, and, boldly confront-
ing the men, asked them what it was they
wanted. In reply they shouted, “‘Death to Con-
servatives,” The Marquis invited the leader of
the erowd to come inside, but the invitation was
pot aeccepted The uproar continwed until 10
o'clock, when the crowds gradually dispersed.
During the excitement copies of the different
Conservative jourpals were burned 1n public
Equares.

THE WHITECHAPEL MURDER,

it Still Absorbs Asteution and Causes a Re-
vival of Theories.

Loxpox, Nov. 11L.—The latest Whitechapel
murder is still the leadiog topic of discussion,
aod all the old theories as to the idemtity of the
murderer are revived. The face of the woman
Kelly, when her body was found, resembled a
bloody ball. The nose, ears and cheeks were
missing, but the eyes had not been toushed.

Surgeons stitehed the face together as best they
could, but it was found impeesible to identify
the woman from such of her features as were
intactor were drawn together.

This murder makes the ninth of the series
committed, evidently by the same person, who
has thus far eluded the police of London, The
first victim was found in the Whitechapel dis-
triet, a section of London infested by the vilest
class of the population of that great city, 1n Oe-
tober, 1887. Her body was tearfully mutilated,
but the crime caused no onusnal excitement, it
being sunposed it was simply a murder, com-
mon in that section. The bloodthirsty fiend
disappeared for nearly a year before a second
vietim, found in the same distriet Aug. 7, gave
evidence that he was still at large, and deter-
mined on earrying out his veondetta egainst
fallen women. This vietim was Martha Turoer,
another dissolute woman, whose fearfully mu-
tilated body was found in Commercial
street, Spitalfields. The similarity of the
murder to the one preceding it
created some interest, and led the po-
lice to believe that some surgeon eeck-
ing anatomical specimens had committed both
crimes. The excitement cousequent on the
crimes died away until Aug. 31, when the body
of Mary Ans Nichols, mutilated in a maoner
similar to the other two, was found., Eight
days later the fourth vietim, Annie Chapman,
was found at 29 Hanbury street, hacked and
dismemberad. On the wall near where the body
was found was written in chalk: “Fifteen be-
fore I surrender.” The next victim was found
at Gateshead, near Newcastle-on-Tyne, some
distanece from the scens of the others. The
mutilation in this instance was like that of the
other victimes, and the cireumstances surround-
iog the erime led to the belisf that she was a
victim of the same flend who had murdered the
other women. On the same night the body of
atill another woman was found in Mitre square.
The eighth body was found Oct. 1io the founda-
tion of the projected Metropelitan Opera-house
on the Thames Embankment.

SHALL WE ABANDON SAMOA?

Bismarck Is Carrying Things Thers with a
High Hand for Germany.
New York Sun.

There is a heap of trouble down in the bean-
tiful Samoan islands just now, so Mr. Harold
Sewall, our consul to Samoas, says.

*“The half of the impositions op Americans and

the poor natives by the German goveroment
bas not been told,” he said to a Sun reporter
at she Murray Hill Hotel yesterday. *‘I have
been there about a year and a ball,” he eon-
tioued, *'and I must say that our position is at

Ermnt. and has been for months past, most
umiliating,

“Wheu the matter was presented in Congrees
last year Secretary Bayard took a strong stand
for the true American position—a national gov-
ernment, which should be independent, and
have the recognition of the three treaty powers,
and the underrtanding that we should not per-
mit the eontrol of any unepowsr. Nothiog defi-
nite was accomplished by our governmenut st
that time, and so the Germans stepped in and
did just what Mr. Bayard was aiming at for us.
It was upon the nnderstanding with the natives
that no disposal was to be made of the isiands
that the confereance was held. Sinee the Evarts
treaty in 1572 the natives, who are manly and
intslligent, have always respocted and looked np
to the United States goverument as the best in
the world, and because of their allegiance to us
the Germans persecnted and even tortured them
shamefully when they secured a foothold.
They have thrown peaple into prison for simply
being in my employ, or for speaking well of the
Americans.

“| left Samoa in Augost, on leave of absence,
to come here and interest the government in be-
half of the peaple there. The King, Tamesese,
had been de and Mazaafa was then in
power.

THE STRIFE IN SERVIA.

A General War the Probable Result—Atu-
tude of the Great Fowers.
Vienna Cabie Special to New York World.

Pessimist statesmen here are saying that Ser-
via has again become a distarbiog factor in Eu-
ropean politics and threatans to upset the calen-
lations of eentral Earopean diplomates respect-
ing the maintenance of peacein the Balkana, at
least until the coming spring. The differences
between King Milan and Queen Natalie of Ser-
via have sharply divided parties in thet little

state, and the adherents of the Queen, who are
undoubtedly in the majority outside the official
classes, are meditatiog & coup d'etat which has
for its object the detoronement of King Milan
and the placing of Lis son on the throne, with
his mother as a member of the regency during
his misority,

That the situation in Servia is becoming
alarming is evident from the fact that Russia
has votified Austria that if the iatter should
throw aforee into Servia to aid King Milan in
quelling any insarrection that may eccur, Raos-
s1a will at once occcupy Bulgaria.

Those Europeaa politicians who bad watched
the course of events in Servia during the past
several years expected tbat Queen Natalie
would not sit ealmly under the treatment she
received from the King. They now belisve that
the Qneen can make disclosures which wounid
oot only lead te civil war in Serwia, but aleo
embroil Austria and Russia io a strife whieh
would probabiy lead to a general Earopean war,
as Germaey and Italy could bardly stand by and
see their ally engaged 10 & Lopeiess encounter
with Russia, no matter how damsagiog the dis-
closures against Austria. Sympathy for Quesn
Natalie continues to spread, not only in Servia,
but tnreughout the other Balkan states and in
Russia, and even in Austria where the Slavs
warmly sspouse her canse.

There can be uo doubt at all that King Milan
put bimself heiplessly and ecandalously in the
wrong by seeking the divorce in the manoer he
did. Even Heory VIII submitted to the form
of a trial before ridding himself of & super-
fluous wife, and the frst Napoleon, who was
not eareful about spoearance, at jeast went
through the formality of having bhis divorce
from Empress Josephine proucunced by the
Senate. King Milan roshed to his end with a
brutal eynicism, and coniented himself with in-
duciug or eompeiliog his servile metropolitans
to pronounce the divoree. The whole business
savored of a mean kind of medimval despotism

and wae a fiat insult to the other bishspa and

funetionaries at whose bands the King's sunis

was awaiting jundgment in the ordinary course.

A sbhont was raised by the spectators, aod those
around the tank tried to beat away the eroco-
dile, who, notwithstanding M. Pernolet's blows,
began whirliog round his prey as if to tear him
to pieces.
