zone on the 13th, and stray meteors caught in
the concussion with the earth's atmosphere will
be visible on tbe nights of the 12th, 13th and
14 lb. There will probably be only an ordinary
display, but it is well to be on the watch, for no
one can tell what may happen. The November
meteor zone is made up of a collection of me
teors, following in the traok of Tempers comet
Its perihelion rests on the earth's erbit, and its
aphelion is beyond the orbit of Uranus. Its period
is about thirty-thre- e years, and once in about
that time tbe earth meets the tmcsest part of
the swarm and a grand dieplay takes place.
Such a display is expected in 18'JO. Meantime,
as years do not count for much on celestial cal
endars. 1853 is not so very far away from 1&99.
The swarm is extending its bonndaries and peo
pling the metoor zone more densely, and this
very year may show a heavier shower of falling
stars than the years that bave preceded it Ob
servers must look for the Leonids, as they are
called, in the domain of the constellation Leo.
wbieh rises about U o clock in the evening on the
nights when the meteors are expected. Tbe ra- -

oiant point is iu this constellation, and from
this circumstance they receive the name of
Leonids, The search must be kept up tbroueh
the night and an account kept of the number
seen. Falling stars are simply cosmi- -

cal atoms that come impinging upon
our atmosphere, are set on fire by the
concussion, and the light they give is tbe eiaze
of the combustion. Midnight is a favorable
time for observation, and no student ef celestial
mysteries can fail to be impressed at the slcht
ef the brirht stars that suddenly start from the
azure depths of the vast concave, and as sud
denly disappear, marking their passage by a
tram or silvery or golden light

November is rich in objects of interest to re-
ward the research ef iovers of tbe stars. Venus
and Jupiter, tne two most beautiful planets of
the eolar system, meet and pass each otber on
the 1st, showing their fair faces for a tittle
while after the glowing twilight bas given
place to tbe shades of evening. Still more
beaumui is the celestial picture on the ttn,
when Venus, the slender crescent of the meon.
and Jupiter, make their appearance in the
southwest for a still shorter exhibition. Saturn
in quadrature comes looming up above the hori
zon before midnight and is ready to reward the
observer's queft by showing his beaming face
Shod o clock at the close of the month. The No
vember meteors will fiah from the shy-depth- s.

while brightest of tbe radiant host that stud
tbe sky will shine the peerless planet Venus, in
creasing in size and brillianey with every even
ings reappearance, and winning the admiration
of every beholder by her surpassing loveliness.
just as centuries ago she woo the admiration of
the shepherds who watched their flocks by
night, and just as centuries hence she will win
the admiration of tbe generations who take our
places on the round ball on which we tread.

The Alleged Consolidation Scheme.

C W. Fairbanks, of this city, who has in the
past been considerably interested financially in
the latter read, does not believe there is much
in the rumor. Reporters who called at the
general ofikes of the Wheeling is Lake Erie
road could get neither contradictory nor con
firmatory information. President Forrest said
that he bad absolutely no information further
than what had been reported in the street. He
knew that the parties referred to had been look
ing over the roads, but be had not been informed
cf their intentions, if they had any such as
stated. In other Quarters it is not believed
that tbe consolidation of interests, if it is
brought about, will include the features usually
coupled with the term consolidation;
in other words, that there will not te any
important changes in securities. It is
natural to anticipate harmony of oper
ation. The roads mentioned as likely to be af
fected if anything is done, are the Wheeling &
Lake Erie, the Cincinnati, Hamilton & Dayton
and the Dayton. Fort vayne & Chicago. Mr.
Sidney Dillon has but recently come Into promi
nence in the heeling & Lake Erie and the
Cincinnati, Hamilton & Dayton companies.
Further, it is reported that Messrs. Russell
bage and Eugene Zimmerman, both of whom
are identified with tbe financial management of
the Cincinnati. Hamilton & Davton. hav Re
quired an interest in the Wheeling & Lake
Erie. There is thus seen to be reason for the
establishment of as harmonius, if not closo, re
lations as may be. It is said that one of the ob
jects of the recent inspection trip was to ar
range for widening the gauge of the Dayton,
Fort Wayne & Chicago railroad from Day:on to
Delphos. This line was once a portion ef the
old Toled? narnow-gauce- , the main line of which
Las, for s?mo time, been standard gauge.

Truffle Notes.
