Disraeli was next discussed, and Mr. Glad-
stone spoke of the man who had been his rival
for so many years with perfeot impartiality
cay, with a certain kindliness. I had once be-

fore heard him express the opinion that Dis-

raeli's greatest speeches were made before be
became a minister, and while he was in opposi-
tion to Peel. He gave, as an instance, some of
his speeches in IS 15 a?, for instance, his speech
against the Maynooth grant. I should explain
to American readers that "iJaynootir is the
chief college in Ireland for the training of Cath-
olic priests; that it was endowed by tno govern-
ment up to the time of the disestablishment of
the Irish Church, and that, in 1S43 Peel created
a great storm among strong Protestants by a
proposal to increase the endowment.

For what," said Disraeli, "did the right hon-

orable gentleman convulse the country! That
the Maynooth students might Bleep two in a bed
instead of three."

Mr. Gladstone gave this phrase with great
gusto, and with a certain imitation of the deep
sepulchral voice of Disraeli. - He then told me
that the first time be bad seen Disraeli was at a
dinner given by Lord Lyndhurst in 1835, "when
I was so ignorant of tbe world," said Mr. Glad-
stone, "or so busy with something else that I
bad never even heard his name; but tbe feature
that struck me most about him was the very
fanciful way in which he was dressed. I said at
oue time that he was the most picturesque figure
in our parliamentary history, with the single
exception of PitL Afterwards, in the last years
cf Disraeli's life, I withdrew tbe exception and
described him a3 the most picturesque figure in
our history."

He alluded to the biography of Beaconsfield
which I have written, and which, he said, he
had carefully preserved, and then added:

"Disraoli'a whole character deserved the very
greatest study. The present Lord Derby is,
perhaps, capable of giving such a view, but I do
not think Lord Kowton (who is Disraeli's literary
executor) is the man to accomplish each a task."

He then alluded to Disraeli's conduct on the
Jewish question as tho most noble episodo in his
life. saw him," said Mr. Gladstone," stand-
ing up in the midst of tho Tory party and mak-
ing the strongest defense of the Jews even go-

ing so far as to describe them as still the chosen
people of God. He must have known that every
word be was saying was bitterness to all the
Tones around him. but still he weut on saying
it, and Lord John Russell who wa3 sitting be-
side me, turned to me and said: 'Is it not won-
derful? Look at the power of conscience work-
ing in that man''

I asked Mr. Gladstone whether Disraeli had
much power over his colleagues. Ho replied
that he had often made the remark that the
most wonderful thing about Disraeli was bis
government of his colleaeues. They all hated
him and yet they all obeyed him.

Then we got on to other eelebritiss of the
long dead past, perhaps some of them mere
meaningless names to your public. For in-

stance, there was an allusion to the Earl Grey of
the past generation. Lord Grey was a very cu-
rious man, always objecting to what other peo-
ple had done. Once there was a document which
had beer drafted by some other hand, and when
it was being discussed Lord Grey objected at
every point, until at last Lord Melbourne, who
was then Prime Minister, and who was of a very
different character, said: "Well, write the re-
port yourself."

Grey retired into a corner, but be paused, and
hesitated, and bit his pen until at last Melbourno
triumphantly called out: "Ah, now you can't
get on because you can't agree even with your-
self."

Up to this moment we had avoided the imme-
diate aspects of the Irish question, but we had
to get on to it. Mr. Gladstone, who reads vora-
ciously, bad just got an advance copy of an arti-
cle by Archbishop Walsb, of Dublin, on
the working of the last land act, and he
spoke of the article in the highest terms;
it was most striking and most interest-
ing. I suggested that there ought to be a
demand in the coming session of Parliament for
an arrears bill, in order to enable tenants to get
out of their difficulties. "I shall have to consnlt
others with whom I am acting," modestly said
Mr. Gladstone, mistaking my meaning. I ex-

plained that I was thinking of such a proposal
coming from the Irish members, and cot from
the Liberal party.

In the pauses in our conversation Mr. Glad-
stone once or twice sat down for a few moments
on ono of the seats. It was a close day, and he
perspired freely. He took off his hat and I felt
a little anxious lest he should get cold; but I
have heard that ho never gets cold from this
kind of exposure. Often when he has been ad-
dressing great open-ai- r meetings the people have
begged him to put on his hat. but he has always
refused, and he has never suffered any evil con-
sequences.

We spoke of the character of the English peo-
ple as a ruling race, acd this led him to the story
of the rebellion that took place in Cephalonia,
one of the Ionian islands, long ago. I confess I
had never heard of, or had forgotten all
about, the rebellion, but Mr. Gladstone
spoke of it as freshly as though it
had occurred yesterday. Thero had been
eomo sluht disturbances, and the Governor

appointed, said Mr, Gladstone, by a good
liberal of that period had hanged several peo-
ple I think be said six and flogged some forty
six weeks aftor everything had been restored
to tranquillity. Mr. Gladstone was a high
commissioner of the Ionian inlands several
years after this, and wrote a report which has
never yet been published. y

"When I was in , the Ionian islands," sail
Mr. Gladstone, "one of the many charges made
against me in my absence was that I bad kissed
the hand of the Bishop, as was the custom of
the country, and so serious was the charge con-
sidered." he continued with a merry smile,
"that they actually telegraphed to me about it.
I toll thorn to wait, as I would be back in a few
woekc When I came back I went to Lord
Derby. Lord Grey had given notice that he
would raise the question, and Lord Derby told
me that if I went to Lord Grey to explain the
matter, this is what would, occur: He would
listen to mo politely and patiently, and at the
end of it would say that all I had said had only
confirmed him in his opinions. 'Well said
I to Lord Derby, 'I have another shot
in my locker," and then I mentioned the
Cephalonian report. Lord Grey had appointed
tho Governor who had been guilty of these
atrocitien. Well, I went tj Lord Grey, and what
Lord Derby bad prophesied occurred. He lis-

tened to me politely and patiently, and then said
that all I had stated only confirmed him in his
own opinions. But I told bim about the Cepha-
lonian report, and (here Mr. Gladstone's smile
broadened) and I heard no moro about kissing
the bishop's hand."

The pleasure of this story to me was that it
showed how consistent Mr Gladstone has been
throughout his life in his hatred of cruelty and
oppression.

Wa walked over tho hills and then in the
woods, and it ' was evidently a delight to Mr.
Gladstone to tramp through the fallen leaves.
We got back to tbe house after about an hour or
so, and then wa went into tha room in which he
works. It is a fine, large room with splendid
light Mr. Gladstone has a chair just under one
of the large windows, and- - here he sits with his
back to the light Beside him is a candle-
stick with a polished shield behind to increase
tbe light. lie was sitting in tbis chair and
reading the correspondence of O'Connel at tho
moment when I saw him earlier in the day.
Now we sat down together, and presently a
small tray was brought in with a tiny silver tea-
pot and a tiny silver pitcher of hot water, and

to my sorrow, for I'm a devotee of tea but
one teacup. "I won't offer you a cup of tea,"
said Mr. Gladstone, "because you nro going to
dine at a quarter to G." It was then about 5.
But seeing the blank look cf sorrow I could cot
keep oat of my face, he said, "Perhaps yon are
fond of tea," acd handed me his own cap and
sent for another. The email silver teapot, be
explained, he bought in Norway. Then we be-
gan to talk: once more and Ireland was still the
theme, and especially the arrears question as
raised by Archbishop Walsh' article.

After a while we went into a small room
which Mr. Gladstone has recently had built. It
is turret-shape- d and opecs out ot his work-
room. Here aro a cumber of shelves and on
them bis correspondence is atorcd, according to
order of date and person. Letters are folded up
with pre at neatness and regularity. I asked
him who had done it, and he said: "Every sin-
gle package has been done with my own hands."
I mention this beeaute one remarkable charac-
teristic of this great genics is that he is entirely

Presidency of tli Baltimore & Ohio.
Cr?Ul to the Indiauapalls Journal.

Bai.timoue, Nov. 14. There is fome whis-
pering going on again about the presidency of
the Baltimore & Ohio Railroad Company. The
annual meeting of stockholders will be held on
next Monday, at which time a board of direct-
ors will be elected for the ensuing year. The
president will be ehosan by the directors about

month later, acd there is a movement on foot
to place United States Senator A. P. Gorman at
the head of the company. This very thing was
mooted a year ago, acd when Mr. Samuel
Speneer was promoted from the position he
then held to that of president, a very close
friend of Robert Garrett then asserted that the
new management was only a temporary one.
The board of directors cumber twenty-three- .

Seven members represent the stock held by the
city of Baltimore, and four the State cf Mary-
land. These eleven members would certainly
vote for Gorman for president of the Ealtimore
c Ohio, and he would need but one more vote

to elect him. Tbe relations between Robert
Garrett acd Senator Gorman havo always been
of the most intimate character, and it is claimed
by those in the secret that Garrett will use his
influence in Gorman's behalf. But if even this
should fail them, tbe directors who represent
the holdings of the Johns Hopkins University
can, it is belioved, be controlled so as to give
the Senator the deciding vote.

Financial Troubles of tho Chicago & Atlantic.
Argument in the foreclosure suit cf the Chi-

cago & Atlantio road has closed, and Judge
Gresham has taken the case under advisement.
The Judge has not intimated what length of
time he wonld consume in consideration of
the case. The first mortgage bondholders
were represented by Ashbel Green, of New
York. The Erie railroad had for its counsel
Ex-Secreta- ry Bristow, John B. Elam and
David Wilcox. The Erie company is friendly
to the new consolidation of tbe road. The
second mortgage bondholders were represented
by C. W. Fairbanks, of Indianapolis; John Cad-wallad- er,

of New York, and George W. Wicker-sha- m.

They contend, among other things, that
the first mortgage is invalid, because tbe com-
pany was never properly organized, and also
because the Farmers' Loan & Trust Company,
the trustees, are not citizens of Indiana.
Messrs. Charles Atterbury, of Kew York, and
Johnson & Sclick, of Chicago, appeared for the
Chicago & Atlantic Company. They did cot
resist the foreclosure. They, however, made
certain that the Chioago & Atlantio is earning
all its operating expenses and interest charges,
and is solvent; and that the reason for the de-
fault in the interest is because the Erie Com-
pany is not carrying out its guarantee. This
suit for foreclosure is in pursuance of a plan for
reorganization of the bonded indebtedness of
the road.

War Declared Uetween the Trunk Lines.
Without question, an ugly rate war has been

inaugurated between the trunk lines, and where
it will end thero is co telling. Tbe trunk lines
have been in an embarrassed position ever since
the pool 'was abolished by the interstate-commerc- e

law. Everything being equal, the roads
which furnish tbe Quickest transportation with
least inconvenience at terminals will naturally
get the larger portion of the business. The
trunk-lin- e pool stopped rate-cuttin- g by giving
to the roads which are naturally handicapped a
fair proportion of the total earnings, co matter
whether they earried much or little. That kept
rates steady, but cow that tbe restraining power
is gone, the roads are all suspicious of each
other, and when the Pennsylvania Company,
with its natural facilities, attracts a large ton-cag- e

the other lines become jealous, charge un-
fairness, and with that as an excuse offer lower
rates. .

Mr. Green says
that their business would bo GO per cent, heavier
if the company was able to secure the cars
needed to move the freight offered.

Trainmaster Brimion. of the Chicago & East-
ern Illinois, and Chief Train Dispatcher Drew,
of the same road, will remove their offices to-
day, taking their entire force from Chicaeo to
Danville. Ill The train-dispatche- rs atTerro
Haute will be removed to the same point

Presidant McKecn has ordered tbe engine
which the Terr Haute Harrison and Morton
club hauled around in their procession housed in
the T. II. & I. round-hous- e at Terre Haute.
The Indianapolis Harrison and Morton club has
cot yet decided what they wiil do with their en-
gine.

Engines 10G. 1C3 acd 203 on the Bee line
proper are making some remarkably fast runs,
hauling trains 5 and 10 between Indianapolis
and Galion.

President Dowd and Vice-presiden- t Carson, of
the Louisville, Now Albany & Chicago road,
were in the city the greater part of yesterday,
and with Superintendent Woodard looked over
the proposed improvement in terminal facilities.
President Dowd expressed himself as well satis-
fied with what th9 management had done in that
direction.

Engine 227 on the Michigan Central road is
doing its work si well that the company will or
der several more like it This engine rests on
three pairs of . driving-wheel- s, with a four-wheele- d

The weight on the
drivers is 9G.0C0 pounds, and the driving-wheel- s

are five feet and eight inches in diameter. They
haul the heavy express trains at a speed of a
mile a minute whenever such a speed is needed.

On Monday Superintendent Ewan, of tbe In-
dianapolis division of tbe Bee-lin- e, will establish
forenoon and afternoon schools fer the purpose
of instructing the train men of tbe passenger
service in the use of heating cars by steam taken
from the locomotive.

A Prominent Irishman Describes a Visit
to Mr. Gladstone at llawar Jen.

Hor the Latter Looked. Talked and Acted
His Devotion to His Familj Views of Fa-

mous Hen of the Past Hii Only Anxiety.

Not long ago Herbert Gladstone wrote uo that

lehad accepted the office of president of the
Liberal Association, at Chester; that he would
be clad if an Irish member would speak with
him on the eight when ho rare his opening &d-dre- ss,

and that he would be especiallj pleased if
I could come myself. I consented, although the
heavy work of the commission court and other

ngacemeata 1 kceir would compel nie to travel
to Cheater by an early train, and travel again

11 night after the meeting; and eo last Monday
I found myself, at about 2 o'clock in the after-soo- n,

at Chester elation. Here the station-faste- r

came up to me with a telegram from
Herbert Gladstone, asking me to go to Broad
Sreen, the station nearest Hawarden. At
Broad Green 1 was met by a dog-car- t, and from
the driver, a shrewd "Welshman, I had my first
information of the home life of Mr. Gladstone.

Bless his old heart!" said the dmer, with a
smile and a cortatn proprietary air, "I have
driven him for the last eight years, and 1 can
see no difference io him."

We were soon in tho park that surrounds Ha-
warden. It is large and delightfully wild, as I
would call it, and it looked especially beautiful
with the leaves on the trees, for Mr. Gladstone
has spared an enormous comber of trees, red
with tho tints of autumn. The house itself is
KJialler than I expected. It is bat two stories
high, and is cot richly famished. It is, howev-
er, an eminently comfortable house. Herbert
Gladstone, in a shooting suit he is a great
sportsman and with his lace brown with sun-
light, received me. and in a few moments more
Mr. Gladstone, who was in bis room when I ar-
rived, came up and welcomed me. He was in a
dark-brow- n suit, which, too, was neither new
nor shabby, but a judieious mixture to uce one
of hia own historic phrases of the two. He
was not ready to go out then, but in a quarter
of an hour we started for a walk. I shall en-

deavor to set down as faithfully as I can tbe in-

cidents and converse ot this walk, which must
always remain in my memory as one of the
xnost remarkable events in my life. The ground
around tbe park is uneven; there are plenty of
hills which it takes an expert pedestrian to
climb without puffing, but seats have been
placed at convenient intervals.

Mr. Gladstone walks finely. Standing closer
to him than I had ever beeu before. I was rather
Bumrised at the slimness of his figure. He is as
innocent of the ample waist that marks with all
of us the approach of middle ace as though he
were yet a youth. The shoulders were not as
broad as I had thought, and the whole impres-
sion I got was of a physique wiry rather than
broad or stroncr. His limbs especially seemed
active, and he moved about with the alacrity of
a man who Lad never allowed himself to be
troubled with an ounce of superfluous flesh. I

sked him whether he had always been a great
walker.

'My life," he said, ''has been made much
easier by good doctoring at various periods. I al-

ways did take a great deal of exercise." 1 asked
him whether one might say he had taken a walk

very sincle day of his life.
Well," he said, "sometimes when the weather

tiad been very bad and I have had to drive home
from the House of Commons I have changed my
clothes and gone out for a walk in the midst cf
the rain."

By this time we had got to the top of a pretty
tough hill, and I was canting. It was to my in-

tense relief that he turned to me and asked me
if I would excuse him for eittine for a while on
a seat. "There was a time," be said, "when I
didn't know the difference between going up and
joint: down a hill."

Throughout the day ho was always the same,
considerately and almost apologetically asking
'whether ho might be allowed to do thiaeor do
that

I cannot describe adequately tho effect of hit
face upon me. It gave to the great gladiator a

weetcess and gentlsnesj that touched me
greatly. I had a good look at his face just as
we were about to eit down. It is an extraordi-
nary face, and. like a beautiful prospect in nat-
ure, reveals new beauties under every now
phase. The complexion has a pallor healthy,
but at the same time almost as transparent as
wax that gives an immense air of distinction,
and to my eyes, at least, adds greatly to the
beauty of the splendid face. Mr. Gladstone, I
have always thought, looked best
when he sits down in the House
ot Commons after a strong and vehement
speech. He is deadly pale, his breath comes
and goes quiekly. his breast heaves, and there is
an expression rapt, crave, simple shall I call
it an air of apostolic inspiration: that is beauti-
ful to see. 1 eanght something cf this look as
be ascended the hill a little out of breath.
There was a sweet gravity in' the expression
that seemed to give me a new insight into his
character. Yon know that many people, owing
to his great parliamentary adroitness, have tho
impression of Mr. Gladstone that he is what the
French call ruse, or, in plain English, some-
what of an old fox. He himself- - alse fancies
that he is a very sly dog; and then he has a cer-
tain comical and quizzical look in his eyes now
and then that gives him a pleasantly ely air.
Bat I don't think he's half as sly as he thinks,
and, beyond question, frankness and simplicity
are the prominent characteristics of bis temper-Ben- t.

I saw, cr . thought I saw, all this as I
looked at his side face in climbing this bilL
There was such simplicity, such modesty, that
I thonght I caught a glimpce to the very depths
of a pure and transparent ton.

Then wo began to talk of all kinds of subject?;
and, anxious though I was to drink in every
word, I sometimes was carried away by interest
in what we were speaking about and spoke sever-
al sentences in succession. Mr. Gladstone lis-

tened without the least impatience, and indeed
throughout earried on the conversation with
perfect readiness to cive and take to listen as
well as to speak. This I remark because there
is an impression that the eagerness of bis tem-
perament, his splendid resources and his myriad
subjects of information and interest lead him
to monopolize conversation. I was more than
willing to b4 dumb, but ir I wanted to talk I
had plenty of opportunity to do so.

The great men of past contests came on for
description, and I was especially anxious to
hear what Mr. Gladstone had to say about
O'Connell. I had found him reading a recently
published volume of O'Connell's correspondence
in his library, and then be quoted a passage
which he had marked. 'O'Connell," ho said, "I
re card as the greatest demagogue using the
word in its good sense of leader of men that
ever lived; greater than liienzi; greater even
than Savonarola. You know," he continued,
apologetically and almost humbly, "the preju-
dices in which I wa3 brought up with regard to
him, but," he added quickly, "I never depreciate
him.

Then he went on to tell how he had at one
t!mo been brought closely into contact with
O'ConnelL O'Connell was chairman of a com-

mittee of which Mr. Gladstone, then a young
fellow, was also a member, and a sub-committ- ed

was appointed to go down to the country to ex-

amine an elderly and feeble man. who was inca-
pable of coming up to London. . Tbis was) in the
pre-railwa- y period; and, Acsordingly,r said Mr.
Gladstone, .t 5 o'clock one morning a carriage
and four conveyed O'connell and myself and an-
other member down to this old man. I thus
saw a great deal of him. He always treated me
with the greatest kindness. I think taat taking
him in his three positions he was greatest at the
bar, next best on the platform and weakest in
Parliament. His worst speeches were those he
cad carefully prepared, his bst those that ware
spontaneous and unprepared."

Of Ireland and Iri9h subjects Mr. Glsdstons
Seemed especially anxious to speak; and . tbe
xnost enthusiastic Irishman might be less ' en-
thusiastic than this old Englishman. Every-
thing Irish seemed to please "him. ,I have al-
ways had a bizh opinion," ho said, 'of Irish
beauty.''

DEHAXD FOR THE VIADUCT.

People Becoming festive Uader the Lous
Delay of the Union Kailway Company.

It is probable that work will be began upon
the long-talke- d cf South Meridian-stree- t viaduct
very soon. It is about two years sinee the or-

dinance was passed granting to the Union Kail-roa- d

Company the privilege of occupying a por-

tion of the streets earned with their passenger
station and car sheds, upon condition that the
company should, at its own expense, build a
Cf ty-fo- ot viaduct over the tracks at the intersec-
tion of the alley and the railroad tracks
between Meridian street and the first
alley east of it. The alley is at present only
thirty feet in width, and this mado necessary
the condemning and appropriating ten feet on
either side of the back end of the abutting lots.
The railroad company was to pay for damages
to property and also for property condemned.
The viaduct was to be built under the direction
of and upon plans furnished by Mr. Shearer, the
city civil engineer. As is known, immediately
upon the passage of the ordinance the engineer
prepared complete plans and drawings and sub-
mitted thsm to tho Council, and they were ap-

proved and accepted. They were also ac-

cepted by the "Union Railroad Company.
The plans provide for a viaduct the
whole length of which, together with its
approaches, will be 930 feet The center
span will be 150 feet in length above the tracks,
and twenty feet high. On the north side of the
tracks, for a distaoce of 270 feet, the'viaduct is
to bo supported upon iron pillars, and tbe space-unde- r

it is to bo open for vehicles of all kinds.
On the south side 180 feet will bo open in the
same way. The remaining ends of the ap-
proaches are to have a foundation of solid
masonry. The viadact is to be a total of fifty
foet in width, and a roadway and two foot-
ways are provided for.

The Union Kailway Company, shortly after
the plans were accepted, proceeded to condemn
the necessary space along the alloy on both
sides of the track, and took partial possession
of South Meridian street by raising the grade
of it about two feet for the railroad tracks. It
could, ender the ordinance, have taken com-
plete possession of the street by building a fence
across it on each side cf its tracks, if it so
desired. The amounts allowed to property-owne- rs

by the condemnatory proceedings were
generally satisfactory, but several of them ap-
pealed their cases, and two were allowed greater
amounts in the higher courts. Upon these two
cases the Union company have taken an appeal
to the Supreme Court, where they are now
pending.

The people in the south of the city have been
and are demanding that the company proceed
and bnild the viaduct. Both the Meridian and
Pennsylvania street crossings are dangerous,
and tho unsettled condition of affairs is injuring
South-sid- e property. The officers of the com-
pany, on the other hand, claim that they would
Lave begun the work before this time had it not
been for tbe damage suits, and tbe threat of
more suits by property-owner- s whose land has
been condemned, and by the owners of property
oo Meridian street who claim that they will be
injured by the closing of the street. The com-
pany asserts it is making every attempt to adjust
these claims, and will proceed with tho work
as soon as adjusted. The Meridian-stree- t prop-
erty owners, it is said, would have co ground
for suit against tbe railroad company, from the
fact that if they are injured at all it will be by
the action of the city in allowing the company
to occupy the street As to the condemnation
suits, the Union company, it is further claimed,
will have them to face, and can do it after the
work is begun just as easily as before. The
people urgent for an early, commencement of
the work say that, as the city hes..grr-ntv- cer-
tain valuable rights and privileges to lb? com-
pany, it has the right to, and ought to, demand
that the company proceed at onco to porform its
share of the contract. This is the sentiment of all
citizens to whoss attention the matter has been
called recently. They think the company has
been allowed enough delay in the matter, acd
something ought to be done.

sum in damages.
