THAT ALASKAN STORY.

8rs. Meagher Says It's the Real Truth, and
Gen, Sherman Says Ivs Fiction.
i
New Yorg, Nov. 15.—The interview in the
World of Mooday, giving the resalt of Mrs.
Voorhis's travels in Alaskas, which vividly pict-
wured the degraded condition of the Alsskan
women, and the frightful abuses of the young
equaws, has attracted wide attegtion, A re-

porter yesterday saw a number of persons who
know somethiog of thsat country, and secured

their views on the condition of aflairs as re-
wveoaled by Mrs, Voorhis, and which, it is her be-
lief, demands some official atteation. Mrs.
Meagher, widow of Gen. Thomas Meagher, vis-
ited Alaska last summer. She said:

‘Yes, 1 read the article, and it is all true.
Feople who stick to the civilized ports—Sitka
and about there—who have a good roof over
their beads and a good floor under their feet,

and, above all, mewaspapers to tell pleasant
things to them of the East, don't concern them-
selves of the wretchedness at their doors. The
white people don’t go there to live unless they
can make money out of the mines or use their
residence thers as a steppiog-stone to some
office in the East. They don't worry about the
Indians, who are being slowly extermiuvated.
It would do no good if they did. | dare say you
‘think I am very heartless to speak in this way;
but I bave sesu muoch of lfe in all the Ter-
ritories, and it is, unfortunately, true that
conditions similar to those described by Mrs
Veorhis ars ecommon to all commuuities
whers the rouvghest white element and the de-
feunseless Indian are brought together. I must
say that it is especially pitiable in the case of
these Aleuts, They are so peaceable and ready
to yield to civilizing influences. Why, of all the
Irdiaos in North Ameries, and I've seen them
all, too, thess really make the best appearance.
They are decently eclothed; the men wear
trousers and shirts, and the women some sort of
dresses—a great improvemest on blankets and
feathers. The ravages of disease referred to in
the story published are painfully evident. Itis
exterminating the Indians.”

Mr, Ward McAllister, whose son was located
in Sitka, the capital of Alasks, a few years ago,
where he bLeld the official post of juage, was
asked if he had read the article in question, He
replied:

“Yes, and 1 regard 1t as sensational—very sen-
satiooal Idon't wans to say anything abount
this Alaska business. It's a dirty pool, which
you'd best not disturb. My son was there, and
bhe was veory glad to get away. The place was
for a long time entirely ander tho contrel of the
suissionaries. Mr. Jackson was really the chief
vower in Alaska [ «won't kpow whether he's
there now or not, but he had control of every-
thing and dispensed the government moneys.
But, reaily, 2ll I kpow 18 hearsay evidence. |
was never there in my Iife.”

General Sherman was found in bis office ia
the front basement of bis new uptown bouse,
He said he had pot seen the story in question,
but when it was haoded to him he perused it
carefully.

“This is all a fiction. There is not a soldier or
sailor in Alsska,” Gen. Sherman exclaimed, lay-

“No, 1 withdrew the troops myself. They
were not needod there, and our srmy was too
small to keep u garrison whero the people were
peacsful and inoffensive.  (Of conrse, as Alaska
belonged to us it bad got to be looked after some-
how, 80 we' threw the burden of the respousi-
bility on to another department, and a revenue
cutter was detailed to patrol the coast.”

The Twenty-Second Annnal Convention—
Points from the Address of Mr. Draper,

— e i —— =

Torega, Kan., Nov. 15.—~The twenty-second
spuual convention of the Natioval Granee, Pa-
trons of Huosbandry, commenced in this ecity
yesterday. Delegates were present from every
State in the Ugion. Acting Worthy Master
James Draper, of Massachusetts, presided.
Memorial services were keld in honor of the

deceased worthy master, . D. Darden, of Mis.
sissippl, who died in July last. The standing
commitiees were then announeced. Mr. James
Draper, acting master, in beginniog bis address,

paid a tribute to the late master of the National
Graoge, . D. Darden. He spoke of the

flourishing eondition of the order, and
said that during the past year 193

subordinate grances had been organized,
the greatest incrense being in North Carclina.
Past experience showed that the organization
nesded a more perfect system in the supervision
of its legislative interests, aad he
recommended that some person with
anthority to aet for the grange be
stationed in Washington during sessions of Con-
gress. After eriticising the action of Congress
in rejeeting the bLill to enlarge the powe.. and
duties of the Department of Agriculturs, he
turned his attention to trusts, which he de-
nounced a8 injurious to the producer and con-
sumer alike, to an extent unparaileled ia the
world’s history. He said the grange, as the only
pational organization of agricultural interests,
“must take the first aggress:ve steps in defend-
ing that industry which underlies all other 10-
dustries and aflects so seriously the national
prosverity.” He spoke of the alarming iuerease
1o food adulteration,which, be said, has assumed
a proportion g0 gigantie that it threatens the
healthfulness of nearly every article of dlet.
Oa the tarif  question  he  said:
“The declaration of purposes of our order de-
mand protection for the wealk, restraint upon
the strone. Equitable tariff legisiation is an
issue second to none in this direction, and to ae-
cumplish anythiog we must use onr undivided
influence and organized rower in demandinga
reduction of the highly protected industries to
correspond with the oprotection agrienlture is
now receiving, or elss an increase of protection
to agrienlture that shall be equituble and just 1o
all concerned.” Mr. Draper also spoke of the
State universities established by the govern-
ment for the benefit of sons of farmers und
artisans, and of other matters pertaining to the
work of the grange.

The eighth avnual convention of the Farmers’
Congress of the United States also met in this
eity, R. F. Kolb, of Alabama, presided. The
call of the roll showed thirty Stutes represented.

New Osreaxs, Nov. 15.—A epecial to the
Times-Demo crat from Jackeonville, says: For
the first time in nearly three months a train
load of passengers left here yesterday morning
for the cities ot the North, via Maecon, Ga. The
passengers were locked in the ear and not al-
lowed to leave it until they reached Macon. The
party was got up by Mr. C. B. Rogers, aud con-
sists of seventeen persons.

A negro was taken suddenly ill, Tuesday aft-
ernoon, at South Jacksonvills, Drs.

Wasminarox, Nov. 15.—During the past few
days there has been s0 mneh uncertainty asto
the outcome of the congressional contest there
bas been lees talk concerning the speskership
than there was when it seemed certain that the
Republicans would have from ten to twenty ma-
jority in the next House. Still, one oceccasion-
ally hears a vame suggested and discussed
vigorously. The Hon. J. (. Burrows, of Michi-
gan, who is ac excellent parliamenctarian and &

thoroughly-equipped member in every respect.
bhas been named in this conpeetion, and it is
said that he will have the warm indorsement of
several members of the Kepublican national
commitiee, who desire to see hlim promoted
because of the valuable services rendered in the
campaign.

The latest returns available to-night iudicate
that the Republicans will have a bare wajority
in the organization of the Hounse, althongh
Gorman and bhis followers are still strain-
ing their eyes in every direction to
see, if possible, a c¢chance for cutting down
this majority, or wiping it ont completely.
All the sigos poiot to more contested seats in the
Fifty-first Congress, which wiil be the first in
the second ceutury since the adoption of the
Constitation, than were ever known. The meth-
ods of settling these contested casesare much
better than they were formeriy; but in spite of
the improvement it frequently bhappens thas
months elapse Lelore they are settled, and there
are still pending several fights over seats in the
present Ilouse. The Democrats are no more
derelict in settling these guestions than the Re-
publicaps, for it will be remembered that in the
Forty-ssveath Congress the first session had al-
most drawn to a close before Smalle, of Sonth

Carolina was awarded his seat, to which he was
elected by an overwhelming wmajority; while in

the same Congress Lee, who contested tho scat
of Richardson, was unable {o get in because
his case was delayed till the Ilast
moment, and when it was finally taken up the
House voted on the resolntion deciariog that
Richardeon was not elected a member of the
Forty-seventh Congress.

THE ELECTORAL VOTE.

The Daties of Those Who Ilave to Do with
Its Collecting and Counting.

Washington Special.

This is a good time to ecall attestion to the
fact that an act was passed by the Forty-ninth
Congress “to fix & day for the mecting of the
electors of President and Viece-president, and to
provide for and regulate the counting of the
votes for President and Viee-presideut, and the
decisions of questions arising thersunder.” It-
is also a good Lime to direct the atisntion of the
executive ofticers of the several States who have
duties to perform in connpection with the ascer-
tainment of the electoral vote to this important
malter, snd to suggest thas they shoald at once

familiarize themselves with the requirements of
the federal statutes touching the meeting of the
electors and the methods preecribed for tho pro-
cedure of the electors.

The aect of Feb. 3, 1887, provides that the
electors of each State ‘‘shall meat and give their
votes on the second Monday in January vext
following their appointment, at such place in
each State as the Legislature of such State shall
direct.” Under the old 1aw the first Wedoesday
in December was the day for meeting,

The third section of the act maukes it the duty
of the Governnr of each State, as soon as prac-
ticable after the resnit of the election has been
officially ascertained, to communicate, under
the seal of the State, to the Necretary of State
of the United States, a certificate of the nscer-
taioment of the eleetors chosen, “setting forth
the names of such electors, aud the canvass or
other ascertainment usnder the laws of such
Niate, of the number of votes given or cast for
each person for whoss appointment any and all
votes have been given or east.” It 1s also made
the duty of GGovernors of States to deliver to the
electors, on or before the second Moonday in Jan-
uary, a like certificate in triplicate, under the
seal of the State.

The electors are required to *‘name in their
ballots the person voted for as President. and
in distinct ballots the person voted for as Vice-
president, and they shall make distinet lists of
all persons voted for as President. ana of all
perscns voted for as Vice-president, and of the
pumber of votes for each, which lists they shall
sicn and certify aud transmit sealed to the seat
of government of the United States, directed to
tha President of the Senate.”

That i= the first clause of Article 12 0of the
Copstitution of the Upited States. IHaving
made the certifieates, the iaw directs that the
elactors ‘‘shall seal them up and certify upon
each that the lists of all the votes of such State
given {or Presideot, and of all the votes given
for Vice-president are contained therein.”

Next comes the duty of transmitting the three
certificates, which must bedone in the following
manner:

“First—They (the electors) shall, by writing,
under their hands, or the harnds of a wajority of
them, appoint a person to take charge of and
deliver to the President of the Senste at the
sent of government, forthwith, after the second
Monday in January, on which the electors shall
give their votes, one of the certificatas.

“Second-—-They shall forthwith forward by
the postoflice to the President of the Senate at
the seat of government, one other of the certifi-
cates,

“Third—They shall forthwith cause the other
of the certificates to be delivered to the judge of
;l;n' district in which the electors shall assem-

o '

Too much care cannet be observed by the
Govervors of States and electors in complyine
with these regulations. Every technicality and
every formality should beserupulously observed,
otherwise a controverry is likely to arise over
the informality when the two housesof Congress
meet in joint convention on the second Wednes-
day of February next,

aged. The positive style of the editorial and
the fact that these utterances come from editor
Dawson, who is a member of the national Dem-
ocratic exeeulive committee, and who has just
rotaroed from a Northern visit, bave cansed
much attention to be given to the publicaticn.

The Eecent Meetings at Madison in the In-
terest of Presbhyterian Misslons,
Correspondence of the Indiabapolis Journsy,

Mapison, Ind., Nov. 14.—At the late meetiog
of the synod, held at Rushville, it was arranged
that meeotings in behalfl of foreign missions
sbould be held within the bounds of the various
presbyteries of the State, and Madison was re-

lected as the city within the bounds of the New
Albany Presbytery, and the Second Church as
the place of holding the meeting. Yesterday
was the day designated, and the meetings were
held at the hoursof 2 and 7p. 3. Rev. D. W,

Fisher conducted the services, and after a dovo-
tional service of prayer and song stated that
the objeet of these meetings was that
churches might become better acquainted with
the work of missions and its pressiog needs,
and awaken deeper interest on the part of the
Christians in coming foward in the grand work
of saving the world for Chriet. He said it was
no longer a queetion of ‘‘when ghall we go or
who shall we sendi” but bow shall the means be
oblainsd to send those who are fitted for the
work. and ready and anxious to go and occupy
the fields opening and already ripe for the
harvest!” Amoog other interesting facts stated
was that at the present time there were 500
young men who bad signified their desire to con-
secrate themselves to the work of foreign mis-
Blonae.

Dr. Hutchinson, of Jeffersonville, read a pa-
par on *‘Missione in the Lightof the Scriptures.”
He made a most interesting address, proving
most coonclusively that the duty of sendicg the
gospel to all parts of the world was plainly
taught in the Bible,

Rev. Mr. Stanton, of the Baptist Chureh, was

invited to speak, and in a short address fully ia-
dorsed the proposed work,

Professor Kfel, of Haoover Collegs, who had
formerly been a missionary in Mexico made an
address, in which bhe gave an extremely inter-

esting historical, geographical and mora!l ac-
count of that interssting country.

The closing address was by Dr. Torrance, of
Greoasburg. .

Methodist Foreign Missions.

NEw Yorg, Nov. 15.—The genera! missionary
commiites of the Methodist Lpiscopal Church
continned its annua!l session here to-day. It
was resoived that £1,100,000 te raised for distri-
bution for foreign and home missions, and
§100,000 be appropriated to meet outstanding

drafts and  indebtedness. The mora-
ing session was  eutirely taken up
by diecussions as to the amount to
be distributed to the different missions. The
North India mission was allowed 370,000, A
motion to allow the mission to keep the mission-
ary collectious, amounting to about 500 or $600
& year, was voted down., The committes on
South India mwissions recommerded that the
sum of 321,000 be appropriated. The following
spportionment was adopted: Bengal, 218,300

Convention of Cliristian Workers.

DeTROIT, Mich., Nov. 15.—The third anoual
convention of the Christian Workers of the
United States and Canada opened in Taberpacle
M. E. Church this morning, and will continue
five days. About one hundred and fifty dele-
gaies were present at the opening session.
Rev. R. A. Torrey, of Micneapolis, chairman,
opened the session after a devotional exercise,
by a briefl speech.

The report of the secretary, Rev. John Col-
lins, cecunied the greater part of the merning

session. Funds amountine to $10,000 have been
raised for & boys' branch by subseription. A

burean of supplies has been established. A na-
tional organization, with nationsl sad State
committees, to promote shis work, was advised,
and the seeretary hoped that $100,000 eould be
exvended this year.

Several of the delegates spoke briefly on what
they hoped the convention would do for them.

Io the afternocon, Rev. Waliace H. Butrick, of
New Haven, Conn., read a paper on ‘“The Pastor
as an Evangslist;: or, Howa Pastor May Promota
Revivals and Build Up Converts.” This was
followed by general discussion. Papers were
also read on ‘“Caste Spirit as a Hindrance in
City Evangelization,” by Rev. C. R. Henderson,
of Detroit, and “What Can Be Done to Enlist
the Strength of the Churches in l.ocal Evangel-
ization,” by Rev. A. T. Pierson, D. D, of Phila-
delphia.

At the evening session, “‘Christian Living"
was discassed by Mrs. J. K. Barney, of Provi-
deace, and Rev. A. T. Pierson, of I’hiladelphia

NATIONAL BOARD OF TRADE.

The Topics Discussed and Action Taken at
the Sessions Held Yesterday.

———

CHicago, Nov. 15.—The National Board of
Trade resumed its sessions this morning. On
behalf of the Chicago Board of Trade a pream-
ble and resolution were presented setting forth
the fact of the prevalence of the use of adulter-
ants in the manufacture of lard, and recom-

mending that Congress be memorialized to pass
a law making it obligatory upon all manufactur-

ers of and dealers 1n adulterated lard to stamp
all such packages “‘compound lard” in order
that buyers, both at home and abroad, may
know precisely what they are gettiog. It was
adopted.

The Chicago Board of Trade also presented a
memorial to Congress, praying that the issuance
of monthly erop reports by the Department of
Agriculture be discontinued, on the ground that
they were inaccurate, snd the only result was
to unsettle the markets of the world from
month to menth. This led to a long discussion.
Finally, on bebalf of the Milwaukee PBoard of
Trade, 8 substitute was presented in favor of
memorializing Congress to so inasrease the ap-

ropriation for this purpose so as to enable the

epartment of Agricalture to gather accurate
data. This was adopted.

On behalf of the Cineinnati Chamber of Com-
merce, a memcerial was presented asking Con-
gress to pass laws making the cental system
the standard for the measurement of grains,
instead of the bushel, and proviaing for the sale
of liquads by weight instead of by measure. This
also was adopted.

Hamilton A. Hill, of Boston, was re-slected
secretary and treasurer.

A resolution was unanimous'!y adopted favor-
ing the amendment of the law so that non-res-
idents may bring suits in the federal courts
where 2500 and over is involved, instead of
$2,000, as now.

Much discussion was clicited by a resoiution
offered by the Portland, Ure., Board of Trade,
to memorialize Congress in advocacy of ample
appropriations for the judicious improvement of
the country’s principal rivers, harbors and water-
ways, and especially that important works al-
ready begun be not stopped for want of funds,
thereby ineurring waste, delay and ultimate in-
creased cost of the improvements,

Mr. McCracken, of Portland, Ore., spoke
earnsstly in behalf of the varied interests of the
Pacific const, particularly the necessity for the
improvement of the Columbia river.

Mr. Coleman, of New Orleans, considered that
a step in that direction shounld result in further
improvement of the Mississippi river, and he
did not approve of one eection of the country
being specially preferrad.

Mr. Strancahan, of New York, was of the
opinion that river improvements should be gen-
eral throughout the country. After remarks by
Messrs, Joloson, of Milwaukee; Holloway, of
Cincinnati; Waldo Smith, of New York, aad
others, the resolution was adopted.

Tue proposed ensctment of a national bank-
rupt law was indorsed.

Mr. Price, of Scranton, Pa,, introduced a reso-
lution asking that the individual indebdtedness
of the people shotid be inciaded in the next na-
tional eccnsus, and the amount of real estate
E!edzad as security for the debt also reported.
No conclnsion on the subject was reached, and
the matter went over until to-morrow.

A SIX-ROUND GIOVE FIGHT,

An Exciting Contest Between Jack Dempsey
snd Mike Donovan, Ending in a Draw,

BroogLyy, N. Y., Nov. 15.—The six-rourd
glove fight between Jack Dempsey, the middle-
weight champion, who has a record of thirty

batties without ever suffering a defeat, and
Mike Donovan, the old-time middle-weight cham-
pion, was fought at DPalace Hall, this ecity,
to-night vefore sn audience of I.500 people.
Dempssy weighed 148 pounds, is five feet eight
inches high and is twenty-four yearsold. Douo-

van weighed 119 pounds, stands five feet eight
inches, and is forty-one years cld. Billy O'Brien
was referee, and Ed Plummer time-keeper.

Time was called at i1:30. Donovan sssumed
the aggressive and led, but was ecountered by
Dempsey. A moment Jater the latter got in
a heavy blow on Donovan’'s mouth,
which staggered him for » moment
He recovered quickly, however, and hit Demp
sey io the chest. The round ended in Dempsey
getting in on Donovap, the full force of the blow
beiog weakened by a parey.

In the second round Donovan led again with
a good blow, which made Dempeey lose his foot-
ing. He followed his advantage up quickly,
ehasing Dempsey around the stage, Donovan
led for Dempsey, gettiog in on his opponent’s
stomach, but got a hard one in the face in re-
torn. A smash on Donovan's breast ended the
round. Donovan was making an excelient show-
ing and seemed to gain confidence.

In the third round both men sparred for an
opening. Dempsey led with a hot one on
Donovan's stomach. More sparring followed,
when Donovan received a beavy ome on his
pose, which made him winee. He returned the
compliment by getting in lightly on Jack. The
fighting now got heavy and furious, both men
hitting straight arm blows and punishing
each other severely. Donovan out-fought
Dempsey in fighting. Time was called as the
men were clinehing.

In the fourth reund Donovan led for Demp-
sey s stomach, missing it. He got in two good
ones on Dempsey a moment later. Rapid ex-
chavges followed, both men getticg in about the
same number of blows. The round closed
while the men were sparrine for an opening
Demprey was puffing slightly, while Mike
seemed fresh,

The fifth round opened with Dempsey leading
with two ligkt biows. Auvother rally ensued,
Dounovan escaping several hard blows by nest
ducking. Just bLefore the round closed Donovan
got a heavy oneon the nose.

In the sixth and last round Dempeey led for
Donovan's face, gettiog in on the nose. Dono-
van got square by catchiag Jack on the chest
and forshead. The excitement at thia point
was iotense, for it was certain that
the veteran conld last the round. This seemed
to make him reuew his efforts, and he fought
fast and fariously., Dempsey defended himself
io good style, now and then getting in wvery
heavily. The round closed with a good ex-
change. The referee decided the battie a draw,
Donovao certainly did excellently, aud he
seemed to be a trifle more seientific than the
Williamsburg lad, but the latter's heavy blows
counteracted this advantage. Dem ‘s nose
bled a trifle in the last round, and first bioed
was given to Donovan.

WHAT POWDERLY DESIRES

———

He Expresses His Views in a Lengthy
Address to the General Assembly.

No Quarter IsPromised Ilis Enemios, and for
the Distarbers of the Order’s Peace He llas
Nothing but Severe Deaunciation.

———

One-Man Power Urced as the Essential
for Good Government of the Kuighis

Strikes Should Be Ordered Only When All
Other Resources Fail—Ex-Secretary Litch-
man Defends Himself Against Slanderers,

————

For over two hours, yesterday morning, the
stillness of Mansur liall was broken omiy by
the voice of one man and frequent outbursts of
applause. It was astrong, clesr voice when it
began, but before the close it grew Lioarse and
husky. The speaker, or rather the reader, was
General Master Workman Powderly, and the
matter to be delivered was his apnual address.
The address, which had been carefully prepared
in advance, composed & pamphiet of tweaty
pages, or about ten thousand words e began
by referring to the dishearteniog circumstances

under which the assembly met “For
pineteen years,” eaid he, “‘the Order of the

Knights of Labor has maintaived an existence
in the face of circumstances the mostdiscourag-

ing and disheartening; stroggling forward in its

infancy beneath & veil of secrecy, it met with
opposition from those in whose behalfl it con-
tended. But many causes bhave combined to re-
duce the number of those who swore allegiance
to the principles of the Knights of Labor. The
circulation of falte statements concerning the
strength of the order drove away thousands who
regarded quantity as being superior to quality
in the make-up of the membership of a labor
organization. YWbhen the divergence of opinion
between the general officers becawe heralded
broadcast by thoss who always magunified, theo
the members who locked for unity amoog the
officers, justead of doing their duty by waiting
un'il they could replace these officers with oth-
ers, withdrew from the order tempo-
rarily. The story, so often eircalat
ed snd so wonderfully mwaguified, ol
the extravaganee of the general officers fright.
ened othore, aud they, too, stood still until thise
session would assemble. In the ranks were mew
whose love of self pradominated, whose selfish
desires could not be suppressed for the common
wean!, aud on no occasion would they consentto
sink self for the pood of all. The oft-told story
of their grievances sickencd and drove masy
from the order. With an executive board whose
members wers not in harmony with each other,
who traveled from piace to place dencunciog
their fellow-officers and condemning actions thas
they were not respousible for, it conld not be
woodered at that we bave lost in numbers, The
nnwise strikes which were entered vpon against
the laws and principles of the Knights of Labor
swept thousands of our members into poverty,
and forced them from the order. Add toall of
these causes the campaign which bas just closed
in the United States, in which members and
asgemblies were pitied against each other on s
question which never was made a part of the
declaration of principles, and on which they
could very well afford to differ without
differing as to any poiot in the
laws or rules of the order. and we wonder, not
that there has been a falling off, but that we
have passed through the crucial test with the
ranks unbroken as we find them to-day. All of
these trials have done a great service to the
order if wa profit by the lesson they teach and
legislate at this convention in a cool, dispassion-
ate manner, free from temper, nobissed by a re-
gard for individuals, and with a delermination
pot to allow the disturbing elements which have
throst themselves upon the last three General As-
semblies tointerfere with the progress of this
session. If men will qusrrel let their disagree-
ments find no sympathizers bere. 1f we must
have differences lot them be referred to a com-
mittee to sit and hear what is to be said,
and them aet on the report of that
commitiee at the preper moment; but
do pot permit the time of this seseion to be
wasted ag cthers have been by designing men,
whose chief aim seems to bs to disrupt and de-
stroy what they never could bouild. BStamp out
every effort to create strife if such =
thing is attempted; but, above ali things, do pot
leave here untii you have earefully revised the
laws aud until each separate item of expence
iturs for the past iwo years has been carefully
scanped. D)o pot allow aov one to have an op-
portunity to agsin say that the publication of
our expenditures was suppressed. There is
pothing contained in the expense asccount of
this order that your oflicers need be ashamed of.
There has been no dishonesty or attempt at it,
and the order at large is entitied to a foll and
complete account of what was done with its
money. If extravagance is discovered, then
fix the responsibility where it belongs, snd do
pot forget that a former session of the General
Assembly opened the treasury to the expend-
iture of more money than those to whom it
went were entitied.”

After saying that the future of labor depended
greativ upon what this assembiy did, he re-
ferred to other proposed changes 1n the consti-
tation, many of which were desired avd should
receiye careful consideration. *'It seems to me,”
be continuned, ‘‘that we should endeavor to
frame our laws insuch a way as to avoid the
frequent cbanges which are recommended at
ench session, A general constitution for the
government of the Ceceral Assembly and its
officers nand certain well-defined rules jor the
government of subordinate bodies should also be
enacted. Beyond that I would permit the fullest
liberty consistent with these laws apd rules by
all who acknowledge allegiance to this order.
In trade matters wo should leave the settlement
to our national trade assemblies, fix their statos
at this convention, and then allow po interfer-
ence with their rights and permut oo
interference from them - with the rights
of others.” He recommended the total
abolition of the constitution’s sections providing
for organizers, giving as Lis reason that the law
as it now stands could not be enforeed. He ree-
ommended that the duties of the general wiaster
workman be changed, so as pot to require him.
to examine the accounts of the genersl seoretary.
He should have nothioe te do with the floancial
affairs of the order, which st preseat were in
too many hands.

Mr. Powderly continued to read:

““We have been treated to many a dlscourse
during the past year on the subject of one-mae
power. The chiaf trouble of our order is be-
cause of the iack of one-man power. Cur power
has been divided 1n the past, snd it has worked
injury to us. The will of this order crystailized
into law and imprinted upon the pages of ounr
copstitution by the represeniatives here assem-
bled should be carried out to the letwer. To de
this the duty is assigoed 10 one man to execute
these Iaws. Where the mauy executs
the Jaws themseives they always fail:
where each man interprets law for himaslf
there is sure to be a babel of sound and confu-
sion. Vest in one man the power to execute
the laws which the many {avor ana upon;
nliow no interference with that man in the per-
formanee of his duty, and you may expect re-
sults. Allow every seif-seeker, every knave,
every distorber and fault-finder to interpret the
laws, and we have anarchy pure aod simple. A
pandering to ignorance by some bhas given rise
to the impression that the msn who railed
sgainst one-man power was a friend to the
masgses. No greater mistake was ever made.
The man who tells the peopls that they can all
act independent of each other on every issue
that arises, and do it iotelligently, is a dema-
gogue. No. matter bow iutelhizent a people
msy be they muel meet to determine, not what
one man wants, but what is best for all men.
One-man power is sn absolute necessity in order
to insure success, but those who confer thas
power should first know what power to give, and
when the end of that man's term of offies arrives
they should know whether he bhas wielded his
power in such & way as Dbest to serve his con-
stituents. If be has, accord to bhim the merit of
bhaviog done so; if not, then censure him, but do
not censure him for not accomplishing results
when the authority to do 50 was not piaced in
bis hands, and when the power to thwart bis
every move was delegated to others who were
sunposed to act in unison with bimi. Men bhave
been placed in oflice with me with whom 1
wounld oot for a moment associate in a privete
business eonterprise with asy bhope of
succoss, yet for lae  sake of the
good that micht fellow ellence, furbear-
acece uvder such circumstances has beeu ob-
secved by me, Faucy the condition whiieh the
United Colosies wouid Lave fourd themseives
ia had the Orst ten yoars of the goverammens e
