THE BEEF TRADE.
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Beginning of the Senaterial Inquiry in Re-
lation toan Alleged Combination.

—_— - ————— -

St. Lovis, Nov. 20.—A preliminary meeting
of the Vest committee to investigate the allsged
dressed-beef monopoly was held at the Southern
Hotel vo-day for the purpose of agreeing upon a
plan of procedure. Senator Vest explained, in
opening, that the impression had been ereated
that this committees bhad some connection with
the convention of the range association and
butchers. This wss pot the case, further
tban that it was thought a good op-
portanity to secure the teslimony of a
number of dalegates to that convention and
facilitate the work of the committes. The
commitiee was not here to defend or atiack any
interest. Senator Vest then read the resclution
under which the committee had been appoicted,
in substance, to make an investigation as to the
iraneportation of beef cattle, aud whether any
combination existed on the part of the Trunk-
livne Asscciation, Ceuntral Traflic Association, or
other agencies of trawsportation, or among
those engaged in buyiog and shipping meat prod-
ucts, whereby the price of beel and beef cattle
have beeu so controlled as to diminish the prises
paid producers without lesseniog the cost to
coneumers. The cnly wikness examined to-day
was D. H. Soyder, a ranchman residing at
Georgstown, Williamsoan county, Texas. Mr.

Soyder stated he was a buyer, seller, vrodacer
and raiser of haef cattle. He commenced busi-
ness in Wyomiug 1o 1566, and eniarged
by esmablishing ranches in Texas, Prices
of cattle were low in 1866, hot advanced
up to 1550, although he had xoown of instances
whet® caitie worth fully #40 per head had been
ecld at 2200 The prosperous cattlemen went to
pieces in 1885, The witness believed this was
doe to overproduction of besf snima's. Prices
weare also afflected by the faet that ranges ware
pastured down until the grass was not so good,
and a» a resnlt cattle were lighter and not so
fat. The witasas first went to Texas when all
the country northwest of Williamson county was
epen. It is now settled, and veu has more cat-
tle than when a graz.ng country. 5

Senator Vast— What market do you ship yonr
cattle tol

The Witness—Chioago is about theonly market
we have got.

Seaator Vest—Do you know of any eombina-
tion of buyers at Chicago for the purchase of
caitle or lowering the market!

The Witnesa—[ have heard of such a combioa-

BASE-BALL RULES,

Changes and Modifications Made by the Joint
Committee on Rules,

New York, Nov, 20.—The corridors of the
Fifth-avenue Hotel resoundad this morning with
the tread of base-ball men, who have come from
all parts of the country to improve the rales for
the governwment of the national game next sea-
son, All the ciubs of the League are repre-
sented, and the American Association has also
& fair representation. The absorbing topie of
the various groups which gathered around the
botel was the proposed resiznation of the De-
troit elab, It is considered probable that
the Cineinnati elub wili be given the cov-
eted place, but Cleveland has a quiet boom,
looking to League bonors, Manager Schmelz,
who represents Cincinnati, is said to be not oyer
anxious for the place, but if invited, he may go
iato the League. The convention will be car-
riod on in executiva sessions, the joint rules
committee, consisting of C. H. Bryne, of Brook-
Iyn; William Barnie, of Baltimore, and Gus
Sehmelz, of Cinetunati, for the Association, and
Walter Spaldineg, of Chicage: J. B. Day, of New
York, aud J. D. Rogers, of Pluladelph:a, {or the
the League, meeoting first

The joint rules committees went into sestion
shortly after noon, and by J o'clock completed
the larges: part of its work, An endeavor was
made by soma few delecates to reintroduce the
high and low ball system, but the majority were
against the idea ana voted it down, One of the
most important sanbjects Jdiscussed was the po-
siticn of the piteher. During the past season
gome players complained that the piicher
was not far enough away from
the batsmen, and that a position three or four
feet bark would be more suitable. A motion to
that effect provoked a warm digcusgsion and was
voled down, As the pitcher is now placed, he
has to turn slightly to command a view of first
base. Thisturn, slicht as 1t is, is just the thing
which gives a chance to run. If the pitcher was
placed back afew fea: he would be sble to wateh
both home plate and first base without turning,
thus considerably lessening the chiances of base
roaning. Sinee it was decided that an umpire
should stand behind the pitcher,lie has interfered
with, rather than helped the batsman. When a
batsman has hit a fair ball, sending it over
the pitcher’'s head and hitting the umpire, he bas
po allowance acd is eompelled to ran, Thue
pitcher bas only to stoop and pick up the ball in
order 1o throw him out at first, To remedy
this, the committes decided that a struck ball
constituted a base nit, and givea the bataman a
base when it hits the umpire. In order to im-
prove the order of pitching, the committes has
reduced the balls to four {or next season. The
three atrikes remain as usual, The rule re-
garding foul tips has been abolished, and here-
after a man will be allowed to run on them.

At the evening seesion of the joint rules com-
mitteo it was decided to allow esch club ths
privilega of having on the grounds a teath
player, in fall uwoiform, ready at the end of an
even inniog to take the piace of any player.
This man would be in addition to the gubstitnte,
who has alwaye been allowed to take the place
of an injured player. An attempt to introduce
a new rule, providing that a piayer who rao over
eecond base should not be declared out, was
voted down,

At 9 p, 3. the commitiee metl in conferenee
with the scorers' association to embody in their
report to-morrow to the convention suggestions
about scoring changes given bY the newspaper
men. The main subject discussed was the sim-
plifiention of the tabulated scorss It was gen-
arally agreed that the stolen-base column should
be done away with and its record ineluded in the
summaries. Mr. Dyrne’s suggestion that a sto-
len base ghould be credited when a plaver sue-
ceeded in securing a bLase, aftera fair ball
caucht on fly, was generally approved.

A New York epeccial says it is quite certain
that both Indianapolis and Washingtou will
continue 1n the League. They seem to be per-
fectly contected with the showing that thay
bave made during the past season. *‘I don't
Enow what the troable is with that [ndianapolis
team,” remarked a delegate. ‘It is a flue clab,
and should have dome better” The fact that
the League had conirsl of one or two of the
players of the ludianapolis club was given as &
cause for some of the had work of the men dur.
ing the past seeson. The club itself bad no con-
trol over these meg more than to lgt them do as
they 1leased and pay their saiaries. They could
pot let them go if they oo desired. It is, there-
fore, quite likeiy that the contrel of these play-
ers wiil be taken out of the hands of the Leazue
and turned over to the club with which they
are conoected. This, it is thought, will remove
the bagdicap which was placed on the club

THE IRISH LAND QUESTION.

———
John Dillen Denounces the Ashbourne Act—

A Warning to Ecogi:shmea.

Loxpoy, Nov. 20 —On motion of Mr. Bmith,
the government leader in the House of Com-
mons, this evening, the rule requiring an ad-
journment at midnight was suspended, in order
that the gebate on the land-purchase bill, ex-
tending the operation of the Ashbourne act,
should proceed until a division was reachbed.

Mr. John Dillon said he thought the time bad
come to take a broad view of the Ashbourne act,
and show the Eritiah tax-payer what advances
might be asked and the vatore of thesee=rity for
them, Ie hoped the debate had resulicd ino
wakicg up the tax-payers to the immicence of
the danger of finding themselves committed to
a schewe of landiord purchase withous due
guarantees, '

It was astoundiog to hear tbe Tories speak
with fervor about the ereation of a peasant
proprietary, at the same tiwa chargiog
the peasauts with trying to frastrate the meas-
ure which was directed to that end. Among
the first prineinles of the league etood the peas-
ant proprietary, aimed at procuring such an

alteration in the law as would enable every oe-
cupier of the land to become an owner, He said
thay he bad formerly spoken in favor of the
Ashbourne aet, but it was when no coesrcion ex-
isted, With ecoercion the act was assisting the
landlords 10 raise the price of land, while it was
breaking up the combinations of the tenunts.
He must warn the English people that the ddy
might comes when the national programme would

include the repudiation of liabilities under the

act. This position has been forced upon the
Irish  people at the point of the
bayonet Mr. Goschen bhad tried to show
tuat there was adequate security for ad-
vances, becaure the tarma of purchass included
both the landlord’s and the tenant's interest,
The truoth was that, in hundreds of cases, the
land ecommission bad reported that the lind-
loré’s and tenant’s interests together would oot
afford suflicient security for the price at which
it was proposed to purchase. It was absurd to
eay that the existence of arrears was pot used
to raise the price of land, and it was equally
untrus to deny that coercion tended to raise the
price by crushing the power of the tenants to
combize. The government were trying to re-
duce the tenants to the unprotected position
held by them in 1870. Such a course was cruel,
dastardly, mean. It might infliet more misery
upon the people, but they were wedded to liber-
ty. and were prepared to make sacrifices to
achieve it.  [Cheers. |

Lord George Hamilton (Congervative) assailed
the Parnellites as opposing the bill because they
were conscions that 1t would enable the people
to forsake the leagus yoke. The landlords’
yoke migcht be beavy, but it was nothing com-
pared with the tyranny of the leagys.

Major Sanndsrson (Consarvative) said that
Mr. (iiadstone excelled in makiog tho best of a
bad cause and in skating on thin ice. The
members below the gangway knew that this biil
was most popular in lreland. It was hardly
fairin Mr. Gladstona te advocate the relief of
arrears without telling them that these arrears
had acerued since the passage of the act of 1552,
which act Mr. Giadstone pronounced the final
settiement of the land question. Mr. Gladstone
talked as if Irish landlords lived on arrears. He
[Mr. Ssunderson] thought ‘they mauach
prefarred reuts. With regard to
evietion, he wonld like to  ask
Seotch separatists what a Scoteh iandlord would
do if he failed to obtain his rents. It was ve-
cause the government had been armed with
power to frustrate sueh repudiation of liabili-
ies Mr. Dillon bad predicted that he believed
the pecurity oifered the state was ample and
that the obligations of Irishmen to the etate
wounld be loyally and hornestly met. lie objeet-
ad to a remission of arrears because lenient land-
lords would suffer while those who enforced
payment when dus would eseape. Further,
such a remission wonld ecause discontent among
tenants who honestly paid their rents.

Lord Hartington said bhe thought Mr. Dillon’s
argument was not very cogent against the bill,
but was very cocent 1n favor of coercion, be-
cause he not only confessed, but boaated, that
the valua of Jand had been reduced from twenty
to fifteen yesrs' purchase by a combination
which rendered it impoassible for a tenant with
safsty to take a vacant farm,

Mr. Dillon demnied that he
“with safetry.”

Lord Hartington retorted that nobody ever
followed Mr. Dillon without receiving a contra-
dietion.

Mr. Dillon hotly protested.

Lord Hartington, amid great excitement, re-
sumed his speech, Hesaid he bad not intended
to make any imputation, bat Mr. Dillon in-
gisted upon exactoess in reproduecing his argu-
menta, which it would be difficalt to attain,
He proceeded to argue that Mr. Dilloc's language
justified everything thatu the government had
been forced to do in order to uphold the law in
Ireland.

The land-purchase and arrears quastions wers
quite distinet. The rejection of the bill
would poi facilitate cdealing with arrears,
the necessity for which, he thought, was mueh
overrated. The government mever refused to
deal with the arrears question. The delav arose
from the, difficaity in deciding as to how to
deal with the subjioct. The Ashbourne act had
been o most successful experiment. Why adao-
don it now? The experience thus gained would
be invaluahle when Parliment jembarked cna
more ambitions scheme of land nurchase.

Mr. Morley made a spirited defense of Mr,
Dilion azainst the remarks of Lord Hartington.
He said thar Mr. Dillon’s eharacter stood as
high us that of any other member of the
House. As far as the taking of vacant farms
was concerned, Mr. Dillon relied upon the ere-
ation of an esprit dn corps among the tenants,
not upon intimidation. Mr. Morley fully sup-
ported Mr. Gladstone's eontention thac the ar-
rears question was more urzent than the Ash-
boeurne Dbill. which, he said, ought to be post-
ponad. The government admitted the
nacassity of a settiement of the arrears question,
and, having a majority on both sides of the
House, must be held respousitle for not dealing
with the question. He denied that tho Ash-
bourne act had besn such a success as Lord
Hartington had asserted. Among other reasons
in proof whereof he spoks, Mr. Morley said tnat
only a sixth of the £3.000,000 used bad been ex-
pended in the west of Ireland. Iie quoted art-
cles from the Birmingbam Gazette to show
that the Chamberiain party considered ihat
the extension of the Ashlbourne act wonid ba as
dangerous as Mr. Giadetone's scneme; vet they
preferred to gupport it rather than tonjare the
position of the government: ‘“‘aud this.™ Mr.
Morley exciaimed, ““isthe party that stamps the
conntry, saying that a great moral gulf divides
us! Yes, itis a great guif, aud your morality
lies at the bottom.” [Cheers.] The speaker said
his position o reference to the laud-purchase
schewe was unchaoged, bat he did not want to
porchase land at any price.  The government
professed to have prepared a comprehensive
scheme: why not producee it! Depena upon 1t,
bhe eald, if they voted this five millions they
would never see their scheme, but wou!d vote
for ao indelinite postpourment of the land set-
tlement question, in addition to embarking on
an unsound ficancial poliey sca delay in dealing
with the arrears,

Mr. Swmitn, the government leader, in d-fend-
iug the government againet the chargeof a
brezch of faith, reminded the Honse that he, 1n
July last, informed them that this bill would be
introdured in the antumon session.

The House then divided, and the second read-
ine was fixed lor Thursdav. The Umonists vorad
solidly with the government. Two Gladstonians,
Haldane and Grey, voted against the amend-
ment, and two others absta ued from voting
The Gladstonian leaders did not challengo s
division on the second readicg.

bill under discussion. Mr. Gladstone main-
tained that Mr. Smith's reference to the bill,
last July, was not understood to eover such
laree sum as £35,000,000.

Mr. (Gladstone’s amendment was rejected—330
to 246. The motion to istroduce the bill was
agreed to,

In the Houss of Lords, to-night, Lord Sala-
bury stated that negotiations stil procesded with
Franoee with reference to the blockade of the
East African coast. Concessions by France
would practieally enabls the goverament to stop
the siave trade. The objestions that M. Goblet
had taken were rather to the rignt-of-seareh
theory than to its practice under the blockads.
M. Goblet's promise to send a war ship for the
surveillance of vsasels flylog the French flag
ended the diffienlty.

THE PARNELL COMMISSION.

T —— S

Difficulty in Obtaining Witnesses—The Work
-9 Must Be Shortened,

Laxpox, Nev. 20.—The Parnell ecommission
resumed its sitting to-day. Attorney-general
Webster, counsel for the Times, complained of
the difficulty experienced in bringing forward
witnesses from County Kerry. He called the
judge’s attention to an article in the Kerry
Sentinel (Mr. Edward Harriogton's pager),
which stated that the judges composing the
Paroell commission were showing signs of
measles vow, although at the ovening of the io-
quiry they had appeared to be spotless. The
judges were creatures of the conepiracy entered
into by the governmenst aud the Time, and were
manifestly unable to ve:l their prejndices. The
Attorney-general appealed to the court to take
action in the matter, as such publications tend-
ed to defeat justice, and amounted to the gross-
est contempt.

Mr. Reid, in bebalf of Mr. Harrington, eom-
plained that no notice of a charge of this char-
acter bad been given them, and it was absolute-
ly impossible to make an answer at present
He asked that the matter be adjourned uuntil
to-morrow,

Presiding Justice Hannen and the attormey-
geperal both agreed to this, and the matter

stood over.

The examioation of witnesses was then re-
sumed. Farmer Culloty, of Castle Island. Coun-
1y Kerry, testified that because he bad served
rotices on tenants in 1882 two men visited him
and one of them struck him with & spade and
the other shot him in the leg. The leg bad to
be amputated. He was afterward Loycotted.
On eross-sxumination he said the quarters of
the nearest branch of the leagnue was six miles
distany from bis tarm. He copsidered that the
rents throughout Kerry were too high. He de-
nied that the two men whe atiacked him were
relatives of s xervant girl whom he had wronged.

Constable McCarthy testified that ha searched
the house of & man named MeMahon, who was
treasurer of a brauch of the league, aud found a
number of papers. !

A letter was here prodneed and handed to the
elerk, to be marked for the purnose of identifi-
caticn, but was not put in as evidence.

Sir Charles Russell, conosel for the Parnellites,
asked to see the letter,

Attorney-general Webster objected, sayiog
that counsel was not entitled to see it until it
was read.

Sir Charles Russell maintained that he was
entitied to see it on its way to the witness. He
said thera was no such thing as marking aocu-
ments behind counsel’s back.

Justice Hannen observed that it was the
usual custom to aliow the opposing counss]l to
ses docaments, in order that they may say
whether they object to them or not,

The Attornay-general said he wonld persist in
his refusal to allow Sir Charles Russell to seo
the documsant unless the court ruled otherwise,

There wae a short consuitation between the
judges, and Justice Hannen said the court wers
of opinion that it was a matter of courtesy.

The Attor.ey-general adhered to Lis refusal,
remarking that there were reasons why Sir
Charles Russell shounld not see the letter until
it was put in as evidence.

Other witnesses from Kerry wers then exam-
ined, all of whom attributed outrages in that
gou-ty to the instigation of the league. A
laborer named Williams “testitied that he had
besu fired at by a captain of moonlighters, and
said that a placard had bean posied io various
places, offering £300 10 anyone who would shoot
him and his empioyer, who had taken an evicted
farm.

His Coming Message Wili Be of the Same
Tenor a8 That of Last December,
Wasnisaroyn, Nov., 20 —Secretary Fairehild
is hard at work on his last annual report.
