THE UIBBARD-FRY CASE,

The Prosecation Finishes Its Testimony, ahd
Defendant Enters Some Vigorons Denials.

Pirrseura, Nev. 21.—At this morning’s ses-
sion of the Hibb ard-Fry breach-of-promise case,
at Beaver, Pa., a large number of wilnesses
were examined, who corroborated the testimony
of previous witnesses as to Mr. Fry's visits to

the home of the plaintiff and their trips on the
train to this city. The gist of the evideace was
that the defendant did not pay any more atten-

tion to the plaintiff than any gentleman should
show alady,

W. 8. Shallenberger. cashier of the First Na-
tional Bank of Rochester, Pa., was erlled by the

prosecution to show how much moncy Fry was
worth. Mr. Shallenberger said he did not know

the value of the defendant's assets. His steek
in the bank was worth $6,000, and his residence
more than $10,000. He held stock in the Tom-
bler Company, which was very select; he also
owned stock in the Bridgewater Gas Company,

und bad au interest in a hotel at Chautauqua
The witness could not say that he was worth
$100,000.

In the afternocon John Hibbard, the son of the
vlaintiff, was recalled. The witness said that
Mr. Fry had ealled upon him in regard to the
suit. Mr. Fry said: *“Of course, 1 bave been
callivg on your mother and bave talked of love.”
Hea had called out ef pity and out of kindness
to my mother. He said be had had a quarrel,
aud my mother threatened to make it hot for
bim. He said he did not want trouble because

is cbildren and my mother’s. I said I would
1 I could to prevent any trouble, and would

of
Ftry to get the thing stopped. He said be had

Leen ot the house only four times. I had anoth-
or conversation with Mr. Fry, when he said,
“I thought you wers man eunough to get this
thiog stopped.” He aleo said that he had sus-
pected something at the Hotel Anderson, and
had a private detective, who toock down all
the conversation. He also #aid he would
sue Mra Hiblbard for perjury and land her in
the penitentiary. Upon further examination
the witness said that Mr. Fry bad offered to get
him another ard bstter pesitica if he would
bhave the procaeedings stopped.

Mary Murphy, a servant formerly in the em-
ploy of Mrs. Hibbard, testified that one muight
while the plaintiff and Mr. Fry were in the par-
lor, she had lonked through the keyhole, but she
had seen nothing improper.

BMrs. Hibbard was agaio recalled for cross-ex-
amination. Io reply to the question “Did you
say to Miss Zelia Moore in 1584, ‘1'll set my cap
for Mr, Prry and get him tool’ " she said indig-
nantig, “No, sir, 1 never said any suchthing.”

‘“I5id you mnot say to Mrs. Jacob Kimmel,
‘thure is no use working so hard with your
hunds when just as much money can be made
with the head. My plan is to find some rieh old
widower aud draw him on until he does some-
thing eriminating or else proposes marriage,
then git rid of bhim and turn around and sue
him for breach of promise. I would not want the
man—only his money—and 1 would get it, too."”
During the readiogof this language by Mr.
Buchanan the witness straightened herseifl up
in the witneas chaip, gripping the arms tightly
with both hands. Her compressed lips, pale
face and angry e indicated her feelings.

“I never said anything of the kind,” she
answered with dramatic emphasis, lesning for-
ward toward the jury. *'I am not afraid to have
anrthing I hawe ever said read from the pulpit.”

“That will do,” said Mr. Buchauan, ¢oldly.
‘No theatricals here, please.”

The prosecution here rested their case, and
the defense opened. Miss Moore and Mre
Kimmel were recalled, and they repeated the
above staterjents, which they said bad Lleen
made to them by %u plaintiff.

At 2:45 ovlock Mr. Fry, the defendant, took
the stand. and remained in the wituess-box the
reat of e afternocon. He denied with great
vigor all the sssertions of love-makiog made by
the oplaintiff. He eaid he had never
talked of the colaness of Mrs. Hibbard's love for
bhim; nevercalled her any terms of endearment:
pever asy ed her what she thought of him; never
said a weaithy lady had proposed to him, and
never hvsiped her home on a slippery night, or
consulited her about portieres. He spoke seri-
ously nbout the alleged communion courtship,
and sald he vever thought of her at such a
timm. He detatled the trip to Pittsburg, and
as: srted that she had invited herself to go with
bi m. They attended the opera at her request
&i pd took the midpight train home.

Deuring his denials of Mrs. Hibbard's state-
' aent the court was kept in constautly recurring
pesls of laughter. MNr. Buchaoan, for the de-
fense, read from his notes Mrs. Hibbard's testi-
mony, and at the end of each expression asked

Mr. Fry if the statements were true. He invari-
ably pronounced them false.

An Irish Editor Airily Assumes Responsibil-
ity, and Filods the Price Very High.

Loxpox, Nov. 21.—At the meeting of the
Parsell commission, to-day, Mr. Reid, counsel
for Mr. Edward Harrington, stated that Mr.
Herrington did not choose to adopt the course
he had advised in relation to the articie abusing
the commiesion which bad appeared in Harring-
ton's paper, the Kerry Sentiuel. Therefore he
[Mr. Reld] was not in a position to say any-
thing.

Presiding Justice Hannen asked Mr. Harrlng-
ton 1t he had anything to say.

Mr. Harrington replied that he had no state-
ment to make, except that he would accept
responsibility for what appeared in his paper.

The judges retired, and Mr. Harrington con-
versed unconcernedly with hia brother Timothy
until their return. In ten minutes the judges
reappeared, and Judge Hannen said he regretted
that Mr. Harrington had refused to adopt Mr.
Reid’s advice. It would be wastiog words to
Indicate how serions was the contewnpt of court
of which his paper had been guiity. It was

necessary that the authority of the court should
be maintained, and, therefore, such thiugs must
be stopped. He then fined Mr. Harrington £500.

The takiog of testimony was then resumed,
and George Curtin was called. He gave the de-
tails of the murder of his father. After the
murder the Curtin family were boycotted, and
their male servants were compelled to leave
their service. On cross-examioation Curtin
testified that he was a member of the league
when it was firat organized. His father was
vice-president of a braneh. The witness had no
reason to belisve that the league was implicated
in the crimes agsinst his family. Varions
branches of the league, he said, bad dencuuced
the murder of his father.

Nora Fitzmaanrice deposed that in June, 1837,
a letter signed by a man named Dowling,

secretary of & branch of the league,
was received by her father request-
ing him to attend a meeting. Her

father did not go to the meeting. After this
incidenty the people's demeanor toward her
father changed and he obtained police protee-
tion. The witness gave in detail the facts in
connection with the shooting of her father while
he was on his way to attend the Listowel fair in
January.

On cross-examination the witness stated that
ber father and uncle had disagreed respestiug
the farm on which her father reasided, and the
peopls sided with her uncle. She knew that
the league had been suppressed in county
Kerry.

Council for the Parnellites here read an artl-
cle published in the Kerry Sentinel, condemning
the murder of Fitzmaurice and regreiting that
tho league had been suppressed =.id the vene-
?ci:l effects which arose from the organizatioa
o8

The fact that Mr. Edward Harrington was
fined £500 by Justice Hannen to-day for con-
tempt of court, Was euntirely due to the Kerry
editor's stubbornness. He not only did not
write the offensive article, but there is positive
proof, aside from his own statement, that he
did not know of its existence until it appeared
io the paper. Concerniog the matter, Mr. Har-
riogton said in the House, last eveniog: *“When
I read the article it actually made my ears tin-
gle.” Mr, Harrington will make po effort to
evade the ps{mont of the fine by appeal or oth-
erwise, and the money will probably be raised
by sabseription among his friends, many of
whom bave already expressed their willingness
to contribute.

The British Commons Continues the Debate

on the Extension of the Ashbourne Act.

LoxpoxN, Nov. 21.—Ia the House of Commons,
this afternoon, Mr. Meade, Solicitor-general for
Ireland, moved the second readiog of the Irish
land-purchase bill

Mr. Labouchere moved that the bill be re-
jected. He complained of the undue baste in
which the measure was being pressed forward,
and said that there was an obvious desire on
the part of the government to prevent the coan-
try from coasidering their proposals on the
question of land purchase. He denied that
Parliament had obtained at the last election
any authority to legislate upon this question,

the immesnse importance of which required the
spocial sanction of the country. As the
bill stood it was a gross injustice npon the
British tax-payer. Besides thar, it was inju-
rions to Ireland, as it would encourage a
gigantie system of absenteeism. Until a home-
rule measure was carried nothing ought to be
done toward land purchase.

Sir George Otto Trevelysn, Liberal, warned
the House that if it assented to the bill it would
not be able to stop further grants, and that it
would soon be calied upon and eompelled to ad-

vagce more m:llions. Among the dangers
of the Ashbourne naet pot the Jleast
was that it committed the British tax-

payer to a system of landlord purchase which
gave no good security for advances, and which
left the tenant in a position to repudiate if bad
years rendered him unable to pay bis install-
ments, '

On motion of Mr. Parnell the @ebate was ad-
journed.

The Parpellites are discontented with the
manoer in whiech the debate on the Ashbourne
extension is conducted. They deciare toat the
bill is oot foucht with suflicient strength, and
that the aectivity of Liberal leaders is wanting
in hostility. Mr. Parnell, respondiug to the de-
sires of his party. bas decided to fght every
stage of the bill

A WHITECHAPEL SENSATION.

A Drunken Woman Claims to Have Been
Murderous!y Assaulted by a Man.

trated.  According to the womans story
the man had eseized bher and strock
ber once in the throat with a knife. She
struggled desperately and bad succeeded in free-
ing herself from the man's grasp, and sereamed
for help. Her cries bad alarmed she man and
he flad without attempting any farther violence,
Som:e of the neighbors who bad heard the wom-
an's screats followed the murderer for about

three hundred yards, when he disappesred from
their sight. The woman says she is fully able
to recognize the man, and gave a description of
him to the police. The police are hepeful of
soon capturing him.

After investigrtion of the facts the police
are of opicion that the attempted murder in
Whitechapel this moraing was not the work of
the man who committed the atrocious murders
in that vicinity recently. No arrests have been
made. The excitement among the peopie con-
tinues.

Fuarther fnvestigation by the police shows
that the Whitechapel woman who reported that
she bad been attacked by a man who went to
her lodgings with her, is & prostitute of the
lowest ordes. BShe only » alight

abrasion of the skin on her throat, and the po-
lice place no credsnce in her story of an attack,
They believe that she inflicted the injury her-
self while she was druok.

Senator Quay Proposes that the Country Shall
Know How They Are Conduoted.

WasmingToN, Nov. 2L —Senator Quay bas
been hard at work since the election, and what
he 18 now doing bids fair to surprise the coun-
try. He has been and is watehing the congres-
sional election returns from the Soutb, and
there is no doubt that be has already gathered
many facts whish will show up the methods by
which the Sonth is made solidly Demoecratic and
Democratic Congressmen are returned from
Republican districts. The Senator says noth-
ing of his purposed aims, but he never was

known to work on aoythiog except
for a  purpose, and 1 this case
he bhas made opreparations for long

work—work which, psrhaps, wiil not end before
the close of the first session of the next Con-
gress. There will almost certainly be more con-
teats for seats in the next House of Representa-
tives than in any previous one. For a number
of years Southern Republicans have refrained
from contesting seats to whieh they were enti-
tled, because they knew they bad no chance for
justice in a Demoecratic House. Now, however,
it seems that Senator Quay is determined that
every Republican candidate for Congress in the
South who has beeu cheated out of his
election sball make a contest This is
perhaps not so much for the purpose of doing
these parties themselves justice as to expose the
methods by which the South is being kept solialy
Democratie. It is high time that the truth
about these methods should be known, because
they bave come to be fixtures in Southern poli-
tice, and if permitted to exist would finally re-
sult in serious difficulty, as they are already
eodangering our form of government There
will be mo disposition o flaunt the “bloody

shirt,” none to force the Southern people
to social equality with the negro, or
to make the Iatier the dominant race;
nor will there be any disposition to do any
wrong of asy kind to the white people of the
South; but there will surely be a determination
upon the part of the aext Republican Congress
to secure honest elections througnout the whole
eountry, by means of which our popular insti-
tutions can be preserved. For that reason, the
werk Senator Quay is now doing, and which is
te lay the foundation for the greater work in-
dicated, is of the utmost imporiance.

TOE COMING INAUGURATION.

It Will Be Celebrated on a Scale of Graudear

Hitherto Unsurpassad.

Wasnivaron, Nov. 21L.—The committees in
charge of the icauguration ceremonaies and the
ball are well organized and at work. Capt. Geo.
E. Lemon, chairman of the finance commitoe,
bas already raised over £25,000 in the city of
Washington, but is anxious to get subscriptions
from the outside to an amount which will insure
the occasion surpassing soything previous in
the history of the country.

“How muck money will be necessary for this
purpose!” Capt. Lemon was asked.

“I ought to bave at least §75,000," he replied.

“I’reparations will have to be made on a scale
uoprecedented. The crowd present will be
considerably greater than at any previous time,
acd public expectation will require more than
ever before. There are millions more people in
the country than there were at the last inangn-
ration, and they are more accustomed to large
and splendid demonstrations. Every year sees
us doing everything of a public nature on a more
extensive scale. This is the greatest and wealth-
jest nation in the world, and its people are get-
ting to expect that their chief magistrates shall
be inducted into bis great office with ceremonies
befitting its dignity. A public ceremony of this
pature requires money,and a great deal of

it. The necessary aud unavoidable expenses
arising from the mere presence in the city of so
great a crowd ave very large. At (iarfield’'s in-
auguration thestreet decoration account wasover
£8,000; fire-works and illuminations, §2,000, and
other expenditures raised the total to $39,066 60.
At Cleveland's 1nanguration the disbursements
wore $60.804.66. I do not see how we can get
along with a cent less than €75,000. We should
have more rather than less this year.”

*“How do you propose to raise the maney!”

““All that we waot now is a guarantee
fund which will proteet those of us
who take the responsibility of makine
pecessary contracts. This is the customary way
of proceeding. We do pot expect that the sub-
scribers to thia will, in the end, have to pay a
dollar, as in all probability their subseriptions
will be returped to them. This was the case
four vears ago, and also eight years ago, and, I
thing, has been the rule. The receipts from the
sale of tickete to the ball and to the stands along

secreily cutting rates or engaging in other un-
lawful practices. Both of them assert, however,
that they believe such practices are goiog on
but they say they have mno evidence upon th(
subject which could be produced to the commis
gion or in eourt, and the:r beliel is based on t
fact that they are now getling the proportion
business which comes to them whken rates are
maintained. Under these circumsiances, said
the chairman, there is nothing the commission
can do in the matter. These roads or any othed
have a legsl right to reduce rates if they do se
publicly, and file, print and post them as tbe in-
terstate-commerce act requires. The law doec
not prohibit, be said, a reduction, and the com-

mission ecan deal only with illegal aects, but i
must bave for this purpose some tangible evi-
dence.
