THE WHEN

NATURAL-GAS INTEREST,

The Standard 0il People Said to De Looking
About Pittsturg for Its Control.

-

PirrseurG, Nov. 23.—This morniog’s state-
ment of the theory that the mission of seven or
eight great Staodard Oil monopolists in Pitts-
burg was the negotiation of a deal to complete
the monopoly of paturzl-gas interests in the
great manufacturing center of western Penusyl-
vania, Obio and West Virginia brought out a
probability which has to-day become the ac-
cepted theory as to the object of the eecret con-
ference of the magnates, begun yesterday, and
conciuded to-day before they relurned home.
They undoubtedly want the Pittsburg monopoly

of patnral gas cootrolled by the Philadelphia
company, and want the big dividends evew now
paid on its elevem millions of stock, as well
a3 what will be paid on 1ts additiooal §2,500,-
(00 to be bonded Dec. 5. They deny iy,
of eourse, and insist that they only met here on
routine busiuess and chose Pittaburg as the
place as a mere geographical compliment. But
they always deny everythice, the mere admis-

eion of which would be equivalent to their
drawing a handsomse check in favor of the man

to whom they might show their hands. One
thing is certain, no mere bagatelle embraced by
a million or two of doliars drew this great com-
pany of magnates together when one or two of
them were deemed sufficient last year to come
home and “‘settls the hash” of all the petroleam
prodncers, with their millions at stake. There-
tore, what they deny need not necessarily be
negatively received, asail western Penasyl-
vauia has been taught the sad lesson that the
Standard must be taken by contraries, if at all.

The gorsip among the brokers to-day was very
entertaiving. One gentleman who should know
what be was talkiog about gave an opivion that
¢nhows the gas deal spoken of had hit the right
idea. *“‘There is no doubt,” said he, *‘that the
Standard people are after the gas lines about
thie city. Pittsburg is the only place, you might
gay, in this part of the ccuntry where they
haveu't & mogopoly of the gas interests, and I
believe it is ounly a question of time when they
will aequire that. It is well known that the
Siaudard bas besn quietly purchasing outside
gas lines, and forming them into trusts. This
scheme was thought of years ago, when gas was
first found in sueh quantities. The Standard
people saw what a big thing there was in gas,
and bave gone along quietly absorbiog millions
of acres of gas lines, and the gas companies will
wake up somse fine morning to find their supnly
of gas utterly inadequate, their lands all drilled
and the Standard il Company ready to pur-
chase their stoek or furnish them gas at their
own terms. Io addition to this, they practical-
Iy own the Olio oil fleld, and will be prepared
Lomo day to make more gas than the world can

arn.”

“The Standard people,” ssid a well-known oil
and stoek-broker, ‘‘have their eye on the Phila-
delpkia company, and, while I am not a bull on
that etock by anv means, [ think they iotend to
buy the $2 500,000 worth of bonds that are to be
issued. This would give them the preference on
all property and plants, and they would practi-
cally hold the key to the sitaation.”

MORMON CONVERTS.

Car-Loads Being Shipped Ont of Tennesseo,
Georgia and Alabama,

Brmumxciay, Ala,, Nov. 23, —~Passenger-agent
Rogers, of the Kansas City, Memphis & Bir-
micgham raiiroad, to-day ticketed to Ogden and
Salt Lake City, Utab, three Morman elders and
fifty converts who came from Cullman county,
Alabama. Of the fifty converts, eighteen were
girls between twealve and twenty years of age,
sixteen wors womoen between twenty and forty
sears, and the others were men and boys. They
were of the poorest class of country people, and
only nine of the eatire party are able to read
and write. The converts were in chargo of
Elders Smith, Rich aad ILee, who will accom-
pany them to Utah. Elder Smith was in com-
mand. To a reporter be said:

*“We bave met with mueh opposition in the
Southern States, but Alzsbama and East Tennes-
see have been our most fruitful tlelds. We
have been dencunced and threatened, and a
number of our elders have been whipped, tarred
and feathered, but we go on making eonverts to
the true religion of the Latter-day Saints. We
bave elders in various sections of the Northern
and Western States, a pumber in Earupe, but
rocently we have been concentrating our f{orces
in the Soutb, as we have met with greater suc-
cess in this section than in any otber part of
the world. Every few months w¢ gather at
(‘hattanooga, Tenn., and HBirmingham, Ala,,
and all converts who wish to go to Utah are
there and they are given transportation. We
have in the two States of Alabama
and  Tennessee, unearly forty flourishiog
mission stations. We are adding 1,000 converts
to Mormonism annuoally, asd the United States
government will io time be compelisd to aceord
our churchh equal righta with other religious
gosieties.

““We have no idea of transferring the head-
quarters of our church to Mexico. Weare iocat-
ing maoy converts in Arizona, Idabo, Montana
and Wyoming, saund will scon be as strong in
those Territories as in Utah. We work among
cou'. ry people and in sections remote from
towns and cities to escape persecution, not that
we fear intelligent discussion or investigation
of our relimon. We have go lonz been grossly
misrepresentad by the newspapers that we are
fully aware of the prejudice against us which
exists everywhere.”

Elder Smith is about forty years old, and a
man of education and intelligence. He declined
to discuss the quesiion of polygamy, simply say-
ine that the Mormon Church was misropresented
and misunderetood on that subject. Elders
Rich and Leo are young men of little {atelli-
gence, and declined to talk.

The Democrats Continae Thele Dishonest
Efforts to Count in a Majority.

Wasnixcrox, Nov. 23.—The Democrats have
vot yet given up their purpese to manufacture
s majority for themselves in the next House of
Representatives. This appears f{rom many
movements op their part in the reported doubt-
fal districts in Southern States. In theso
States they control the election boards which
will make the returns on which certificates are
issued, and in this way they may be enabled to
bave certificates issued to candidates who were
not elected even on the face of the returns, if
bhonestly made. The present Clerk of the Iiouse,
General Clark, will bave to make up a lisv of the
members of the next House and call them to
order under the present law, and, having re-
ceived returns by which a majority of Demo-
erats would be shown to be elected. would thus
pave the way for a Democratio organization of
the House. The Republieans are well aware of
this, and recognize the seriousness of tho situa-
tion. They do not mean to be cheated out of
the control of the next House by the return of
candidates who were not elected, and therefore
it ia barely posail.s that the organization of the
next House will lead to trouble. There might
be two Houses organized, and that would be
something that has never bappened before,
Each house of Congress is the sole judge
of the  election of 1ts members, by
s provision of the Constitution, and it
is hard to see how even the Supreme Court
could decide betweeen two rival houses and say
which is the legal one. As the law now stands,
it would be in the power of the State authori-
ties, by issuing election certificates to defeated
candidates on untenable grouunds or pretexts, to
change the political complexion of Congress by
epabling one party, which did not really obtain

a majority, to orgauize the House, which House
g0 frandulently constituted could then easily re-
tain control by deciding contests in its own favor,
and that this wonld be done is certain. The con-
trolling party would never count itself out, no
matier how strong the cases of the other side
might be. Under these circumestances, the
official reports from alleged doubtful districts ia
the South are awaited with great anxiety.

that “The niggers and soldiers all voted for the
Kepublican ticket.” Mr. Kenna said that the
tbiog that hurt him most was the thought that
so many of his West Virginia constituents have
lost all that they poesessed by stakiog their
money upon the belief that Cleveland would
succeed himsaeif, In some cases, the Senator
says, men bave even lost their farms and stock
on the resalt.

NORTH CAROLINA METHODS,

A Republican with 4,500 Majority Deliberate-

ly Robbed of His Election,
Washington Special 1n Philadelphia Press.

The Second North Carolina distriet is the
“‘plack district” of the State. Its normal Re.
publican majority is from 8,000 to 10,000. The
Democrats speat §25,000 in this distrist, and on
election day robbed and bought from Cheatham,
tho colored Republiecan candidate, about 4,000
votes. When the canvassing boards met on the
Thursday after election, however, they found
that the work had not been thoroughbly done
aud that Cheatbam bad still about 4,500 major-
ity. The members of the canvassing boards
did not feel that they were 1n oflice to allow any
such thing as that to happen, and they proceed-
ed to wipe the majority out. They threw out
one whole precinct each 1a Cra-
ven, Halifax and Jones counties.
In Warrez county they threv out seven

precinets. In Bertie county they threw out two
precincts on the ground that the registration
books had been burced, by some mysterious act
of Providence, just before the elaction. It goes
withontsayingthat all these pracincts were heav-
ily Republican. They were thrown out on the
most trivial pretexts, and, indeed, in some
cases, theruv was oo pretense at giving any rea-
son. The precinct was thrown out, and there
was an ‘‘end on't.”

The whole of Vance county (Cheatham's own
county) and the whole of Edgecombe county
were thrown out on the pretext that the bailots
were not properly printed. As a matter of facs,
the ballots were precisely like those used
throughout the distriet and Siate, and were
printed in one office, and according to a form
agreed upon by both the Republican and Demo-
eratic State chairmen. Still the Republican
majority was not overecome by 671, and the
Democratic mansgers burriedly telegraphed to
the canvassing board in Northampton county
that it must save the day. Unfortunately,
the Northampton ecounty ecanvassers had
edjourved when the telegram reached
ita destination. The followine Saturday the
district canvassing board met as Newberne.
It couldu’t wipe out the remaining Republican
majority of G671, aud it concteded Chestham’s
electiou. Simmons, the Democratic candidaze,
who was at Newberne on that day, also publicly
conceded it. Last week, however, the Demo-
eratic maoagers in Washington telegraphed
Simmons thsat he must turu up with & certifieate
of election. Simmons demarred at first, bui he
ultimately cocsented to ask Governor Scalea for
a certificate. To-day he telegraphed to the head
conspirators at Washington, asking to know the
status of the next House, and statiog that he
was ready to co-operate. Thia is ioterpreted as
meaning that the State canvassing board Las
invented some way of counting out Cheatham,
and \hat Goveroor Scales has promised to give
a certificate of election to Simmonsa

BANK THIEF CAPTURED.

“Little llorace” Taken in Castody in Canada
for a Confidence Operation,

ToroxTOo, Nov. 23.—A fewdays ago a man giv-
ing the name of Heunry IHuanter was arrested
here charged with successfully working the con-
fidence trick on a newly-arrived young Seotch-

man, The case was remanded, the police mean-
time making an investigation. This has resulted

in the discovery that Hunter's real name is
Horace Hovan, and that ho is pretty well known

to the police of the United States under the
name of “Little Horace.” He is one of the
most notorious and successful bank thieves in
America. The beginning of his eriminal career,
apparently was in, 1870, when, with a notorious
Canadian eriminal named Ed Rice, now in the
penitentiary, he robbed the Halifax Bank of $20,-
000. The mouney wasreturned by Rice, and he was

released from jmil. In 1878 he robbed a Pitts-
burg (Pa.) bank of $12,000, and was seat
to the penitentiary for three years,
socn, Lowever, escaping. In 1878 he

was arrested for robbing a Charlestown (Va.),
bank, but, feigniog sick, was sent to the hos-
pital aud again escaped. Little Horace was ar-
rested bere, together with a companion named
Wiilliam Alexander, and the two men had de-
vised a most novel and clever scheme for rob-
bing banks. They had ordered a couple of or-
dinary walkiog-canes, harmless enough in ap-
pearance, but of very ingenious structure. At
the point of each cane is a iarge pair of tweezers,
conuvected with the handle of the cane bhya
spring running its entire length. The plan is to
go to the bauk, transact some ordinary business,
laying the cane on the counter with its point
v wayt! the teller. Assoun as that official turns
kis back the cane comes into contact with a roil
of bills out of reach of a man's arm, and the
spring is as easily worked to hook a few of the
bills. The datectives congider it one of the neat-
est tricks for robbing a bank that they have

graphic dispateh bears the information that the
heira of Frank Briscoe won thesuit at Cameron,

Tex. The suit wasto determine by law whether
the heirs of Briscoe or those of his wife should
inheris the life policy of DBriscoe in the Knights
and Ladies of Honor for $2,000. The case was
a peculiar one. At the time the Journmal con.
tained an account of the horrifyiog holocaust at
Rockdale, Tex. Fraok Briscoe and his wife and
two children, residents of this city, were con-
sumed in that awfel aflair, June 4 There were
no immediate heirs to Briscoe's estate, and so
Brizcoe’s relatives and also his wife's relativeslaid
claim to his asseta. In the cases the evidence
of Dr. Brooks, who was a guest of the hotel at

the time of the fire, decided the matter. He
averred that Mrs. Driscoe gave the alarm to him
and his wife, and that Mr. Briscoe, gleeping
further away (rom the origin of the fire, was not
seen at all. She exclaimed: ““Mrs. Brooks! Mrs.
Brooks! For God's sake—the buildine is on fire
and we are a!l burniog up!”

How Forger Tinkler Was Caught.

QUARRELS IN FRANCE.

Financial Schiemes That Promise to Give the
Politicians Much Trouble.

NEw YORrE, Nov. 23.—A Paris spocial to the
Times says: *‘While the sinister shadow of
Boulanger steadily inereases in the land, the
Republican factions seem to be on the brink of
another quarrel over financial scandals which
threaten to be even worse than that under
which President Grevy and M. Wilson went
down. DPeople are talking more sbout Numa
Gilly’s wholesaie charges than anything else, in
spite of the fact that his sweeping accusations
agamst the politicians of the Right and Left do
not scem so far to have much proof back of
them. But, from what 1 learn to-night, muech
worse is to come.

“The Deputies to-day all received a circular
letter, signed by I. Martin, ex-agent of the
Panama Caoal Company, asserting that Mesars.
Baihaut and Barbe, formerly Ministers of Pub-
lic Works, had each received during the past
two years large bribes, in return for the official
and parliamentary aseistance they bad rendered
the Panama Canal Company. In addition, M.
Martin says that fully fifty members of the

Chamber are implicated in a similar corrupt way
in the fortunes of DeLessep’s scheme, but he re-

gorves their names in order 1o concentrate the
charge on these ex-Ministers, and force them to

proceed against him in the courts, where he is
ready and anxious to meet them. I take the
liberty of doubting, however, that they will sue
him, unless they are forced into it. AL Martia
also attacks the present effort of M.
Delesseps to obtain at least  the
formal backing of the Credit Foneier for his
project of a new loan. It appears that the gov-
ernment is pretty deeply involved in support of
this plan, M. Floquet relying a good deal on
patriotic fummery about piercing the istbmus
of Panamu uoder the Freoch fiag for election-
eering capital in the genmeral elections of next

eer. Hence, any big scandal now abount the

anama canal will not only smash finally M. De
Lesseps's chances for getting more money out
of the confiding French people, but will seriously
threaten the government itself. )

“Quite as important, in another way, is the
opeciog of subscriptions for the new Russian
loan here in France. It is not so much that
the investment 18 & very bad snd un-
wise one, finapcially, but that it will
ereato a lot of political sentiment of a dangerous
sort. Every pessant who holds 100 franes in
Russian paper will bave & new belief in the
certainty of Rusaian friendship for Fraoce to
the obvious increase of willingness to engage in
international ventures. There are bpumercus
rumors afloat about disorders in Alsace, about
fresh quarrels on the German [frontier, and
alarming diplomatic correspondence, but noth-
ing has occurred thus far 0 give them im.
portance.”

An Attempt to Make Charges of Treason.

Paris, Nov. 23.—The Boulangist and Con-
servative journals charge the government with
preparing a coup 4’ etat, to be carried out on
the occasion of the demonstration at the grave

of the revolutionist Baudin, on Dee. 2 They
allege tbhat government agents will mingle with
the people in the cemetery on that day aod pro-
voke a conflict. The leaders in the demonstra-
tion will then be arrested ou trumped up charges
of having been engaged in plotting against the
state, and will afterwards be prosecuted for
treason. .

La France says Gen, Boulanger, in an inter.
view, assertsd that he had definite information
that Prime Minister Floquet was makiog prep-
arations for a coup d'etat against the Boulang-
ists, and abandoned them only because they
wers prematurely revealed.

The Journal des Debats ridicules the rumors
of a coup d'etat, and says they are oniy the mag-
nified echoos of the talk of the Deputies, who
have urged the government to adoont energetle
measures for the suppression of DBoulaugist in-
trigues.

General Boulanger, in another interview, de-
clared that he would give anything for the gov-
ernmeant to do what had been affirmed. France
would never submit to such a coup 4’ etat, and
in a fortnight his party would be in power. He
bad no fear of assassination, and took no pre-
cautions. The government newspapers ridicule
the story of a coup d'etat, but articles written
by Souller and Reinacht declars that the repub-
lie 18 in danger and must be protected from
Boulangism. X

Testimony as to Outrages and the Irish
League's Conpection Therewith,

Loxpox, Nov. 23.—At the sitting of the Par-
pell commission, to-day, Inspector of Police
Higgins testified concerning outrages at Castle
Island, County Kerry.

Sir Charles Russell objected to the witness
giving evidence regarding matters beyozd bLis
personal knowledge.

Presiding-justice Hanoen sald he admitted re-
peorts made by the police at times for what they
were worth.

The witness, resuming, quoted from statistics
which showed that from November, 1882, to
September, 1884, 160 outrages were committed.
On ecrossexamination the witness said he be-

lieved that farmers’ mons initiated outrages
in order to evade the payment of
rent. He knew of twenty bogus outrages.
He was not aware that men had econuived to
damacge their own property in order to secure
compensation from tne quarter sessions, He
did not think that all outrages were due to se-
cret societies. Some of them wete the resuit of
family quarrels, or of private malice. ke bad
connected the Jeague with mobnlighting, be-
cause, prior to the existence of the league,
Kerry had been peaceful.

Mr. Reid, counsei for the Parcellites, asked:
“What is your ground for sssuming this cen-
nection’”

The Witness—At every meeting of the league
landlords and bailiffis were denounced. Asa
conseqguenece both of the classes became un-
popular, and nearly every man who has been
m:rdcud belonged to eitlher one class or the
olher.

Parpell Tries to Insert a Provision Affecting
Arrears of Rent.

Loxpox, Nov. 23. —Ia the House of Commons,
this evening, Mr. Sexton asked whether it was
troe that seven Irish members were liable to be
prosecuted, and, if so, whether there was any
relation between the prosecution and the delay
in the debate on the Irish estimateal If there
was not, he asked if Mr. Smith, the government
leader, could give assuranee that members
would not be withdrawn from sheir parliament-

u!‘fntiu until the estimates were settled.
. Smith denied baviag any kaowledge of
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the prosecutions. He certainly desired mem-
bers to remain until the estimates were consid-
ered. Io then moved that the rule compelliog
adjourament at midnight be again surpended,
tc epable the House to concliugde the debate on
the Irieh land-purchass biil. IHis motion was
carried by a vote of 195 to 159,

On a motion to go into commities on the bill,
Mr. Parnell proposed an amendment eiviog the
government power to justrucst the land com-
mission to deal with arrears whean fixiog jud:-
cial rents. He urged thar, in view of the fact
that it was agreed on all sides that the arrears
question most necessarily be settled, it ought to
ve dealt with without deiar, incoojunction with
the question of land purchase This done, it
would plase the tenant in a position to contract
freely with the landlord, protect the exchequer
agaiustloes and give the Ashbourne aet the
best poscible ebauce to work with smoothness.

Mr. Smith contended that the eourse which
Mr. Parnell proposead would place the tenant in
»distinetly worse position than before by recog-
nizing arrears as a charge that might continue
to hang around his neck sven after completing
his purchase. Now, after a contract for por-
chase had been agreed upon, the arrears be-
cams, ipso facto, wiped ont

Mr. Dillon said the mischief of srrears oe-
curred before the agreement for purchase was
signed.

Mr. Parnell's motion was rejected by a vote of
182 to 148.

Mr. Nolan (Home-ruler) moved that the pur-
chasing tenants be allowed, also, to purchase
grass-land in the neighborhood of their holdings.

Messrs. Piunkett ana Smith admitted thas the
matter was worthy of attention, but said thas

MILLIONAIRE LIVING3TONE.

The Sudden and Mysterious Disappearance of
the Eccentric Americau.
Paris Epecial,

There is much excitement and unecasiness in
the American colony at Florence over the mys-
terious disappearance of the many-times mill-
jonaire Livingstone, who, for twenty years, has
owned one of the most magnificent palaces on
the Luog Arno, and who has cut an eccentric
figure in society here. His most remarkable
freak was to drive every afterncon to the ren-
dezvous of the Haute Seciete in an Eanglish mail
coach with twenty thoroughbred horses attashed
without passengers other than Dhim-
self and his footman. Receatly
bis coach ran over and seriously injured several
people, and the Council passed an ordinance for-
biddiog him driving more than six horses to a
coach. Thus prevented indulgence in a favorite
pastime, Livingstone became melancholy and
morose, and spent large sums of money endeav-

oring to have the ordinance repesled, but with-
out avail. He was born in Frackfort, from
where he went to California, where he amassed
an immense fortune in mining. He cast off hig

the rebellious districts. He was prepared, he
said, to make an immediate sattempt, with a
small expedition, to reach Emin Pssbha Dvan-
other route. On this route bhe ecoculd obtaln
carriers, and the rebeilion would not interfere
with the expedition. He added: “Emin Pasha

cannot wait long. Ie would meanwhile lose his
important position or the English would be com-
pelied again to take pity on our countryman. As
for myself, I would no longer be able to join an
enterprise traompeted so loudly and now aban-
doned because nu other object can be attaioed
at the same time.”
